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IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC
ON RIGHT-WING EXTREMISM

(Translation In Extenso)

Abstract: This paper researches the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the security
segment of the society, with a special emphasis on right-wing extremism. The author’s main
goal is to research the modalities in which the pandemic impacted the extreme right-wing in
Serbia and worldwide. On the basis of this comparative analysis, the author will provide an
assessment of the similarities and differences between the domestic and foreign right-wing
scene, as well as present new trends in this field. A special part of the paper will be dedicated to
online recruitment and novelties used by these extremists for radicalization of new members.
Apart from the previously known impact of WPM (White Power Music), it is noticeable that
fight clubs and online propaganda have a prominent role in recruitment of new members.
Given that the pandemic caused a forced physical distancing among people, the work of ex-
tremists intensified online, within which an extremely large role of Telegram app was detected.
Due to encryption of messages, Telegram is quite interesting not only to right-wing, but to all
other extremists as well. A crucial role in the spread of right-wing propaganda was especially
given to blogs, such as 4chan, 8chan, 8kun, ShitChan, NeinChan, which are specific due to
the fact that they are mostly used by extreme right-wing, given that they do not forbid hate
speech. The conclusion is that the value system of the extreme right-wing has remained the
same, but the action, as well as the recruitment methods, are indeed changing.

INTRODUCTION

There are numerous causes that favour the development of right-wing extremism.
Historical experience has shown that every type of social crisis serves as a fertile ground
for strengthening extremist ideas. We can say that the pandemic caused by the COVID-19
virus represents a synthesis of all crises (social, economic, health, cultural, political, etc.)

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and can thus be rightfully characterized as a multiplied crisis, given that there is not a single
segment unaffected by it.

The contemporary extreme right-wing has many faces and different causes of emer-
gence. In some cases, the causes manifest themselves in the form of migration crises (Jevtovi¢
& Baji¢, 2020), creating a xenophobic feeling among local population (as in the case of the
EU): in other cases, rooted racism represents the basic generator of the extreme right-wing
(as in the case of the Ku Klux Klan in the USA); while, for example, in the Balkans, the
post-conflict society (civil wars of the 1990s) still represents an inexhaustible reservoir for
extreme nationalism. The link between the COVID-19 pandemic and the extreme right-wing
is more than obvious, and thus the main hypothesis of this paper is that the pandemic is one
of the most significant generators of the contemporary extreme right-wing (Pori¢, 2021).

Even though the pandemic (and especially the lockdown phase) significantly affected all
extremists in terms of intensification of online activity, it is evident that the largest benefit of
this health crisis was recorded among the followers of the extreme right-wing ideology (Pori¢
& Zivoti¢, 2023). The narratives about protection of the nation, state and the complementary
group identity from different types of ‘enemies’ favoured right-wing propaganda most. It
was followed by the ideas of conspiracy theories, ‘submission’ of the humanity, impact of the
‘pharmaceutical mafia, ‘protection’ of the white race and preparation for the final reckoning
with ‘the enemy’. Polarization in accordance with Carl Schmitt’s well-known dichotomy in
the ‘friend-enemy’ relation (Schmitt, 2007) culminated among the right-wing exactly in the
times of lockdowns introduced in more or less all countries worldwide.

The emergence of new forums (4chan, 8chan, 8kun, ShitChan, NeinChan, etc.), modern
methods of recruitment through martial arts clubs, abuse of music (White Power Music),
etc. are just some of the means used by the extreme right-wing for recruitment of new
members. A huge step forward that can be seen through comparison of the new methods
with the so-called ‘old” extreme right-wing from the times of Hitler and Mussolini is defi-
nitely the use of humour for propaganda purposes, thus targeting the younger population.

Even though the pandemic is slowly coming to an end, the scars left by it in the context of
extremist ideologies will not heal easily. Exactly because of that, the main goal of this research
is to, first of all, identify the specifics of right-wing extremism in different parts of the world
(for which purpose the most characteristic cases were chosen), and then to identify the ways
in which COVID-19 has impacted the spread of the extreme right-wing ideology worldwide.

CONTEMPORARY EXTREME RIGHT-WING
AS A PHENOMENON

The contemporary extreme right-wing manifests itself in a broad range of forms, starting
from Neo-Nazism, Neo-fascism, extreme nationalism, clerical extremism, neo-populism,
neo-racism, through to misogynist movements (Incel), anti-Muslim movements, identity
movements, etc. As it can be seen, the contemporary extreme right-wing is of a diversified
character when speaking of the ideology, and is also characterized by a series of specificities
conditioned by its territoriality. So, for example, the main feature of the extreme right-wing
in the EU is xenophobia, generated by the arrival of a vast number of migrants from the
Middle East and North Africa. Contrary to the EU, right-wing extremism in the United
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States is predisposed by the racist ideology founded on the original ideas of the still existent
Ku Klux Klan. When speaking of the extreme right-wing in the Western Balkans, it is pre-
dominantly predisposed by post-conflict society drawing its problems from the past civil
wars (during the disintegration of the SFRY). As any other political extremism, the extreme
right-wing is distinguished by anti-parliamentarism, anti-democracy, anti-pluralism and
the use of political violence (Pori¢, 2014, p. 135) Besides these common traits, it is quite
important to find ideological characteristics that differentiate the extreme right-wing from
other forms of extremism (Baki¢, 2019, pp. 35-38).

Everything previously stated points not only to amorphousness, but to variability and
complexity of the phenomenon, which makes it quite difficult to define this term. Because of
that, many theoreticians resorted to defining solely ideological characteristics of the extreme
right-wing in order to facilitate its easier identification. According to Cas Mudde, there are
five basic identifiers of the extreme right-wing ideology: ‘nationalism, racism, xenophobia,
antidemocracy, and the strong state’ (Mudde, 1995, pp. 209-218). Other researchers have
broadened that ideological spectrum, and thus, according to them, extreme right-wing also
contains the following elements: extreme nationalism, Nazism, racism, xenophobia, anti-Com-
munism, paganism/extreme clericalism, conspirativism, conservatism, militarism, elitism
and misogyny (Pori¢, 2014, pp. 135-148). Some forms of the extreme right-wing contain all
of the above-stated elements, while others combine just a few of the mentioned ideological
elements.®> When speaking of definitions, we can differentiate academic and administrative
(created under the auspices of international organizations) definitions. When we sum it all
up, right-wing extremism can be defined as ‘borderline allowed opinion and behaviour, with
a tendency of crossing that border. As a political phenomenon, right-wing extremism is
inherent to movements, groups, organizations and individuals using the Neo-fascist means
and methods in fulfilling the ‘great’ goals. Depending on the type of collectivity to which they
belong, right-wing extremists fight for supremacy of some group, nation, race or religion,
negating all that is different from their value system’ (Pori¢, 2014, pp. 134-135).

The innovative element that can be noticed within the actions of the contemporary
right-wing is - humour. This perfidious use of humour is quite successful, given that it
recruits a vast number of young people. This means that the most violent and discrimi-
natory attitudes are being presented by right-wing extremists in the form of humour, thus
seemingly mitigating its destructiveness (and hate-speech). For this purpose, mascots such
as the famous Pepe the Frog and other memes* are being used, given that they have become
the reflection of the Internet subculture.

?  The radical and the extreme right are often equated, which is wrong. From the very etymology of

the word (Latin radix - root), it can be noted that the term “radical” indicates radical changes that do
not necessarily have to be bad and violent (for example, when women got the right to vote, it was a
radical change in society which had a positive connotation). In contrast, the term “extremism” (Latin
extremus - extreme, on the border) indicates that it is a phenomenon that is prone to exaggeration, with
the predominant use of violence and is rightly considered a negative phenomenon (Pori¢, 2014, p. 44).
*  What is also characteristic for the extreme right-wing is elitism and collective narcissism, mani-
fested through reiteration of superiority of one’s own collectivity.

*  Memes are a type of viral content transmitted over the Internet, usually sarcastic or humorous in
nature and conveying an important message about a current issue. Memes can be in the form of a text,
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Based on a comprehensive analysis of dynamics of the contemporary extreme right-
wing, the following trends can be singled out:

1. Internationalization,

2. Use of Internet,

3. Use of humour, and

4. Links with mainstream politics.

It is sometimes difficult to create an ideological profile of an extremist organization
due to increased occurrence of creation of hybrid forms, that is, combining of value systems
of the extreme right-wing and the extreme left-wing.” Their rhetoric sometimes raises quite
a number of concerns due to the fact that they often use the ‘catch-all’ principle. This means
that first they begin by dealing with some extremely significant topic that enjoys support
of almost 100% of the population, such as, for example, protection of children or animals
from abuse. After recruiting a numerous layer of ‘mainstream’ sympathizers, they slowly
start adding extreme content. Right-wing extremists also make good connections (and
enjoy good support) at the international level, where groups such as Stormfront®, Combat
187, Blood and Honour® and others play a big role.

IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC
ON RIGHT-WING EXTREMISM IN THE WORLD

During the pandemic a new construction - COVID-related extremism emerged,
referring to different forms of extremism motivated by the COVID-19 pandemic. COVID-
related extremism included all forms of ideologies, and the main link was the fact that
they were caused by the pandemic, used for extremist actions. This form of extremism
includes amalgamation of incompatible elements (Pori¢, 2022). Namely, the extreme
left-wing and the extreme right-wing are united in belief that they have a common
enemy - globalists (and their ideology of globalism). Even though they have a mutual
enemy, the motives of their animosity are different. While the extreme right-wing negates
globalism as an ideology due to its denationalization and de-sovereignation promoted by
the ‘New World Order’, the extreme left-wing criticizes globalism primarily because the
rich are becoming richer, and the poor are becoming poorer and poorer (cf. Suvakovié,
2022, p. 18; Bobio, 1997).

Even though it sublimates different forms of extremist ideologies, it seems that COVID-
related extremism favoured the extreme right-wing, and the extreme right-wing gained the
largest benefit from this pandemic. This can be seen from some beliefs presented by the
extreme right-wing in cyber space:

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1. The first belief reiterates that the coronavirus pandemic is a fraud used for the sole
purpose of creating a neo-totalitarian society, ruled by the minority, while the majority of the
human race would become slaves (Van Dongen, 2022). One of the ‘submission’ methods, as
perceived by right-wing extremists, was portrayed in implantation of microchips in human
organism via vaccines. Different research conducted in some Western countries testifies to
this. Namely, for example, Insights West polling company determined in April 2021 that 9%
of Canadians believed that anti-COVID vaccines contained microchips; 15% of the respond-
ents believed that pharmaceutical industry helped spread the virus (Van Dongen, 2021).
In a similar vein, ‘Pew poll in the US in July 2020 found that 5% of all Americans believe it
is ‘definitely true’ that powerful people intentionally planned the outbreak of COVID-19;
20% believe it is “probably true” (Van Dongen, 2022). All in all, only a handful (5-15%)
of the citizens of the countries of the West, such as Australia, Netherlands, Great Britain,
‘consider it at least likely that there is a conspiracy behind COVID-19” (Van Dongen, 2021).

2. The second belief perceives pharmaceutical companies and individual members
of the world elite (and especially Bill Gates) as enemies, stating that they are the only ones
who can benefit from this crisis in the sense of creating profit. This caused an intensified
animosity towards the said ‘enemies’ worldwide.

3. The so-called conspiracy theories are most often used for the promotion of such
beliefs, among which the QAnon’ theory emerged as one of the most popular ideas. One of
the elements of conspiracy theories, besides the QAnon idea, was also the correlation between
the pandemic and 5G network. It is believed that this network caused the COVID-19 virus
and that Wuhan was the testing place for its instalment. As a result of these ideas, many
telecommunication networks throughout Europe were destroyed (The New York Times)*.

Besides right-wing extremists, extremists motivated by religion also believe that the
pandemic did not originate naturally, since they perceive the pandemic as a sort of ‘God’s
punishment’ for actions of the modern society (Cruickshank & Rassler, 2020). Some re-
searchers have come to the conclusion that there was not much of religious sentiment among
the extreme right-wingers, but that it was successfully substituted by ethnic nationalism and
xenophobic attitude, which led to ‘pandemic populism’ (Vieten, 2020, p. 9). The extreme
right-wing used this pandemic for spreading panic and anti-government sentiment within
social unrest and protests of citizens, as well as for recruitment of new members.

Thanks to the pandemics, extremists stigmatized the minority groups and blamed them
for ‘all the misfortunes of the world. During lockdown, online radicalization was particularly
present. Many extreme right-wing groups saw the crisis as a reason for starting ‘race wars’
(Council of the European Union, 2020, p. 6). In the United States and Great Britain, right-
wing extremist sought COVID-19 virus to be an adequate weapon for a clash with the ‘hostile
minority, such as the Jews, Chinese, migrants... So, for example, in Great Britain, extremists
had an idea to organize spread of the virus in synagogues, mosques, halal food stores, etc.

Some cyber-attacks were recorded as well; for example, the British Nazis interrupt-
ed the Jewish religious practice organized via Zoom by posting images of anti-Semitic

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context. In Germany, PEGIDA" organized weekly virtual marches, which means that
their activities continued, although only in the online space. In the USA, an attempt of
the attack against a COVID-hospital by the extreme right-wing was recorded, though it
was prevented by the FBI on time (Council of the European Union, 2020, p. 10). Some
right-wing extremists sought the pandemic as their ally: ‘Corona did more than I ever
could have imagined. Shut down worthless Sportball [sic], Hollywood, provided a damning
indictment against globalization, AND made borders relevant again. People are reminded
of their morality once again, and the road to the third position becomes easier to tread.
Hail victory! (Gad, 2020).

Some research states that the number of right-wing extremists’ posts on the Internet
increased in comparison to posts of the extreme right-wingers and extremists motivated by
religion, thus proving that the pandemic mostly benefited the development of the extreme
right-wing ideology (Gnet Research, 2021). It is quite significant to analyze extremist activity
via Telegram channels. These channels represent a heaven for right-wing extremists when it
comes to propaganda and communication, especially having in mind that, due to hate speech,
they were removed from almost all traditional platforms and networks. Still, one should
keep in mind that restrictions are sometimes counterproductive, given that in the extreme
right-wing parallel world this means that they represent a threat to the ‘enemy) and thus
their reputation and the number of followers are on the rise. A good example is depicted in a
Telegram channel linked to a Nazi group named Nationalsozialistische Deutsche Arbeiterpartei
International. Before the restrictions imposed by Telegram in 2019, this channel had 750
followers, only to see an increase of followers to 16,522 in 2020 (Gais & Squire, 2021). Despite
the freedom of speech and encryption of messages, in December 2020 Telegram introduced
a rule enabling this platform to ban promotion of any form of violence.'

Online activities of extreme right-wingers are directed towards certain social net-
works, channels and blogs. This intensified especially during the pandemics. Certain
forums are becoming increasingly popular among the extreme right-wing supporters, and
thus represent a synonym to the extreme right-wing subculture (Stojadinovi¢, 2018). For
example, Brenton Tarrant announced his terrorist intentions via 8Chan and later broadcast
his terrorist act live via Facebook.

The fact that 4Chan'® has become quite popular since the beginning of the pandemic
was confirmed, given that nowadays it has about 22 million of visitors on a monthly basis,
of whom one half consists of American citizens (Elley, 2021, p. 2). By the way, 4Chan is the
counterpart of the Japanese imageboard called Futaba Channel, also known as 2Chan. Soon
enough, similar forums started appearing, such as the following: 8Chan/pol, 16Chan/pol,
EndChan/pol, InfinityChan/pol (present on the darknet), and Nainchan/pol (also present
on the darknet). One research, conducted immediately after the beginning of the epidemic
(in April, May and June 2020), showed how pandemic influenced these right-wing forums
during lockdown. Namely, it was first noticed that the most frequent words and syntagms

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were ‘white people, Jew) as well as labels used for depicting black people (such as ‘black;,
‘nigger’), thus pointing to the racist value system (Baele et al., 2021, pp. 65-80). Secondly,
it was determined that the most extreme content was found on the NeinChan forum,
which was logical, given that it belongs to the dark web, while the most visited forums
were 4Chan and 8Chan, which was expected, given that they belong to the so-called ‘open
forum’ spectrum, and are thus available to everyone. During three months of research, it
was determined that the biggest number of posts appeared on 4Chan (a total of 8,393, or
92.23 posts on a daily basis), while the least visited forum was EndChan (with a total of 51
visits, or 0.56 visits on a daily basis) (Baele et al., 2021, p. 67).

The biggest benefit the extreme right-wing sought to gain from the pandemic was
the launch of the so-call ‘race wars’ in the countries of the West. The fact that the extreme
right-wing was strong even before the pandemic is confirmed in an American study con-
ducted in the period from 2020 to 2019, according to which only 20% of extremist killings
were perpetrated by extremists motivated by religion', while % of killings were linked to
the extreme right-wing (Statista Research, March 2020). During 2019, FBI determined that,
out of 850 investigations linked to terrorism in the United States, the majority was caused
by White racists (Shortell, 2019, May 8). In Europe, the extreme right-wing is on the rise,
though the number of individuals convicted of committing an act of terrorism has declined
(in comparison to the number of individuals convicted for crimes linked to extremism);
one of the reasons for this is the fact that extremists are often linked to committing crimes
defined as ‘hate crime’ offences™. The rise of the extreme right-wing in Europe is further
confirmed by a statement of the German Minister of Interior, who said that it represented
‘the biggest danger to democracy in Germany’ (Deutsche Welle, 2020).

The pandemic opened the door to new methods of radicalization as well. According
to Horgan, there are six radicalization phases which, in case of the extreme right-wing, are
shorter and quicker: ‘seduction, schooling, selection, subjugation, specialization, and station-
ing’ (Horgan et al., 2016, p. 645). One of the most important phases, when the ‘breakdown
of the personality’ is in play, is the subjugation phase. In the context of the pandemic and
the extreme right-wing, it can be said that a method of mental (online) subjugation was
more present as compared to physical subjugation. Moreover, it is recorded that extremists
of the right-wing ideological spectrum are predominantly using some innovative tactics
usually of a manipulative and perfidious character. They first attract broader masses through
some sort of a positive narrative, such as, for example, protection of children from abuse
or protection of animals.' In the next phase, they slowly start introducing violent narra-
tives and hatred towards ‘hostile groups. They often use YouTube influencers, sports and
music for promotion of their values. For several years now, music known as WPM (White
Power Music) has been abused and used for recruitment of Neo-Nazis. This subcultural
variant of the extreme right-wing acts through music, has its own radio stations, publishing
houses, concerts, etc., which are all used for recruitment of young people. A new method

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of recruitment especially intensified owing to the COVID-19 pandemic is recruitment in
martial arts clubs, and especially in MMA clubs."”

During the pandemic, extremist groups proposing a fast ‘restoration’ of the society,
which is to start with a mass civil war, became quite active. One of such groups is the
Boogaloo Bois (Boys)'®, founded in the United States in 2019, which promotes the right to
carry arms as a birthright. Even though this sounds as a paradox, it is important to state
that this group supported the Black Lives Matter movement, with the aim of causing a
popular uprising and overthrowing the government. Research shows that more than 60%
of Facebook groups supporting the bogaloo phenomenon emerged during lockdown (Tech
Transparency Project, 2022). This phenomenon has recently become very popular on TikTok
as well, where bogaloo has over 2 million views. Video footage of teenagers dancing with
weapons and calling upon a launch of a civil war are especially popular. Many members
of this movement have been arrested in Colorado, Ohio and Texas. Not only do they use
memes for communication with their followers, but they also promote production of illegal
firearms and homemade explosives.

In many countries of the West (especially in the USA and Germany)" there is a new
trend — the emergence of the extreme right-wing in military circles (right-wing extrem-
ism-military nexus)®. Even though there is a scarce amount of scientific work on this
topic, the extreme right-wing phenomenon has been present for a certain period of time in
military circles and has a broad variety of manifestations — from hate speech and extremist
symbols to even preparation of terrorist acts. In Belgium, one highly ranked member of the
military personnel has been directly involved in extreme right-wing activities motivated by
the COVID-19 pandemic (Van Dongen et al., 2022). A similar situation has been recorded
in Germany, where a soldier (Franco A.) falsely presented himself as a Syrian refugee, while
planning a terrorist attack (RTL Nieuws, 2021).

The pandemic isolated people from each other and caused reduction of closeness
between people. This additionally inspired the members of the right-wing movement called
Incel’ to introduce new types of activities, which can be attributed to frustration aggression.
In fact, the Incel movement sought the ‘pandemic’ as a possibility for ‘equalization’ with other

Having in mind that the pandemic demanded the use of masks as a protective measure, this
also inspired members of the Incel movement to comment on the Internet jubilant of the fact
that the rest of humankind was also prevented from having intimate relations.

What is definitely a novelty within the contemporary extreme right-wing is the fact
that, in the last several years, humour has been increasingly used for propaganda purposes
(which intensified during the pandemic). For this type of propaganda, so-called memes
and mascots, such as well-known Pepe the Frog, are used very often. In this way, through
funny images, two important goals are being met:

1. They find their way to ‘vulnerable groups, such as youth and uneducated indi-
viduals, who are being gradually recruited. This can be called ‘crawling recruitment. The
phenomenon of ‘crawling recruitment’ refers to gradual, almost unnoticeable radicalization
of new potential members of an extremist group. Usually, the extremist value system and
ideology are not even mentioned in the beginning, but some common stances are being
promoted as a bait, given that they would be acceptable to majority of people. It is only in
later phases, when the group has already gained sympathies of the potential member, that
implantation of the violent ideology begins.

2. This decreases destructiveness and violence of the hate speech. It is a known fact
that humour can deescalate violent rhetoric, but the goal remains the same - incitement
to violence, discrimination of certain groups, and hatred.

It is evident that the COVID-19 pandemic influenced the development of the extreme
right-wing at the international level. Not only did online recruitment and spread of propa-
ganda become more popular thanks to the pandemic, but the extreme right-wing ideology
also entered the mainstream politics, thus attempting to gain legitimacy.

IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC
ON RIGHT-WING EXTREMISM IN SERBIA

Impact of the pandemic as a global phenomenon did not avoid Serbia. Its impact
on the extreme right-wing was especially pronounced, given that the extreme right-wing
groups sought the pandemic to be the new generator of violence. Namely, for many years, the
post-conflict heritage® has been perceived as the main generator of right-wing extremism
in Serbia and the Western Balkans region. The changes occurring at a global geopolitical
level impacted Serbia as well, and the migration crisis thus emerged as another potential
generator of right-wing extremism in Serbia. However, with the emergence of the pandemic
and the migration crisis, the post-conflict heritage became the so-called ‘old” generator of
the extreme right-wing in Serbia.” This points to the fact that the extreme right-wing in

movement consists predominantly of men who cannot find a sexual partner and thus express hatred
and aggressiveness towards women and other men who have sexual partners.

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Serbia does not differ significantly from similar movements, groups and organizations at
the international level.

The following elements define the contemporary extreme right-wing in Serbia:

1. Conspiracy theories,

2. Idea that migrants will conquer Serbia,

3.5G network as one of the tools for ‘submission of the world,

4. Anti-globalism, and

5. Internationalization

First of all, conspiracy theories should be explained as a component of the extreme
right-wing ideology. They are quite necessary for these extremists, since they provide them
with ‘logical solutions to difficult issues’ in the times of crises. In this way, extremists have an
excuse for their vigilant actions, the task of which, in their essence, is to protect (at any cost)
their own collectivity (nation, race, religion, etc.) from the enemy. In this case, the enemy
is depicted within the world elite (globalists), migrants, pharmaceutical companies, etc.

Despite the fact that Serbia has expressed a high level of humanity towards migrants
transiting through Serbia (about a million of them), the extreme right-wing does not
support such state policy. Namely, many groups emerged on social networks, stating that
COVID-19 was a fraud, thanks to which migrants would inhabit Serbia, especially during
lockdown. This type of propaganda was present in Facebook groups such as ‘Stop naseljavanju
migrantima’ (Stop Migrant Settlement) and ‘Migranti STOP” (STOP to Migrants), which
had several hundred thousand followers. In this anti-migrant narrative, a special role was
played by the so-called ‘Narodne patrole’ (Popular Patrols), which consisted of independ-
ent organized groups of citizens threatening to migrants. A physical attack on the refugee
camp in Obrenovac was also recorded, and the attack was perpetrated by a member of the
extremist group Levijatan. Contrary to extreme right-wing groups, citizens of Serbia had
quite an apologetic attitude towards migrants, which can be seen from the following survey.
About 44% of the respondents has a positive or ambivalent attitude towards migrants, while
a significant number of citizens (37%) expressed negative sentiments about this topic, as
compared to 14% of citizens who expressed extremely positive sentiments (Klacar & Pori¢,
2021). About two fifths of the respondents believe that migrants brought problems to the
state, but in no circumstances did they endanger its survival or its values.

Anti-globalism, as a basic feature of the extreme right-wing, experienced a crescendo,
especially in the times of protests before the National Assembly in Serbia, when citizens
revolted against the introduction of new COVID measures in July 2020. At that point, the
hybrid character of the protest could be seen, given that it amalgamated both the extreme
right-wing and the extreme left-wing in one place, at the same protest and with the same
goal: to rebel against the government measures and fight against globalism. At this moment,
it is important to stress that the extreme right-wing is combating globalism due to the fact
that globalism promotes the principle of denationalization and de-sovereignation, while
the extreme left-wing feels animosity towards globalism because the rich are becoming
richer, and the poor are becoming poorer and poorer.

The fact that the extreme right-wing is linked at an international level can be seen not
only through branches of organizations such as Blood and Honour and Combat 18, which
are present in Serbia as well, but also through the promotion of WPM (White Power Music).
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The Neo-Nazi scene is quite popular in Europe, and thus, on September 20, 2020, a concert
of Neo-Nazi music was supposed to take place in Belgrade, but it was soon forbidden by a
decision passed by the Serbian Ministry of Interior (Radio Slobodna Evropa, 2020, October
10).* Another similar concert, linked to racist music of Ewiger Sturm, a Swiss musician,
was supposed to take place on March 12, 2022, but this concert was also forbidden by the
competent authorities of the Republic of Serbia.

In Serbia, just as in the rest of the world, the extreme right-wing significantly benefited
from the pandemic, using conspiracy theories and fake news for spreading panic and hate
speech. At the beginning of the pandemic, online action (due to lockdown) intensified, but
with the weakening of the virus, extremists started dealing with the ‘enemy’ in live actions.”
It is evident that the extreme right-wing in Serbia (even though it has its specifics®®) follows
the trends of the extreme right-wing on the international scene.

CONCLUSION

It is undeniable that the COVID-19 pandemic had quite a stimulating influence on
the extreme right-wing worldwide. More than any other extremists, right-wing extremists
used this pandemic for the popularization of their value system. This is, to some extent,
quite logical, given that people essentially retrieved themselves to their homes, nations and
states, seeking salvation and protection from the invisible enemy we call the coronavirus.
This especially suited the right-wing narrative, which traditionally puts values such as
‘nation; ‘family] ‘state], ‘race} ‘collectivity) etc. on the highest pedestal.

In the beginning, extremists were quite active in the online space, using propaganda
through phenomena of conspiracy theories, half-true information and intimidation. For them,
the pandemic represented a chance to deal with their enemies and protect the collectivities
to which they belong. In the second phase, which came after lockdowns, extremist started
conducting concrete actions in practice, focused on the use of new recruitment methods:

1. Humour as a recruitment method (for example, Pepe the Frog mascot),

2. Abuse of martial arts clubs (and especially MMA clubs),

3. Abuse of music through White Power Music (many concerts promoting racism,
Fascism and Nazism took place throughout Europe, such as music festivals in Kiev (YouTube,
2021), Italy (Siasat, 2022), Germany, Switzerland, Belgium (The Brussels Times, 2022) etc.

4. Entry into mainstream politics through hiding true extremist goals and the use
of quasi-democracy.

It is a fact that the contemporary extreme right-wing differs significantly from Hitler’s
Nazism or Mussolini’s Fascism. It is refined, it does not always promote direct violence and
it uses perfidious methods for spreading propaganda, such as music, sports and humour.

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At the same time, these are the most attractive spheres to young people and teenagers,
who make up the majority of their victims. The COVID-19 pandemic only accelerated the
removal of masks and revealed the true faces of extreme right-wingers, who, even at the
very beginning, showed that their iconic values were antidemocracy, anti-parliamentarism,
discrimination and violence, used as the basic method of action.

The essential conclusion is that right-wing extremism is like a chameleon, easily
adjusting to all newly occurring socio-political circumstances. It might redefine its re-
cruitment methods and narrative, but the essence will remain the same, that is, the value
system promoting hatred towards everyone perceived as an enemy.

The main field of combat with the extreme right-wing will be on the Internet. Right-
wing extremists do not strive towards creating a caliphate as the so-called Islamic State did,
or towards using UAV's in combat, but still, they remain quite dangerous given the fact that
they are creating one quite widely set global Internet community. There is an important
difference that may be seen between right-wing extremists and terrorists. While extremists
are more linked in a form of an online community and thus act through humour dressed
in hate speech, right-wing terrorists (Simeunovi¢, 2009; Gacinovi¢, 2016) usually take
action in the form of small groups or (what is even more characteristic) as lone-wolves.”

Taking into consideration the times before us (thanks to the pandemic, the war in
Ukraine, creation of another ‘Iron Curtain’ between the East and the West), intensification
of extreme right-wing actions throughout the world might be expected. Its entry into main-
stream politics will represent one of the biggest challenges for the contemporary democracy.
