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INTERNATIONAL MIGRATION AND STUDENT
MOBILITY - LESSONS LEARNED AND
IMPROVEMENT OPPORTUNITIES

(Translation In Extenso)

International student mobility programs have increased during the last two decades,
particularly following the Bologna Declaration. Students are increasingly interested in
spending at least part of higher education abroad. International student migration and
mobility has reached enormous growth in the 21* century. According to the UNESCO
Institute for Statistics, at the turn of the century there were 2.1 million students who went
abroad to complete a full degree, while by early 2020s this number had grown to more than
6 million (Weber & Van Mol 2023).

Despite such a sharp rise, there are few studies on international student mobility
programs and the outcomes (short- and long-term) and human, economic, social, cultural
benefits derived from participation in international mobility programs. In their paper,
Tanja Kovaci¢ and Lisa Moran emphasize the need for research that, through the perspec-
tive of international students themselves, discusses the meaning of internationalization
of higher education, that is, the complex link between personal experiences and broader
socio-political, cultural, economic and historical circumstances. Through the innovative
approach of collaborative autoethnography and highlighting crucial life episodes during the
international educational experience, these authors reveal tangible affective circumstances
that usually remain invisible to those who have not had a similar migration experience.
Among other things, the paper emphasizes the importance of friendship and social support
in solving the challenges faced by international students in their daily functioning, and
underlines the need for a better organization of universities both in the country of origin
and of destination in order to prepare students more effectively to face the challenges of
life and education abroad.

In this respect, the perspective of the countries of origin is also very important, but
still neglected in research. This especially stands for the link between international stu-
dent mobility, career aspirations and / or future life paths, or dealing with sudden stressful
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situations such as the COVID-19 pandemic, or in the case of international students from
low-income countries. In the paper by Marica Sljuki¢, Snezana Stojsin and Vladan Vidicki,
the conditions of studying and living in Vienna are analyzed in relation to students of Serbian
origin. The factors placing the examined group from an economically underdeveloped
country in an unequal position compared to their colleagues from EU countries are singled
out, both in the process of acquiring conditions for enrolment in the university, as well as
in these students’ attempts to enter the labour market.

It is very important to know more about different factors that either facilitate or
constrain the transfer of ideas, knowledge and practices gained from international stu-
dents experiences abroad. Therefore, it is relevant to explore further the meanings of their
experience within the broader context of their lives. Some of the important topics that we
need to pay attention to are connected with self-construction processes in interacting with
different cultures: social and cultural identity, sense of belonging to a so-called cosmopolitan
culture, self-construction processes and well-being in another culture, the role of gender
and race, family of origin and its economic, social and cultural capital, etc. Starting from the
theoretical assumption about the changeability of personal identity, in a constant process of
formation depending on the social context in which the individual finds himself, the paper
by Milica Veskovi¢ Andelkovi¢ and Nena Vasojevi¢ discusses various aspects of identity
construction and the respondents’ attitudes towards individual identity components. On
the example of highly educated returnees to Serbia who studied abroad for some time, the
main conclusions of the article, as the authors state, point to new forms of understanding
of the respondents’ own personality, as well as a somewhat reshaped professional identity
that was significantly encouraged by the enriched social capital during their stay abroad.

Moreover, special attention should be paid to the role and relation between places /
spaces and mobility capital - not only during educational mobility, but within post-study
aspirations and migration paths. In that sense, cities are in the centre of attention, located
between the nations, states, educational institutions and firms. The paper by Jasna Petri¢
and Vesna Luki¢ explores international students’ emotional and pragmatic attachment to
the city where they study, with a comparison of those forms of attachment to the places
they come from. In the concluding remarks, their common denominators are confirmed
in terms of emotional attachment to the city of study and place of origin, then in terms of
a critical attitude towards the real state of the physical environment of the specific urban
space and the opportunities offered by the university context.

As a part of a globally integrated economy, the international education sector is
becoming highly competitive. New competitors are entering the global competition for
talents. Therefore, it is very important to tackle the relationship between international
student mobility, changing geographies of tertiary education and global knowledge econ-
omy. Some studies show that the mobility of international students, although it includes
an increasing number of countries and leads to changes in the structure of the centre and
periphery, is becoming more and more unequal and centralized (Shields 2013, Glass &
Cruz 2023). This emphasizes the need for the development of theoretical frameworks that
will more comprehensively explain the link between the increasingly complex dynamics
of academic mobility, international institutions and power dynamics involved in complex
global processes (Shields 2013), as well as include agency, i.e. the capacity of individuals
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in shaping the entire process. In his paper, Nikola Lero gives a critical review of current
theories on academic mobility, stating that they lack a holistic approach. The author gives
the first outlines of the new approach and identifies its main elements. The text also states
that “these elements demand a multidimensional analysis that recognizes academic mo-
bility participants not only as rational actors in capitalist enterprises of higher-education
institutions, but also as emotional beings navigating complex power relations and cultures’.

Therefore, as part of the lessons learned and improvement opportunities, it would
be important to focus future research on acquiring deeper knowledge of how different
groups of the academic migrant population face the challenges of everyday life between
the societies of origin and destination that apply to most migrants (personal and emotional
changes, exploitation, sociocultural inequalities, class hierarchies, power structures, etc.).
In addition, it would be important to understand better the similarities and differences in
challenges during studies and academic work of students and researchers with and without
migration experience, especially in economically less developed countries, such as Serbia.
