The collection of papers edited by Aleksandar Novakovi¢ and Dusan Dostani¢ opens
new perspectives and avenues in the research of one of the key events that largely changed
the political landscape on the Old Continent and also throughout the world. Over the
last two and a half centuries, this event has been thoroughly researched and has inspired
a number of studies. Nevertheless, it still attracts the attention of many members of the
academic community. With contributions by eminent scientists from several states, this
collection of papers seeks to elucidate the causes that led to the French Revolution, but also
its consequences that are still felt today. The authors approach their topics minutiously,
broadening the horizons and offering new perspectives and insights into the “occurrence
“of the people, which, by its implications, has become a unique sociological and political
phenomenon. The papers featured in this collection vary in content and can primarily be
classified within the political theory domain. But they also capture the historical and legal,
as well as intellectual, cultural and socio-psychological elements that lie at the heart of the
still very much alive academic discourse on the French Revolution. The importance of the
event that so colossally shifted the hitherto course of civilization and was the prelude to the
collapse of traditional European regimes, even in age of modernity, extends far beyond the
bounds of its own time. It is the cornerstone in the emergence of modern European nation
states and a turning point between two eras, that ushered in new avenues of political and
social development on the European continent and in a larger, global context.

The collection itself includes papers by authors of diverse backgrounds, which large-
ly contributes to its quality by offering different points of view and research perspectives
and paves the way for further academic debates, deeper insights and analyses. The analysis
is approached primarily from the political theory aspect, by analyzing the impact of the
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legacies of the French Revolution on a wide range of topics on the following events in
Europe. Thus, a wide range of topics, different levels and types of interpretations are taken
in consideration, along with the broader wider context that drove the Revolution. The
authors address a number of questions underlying this event as its ideological and political
precursors, its deeper social roots and ultimately, its effects on further developments on
the European continent. This seismic event, whose effects are still felt today, is treated in
way which is firmly grounded, in both scientific and methodological terms. The collection
itself is divided into three thematic areas. The first one is focused on the intellectual lega-
cies and mainly discusses the impacts of this event on the intellectual and academic sphere
and change in the views of leading political thinkers. In his paper entitled “Intellectual
Legacy”, Aleksandar Novakovi¢ provides insight into the effects of the French Revolution
on the issues of freedom and authoritarianism in today’s world. He argues that the numer-
ous consequences of this event produced both positive, as well as negative effects for social
relations. Highlighting the importance of this permanent revolution, he correctly observes
that there are other constituent elements that contributed to the idea of freedom and lib-
eration of man from the constraints of the past. Novakovi¢ underlines that great ideas and
traditions, as well as their adjustments and transformations, were the driving force behind
individual freedom and property protection as the pillars on which today’s world rests and
the absence of which may lead us into the limited freedom order phase. In the second
paper within this thematic strand, Christian Matek analyses Hegel as part of the intellec-
tual tradition of the French Revolution and Végelin’s critique of the deformations of the
traditional understanding of order which can imply the emergence of anarchy and “disor-
der”. By comparing Hegel’s idea of order and Vogelin’s critique of the prominent German
theorist’s thought, the author raises questions that largely determine the character of our
time. He correctly notes that Vogelin's critique of Hegel's though is directed at those elements
that lead to “spiritual “chaos” and crisis of modern civilization. The third paper within this
section by Felix Dirsch, explores the relationship between the Christian doctrine and the
French Revolution. Analyzing revolution as a form of break of Christianity with the past,
he rightly concludes that its acceptance by many Christians was based on its underlying
egalitarian ideas that can be found at the very core of biblical and Christian learning. The
author observes that both the old, as well as the new “God’s nation” is grounded in the
historical trajectories and processes of long duration. The seeds of change sown by the
French Revolution, from the perspective of Christian theology, date centuries back and
culminated with the Enlightenment and the fall of the Bastille. The second thematic strand
covers the historical legacies, that is, the wider historical context and the entire chain of
events set in motion by the French Revolution. The first paper by Zoltan Peto discusses
the debate on the French Revolution that followed the publication of Burke’s reflections on
the Revolution itself and its consequences and James Mackintosh’s departure from his
original ideas and support for the revolutionary change in France. The author correctly
observes that the revolution represented an antithesis to the previous order and symboli-
cally led to a split between traditionalism and modernism. The author talks about the in-
fluence of Burke as the forerunner of Anglo-American conservativism on Mackintosh.
Criticizing democracy as an egalitarian concept, Peto argues that the quantitative will of
the majority, as a basic democratic principle, is incompatible with the qualitative
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characteristics of individuals such as intellectual capacities and knowledge. In his paper,
which discusses the issue of Edmund Burke and the “old regime”, Carl Johan Ljungberg
talks about the different and complex layers of Burke’s personality, viewing him not only
as a conservative, but also as a prophet equipped with exceptional analytical skills. Ljundberg
points to the universalist principles of the French Revolution which, according to Burke,
could lead the world into a state of permanent war and chaos. He concludes that it is nec-
essary to interpret Burke not only as a theorist who idealized the monarchist regime in
France, but also saw the broader context of the French Revolution as a threat to the exist-
ing order in other European states. Through the lens of a devoted and careful researcher
of German Romanticism, Dusan Dostani¢ examines the concepts of this school of thought
and the scope and influence of the French Revolution on them. He notes that the German
Romantic thinkers were ideologically opposed to the aims and ideas of the Revolution.
Although they were interested in the impacts of the Revolution on German society and
state, according to DostaniC’s interpretation, the romantics, as prominent critics of the
Enlightenment and modernity, were sharp critics of the Revolution. Dostani¢ suggests that
the theory studying the issue of German Romanticism contains misinterpretations that
initially, they drew upon the revolutionary ideas. Since the Revolution marked a break-
through of modernity and the German Romantics were essentially anti-modern, any ref-
erence to support to the revolutionary changes in France would be misplaced. In his second
paper, which interprets the role of Klemens Metternich in the “renewal of Europe”, Carl
Johan Ljungberg maps his role in the construction of the anti-revolutionary alliance.
Ljungberg concludes that, despite numerous misinterpretations, Metternich can today be
viewed as someone who stood for the preservation of a stable world order. Finally, the last,
third, thematic strand includes the papers of national experts who explore the importance
of the French Revolution and its significant effects on Serbia at that time, but also in later
historical periods. Also visible here is the multidisciplinary nature of the collection, as
authors interpret the philosophical, political, legal, historical and literary sources and as-
sumptions of the Revolution and then interpret them in the contemporary frame and
through the reflection of the present time. Marko Pejkovi¢ compares and points to numer-
ous misinterpretations that directly link the French Revolution with the Serbian and Greek
Revolutions. He emphasizes that, in parallel with the decline of the traditional religious
paradigm, the French Revolution brought about the modernization of political institutions
based on the principles of structural rationalism. In that sense, the French Revolution had
this clearly defined structural goal, while, according to Pejkovi¢, the Serbian Revolution
represented a struggle for national liberation from foreign rule, without the clear structur-
al and institutional dimension. In the case of Greece, as Pejkovi¢ notes, the isomorphic
trait, due to the Greek inclination towards the West and its values, was more pronounced
than among the Serbs. However, he observes that the institutional changes in Greece were
largely based on the Byzantine tradition and that the changes at that time were a mixture
of Eastern and Western values. The paper entitled “French Seedlings in Serbian Forest -
Influences of the French Revolution on Constitutional and Legal Development of Serbia”
by Mijodrag Radojevi¢, discusses the process of constitutional and legal reforms in Serbia
after the French Revolution. It highlights that the reforms were slow, gradual and often
contradictory in the continuous struggle for national liberation. The author states that,
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despite the patriarchal political culture, bureaucratized state and the powerful ruler, the
second half of the 19th century saw a shift towards the basic achievements of the French
Revolution in Serbia and that its ideas were accepted among all strata of the population.
Lastly, the paper that closes this excellent collection is the contribution by Milena Pesi¢
entitled “The Man Ate Death - Peki(’s literary homage to Tocqueville”. The paper examines
the similarities in the discourse on the French Revolution between the great philosopher
and political theorist, on the one hand, and the great Serbian writer, on the other. Although
spatially, temporally and thematically distant figures, Tocqueville and Peki¢, as Pesi¢ cor-
rectly notes, had similar views regarding the relations between the state, society and the
individual as a member of the wider collective. She concludes that the basic similarity in
their work can be found in the balance, the right measure in the relationship between
freedom and equality, which should be the pillar of democracy as a system.

In my opinion, this collection of papers offers novel insights within a very impor-
tant research subject, by simultaneously analyzing existing sources, but also offering new
insights and knowledge about the French Revolution. It also opens new perspectives and
space for further academic debate. It also brings innovative elements by discussing, in
one of its chapters, the consequences of the French Revolution for Serbia and the Serbian
society on the whole, where authors from different fields examine and research this still
underexplored topic. For all these reasons, I take the opportunity to recommend this col-
lection of papers both to the academic and wider readership, because it contains original
and thorough analyses of the event that profoundly shook Europe and the world and led
to a completely new historical dynamic, breaking old shackles and opening new horizons.
Also evident is the meticulous and dedicated work of editors who carefully selected the
topics and arranged them in three distinct, but interrelated chapters.
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
