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THE NOTION OF DENAZIFICATION
IN SERBIAN PRINT MEDIA IN 2022-2023

(Translation In Extenso)

Abstract: One of the goals of the special military operation of the Russian Federation
in Ukraine has been the denazification of Ukrainian society. The aim of the research is to
determine how the media public in the Republic of Serbia saw denazification in relation to
its factors: history, politics, economy, culture. Through a qualitative and quantitative analysis
of media content, we have performed a descriptive identification of the term itself, as well
as its frequency. Empirical research was carried out, which included five daily newspapers
with the largest circulation in the Republic of Serbia: Novosti, Politika, Kurir, Blic and Danas,
in the period from February 2022 to October 2023. The research indicates the active role
of the print media in describing the concept of denazification, and the polarized attitudes
of print media towards the denazification process, depending on whether they belong to
mainstream or alternative print media, as well as the critical perception of the application
of the National Socialist ideology in practice.

Key words: denazification, Ukraine, print media, Serbia

INTRODUCTION

After the end of World War II, the great powers began the process of denazification
(German: Entnazifizierung) of German society. Denazification was the program of the allied
forces to completely eradicate the ideology of Nazism in post-war Germany (Kirchhoff,
2002), primarily through the trial of the leaders of the Nazi party who were at the top of the
political, economic, military and media-cultural structure of Germany before and during
the war. The media, mainly the press and radio programs, also played an active role at

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that time, as well as the scientific public. The goal was to suppress the National Socialist
consciousness from all spheres of society.

The special military operation of the Russian Federation in Ukraine, which was
launched in February 2022, actualized the concept of denazification. After so many years,
the concept of denazification has reached the media public again. Since February 2022,
the media have largely reported on the Ukrainian crisis. The complexity of the concept
of denazification caused it to be reported from several angles. The political rhetoric of
the media in relation to the countries where denazification was carried out after 1945 is
cited as primary. A number of authors in the scientific circles of the USA (Lantzer, 2023),
Britain (Kershaw, 2023), and Serbia (Cvetkovi¢, 2022) believe that there can be a reflection
of historical events because the denazification of German society in the period 1945-1948
was not fully implemented. The responsibility was on the political structures of the West
and East at the time. Challenges from the return of defeated ideologies were also present
during the Cold War. The real threat begins after the pro-European protests in Ukraine,
where the problem of national ideology comes to the fore.

Denazification is also viewed from the perspective of media and cultural norms. Through
their reporting, the media form the secondary attitudes of the recipients. A large number
of sociological and communication theories explain the influence of media content on the
population. In this context, the “agenda setting” theory, the gatekeeper theory and the social
segmentation of the mass audience theory are relevant. The “agenda setting” theory says that
the media can be used to impose topics and shape social norms (Mileti¢, 2012). The gatekeeper
theory gives us the answer to how professional communicators and the ruling elite implement
their ideas and concepts in the service of preserving the ruling order (Mileti¢, 2012). The
social segmentation of the mass audience theory, which describes similar reactions of different
social groups to certain media content, is also worth noting (Mileti¢, 2012).

There is also the economic angle of observing denazification as a concept in the
media. The budgets of a large number of countries are becoming poorer because large
amounts of money are allocated to send weapons to the Ukrainian military forces, whose
strike force consists of the “Azov” and “Ajdar” battalions, in whose formations there is
also the presence of a large number of foreign mercenaries.* This prolongs the conflict in
relation to the objectives of the Special Military Operation, and the Ukrainian people, the
army and the economy suffer the most. This conflict damages culture and cultural heritage
itself, which is one of the characteristics of Nazism. The Russian media, as well as a large
part of the world’s media, reported on the demolition of monuments to Russian writers
and poets in the territory of Ukraine. It can be considered that denazification has stopped
this process and acts as a counterweight in the direction of the restoration of the cultural
identity of the Russian people. This was also stated by the Russian president immediately
before the special military operation itself (Stanojevi¢ & Mirkov, 2023). Once again, it has
been confirmed that denazification as a process is connected with numerous factors: history,
politics, economy, culture and other areas of social life.

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In this paper, the media-cultural aspect of the use of the term “denazification” in print
media in Serbia is analyzed. In this context, the use of the term “denazification” is viewed
through the prism of communication theories that explain the media’s influence on the
formation of the recipients’ attitudes. The aim of the research was to determine how the
media in Serbia reported on the concept of denazification and to analyze the influence of
the media in the formation of views on denazification and, indirectly, on the Ukrainian
crisis and the Russian special military operation in Ukraine. Public opinion research in
Serbia indicates that Serbian citizens follow the war in Ukraine in 81% of cases, and that
66% of them side with Russia in the aforementioned conflict (Ili¢ & Stojilovi¢, 2022). Given
this interest of public opinion, it is reasonable to assume that the media can be a powerful
tool in creating attitudes and opinions on this topic.

THE UKRAINIAN CRISIS

The functioning of the USSR within the framework of the Warsaw Pact was of vital
importance for the geopolitical stability of Eastern Europe and Central Asia. In addition to
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR), the Eastern military alliance also included
six Eastern European countries’, which stood against NATO as a Western military alliance.
Not long after the collapse of the Warsaw Pact, in July 1991, and then of the USSR, in
December 1991, major geopolitical changes took place. Russia became the legal successor
of the USSR, taking over its role, starting with the most important factor - membership in
the UN Security Council. At the end of the 1980s, the world experienced the collapse of
the bipolar order. The change in order came after the crisis in the East, when the power of
the USSR declined, which in the period 1989-1991 disintegrated that state (Perisi¢, 2023, p.
427). In the period after the fall of the Berlin Wall, all six former members of the Warsaw
Pact joined the Western military alliance. Also, the former members of the USSR: Estonia,
Lithuania and Latvia also accepted this security geopolitics. This was followed by the dest-
abilization of those countries that are historically and culturally closest to Russia, namely
Belarus® and Ukraine. Left without an Eastern military alliance, Russia saw Ukraine as the
last barrier before defending its national interests against the coming neoliberal concept
of the West and NATO as its defence system (D’Anieri, 2023). The border of the Western
military alliance was expanding eastward. After leaving the USSR, Ukraine became the most
populous country after Russia in Eastern Europe, while with the signing of the START I
program between Russia and the USA, as well as the nuclear non-proliferation agreement,
it became a buffer zone between the great powers.

The years of political crisis, economic and cultural decline, collapse of democratic
principles and civil rights in the east of Ukraine after 1991 left their mark on the division of
Ukrainian society. In certain scientific circles, it is believed that the conflict in Ukraine did

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not start in 2022, or even in 2014, but in 1991, when the independent state of Ukraine was
established (Luki¢, 2022). The political crisis reaches its culmination with the coup détat
in 2014, supported by the West, as well as the removal of the legitimately elected president
of Ukraine, Viktor Yanukovych. In addition, in the eastern regions of Ukraine, primarily
Crimea and Donbass (Donetsk and Luhansk regions), there has been an economic decline
in the power of the population due to armed conflicts. With the spread of pro-Western
influences in Ukraine, the Ukrainian authorities also implemented a series of anti-cultural
measures against the Russian people, through the ban on the use of the Russian language,
culture, media etc. This cultural repression was led by pro-Nazi ideological forces, which
regained their momentum after 2014. Nevertheless, from a historical point of view, Nazi
Germany had collaborationist formations in the territory of today’s Ukraine.”

With the appearance of formations-battalions “Azov’, “Ajdar”, which display pro-Nazi
symbols on uniforms and flags (swastikas, SS insignia), in the territory of Ukraine where
ethnic Russians live, Russia considered that there was a threat to its national, ideological,
economic and cultural interests. For the Russian public opinion, the Nazi ideology has revived
again, and the media have been broadcasting war reports from the territory of Donbas every
day since 2014. Although they were signed in 2014, the Minsk Protocols® did not fully come
to life (Pierre-Emmanuel, 2023) due to Ukraine’s refusal to accept federalization, as well as
for Donetsk and Lugansk to be autonomous regions, so hostilities continued even after that.
President Vladimir Putin stated on February 22, 2022 that this agreement was no longer
valid because the Russian Federation had recognized the independence of the Lugansk and
Donetsk People’s Republics (Petrovi¢, 2022). The Ukrainian army and paramilitary Nazi
formations continued to carry out offensive operations towards the east of Ukraine, and
the launch of a special military operation (SMO) aimed to stop these offensive operations,
demilitarize and de-Nazify Ukraine and ensure its military neutrality.’

SCIENTIFIC PUBLIC AND MEDIA COVERAGE
OF THE WAR IN UKRAINE

Armed conflict as a social phenomenon is a frequently studied topic, but its research
is always a challenge, especially since it is a changing social phenomenon that evolves in

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time and space (Delibasic¢ et al., 2017). The beginning of the war and its course change as
time goes by, and the media discourse of reporting is also prone to change. How do foreign
media and the scientific public see the concept of denazification?

By using the comparative method, studying the scientific public, we get to know about
the attitudes of European societies, which differ in relation to the sociological-cultural char-
acteristics of individual nations, as well as the ways in which foreign media see the conflict
in Ukraine. Since the beginning of the conflict in Ukraine, first since 2014, and later since
February 2022, the regional and Western media, as well as the media in Russia, have been
reporting daily on the war being waged in those areas. This content refers to the historical
connotations of the conflict itself, the communicative aspects of the war depicted in the
media through the interpretation of various symbols and their impact on the recipients. The
identity basis of the conflict itself was also studied, including how far both warring parties
are ready to go to the end in their principles. The media content largely contains reports
from the front, from the cities directly exposed to military strikes, and the suffering of the
population, as well as the actions of the ruling classes leading this conflict. At a global level,
it seems that the conflict itself is deepening in relation to the media image, while civilians
are suffering the most and social infrastructure is being destroyed.

Western and Eastern media do not have the same view of the Russian-Ukrainian con-
flict. The Western press is focused on the conflict between the two armies, the humanitarian
aspect of the war, while the Russian media are focused on justifying the Special Military
Operation through the presence of biological weapons and Nazism in Ukraine (Hanley,
Kumar & Durumeric, 2023). The media in the region, such as Croatian and Bosnian media,
also report extensively about this war. They mostly rely on agency (external) sources, both
qualitatively and quantitatively (Palac & Garmaz, 2023).

Part of the scientific public in their research procedures, analyzing the media, estab-
lishes a connection between the ruling elite in the Kremlin and the narrative discourse of the
Russian media (Brusylovska & Maksymenko, 2023). The war is justified by an attempt to save
the Russian and Ukrainian identity from the coming Western discourse of power embodied
in the neoliberal context. A number of authors find a connection in the semantic analysis
of the words that circulate in the Russian media in the English-speaking world and those of
the Russian media that are mainly responsible for the war campaign (Hanley et al., 2023).
There are also studies (Lipkan & Artymyshyn, 2022) indicating that media coverage since
the beginning of the Special Military Operation and the historical facts about the process of
denazification of Germany are pushing Russia into the process of de-sovereignization, not the
denazification of Ukraine. Authors from Eastern Europe (Demeshko et al., 2021) indicate that
the Russian media justify the Special Military Operation by creating different opinions among
the recipients. They refer to the correlation of words that justify the war with the display of
Ukrainian national symbols. But the ideological conflict itself in the media eventually turns
into a real war conflict. The ideological conflict consists of the following: if for Russia the
territory of Ukraine is its historical cradle, which it should manage and defend against Nazism
and new geopolitical circumstances, then the struggle of Ukrainians for a sovereign, pro-West-
ern Ukraine is also an aspiration to preserve democratic values (Knott, 2023). Moreover, the
scientific public in the West often states that the existence of Nazi elements in this conflict
is minor, and that it experienced its expansion in the media that are sympathetic to Russia.
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The Russian military operation in Ukraine and the process of denazification led to the
legalization of the dismemberment of Ukraine in relation to Russia and the demonization
of opponents, although the existence of Nazism in Ukraine was reduced to minor groups
(Ferraro, 2023). Ferraro also mentions the tendency of the Russian public opinion of being
convinced that Ukraine, through certain military groups such as the “Ajdar” and “Azov”
battalions, strives to preserve the Nazi identity, which played a role in the pogrom of Jews
and Poles during the Second World War embodied in the ideology of Stepan Bandera'’.
Both of the above-mentioned military organizations gained sympathy among the Ukrainian
public over time, especially after 2014 and the major armed conflict with Russian formations
in Donbass. Ukraine accused the Russian media of planting a theory about the presence of
Nazism in the Ukrainian army (Ferraro, 2023). It can be seen from the above-mentioned
that the scientific community in terms of its attitude towards the denazification process
is divided depending on the ideology and political discourse it advocates. As the conflict
continues and deepens, the opposites in attitudes are becoming more and more pronounced.

METHODOLOGICAL FRAMEWORK
OF THE RESEARCH

A total of 438 texts from daily newspapers were processed through a qualitative and
quantitative analysis: Novosti (106), Politika (25), Blic (40), Kurir (51), Danas (216). The
analysis period covered the time from February 2022 to October 2023. All texts related to
denazification, as well as to the Special Military Operation and the Ukrainian crisis itself, were
analyzed. The percentage share of texts mentioning denazification published in individual
daily newspapers in the total number of published texts on denazification in these daily
newspapers was calculated. Then, it was observed how reporting on denazification moved
by month in order to analyze the dynamics of the publication of texts on denazification over
time. The goal was to explore how the daily press in Serbia approached the explanation of the
concept of denazification, its frequency, as well as its connection with other social phenom-
ena. In the end, special attention is paid to the views expressed by certain daily newspapers
regarding denazification, as well as the context in which the term “denazification” was used.
It started from the assumption that “mainstream media reporting on international conflicts
mainly reflect the dynamics in relations within the ruling circles and political elites as a
whole” (Vladisavljevi¢, 2017, p. 11) and that this attitude will be confirmed in the research.

The analytical method used in the research is the content analysis. As stated by Neskovi¢
(2014, p. 70), this method is particularly suitable for the analysis of the press because: 1. The
researcher can focus on specific elements of the goal and subject of research; 2. The researcher
can harmonize the categorical apparatus with the object of research; 3. The obtained data
can be linked to specific elements of the research objective, which facilitates data processing;
4. The sample is more accessible and easier to create compared to other methods (survey,

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interview). In addition to the content analysis, the comparative method was applied in the
research, comparing the way in which certain media outlets report on the term “denazification”

The results of the research were viewed through the prism of communication theo-
ries: “agenda setting” theory, gatekeeper theory, and the social segmentation of the mass
audience theory. The “agenda setting” theory was created on the basis of research into
the role of mass communication media during the 1950s. According to this theory, “there
are two basic functions of mass communication media: conferring status and imposing
social norms. The media assign status to certain topics, issues, problems, individuals or
organizations by talking more or less about them, or by not mentioning them at all, and by
establishing a hierarchy of their status by the order, volume and form of messages, as well
as editorial interventions/comments. Through the entirety of mediated content, norms are
imposed on the recipients, which are in accordance with the ruling interests, that is, the
social system” (Mileti¢, 2012, p. 342). In order for the “agenda” of mass media content to
be defined in accordance with the normative order, the prevailing value system and valid
cultural standards, the indispensable role of the controller, the so-called “gatekeeper”, is
necessary. There are several “gatekeepers” in the information chain. The selection of con-
tent is done first by the reporter who follows the event, then by the section editor, then by
the sector editor and, finally, by the editor-in-chief and, sometimes, by “guards” outside
the communication centres (Mileti¢, 2012, p. 351). The social segmentation of the mass
audience theory takes the mass media audience as a heterogeneous grouping of anonymous
individuals belonging to different social categories. Their reception of information content
is determined by that affiliation, so it is likely that people will react similarly to a certain
message if their social affiliation is similar or identical (Mileti¢, 2012, p. 348).

DENAZIFICATION IN THE SERBIAN PRINT MEDIA

The war in Ukraine has been closely followed by the media in Serbia from the very
beginning. The print media in the Republic of Serbia all reported on the launch of the
SMO and its goals. The percentage share of the analyzed texts by individual daily newspa-
pers in the total number of texts published in these newspapers in the observed period is
shown in Graph 1. Of the observed daily newspapers, the largest number of texts related
to denazification was published by the daily newspaper Danas (49% of the total number
of texts published in all observed newspapers). This newspaper is followed by Novosti and
Kurir with the share of 24% and 12% respectively in the total number of published texts.

The dynamics of the publication of the texts on denazification by month in the ob-
served daily newspapers in the period from February 2022 to October 2023 is shown in
Graph 2. The largest number of texts on the topic of denazification in the observed daily
newspapers was published in the first six months from the beginning of the Special Military
Operation. Over time, the number of published texts per month decreases, but some daily
newspapers, especially Danas, pay more attention to this topic in certain months.

There were articles that delved deeper into the analysis of the very concept of denazi-
fication. In this paper, the views from selected representative texts will be briefly presented,
published during the first six months of the Special Military Operation, from 25 February
2022 to 21 July 2022.
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As early as March 2022, the print media in Serbia published a series of articles dealing
with issues related to denazification in different ways. In the text published by Blic, it is stated
that “Ukraine agrees to denazification. These are the latest details of the peace talks: Kiev
is ready for a series of compromises, but these are red lines” (21 March 2022)."" After the
fourth week of the war, the leadership of Ukraine, in the negotiations held in Istanbul, was
ready to start the process of denazification of Ukrainian society by returning the names of
the streets after the Soviet heroes who liberated Ukraine in the Second World War (espe-
cially the area of Lviv and Kiev, where the names of the streets after the Soviet heroes were
replaced by the names of the Ukrainian Nazi Stepan Bandera), as well as for the Russian
language to be the official language of certain Ukrainian regions. The determination of
the Russian Federation to preserve the Russian national identity within Ukrainian society
in the negotiations is noted here.

Not long afterwards, certain media also dealt with the ideology of Nazism before and
during the Second World War. Thus, the article “Denazification and demilitarization of
Europe” appeared in the daily Politika (27 March 2022)."2 Here it can be concluded that the
reflection of history in the present time exists and that the conflicts of mega-ideologies lead
to the cause of future crises. The withdrawal of the Western powers from the persecution
of fascism through the process of denazification came to a halt due to the strengthening of
the East and the rise of the communist bloc embodied in the USSR. This thought can be
linked to the following headline in the newspaper Politika: “Nazism has no place among
European values”(29 March 2022), where Sergei Lavrov, the head of Russian diplomacy, sees
the main reason for the armed conflict in Russia’s reaction to the expulsion of the Russian
population from Donbass, with the remark that the Ukrainian army is full of officers who
propagate Nazi ideas, and that Western policy supports such formations.

Also, the daily newspaper Novosti carried the headline “There will be no more
concessions: Demilitarization and denazification of Ukraine could take between 5 and 10
years™* (27 May 2022), where the words of a retired general of the Russian armed forces
Vladimir Shamanov (Bragiimup Axaténbesnd [llamaHos) are conveyed. Namely, he states
that the process of denazification can be long-term, and that political structures should
be created in Ukraine, a government that is not inclined to Nazism. The duration of the
armed conflict is also alluded to here, drawing parallels with the Second World War and its

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duration. The existence of economic implications after the start of the conflict concerned
both sides. However, while Russia has been building up its military potential to deter NATO
from its borders, Ukrainian neo-Nazi formations and the entire army have been constantly
receiving weapons from the members of the Western military alliance, increasing their
pressure on the Russian-speaking population of Ukraine. Thus, Germany did not even
hide its procedure of arming Ukraine.

That denazification is a long and complex process, and that it should be carried out
by society primarily through a legal and educational framework, is shown in the following
article from Novosti, entitled “Denazification of Ukraine will be a long job: The Russian
Federation Council Committee on Economic Policy states that the Ukrainian people will
play a crucial role” (3 April 2022)."* Konstantin Doglov, Deputy Chairman of the Russian
Federation Council Committee on Economic Policy, believes that the key to denazification
lies with the Ukrainian people. Namely, he refers to the denazification of German society
after the Second World War, which went in the direction of legislation and the prohibition
of Nazism in any form, as well as the reform of the education system. It is precisely this
model that Ukraine needs to create a sovereign society without Nazi elements.

That the denazification of Ukraine is an irreversible strategy that will not be negotiated
is also indicated by the following Kurir article entitled “Lavrov reiterated Russia’s war aims:
Ukraine to demilitarize and denazify, or the Russian army will solve it”'¢ (27 December
2022), the views of the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation Lavrov are
conveyed, that in addition to demilitarization, the “denazification” of Ukraine is the basis for
ending the conflict with Russia. The role of the West in helping the Nazi formations in Kiev
was pointed out, as well as the risk of a direct conflict between Russia and the NATO pact.
Also, Kurir in the text “Putin’s media published a plan for Ukraine: What Russia should do:
Denazification, de-Ukrainization, lustration..”"” (4 April 2022) quotes the words of Russian
journalist Timofey Sergetsev, who states that only the denazification of Ukraine is a complete
solution to the end of the conflict, because it is the denazification and de-Ukrainization of
historical Russian spaces. In this article, there is also a suggestion of what Ukrainian society
will look like after the end of the war. The strategy goes in the direction of creating a Russian
information space in the territory of Ukraine, a new educational policy, as well as the creation
of permanent denazification bodies in the next 25 years. In addition to these three propos-
als, there are a number of other measures related to the banning of Nazism as an ideology.

There are examples of somewhat different views. If there is a twenty-five-year plan for
the denazification of Ukrainian society after the capitulation of Ukraine, there are also texts
that say that it is all a farce and that it is actually about the Russification of Ukrainian territory.

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The daily newspaper Danas publishes an article entitled “Russia, Ukraine and Nazism:
What does the black sun worn by some Ukrainian soldiers symbolize™® (16 March 2022),
where foreign experts on Nazism do not deny the existence of these symbols, and state that
it is not insignificant, but they also conclude that the Russian media’s image that Ukrainian
society is Nazi is exaggerated.

The daily newspaper Kurir published an article immediately after the beginning of the
SMO: “The neo-Nazi problem of Ukraine: Why does Putin want to ‘denazify’ a country headed
by a Jew?”" (25 February 2022). This title and the text itself are primarily based on the very
complex political crisis in Eastern Europe, as well as the ideology of Vladimir Putin’s politics
and the return of Russia to the geopolitical scene of the world. There is also the question of
the complexity and purpose of denazification itself throughout history and or the suffering of
Jews, because the media emphasize that the president of Ukraine himself is of Jewish origin,
and the full meaning of the first aim of the Special Military Operation is not found there.

In the text “Historical overview of the denazification of the Ukrainian people through
the centuries™(21 March 2022), the daily newspaper Danas provides a comprehensive
historical overview of the “Russification” of Ukrainians since the period of Peter the First.
The entire period from the middle of the 18th century until 1965 is described. It points
to the constant Russification of Ukrainian society in the last 250 years, as well as the fact
that it was supported by the communist government after 1920, with the persecution of
Ukrainian writers and the Ukrainian language. Stalin’s “Famine” genocide in 1933, when
about seven million Ukrainians died of hunger, is also mentioned. This text indicates that
Russia’s strong media propaganda is to declare Ukraine a Nazi state, and this is considered
to have been used to justify the aggression. Also, in the Danas article entitled “Decoding
Putin’s Ukrainian War Lexicon: Goodwill Gestures and Denazification™ (7 February 2022),
there is an interesting theory and observation. Namely, this text says that the response of
the Russian side and President Putin to the strengthening of the Ukrainian movement for
independence was in fact the initiation of a media strategy to declare Ukrainian society as
Nazi and thereby provoke an emotional response in Russian recipients of the mass media
to the events in Ukraine, which are, to the Russian media, only the continuation of the fight
against Nazism from the Second World War.

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CONCLUDING CONSIDERATIONS

The research that was conducted indicates the active role of the print media in Serbia
in the interpretation and understanding of the conflict in Ukraine and the process of de-
nazification. The print media, through reporting on the conflict in Ukraine and a large
number of published texts mentioning denazification, have made a significant contribution
to understanding the process of denazification that Russia is implementing through the
Special Military Operation in Ukraine.

As expected at the beginning, the research shows that there are differences in the views
on the denazification process between the mainstream media, which represent the ruling
circles, and the alternative media, which represent the views of other political elites, in this
case pro-Western attitudes on the war in Ukraine. In Serbia, mainstream print media can be
defined as those that represent official state policy (newspapers Novosti and Politika), while
alternative media are those whose attitudes generally deviate from the mainstream ones
and often represent pro-Western positions (Kurir, Blic and Danas). In accordance with the
theory of social segmentation of the audience, both of these media groups, in their effort
to communicate with the public and ensure the acceptance of their views, transmit their
coverage of the war in Ukraine and the process of denazification to the target groups of
recipients, who represent their audience and towards whom their editorial policy is direct-
ed. Namely, it is known that Novosti has always been a “people’s newspaper”, intended for
citizens, that is, the broad masses of the people, while Politika has always had the reputation
of a newspaper for intellectuals and a newspaper that conveys official state positions. The
messages of daily newspapers Blic, Kurir and Danas are addressed to an audience whose
views, to say the least, are not always close to those of the ruling circles on a large number
of issues, and as it could be expected, their views are not always close to the ruling circles’
attitudes on the war in Ukraine and denazification either.

Analyzing the content of the published news mentioning denazification, it can be
seen that Politika and Novosti lean towards pro-Russian positions in their reporting, while
the daily newspaper Danas has pro-Western positions and analysis. Although Danas has
not spoken negatively about the process of denazification itself, the texts in this daily
newspaper take attitudes that call into question the need for that process. The daily Kurir
is, in most of its published articles, neutral regarding the process of denazification in the
views and news it conveys. Blic is either neutral or leaning towards pro-Russian positions.

The fact that most of the texts that speak about denazification were published in the
daily newspaper Danas that represents pro-Western positions speaks of a distinct effort to
impose this concept on the audience in the desired context. The largest number of texts
was published in the first six months from the beginning of the Special Military Operation.
This is immediately associated with the well-known attitude of communication theories that
mass media content has the greatest impact on audience members when public opinion is
created on an issue, so individual and group attitudes have not yet been formed.

Our research has shown that, while the scientific community in Europe is deeply
divided on the issue of denazification, the Serbian print media in most cases have a critical
attitude towards the war in Ukraine and the process of denazification. They condemn the
destruction of Russian culture, as well as other cultures, identities, industrial areas, and
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above all, they condemn the civilian victims caused by the formations that harbour National
Socialist ideas. In the majority of cases, the media speak affirmatively about the process of
denazification. The Serbian public opinion has this view on the concept of denazification
because of its own suffering from the Nazi ideology, as well as because of suffering in two
world wars and during the NATO aggression in 1999. Also, the Serbian print media and
their editorial policy are very sensitive to attempts at revising history by the West in relation
to the legacy of the anti-fascist and liberation struggle.

Exceptions to this almost unique position on the necessity of denazification are related
to print media that represent pro-Western positions on the overemphasis of the presence of
Nazism on the part of Russia, primarily the daily newspaper Danas and partly the dailies
Blic and Kurir. Although these newspapers are predominantly neutral and never challenge
the positive character of denazification, they also publish positions that relativize the need
to carry out denazification, justifying it as an imposition by Russia. Although these print
media speak about Nazism in a negative context, they often observe and interpret the war
in Ukraine and the process of denazification through the prism of relations between the
great powers, thus indirectly justifying their neutral position on this issue. However, in
today’s polarized world, even neutrality can be understood as a certain kind of message,
so a more attentive reader may wonder which side in the conflict these dailies represent
and whose views they promote.
