Books on demographic issues are often perceived as somewhat tedious, packed with
statistical data and bleak projections. However, Intergenerational Solidarity as a Response
to Contemporary Demographic Challenges by Assistant Professor Dr. Milica Veskovi¢
Andelkovi¢ proves that this doesn’t have to be the case. The monograph comprises a fore-
word, introduction, five main chapters (Contemporary Population Trends; Demographic
Developments and Challenges in Serbia - A Comparison with European Countries; Family
Transformation and Intergenerational Relations; Intergenerational Solidarity — Supporting
Birth Rates and Responding to Aging; Results of Empirical Research), and a concluding
section.

The author examines global demographic challenges from a sociological perspec-
tive, emphasizing the importance of intergenerational solidarity based on the exchange of
resources between different age groups, particularly within families. In a context of under-
developed institutional support and economic uncertainty, such familial exchange emerges
as a necessity for all generations. It serves as vital support for parenting, transitioning into
adulthood, and addressing the challenges of aging. This book seeks to underscore the
increasing importance of intergenerational solidarity amidst contemporary demographic
shifts, drawing on both theoretical insights and empirical research findings.

In the first chapter, the author presents an overview of the global demographic land-
scape, emphasizing regional contrasts and the complexities of demographic transition.
Although aging populations and declining fertility rates are identified as pressing social
challenges within Europe, the author adopts a critical yet hopeful perspective, underscoring
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the potential of intergenerational solidarity and family-focused policies to navigate these
demographic shifts.

The second chapter turns to demographic trends in Serbia, which offer a unique
reflection of global demographic patterns. By thoroughly describing social changes since
World War II, through constant comparisons with other countries within the European
context, the author concludes that Serbia faces similar challenges — low birth rates, negative
migration balance, increased life expectancy, and demographic aging — that threaten to
have profound effects on pension, healthcare, and social welfare systems.

The third chapter explores shifts in family structures and practices caused by the
second demographic transition in Serbia, beginning with the transformation of marriage
since the 1960s and continuing with the increasing presence of alternative forms of family
and partnership arrangements such as cohabitation, LAT (living apart together) partner-
ships, and single-parent families. While these trends might initially appear to reflect a
dominance of individualistic values, the author reminds us of the enduring influence of
deeply rooted familistic norms, even during the socialist era, which was characterized by
processes like women’s emancipation and the shift toward nuclear families. The significance
of activating family resources and intergenerational solidarity as a survival strategy amid
economic uncertainty is illustrated by the experiences during the 1990s and the post-so-
cialist transformation in the region. Therefore, While Serbia faces the same demographic
aging challenges as the rest of Europe, it stands out for its strong tradition of familism. The
author takes an optimistic view, arguing that familistic values hold significant potential
for nurturing intergenerational solidarity, positioning this family-centered approach as
essential for tackling a range of demographic and economic challenges.

Building on a critical analysis of various theoretical perspectives, the author dedicates
the fourth chapter to developing a theoretical framework for examining intergenerational
solidarity, carefully considering the unique contextual factors specific to Serbia. When
addressing the theoretical challenges of intergenerational solidarity, the author avoids un-
critically adopting concepts from Western theorists. Instead, she engages in a thoughtful
dialogue with these ideas, critically examining their relevance to the local context while
thoughtfully considering often-overlooked perspectives on intergenerational conflict and
ambivalence.

The final chapter delves into the findings of both qualitative and quantitative research,
establishing this study as a pioneering contribution to the exploration of intergenerational
solidarity within Serbian sociology. Rather than focusing solely on the interpretation of
findings related to family practices, the author highlights actionable policy recommen-
dations designed to promote intergenerational exchange. A key strength of the research
lies in its comparability with international studies, facilitated by the adaptation of Vern
Bengtson’s widely recognized model for studying intergenerational solidarity (Bengtson
& Roberts, 1991).

The author concludes that Serbian families exhibit a high degree of intergenerational
resource exchange, effectively compensating for the lack of institutional support for fam-
ilies with children and elderly members. At the center of this dynamic are the so-called
“sandwich generations,” who bear the dual responsibility of managing both upward and
downward intergenerational transfers (Veskovi¢ Andelkovi¢, 2024, p. 149).
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This leaves readers with a complex network of questions, emphasizing that demographic
processes extend far beyond statistics — they are a mirror of deep social transformations.
While the book primarily targets experts and policymakers, it also speaks to a wider audience,
offering a comprehensive perspective on the global challenges society faces - challenges
that readers will undoubtedly recognize in their daily lives.
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
