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THE PHENOMENON OF PRO-ENVIRONMENTAL CRIME:
CRIMINAL LAW AND CRIMINOLOGICAL ASPECTS

Abstract: This paper investigates the phenomenon of pro-environmental crime from
both criminal law and criminological perspectives. The first part discusses the concept and
basic characteristics of pro—environmental crime. In the second part, various criminal law
institutions are examined in relation to pro—environmental crimes. The third part focuses on
the etiological and phenomenological aspects of pro-environmental crime, including a large
number of criminological and sociological theories that we tried to use to explain the crime
concerned. Notably, we highlight the types of objects involved in the act of committing pro-
environmental crimes, the way of prescribing such criminal offences, the legal classifications of
such offences, the differentiation of pro—environmental offences based on their level of social
danger, and the nature of their goals, techniques, and strategies. The paper also addresses the
vigilant aspects of radical eco-activism, modern/cyber forms of pro—environmental crime,
and the necessity of expanding green criminology to encompass pro—environmental crimes.

THE CONCEPT AND CHARACTERISTICS
OF PRO-ENVIRONMENTAL CRIME

In the last half-century, social reality has witnessed the expansion of a distinctive form
of environmental activism. This involves the fight to preserve the environment through
radical methods, whereas such methods often border on illegality. Unlike conventional
eco-activism, where eco—advocates operate within the confines of legal frameworks,’ the

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defining feature of what we term “pro—environmental crime”™ is its departure from legally
permissible actions. In accordance with the above, pro—environmental crime can be defined
as crime directed at organizations and individuals responsible for disrupting the ecosystem
and disturbing its natural balance, at movable and immovable property associated with these
entities and their activities, as well as at any other actions that endanger the environment
(Matkovi¢, 2013, 531).

The emergence of illegal environmental radicalism dates back to the early 1970s, linked
to the actions of several environmental organizations and individual activists (Liddick,
2006; Long, 2004). Over time, these activities became significantly more complex, due not
only to the emergence of new activists and organizations but also to the diversification of
their methods of action, as well as due to the increasing radicalization of such methods.
From James “Fox” Phillips, one of the historical pioneers of radical environmentalism
(Hoekstra, 2001; Martin, 2001; Weissman, 2002), to the later eco—sabotages carried out by
Earth First! organizations (Earth First! n.d.; Lee, 1995; Wall, 2002) and the Earth Liberation
Front (Liddick, 2006; Long, 2004), from early Greenpeace protests (Greenpeace n.d.) to
the most recent anti-pollution and climate change protests led by numerous organizations
worldwide,’ from the extremist actions of John Clark Hanna, leader of the Environmental
Life Force (Old ELF n.d.; Original ELF n.d.) and Theodore Kaczynski’s bombing terror
campaign (Douglas, Olshaker, 1996; Graysmith, 2021; Wiehl, 2020) to contemporary
eco-extremists like Individualists Tending Toward the Wild and Wild Reaction groups
(Chahta-Ima, Wild Reaction, 2014; Regresion n.d.); from green anarchists to eco-fascists,
from pro-social activists to nihilistic-misanthropic eco-fighters - the full spectrum of
pro—environmental criminal behaviour is revealed. The same situation is observed regarding
specific forms of direct action, i.e., methods of committing environmental crimes. These
range from peaceful protests to those involving elements of violence, from sabotage of smaller
equipment to the destruction of large machinery, from writing graffiti to setting fires and
planting bombs, from categorically avoiding any endangerment of human life and health
to issuing death threats and even carrying out assassinations.® The spectrum of possible
forms of radical eco-action is truly vast. Although radical environmentalism has received
considerable attention across various scientific disciplines, it is noticeable that specialized
criminal law and criminological analyses on this issue are still lacking. In light of this, we
will now examine different aspects of pro—ecological radical action from a criminal law
and criminological perspective.

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PRO-ENVIRONMENTAL CRIMINAL OFFENCES
IN THEORY AND PRACTICE

From a theoretical perspective, any criminal offence committed with pro-environ-
mental motives can be categorized as a pro—environmental crime. The nature of such
motivations, however, can vary widely. For the sake of generalization, we can divide the
motives of pro—environmental criminals into two basic categories: 1) Criminal offences
that directly interfere with endangering or destroying the environment, and 2) Criminal
offences aimed solely at drawing public attention to an environmental issue (Matkovi¢, 2023,
316). Regarding the first category, there is a considerable number of criminal acts that can
fall under it, along with a noticeable diversity among these acts. This is easily understood
when you consider that radical environmentalism can manifest in numerous ways, which,
among other things, implies a significant variety of potential targets for the criminal acts,
as well as diverse techniques that are available for executing them (Liddick, 2006; Long,
2004; Manes, 1990). Concerning the second category (i.e., pro—environmental crimes that
attract public attention), it also exhibits a marked diversity in the types of crimes it can
potentially encompass. The necessary conditions for a criminal act to qualify under this
category are: a) the perpetrators must carry out the act with the aim of securing publicity;
and b) they must intend to use the publicity thus gained for the sake of pointing out to the
public the existence of a specific environmental issue (Matkovi¢, 2023, 316).

Regarding the action of the criminal act, in the case of pro—environmental crimes,
as a rule, it is manifested through acts of commission. This aligns with the general nature
of pro—environmental crimes, which are understood as (pro)active actions taken by their
perpetrators. Some (mostly hypothetical) options can be imagined as possible exceptions,
such as situations where environmental crimes could be also committed by non-action.
For example, if a person employed in a position associated with environmental damage
knowingly fails to perform their duties in an effort to prevent environmental degradation,
provided that such failure constitutes a criminal offence (e.g. an employee who intentionally
neglects to operate or maintain a facility that disturbs nature in any way, or an official or
security worker who knowingly fails to prevent an environmental crime or to report it to the
relevant authorities). As another theoretically conceivable example of a pro—environmentally
motivated criminal act committed by non-action — where the ecological nature of the crime
is only indirect — we can cite a completely hypothetical situation: a medical worker, official
or other person in charge of providing some kind of assistance who would knowingly failed
to provide assistance to a person who is directly (e.g. an injured logger) or indirectly (e.g.
an owner or manager of a certain company) responsible for environmental degradation.

When it comes to consequences, pro—environmental criminal offences typically lead
to specific consequences. These consequences can manifest either as injury (in both forms:
destruction and damage to the object of action) or as endangerment (also in both forms:
abstract and concrete danger). In addition to the consequential criminal offences that are the
norm, exceptionally, it is also possible to imagine purely active pro—environmental criminal
offences. This aligns with the general characteristics of active criminal acts, referring to
all criminal offences where the occurrence of the consequence itself is not a constitutive
element of the substance of the criminal offence (Stojanovi¢, 2022a, 117).
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Regarding the object of the criminal act, and starting from the distinction between
an object of protection and an object of action (Stojanovi¢, 2022a, 129), we will consider the
first of these concepts in more detail. Due to the heterogeneous nature of pro-environmental
crimes and the goods they endanger, their objects of protection can be quite diverse. Some
typical objects of protection include property, public order and peace, general safety of
people and property, and, in more extreme cases, the lives and bodies of people. However,
hypothetically, there can be many other protective objects, some of which are actually en-
countered in the practice of pro—environmental crime. These include, among other things,
the freedoms and rights of man and citizen, honour and reputation, the safety of public
transport, constitutional order and security, state bodies, and the judiciary - extending all
the way to humanity and other goods protected by international law. To make this diversity
more understandable, it is necessary to list some of the pro—environmental crimes that have
already been observed in criminal and judicial practice, as well as a few whose occurrence
can be expected with a high degree of probability. Adhering to the terminology and system-
atization of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Serbia (Criminal Code of the Republic of
Serbia, “Official Gazette of the RS”, No. 85/2005, 88/2005 — amended, 107/2005 — amended,
72/2009, 111/2009, 121/2012, 104/2013, 108/2014, 94/2016 and 35/2019.), we can provide
the following overview. Among the crimes against life and limb are, above all, brawling (Art.
123 CC), inflicting light bodily injuries (Art. 122 CC), serious bodily harm (Art. 121 CC),
threat by dangerous implement in brawl or quarrel (Art. 124 CC), leading up to the crime
of murder (Art. 113 CC) and aggravated murder (Art. 114 CC). Among the criminal acts
against freedoms and rights of man and citizen are, first of all, endangerment of safety (Art.
138 CC) and stalking (Art. 138a CC); however, other crimes are also theoretically easily
imaginable, such as unlawful depriving of liberty (Art. 132 CC), abduction (Art. 134 CC),
coercion (Art. 135 CC), and ill-treatment and torture (Art. 137 CC). As criminal offences
against honour and reputation, we will highlight insult (Art. 170 CC) and ruining the rep-
utation for racial, religious, ethnic, or other affiliation (Art. 174 CC). As criminal offences
against property, we consider the appropriation of another’s object (Art. 211 CC), destruction
and damage to another’s object (Art. 212 CC), and reset (Art. 221 CC). Additionally, also
criminal offences related to theft and robbery (Art. 203 CC, Art. 204 CC, Art. 205 CC,
Art. 206 CC) may also be relevant when the intention of the perpetrators to obtain illegal
property benefits is linked to the achievement of a pro—environmental goal. Criminal
offences against general safety of people and property include causing of general danger
(Art. 278 CC), destroying and damaging public infrastructure (Art. 279 CC), and, under
certain circumstances, also grave offences against general safety (Art. 288 CC). Criminal
offences against road traffic safety include endangering traffic by dangerous acts or means
(Art. 290 CC) and grave offences against traffic safety (Art. 297 CC). When discussing
criminal offences against the constitutional order and security, one criminal offence stands
out among certain politically oriented eco—extremist groups: instigating national, racial, and
religious hatred and intolerance (Art. 317 CC). As for the criminal offences against state
bodies, these include preventing an official in discharge of duty (Art. 322 CC), attacking
an official in performance of duty (Art. 323 CC), and participating in a group preventing
an official in performance of duty (Art. 324 CC). Although criminal offences against the
judiciary may not initially appear to be typical pro—environmental criminal offences, one
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criminal offence is frequently encountered in criminal practice: accessory after the fact (Art.
333 CC). In contrast, criminal offences against public peace and order are well represented
in pro—environmental illegal practices and exhibit a marked diversity. These range from
causing panic and disorder (Art. 343 CC) and violent behaviour (Art. 344 CC) to criminal
offences involving conspiracy to commit a crime or criminal alliance (Art. 345 CC, Art.
346 CC, Art. 349 CC), to the extent of criminal offences related to weapons and explosives
(Art. 347 CC, Art. 348 CC). Finally, when it comes to criminal offences against humanity
and other goods protected by international law, terrorism (Art. 391 CC) as well as other
terrorism related offences (Art. 391a CC, Art. 391b CC, Art. 393 CC, Art. 393a CC) are
notable, as well as the criminal offence of the use of lethal device (Art. 391c CC). If it is
kept in mind that this list is only indicative, based on previous experiences of the police
and the courts, as well as that, theoretically, a number of other crimes can be imagined in
connection with the pro-environmental consciousness of the perpetrators, the number
and variety of pro-environmental crimes become even clearer.

On the other hand, the object of action of committing pro—environmental criminal
offences also stems from the object of protection thus defined. Considering the previously
mentioned list of pro—environmental crimes, it can be stated that the objects of action for
these crimes are quite diverse. As can be noticed, there is a wide spectrum of objects of
action and passive subjects — especially when taking into account not only the existing (i.e.,
those registered so far) but also all other imaginable potential objects and passive subjects.

When discussing the grounds for the exclusion of illegality, it is important to focus on
the institutions of self-defence and, particularly, extreme necessity. In terms of self-defence,
it does not emerge prominently in pro-environmental criminal offences, nor does it exhibit
significant peculiarities compared to its general characteristics. It concerns the principle
possibility of applying this institution in situations where there is a physical confrontation
between individual eco-activists (e.g., peaceful protesters, violent protesters, eco—saboteurs,
etc.) and other individuals (e.g., police, security personnel, workers engaged in modifying
natural terrain or construction in a natural area, etc.). According to the general provisions
on the conditions for the existence of self-defence (Jovasevi¢, 2007; Staji¢, 1978; Stojanovi¢,
2011, 2020, 2022a; Tahovi¢, 1956; Zivanovié, 1961), the key issue in such situations is the
perpetrator’s role in the emergence of a disputed situation that leads to a potential self-de-
fence. Specifically, if a certain non-violent eco-activist were attacked unjustly by a person
who does not have the authority to use force or who exceeds such authority, the basic con-
ditions for the existence of self-defence would be present. However, if such an eco-activist
contributed to the attack on themselves through prior behaviour (provocations, insults,
or other forms of verbal or physical violence), it is highly debatable whether and under
what conditions this could serve as a basis for the application of self-defence and related
institutions (Matkovi¢, 2023, 320). When it comes to extreme necessity, even this institution
in its basic form does not show much specificity in the field of pro—environmental crime.”
However, if the problem is extended to a legal-theoretical and legal-philosophical level, one
can imagine the following interesting hypothetical situation. Specifically, one can imagine a

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possibility that some radical eco-activist who prevents the destruction of a certain natural
entity (a source of drinking water, a forest area that brings an abundance of oxygen, fertile
land, etc.) alleges extreme necessity, claiming that their actions were an attempt to remove
a danger to their own health, which relates to the constitutionally guaranteed right to a
healthy environment (as stated in Constitution of the Republic of Serbia,® contained in Art.
74). Certainly, such dilemmas should be resolved in accordance with the general rules for
determining the validity of extreme necessity (Stojanovi¢, 2022a).

Regarding the form of guilt, pro—environmental criminal offences are inherently
premeditated.” This means they are not compatible with negligence, which represents a
lower degree of culpability for the perpetrator. However, this does not imply that some of
the criminal acts in question cannot be also committed negligently. In such cases, the crimes
would not be classified as pro-environmental but rather as motivated by different factors
(specifically, free of pro—environmental motives), since the intentional commission of an act
with pro-environmental intentions is one of the necessary characteristics of these crimes.

Considering the concurrence of offences,' it is theoretically possible and easily
achievable to perform concurrent pro—environmental criminal offences in such a context.
Moreover, numerous practical examples confirm that this phenomenon is not only theo-
retically conceivable but it also frequently reflects social reality. However, as observed, the
concurrence in pro—environmental criminal offences does not reflect significant specificities
compared to the general characteristics of concurrence as a legal institution.

Regarding complicity, in the context of pro-environmental crimes it is possible to
imagine all forms of complicity known by legal theory. This is also confirmed by numerous
cases from practice in which examples of co—perpetration, as well as incitement and assis-
tance in the commission of various pro—environmental criminal offences are observed."!
However, as with the concurrence of criminal offences, it is also not possible to observe major
peculiarities that would distinguish accomplices in the committing of pro-environmental
criminal offences from accomplices who commit other types of crimes.

As for the relationship between pro-environmental criminal offenses and positive
legal regulations, several examples have been noted in foreign practice regarding the
adoption of specialized regulations aimed at pro-environmental crime, as well as several
examples of the introduction of new criminal offences with pro-environmental content
into existing regulations. A current example of this latter practice is the tendency to adopt
so-called anti-protest laws, which aim to criminalize various aspects of citizens’ protests or
to tighten sanctions for protest actions that are already deemed illegal. According to avail-
able information, anti—protest provisions have been adopted by: United Kingdom, various
European countries, USA, Canada, Australia, Tanzania, Guatemala, Chile, although this
list is certainly not exhaustive (Greenpeace, 2023; Lakhani et al., 2023). As for specialized
regulations aimed at combating pro-environmental crime, as well as the introduction
of pro-environmental provisions within existing regulations, the USA stands out as a

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leader in this field, having introduced a series of regulations at both the state and federal
levels since the 1980s. For example, concerning the pro-ecological practice of tree spiking
(driving pegs into tree trunks to thwart planned felling), quite a number of US states have
made tree spiking an independent criminal offence. Such legal reforms were recorded in
California, Washington,'? Oregon," Idaho, Montana, Indiana'* and others (AP, 2001; Bari,
1994). In addition, tree spiking is regulated at the federal level through a somewhat unusual
legal provision: the introduction of a new section'® within The Anti-Drug Abuse Act from
1988.' Significant legislative steps include the adoption of the Animal Enterprise Protection
Actin 1992, which was amended in 2006 and renamed the Animal Enterprise Terrorism
Act.'® By officially recognizing pro-environmental criminal offences as acts of domestic
terrorism, the USA enabled the application of provisions related to the subject matter of
terrorism. One of the modalities for this is the application of the terrorism enhancement
provision, found in section 3A1.4 of the Federal Sentencing Guidelines,'” which allows for
significantly higher sentences for perpetrators if a given pro—environmental criminal offence
is classified as a terrorist act. Additionally, it is important to mention the USA PATRIOT
Act of 2001,” which granted extremely broad powers to authorities dealing with suspected
terrorism and expanded the definition of terrorism itself.

When it comes to the regulations of the Republic of Serbia, the domestic legislator has
not yet decided to introduce specialized regulations or provisions that would specifically
address pro—environmentally motivated punishable actions. This approach seems justified
and well-founded in both legal and criminal-political contexts. Namely, as previous expe-
riences in global pro-environmental criminal practice indicate, existing legal solutions are
fully suitable for addressing criminal offences with pro-environmental motivations, as such
motivations do not significantly alter the fundamental characteristics of the criminal offences
concerned. Therefore, we believe that this legislative practice should continue in the future.

CRIMINOLOGICAL (MULTI)PERSPECTIVE
OF PRO-ENVIRONMENTAL CRIME

If we consider the pro-environmental illegal activities recorded in global criminal
and judicial practice so far, it is notable that there is significant diversity among them,
not only in terms of the object of action and the motive of the perpetrator but also in the
type of illegal action itself. Thus, we can make the following rough division of pro-en-
vironmentally motivated criminal phenomena: 1) pro—environmental misdemeanours;
2) pro—environmental criminal offences; and 3) pro—environmental terrorism. The need
for a distinction between the second and third categories arises from the significant debate
in both professional and general public spheres regarding the phenomenon of so—called
eco-terrorism, that is, as we have termed it more precisely in our previous works: pro-
environmental terrorism (Matkovi¢, 2013, 2023). With the emergence of certain extreme
forms of pro—environmental direct action (especially those involving arson and explosive
device) there has been a tendency to characterize such crimes as terrorist acts. Although
this characterization has met with harsh condemnation from a significant portion of the
public, over the years, a number of examples have emerged that, due to their overall ex-
tremism, closely align with conventional definitions of terrorist acts, particularly in cases
involving deliberate harm or endangerment of individuals (cf. Alekseeva et al., 2017).
Given the above, the use of the term of pro—environmental terrorism to describe the most
extreme pro—environmental criminal offences seems justified, but it must be approached
cautiously, with a clear delineation between these crimes and other pro-environmental
crimes that do not exhibit characteristics of terrorism.

When considering the goals of perpetrators of pro—environmental criminal offences,
two basic types can be distinguished: 1) symbolic goals; and 2) goals that lead to concrete,
practical results. Although some sources state that pro—environmental criminals are always
directed toward symbolic goals (cf. Ohtake, 2008), the reality is that, in practice, pro—en-
vironmental crimes aimed at achieving very concrete results are also often encountered
(Matkovi¢, 2023, p. 289).

One important issue is the demarcation between violent and non-violent forms of
environmental radicalism. When transferring this discussion to the realm of pro-environ-
mental illegal actions, it involves distinguishing between offences that contain elements
of violence, on the one hand, and those that do not contain such elements. However, this
distinction is not without significant difficulties (cf. Sandbrook, 2022), as there is often
no consensus on whether an act is considered violent (e.g., destruction of property using
explosives, arson, etc.). Due to the above, it appears that the distinction between violent
and non-violent pro-environmental acts may not have great practical importance.

An important aspect of the vitality of many radical environmental organizations
lies in the application of leaderless resistance methods (Liddick, 2006; Long, 2004). The
essence of this strategy is the absence of leadership, hierarchy, and mutual connections
among members, as well as complete anonymity for the membership, except for a few
individuals in local cells. This approach enables the organization to survive even after the
discovery of one of its members, due to the objective impossibility of revealing the iden-
tities of other members and any information about the umbrella organization itself. The
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leaderless resistance strategy has been adopted by several radical organizations, including
the Animal Liberation Front, the Earth Liberation Front, and the Earth Liberation Army;,
as well as several newer organizations. Among these younger groups, the Individualists
Tending Toward the Wild, the Wild Reaction, and a few others stand out as the most ex-
treme (Matkovic¢, 2023).

It is important to highlight the vigilant character of certain aspects of pro—environmental
criminal acts. Vigilantism can be simply defined as taking the law (or “taking justice”) into
one’s own hands by individuals who are not legally authorized to do so.?! However, a more
comprehensive and precise definition describes it as “the individual or collective action
of citizens, whether unorganized or organized, aimed at the prevention, suppression, or
sanctioning of various acts, primarily criminal, but also other (delinquent and/or deviant)
acts, in the local environment, whereas the perpetrators lack the legal authority to undertake
such vigilante actions” (Matkovi¢, 2018, 100).% If we consider that radical environmental
activists carry out their illegal actions under the belief that they are acting justly, that is,
that they contribute to the welfare of society despite lacking the legal authority to do so,
the vigilant nature of certain forms of pro—environmental crime becomes clearly evident.

Speaking about recent tendencies in pro-ecological radicalism, it is important to
highlight pro-environmental illegal actions connected with modern technology, i.e. with
the cyber sphere. In this regard, we can distinguish between conventional pro-environmen-
tal crime, on the one hand and pro-environmental cybercrime, on the other. Hacktivism
motivated by environmental concerns (Hampson, 2012; Jordan, Taylor, 2004) is one form
of pro—environmental cybercrime. This form of hacktivism, for which we have suggested
to be separately designated as “eco-hacktivism” (Matkovi¢, 2023, 288), can be understood
as any form of hacker activity motivated by pro—environmental intentions. At the same
time, such pro-environmental actions can have a dual nature: a) direct, i.e., directly causing
pro-environmental consequences; and b) indirect, i.e., causing damage to an entity that
endangers the natural environment. Closely related to eco-hacktivism is “pro-environmen-
tal cyber—terrorism” (Matkovi¢, 2023, 288), understood as a subtype of cyber terrorism
motivated by the perpetrators’ pro—ecological intentions. It is important to note that the
demarcation between eco-hacktivism and pro-environmental cyber-terrorism is not al-
ways straightforward in practice, due to significant points of contact and often the overlap
of these two phenomena. Regarding their prevalence, although these phenomena have
not yet manifested significantly in practice, the rapid rise of information technologies and
their increasing presence in all spheres of life suggest that, in the coming years, these forms
of pro—environmental cybercrime will become more prominent in the practical domain.

In an attempt to explain pro—environmental crime through the prism of sociological
and criminological theories, we can identify several potential relationships. If the radical
environmental movement is understood as a type of subcultural group, with its illegal
branch representing a narrow segment or sub—subculture of that group, it seems justified
to apply some of the subcultural theories of delinquency (Cohen, 1955; Cohen, Short,
1958; Miller, 1958; Thrasher, 2013) to pro—environmental (criminal) groups. Conversely,

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pro—environmental criminal collectives can also be viewed in the context of criminal sub-
cultures (Cloward, Ohlin, 2013), as a distinct phenomenon to which specific criminological
characteristics are attributed. However, if the entirety of radical environmentalism is ob-
served independently of delinquent content, it becomes possible to apply other theoretical
concepts for its interpretation, such as the theory of (symbolic) interactionism (Mead,
2015; Blumer, 1986), as well as various other theories that address specific subcultural and
counterculture groups. Understood in this way, pro—environmental movements could be
interpreted according to general patterns of emergence and formation of specific social
groups based on the common interests of their members. Nevertheless, it is important to
keep in mind that subculture theories in the context of radical environmentalism should
only be applied with regard to the common interests of members of such movements and
potentially common etiological and phenomenological factors for certain groups of pro-
environmental crimes, whereas in other segments, such subcultural generalizations may
not prove particularly beneficial.

Another important orientation for interpreting pro—environmental radicalism and
pro—environmental crime is found in Marxist criminological theories (Bonger, 1916;
Sellin, 1938). Appreciating the fact that a significant segment of the radical environmental
movement is oriented toward the political left (Bari, 1994; Dobson, 2007; Martell, 1994;
Wall, 2010), particularly Marxism itself, we can easily recognize the importance of Marxist
approaches to interpreting pro-ecological crimes and social deviations in general. In
connection with this, one can see the broad applicability of critical criminology theories
(Cohen, 1988; Lynch, 1997; Platt, 1974) to the interpretation of the radical eco-movement
and pro-environmental crime, which, viewed from this perspective, can be understood
as a reflection of existing power relations in society and a critique of the shortcomings
of the socio—political and socio-cultural structure. Similarly, the propositions of other
related radical theoretical orientations could be applied, especially those that draw on new
social defence (Ancel, 1966; Gramatica, 1963, according to Ignjatovi¢, 2009), abolitionism
(Scheerer, 1986), anarchist philosophy (Ferrell, 1998), feminist postulates (Adler, 1975;
Bertrand, 1974; Heidensohn, 1968), or any other forms of criticism or radical rejection of
existing socio—political and cultural values.”

Contrary to their name, ecological sociological/criminological theories have limit-
ed application when explaining the etiology and phenomenology of pro—environmental
crime. This refers both to the traditional ecological theories of the Chicago School (Park,
Burgess, 2019; Shaw, McKay, 1942) and to newer theoretical interpretations of the influence
of the environment on the emergence and manifestation of criminality (Brantingham,
Brantingham, 1991; Felson, 2006). The explanation for this situation lies in the fact that
the term “environmental’, as used in the context of these theories, differs significantly from
the narrower meaning of environmental that is applied in the domains of environmental
activism and environmental protection in general.

It is possible to consider several theoretical orientations regarding the dual nature of
the origin of the concepts of eco-terrorism and eco-extremism: objective and subjective.
In the objective sense, the social environment labels individual persons as eco—extremists

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and their actions as eco-extremist or eco-terrorist. Conversely, some eco-activists iden-
tify themselves as eco—extremists or terrorists, thereby contributing to the formation of
such an image. This phenomenon can be interpreted through several sociological and
criminological theories, particularly in connection with the labelling theory (Becker, 2008;
Goffman, 1963; Lemert, 1951; Matza, 1969) and the theory of social stigma and stigmati-
zation (Durkheim, 2012; Goffman, 1963). This is particularly relevant in cases involving
radical environmental organizations and individual activists who, after experiencing social
stigmatization—that s, after receiving the “label” of terrorist or extremist—begin to identify
themselves as terrorists or extremists, thus accepting the social role imposed on them by
society (cf. Matkovi¢, 2023).

One criminologically important issue is the consideration of environmental crime
in relation to green criminology. Briefly formulated, green criminology is a term that de-
notes a scientific discipline studying the etiology and phenomenology of criminality that
endangers the environment.* Accordingly, the subject of interest in green criminology has
included criminal offences that threaten the environment (cf. Ignjatovi¢, 2023b), rather than
pro-environmentally motivated criminal offences. However, considering the relevance and
social importance of radical pro-environmental activities, as well as the multidimensional
consequences they produce, it seems unjustifiable to omit pro—environmental crime as a
subject of study within green criminology (Matkovi¢, 2023, 300). Hence, as an important
change, it is suggested to expand the scientific field of green criminology to the domain of
pro-environmental criminal practices.
