On the phenomenon of quantophrenia and its practical implications in social sciences
and humanities: thematic collection of papers from the Round table of the Round Table
held in Matica srpska on 30 November 2023 (edited by Professor Mihael Antolovi¢,
PhD, and Professor Srdan Sljuki¢, PhD).

Abstract: The book deals with the topic of quantophrenia, a growing and finally pre-
vailing practice of the quantification of social sciences through counting papers and, on that
basis, measuring their influence via scientific indices, which further creates the need for
publishing as many papers as possible in adequate places, while the content quality of those
papers falls into the background - the quantity of scientific papers is imposed as quality.

Vladimir Gvozden, PhD); “Scientific colonialism and commercialization of science as a
consequence of the scientometric approach in social studies and humanities” (Professor
Uros$ V. Suvakovi¢, PhD); “On ‘excellence’ and superfluity in the intuitive algorithm age
in the context of evaluating scientific results in social sciences and humanities” (Gordana
Deri¢, PhD); “Scientometrics as an insufficient method of evaluating the quality of scientific
papers in the context of the Bologna education reform in Serbia” (Assistant Professor Vanja
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Glisin, PhD, and Ljubi$a Despotovi¢, PhD); “Pedagogy of love and ethics of care: resistance
to the neoliberal and neofeudal university” (Professor Ana Kuzmanovi¢ Jovanovi¢, PhD);
“Pitirim Sorokin for the second time among sociologists” (Professor Srdan Sljuki¢, PhD);
“Quantophrenia and Serbian sociology” (Professor Slobodan Antoni¢, PhD); “Measuring
cerebral subjectivity - impossible mission for psychology” (Professor Ivan Jerkovi¢, PhD);
“Quantification of artistic work” (Professor Sasa Radoj¢i¢, PhD).

During the 1960s, Russian-American sociologist Pitirim Sorokin was the first to
draw attention to the growing potential problem that could arise from the more and more
dominant effect of quantification; he was also the first to name the phenomenon that occurs
within social sciences, calling it quantophrenia. Sorokin’s contribution to understanding and
describing the emergence of the domination of counting in social sciences is dealt with in
the Proceedings primarily by Sljuki¢, while is emphasized in everything above-mentioned
is, on the one hand, Sorokin’s understanding in using mathematical models within the
quantitative analysis and, on the other hand, stressing that the application of mathematical
models on the phenomena that cannot be quantified, turn into quantophrenia, which “nei-
ther has anything to do with true mathematics nor does it contribute to the knowledge of
the psycho-social world” (p. 189). Moreover, Sorokin points out that, under the influence
of quantification, the overall non-qualitative scientific contribution is seen as speculation
(p. 189), something that Sumonja observes as a predominant struggle against subjectiv-
ism in social sciences, where only the quantitative is universalized into objectively proper
- similar negation of the subject in science is also emphasized by Jerkovi¢ through the
early-psychological description of “consciousness without a person and a person without
consciousness” (p. 221).

Although Sorokin did not name the subject of until 1960s, the history of quanto-
phrenia genesis in social sciences follows the development of statistics as a productivity
measure and its relation to social sciences. Sumonja points to Adolphe Quetelet’s influence
through the measurement of the average height of Scottish soldiers, considering the average
one a truly human being, and finding individual deviations errors. In a similar way, citing
Georges Canguilhem, Gvozden emphasizes the function of statistics through the dichoto-
my “normal - deviation from normal’, as well as social norming in line with the needs of
machines and industry, where norming is seen as “imposing requests to an existence” (p.
87), reflecting ideological potential stated through the universalization of the objective into
a generally accepted pattern, while statistics as proof of productivity reaches such approval
that today even the Islamic State publishes its statistics on an annual basis with the aim of
proving its productivity (p. 20).

Ideological potential, according to the authors of the Proceedings (Sumonja and
Kuzmanovi¢ Jovanovi¢), is reached through neoliberalism that emerges as a need of
the modern world capitalist system to go from the economic framework into the social
framework, while using neoliberalism to reach the ideological execution of such transi-
tion; therefore, it is not surprising that Sorokin’s texts on quantophrenia were written in
the preparatory stage of the emergence of the neoliberal ideology. Besides Sorokin, Sljukié¢
also mentions Lewis Coser, who in the same period described the fluctuations of the new
scientific narrative wave in the field of social conflicts — the whole terminology regarding
conflicts began changing and has become institutionalized; according to Coser, “modern
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generation tried to replace the conflict analysis by researching ‘tensions), ‘pressures, and
psychological maladjustment” (Coser, 2007, p. 27). Just as the neoliberal ideology found
its stronghold in the system which emerged in the institutional frameworks of the Bretton
Woods Agreement, scientometrics also finds its stronghold in the territory of the United
States of America, which has become “the cradle and world centre of scientometrics” (p. 16)
through “Scientific Citation Index [from 1963], developed within the Institute for Scientific
Information” (p. 56), as well as other citation indices following afterwards - the citation
indices that are becoming a dominant framework of scientometrics as the measurement of
papers based on their quantity and not the content quality, making social sciences, as stated
by Antoni¢, “write about more and more trivial and meaningless topics, while neglecting
substantially important matters, both to social sciences and society itself” (p. 203).

Social harmonization with machines and industry under the cover of statistical
norming, and even ideological fulfilment of such norming through the neoliberal ideol-
ogy, is becoming a social fact and, thus, quantophrenia as the second social fact, is worth
describing with the aid of the former - the tool left as a legacy to sociologists y by Emile
Durkheim (p. 198). Just as society, under the wing of the neoliberal ideology, is dominated
by the narrative reduced to “find your own way” entrepreneurship, guided by the invisible
hand of the market, the scientist as part of society had to adjust to the prevailing narrative
that also covers science as one of the institutions of the world system, so that scientists be-
come “entrepreneurs of their academic careers” (pp. 43-44) - reducing to Thomas Kuhn’s
statement that the scientist is a process not of natural events but of social ones (p. 174).

In line with the automation of scientific work written about by Gordana Deri¢ - as
well as of the new social class of precariat — described by Guy Standing and placed in the
period of the collapse of the welfare state and “liberalization of the labour market” (Standing,
2011, p. 1), a new type of the scientist appears — homo applicandus, “whose position is
uncertain, who is practically engaged for life on projects of limited length and who is in
the position of academic precariat” (p. 72). In order to maintain at least its precariat posi-
tion, this type of scientist has to fulfil the quantitative needs of scientometrics through the
“publish or perish” imperative, aspiring to bridge it by using scientific-destructive tactics
written about in detail by Antolovi¢ (p. 63). This scientist is sentenced to play “by the rules
by which almost everyone plays, and in which no one believes” (p. 45), namely by the rules
which are through the analysis of more than 2,600 research fields assessed as inadequate
in measuring the research paper quality.

The Serbian scientific scene is addressed by Suvakovi¢ and from the stated things it may
be seen that this scene has not avoided social fluctuations on the world scene, particularly
after the transformation of Serbian society since 2000, when the state itself adjusted to the
rules of the Washington Consensus (Novakovi¢, 2013, pp. 23-24), while Serbian society was
transformed into a neoliberal capitalist one. Through this transformation process from the
early 2000s to 2010, “as many as 2,000 best Serbian enterprises were sold” (Sljuki¢, 2019, p.
49) and, consequently, in the same period, “one million workers lost their jobs” (Novakovi¢,
2013, pp. 26-27). Accordingly, within the above-mentioned statement by Kuhn, that the
scientist is a process not of natural events, but of social ones, the Serbian scientist, as part of
Serbian society, has not stayed outside social events affecting Serbian society. The authors
in Serbian journals use over 90% of the literature in the domineering English language, thus
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neglecting the contribution of Serbian scientists, while a seven-page paper published in a
foreign journal brings more points than a monograph of national importance, which is a
clear pattern of the simultaneous violation of both state and/or national sovereignty and
of Serbian interpretative sovereignty. Decreasing citation of Marx and increasing citation
of Weber in Serbia’s scientific world also points to the pattern in which, under the baton
of scientometrics, the scientist is not an independent thinker, but someone who fits into
the socially domineering ideological trend, thus fulfilling the point requirements of the
world-recognized journals “on the list made by a foreign company, regularly seated in a
Western country and with no influence of anyone from Serbia, including its government
and all its ministries” (p. 198).

The further description of the process of including Serbian society and, thus, its uni-
versities in the ideological pattern of the world system, is the proposal by the Government
of the Republic of Serbia from November 2024 to amend one article of the Law on Higher
Education, according to which the entry of foreign universities into the territory of the
Republic of Serbia will be permitted under the pretext of “greater competition”, which
would test the entrepreneurial spirit and resourcefulness of the Serbian academic staff in
the education market (RTS.rs), taking into account that the Serbian educational system is
beginning to adjust to the needs of the West and not of the Serbian industrial and economic
system (Sljuki¢, 2019, p. 153), Immanuel Wallerstein’s question is posed as to what extent
modernization, under the wing of development, is actually Westernization (Wallerstein,
in: Re¢, 2003, p. 269). Therefore, it is not surprising that Vojin Mili¢, as the initiator of
the debate on scientometrics in our region, also pointed to precautions in the cooperation
between the socially developed part of the world and the scientifically undeveloped (centre
and periphery, author’s note), drawing attention to the trap of the process of subordinating
the scientifically undeveloped part of the world in that relationship (pp. 113-114).

Just as social sciences on the Serbian scientific scene are neglected and joined to tech-
nical sciences in order to reach the greatest productivity possible, which is written about
by Gordana Peri¢, but also by Glisin and Despotovi¢, art could not avoid this wave either.
The “publish or perish” imperative certainly inhabits art as well, and Radoj¢i¢ writes in
detail about the inability of domestic artists to overcome these imposed necessities which,
“measured by the necessary time and work - are not easy to fulfil” (p. 257). Both in science
and in art, under the influence of scientometrics, it has become more important “where a
work of art is displayed or performed and not what that work of art is like” (p. 254). Having
in mind Pierre Bourdieu’s contribution that “the lack of power to establish own goals (and,
accordingly, the imposition of artificial needs) is undoubtedly the most subtle form of al-
ienation” (Bourdieu, in: Dordevi¢, 2008, p. 165), it is emphasized that scientometrics within
a scientific, as well as artistic work, leads to their alienation from themselves.

Radoj¢i¢’s opinion that “the best argument against those who are obsessed with
quantification is not just stating this or that technical omission of theirs - because such
omissions may be corrected — but reminding that values of a scientific paper are eventually
not expressed by their quantity” (p. 259), may also serve as a conclusion of the Proceedings,
with the note that no social phenomenon falls from the sky, but occurs and develops in line
with its own surroundings, even if it is the harmonization with the needs of the domineering
ideological trend at the world system level.
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
