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FORMS OF SHARENTING AS A MODERN SOCIAL
PHENOMENON OF CHILDREN’S PORTRAIT

(Translation In Extenso)

Abstract: The paper analyzes the parents’ contemporary practice of posting virtual
content about their children on social networks and online platforms in general. Sharing
content about a child on social networks and online without restrictions is an approach that
fully recognizes the parents’ right and freedom to shape the visibility of their child, as well
as the child’s right to privacy. Even limiting access to one’s own profile to a certain close
circle of people does not guarantee absolute protection of the child’s well-being. Namely,
the danger of closed profiles, to which only “friends” or close people, relatives, godparents
of the child have access, is reflected in the fact that these people can further forward, or
download, such content. Initially, the concept of sharenting was associated with sharing
content about children for altruistic motives, and then for exclusively personal, entertaining,
non-profit motives of parents, and the further “evolution” of this phenomenon was in the
direction of parents sharing children-related content for business motives. Sharing content
about children for the sake of parents’ entertainment motives is the leading reason why
content about children is shared online.

INTRODUCTION

In the digital sphere, the contemporary age has brought about unimaginable changes
in the existing, traditional human relations. The family as part of the complex social struc-
ture is not immune to constant changes. Technological innovation has an immeasurable
effect on every segment of life, both of the individual and the family. The internet and
social networks (Facebook, Instagram, former Twitter and now X, TikTok) are part of such
technological innovation, the use of which gives rise to new practices in family life, un-
known in the previous everyday pattern of behaviour of the family members (Novakovi¢,

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2025, p. 347). By presenting themselves and other close people on the Internet and social
networks, individuals, either as independent persons or family members, become visible to
a broad (un)restricted circle of others, both known and unknown people, thus potentially
becoming exposed to certain harmful effects. Unrestricted (self)presentation may also
lead to a number of consequences for the person posting content on the Internet. If it is a
mature adult (capable of sound judgment?!) who posts content about himself/herself, and
the content that does not threaten other people’s rights, the legal system cannot act in any
way in relation to such practice by someone. However, if those are people who post con-
tent about others, particularly about their children, such acting within modern family life
should not be left outside legal regulation, particularly if such potentially harmful acting
of the parents may threaten the child’s well-being and welfare.

We are witnessing that by sharing digital content, individuals acquire material goods
and gain profits that are unimaginable in any other area of their business. It is indisputable
that technological development has an immeasurable effect on the life of every individual,
including children. The question is how technological innovation in the social sphere affect
the exercise of the individual’s rights, whether the application and penetration of digital
content in the practice of family life threatens the child’s rights or not. One part of the
entire digital content segment is social networks, and there is a need to analyze the impact
of social networks on a whole range of individual rights, primarily personal rights, and to
be even more specific, the individual’s right to privacy. The development of the aforemen-
tioned technologies has enabled completely anonymous people to be entitled to present
themselves and become publicly visible — something that was unimaginable only 20 or 30
years ago. We will define it as the right of an individual to be known to the public - the
right to public display. The (fictitious, wrong?!) reality is provided that everyone can and
should be known by all other people.

Although there are certain restrictions in showing children on social networks, they are
often only declarative. In practice, the situation is completely different. As far as Facebook is
concerned, although this social network, in line with its internal rules, does not allow chil-
dren under the age of 13 to be registered as users of this social network, there are cases that
children younger than 12 create their profiles. Extreme, yet realistic and warning examples
tell us that even three-year-old children have their profiles on social networks (Goshadze,
2020, p. 21). The fact that as many as 92% of children in the US aged two are present online
is very worrying from the perspective of child rights protection (Haley, 2020, p. 1007),
while, when the child is five years old, there are already as many as 1,500 pictures of him/
her on online platforms (Fineman, 2023, p. 850). On the other hand, a high percentage of
parents (75%) use social networks for sharing content about their children, while only 1/4
of parents consult their children regarding the consent for posting the content about them
on social networks (Yates, 2023, p. 850). According to some other data, every day as many
as 40.5% parents post a video clip or a picture on the relevant social network (Johnston,
2020, p. 59). All these data point to the spread and significance of the legal analysis of
this contemporary issue. Our intention is to confirm two hypotheses: that parents cannot
exercise their parental right without restrictions in this sphere, as well as that the motives
driving parents to post content about their children have a decisive effect on whether such
parents’ practices will be opposite to the child’s best interest, as an ultimate principle, and,
therefore, require the reaction of the state bodies, such as social centres or courts.
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CONTEMPORARY
PHENOMENON OF SHARENTING

The need of adults, who are also parents, to (self)present themselves in the modern
era is also projected onto the presentation of their children on social networks. It is difficult
to imagine a parent who, only 30 years ago, would pay for an ad in newspapers or buy time
on TV to present and show to a number of strangers how his child has started walking, said
the first word or celebrated the first birthday. In modern times, the child comes into contact
with people who may know personal data about him/her (let us not say, who know the child)
without previously meeting them or sharing the same, deeply personal and intimate data
with those people. What reflects the difference and, at the same time, the greatest threat of
modern digital media (online media) in relation to the traditional ones? We will sum up
the answer to this question through the following characteristic of the information placed
through online media: permanence implies that once published online information does
not disappear; on the contrary, it last for years, visibility means that information is shown
online and is broadly visible, on an unlimited number of accounts; shareability implies
that the Internet is a medium that enables instant sharing of information by users, with
one movement, one click, that information is obtained and forwarded; searchability means
that it is possible for a user to search for and obtain information once published in existing
databases at any time in the future. (Hamming, 2020, p. 1044).

SHARING CHILD-RELATED CONTENT

One of the basic ways to protect a child from the harmful effects that can occur due
to sharenting is to limit the content displayed on social networks or online in terms of
availability to only a certain number of users. Of course, not presenting the child at all, seen
from the perspective of protecting the child’s rights, would be the safest way of avoiding
any violation of the child’s privacy and well-being. However, since the parents’ contem-
porary practice is such that the content about the child is shown, it is necessary to find
modalities of removing potential harms that may arise or those that have already arisen.
This paper will build on our initial research about a collision between the child’s right and
the parental right in sharenting (Novakovi¢, 2025, p. 352). When it comes to the difference
regarding the initial analysis already performed of this phenomenon, we will examine the
practice when the parent, in his/her exercise of the parental right in this sphere, should
share child-related content with or without restrictions, as well as the parents’ motives for
posting child-related content.

Sharing without restrictions

Sharing child-related content on social networks and online without restrictions
is an approach that fully recognizes the parents’ right and freedom to shape the child’s
visibility, as well as the child’s right to privacy. The extent to which the individuals’ wish
goes in terms of publicly presenting their children is proved by the fact that in the USA
the pictures of the still unborn, or just conceived child (nasciturus) are posted on social
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network accounts (Donovan, 2020, p. 40). Moreover, many parents create in advance social
network and e-mail accounts for their unborn children (Iskul & Joamets, 2021, p. 105). It is
a unique practice in this sphere to apply the assumption of nasciturus pro iam nato habetur
quotiens de commodis eius agitur.

Content sharing without restrictions leads to the fact that the presentation of child-re-
lated content may reveal the child’s place of residence, the school attended, the date of birth
and, finally, the child’s physical appearance. All this may lead to the abduction of the child,
both digital and actual. The extent of the danger of revealing the data about children, thus
opening the possibility of the creation of fake profiles by stealing the child’s data, is proved
by the forecast that by 2030, as many as 2/3 of digital identity thefts will have been related
to sharenting (Pacht Friedman, 2022, p. 377).

Posting child-related content online without restrictions may be driven by the parents0
good, positive intentions of showing themselves as caring mothers and fathers, of sharing
information useful to other parents, of informing family members who live far way about
the child’s progress, of posting humorous clips or pictures of the children, of showing the
children’s educational, cultural or sports talents aimed at the children’ visibility and their
perfection and advancement in that field (Iskul & Joamets, 2021, p. 105).> We assume and
really believe that most parents, when posting content about their children on the Internet,
are unaware of the potential danger of such action to the child’s well-being. We start from
the assumption that parents would not abuse the rights of someone else’s child who is
also presented online. We fully agree with such a starting assumption. However, in this
situation, the standard of a good host, i.e., of a conscientious parent, should be applied. A
conscientious parent is the one who knows or should know, from the circumstances of a
given case, that his acting might lead to harmful consequences for the child. In the sphere
of sharenting and in terms of observing the principle of the child’s best interests, law should
abide by an objective criterion — whether the parents’ acting may cause consequences to
the child’s well-being without the existence and establishment of the intention. Finally, in
terms of the child’s well-being, it is irrelevant whether the parent knew or did not know
that posting content might be harmful for the child, particularly if there is a danger of the
child-related data being abused and of harming the child’s personality and development.

On the other hand, apart from the assumption of conscientiousness, where posting
own content on social networks, as well as children-related content, may have the character
of a fully conscious action, there is also a situation when, due to the digital dependency
on social networks, the parent acts irrationally and unconsciously because he/she cannot
resist that type of dependency and is unaware of harmful consequences of posting content.
Contemporary family life implies everyday online presence. If a certain person is not pres-
ent on social networks for a day, this is already interpreted as a significant absence. This
especially applies to the younger generations - children - who have already grown up or
are growing up in this prevailing reality.

Unlike the restrictions in the protection of individuals” privacy regarding the publi-
cation of child-related content on social networks by parents, children have a rather poor

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degree of legal protection. The specific nature of sharenting is reflected in its being a very
sophisticated and dangerous practice when it comes to the protection of the child (and the
child’s rights). Speaking of physical or sexual child abuse or, on a smaller scale, threatening
the child, those are clear actions manifesting such anti-legal acting of either third parties or
parents. When it comes to sharing child-related content on social networks, we can speak of
the emotional endangerment of the child. It is the parents’ active behaviour that may threaten
child’s well-being and best interests. In this part of the paper, we will examine the cases when
the parent shares child-related content without restrictions. It implies that the parent shares
child-related content that is accessible to everyone, without restrictions, such as the cases of
open profiles on social networks (Facebook, Instagram, TikTok). In these cases, it is possible
to apply the norms of the Family Law regarding the abuse of the parental right through emo-
tional abuse of the child. Posting pictures, video-clips and other personal data about the child,
without any protection by the parents, contains ion itself an active action endangering the
child’s right to privacy and the child’s well-being. The question arises whether it is necessary
for the harmful consequences to the child to occur due to the unrestricted accessibility of
the child’s pictures and content before the actual application of the family-legal sanctions,
such is the case with physical or sexual abuse of the child. One of the milder methods of
sanctioning parents would be the application of corrective supervision over the exercise of
the parental right - by pointing to the omission in the exercise of the parental right through
sharing content that threatens or may threaten the child’s well-being. The parents’ failure to
react by locking the profile or by applying any other way of protecting the child’s data might
lead to the initiation of legal proceedings against those parents.

The greatest danger of sharing without restrictions the content featuring children is
reflected in the possibility of such data (pictures, video-clips) being stolen and abused.> The
digital identity of every person, including children, implies the existence of the data about
the place and year of birth, the place of residence, the pre-school institution or the school
attended by the child. Child-related pictures and video-clips are often used for inappropriate
purposes, such as creating pornographic and other types of content in which children are
abused in the worst possible manner. In addition to the abuse of the child’s digital identity
in the virtual world, there is also a segment referring to the harmful effects of posting
child-related content without restrictions potentially caused to the child’s physical safety by
third parties, i.e., those who do not known the child, as well as the physical abduction by
the child’s parent or relative. Thus, the physical abduction of the child, particularly within
the context of the abitur Hague Convention on the Civil Aspects of International Child
Abduction, is frequently perpetrated by close family members and parent(s) of the child
(Stanivukovié, Paji¢, 2022, p. 133). If child-related content from which it is possible to find
out the child’s location is posted on social networks, without restrictions, it is possible to
learn about the movement of the child and the parent exercising the parental right, and
thus abduct the child.

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Sharing child-related content with restrictions

In contrast to sharenting without restrictions, if the parent posts child-related content
and profiles on social networks secures by allowing access only to certain persons, there is
no active or passive action that might endanger the child’s right. However, the presentation
of inappropriate content, even to the narrower circle of close persons and relatives, may
negatively affect the child and, thus, requires the action of the relevant social services. One
of the forms of protection, in case the parent decides to post child-related content, refers to
the impossibility of showing the location of such content (pictures or video-clips without
location of the parent and the child). Still, in this case, despite not revealing the location,
is the content is such as to enable easy determination of the place where the child and the
parent(s) are, negative effects on the child are possible. Omitting the location but posting
the picture of the video-clip from which it is easy to determine the city, the country, the
shopping mall, the sports event in question, cancels the effects of not revealing the location.

Apart from the option of closed profiles, parents have another available option, par-
ticularly those parents with closed profiles, but at the same time with a large number of
“followers” and “friends”. They can restrict child-related posts only to the narrowest circle
of relatives and close persons. Thanks to the option close friends, child-related content is
shown only to those persons, which further ensures the child’s security, even when the
profile is already closed. In this way, parents show additional conscientiousness regarding
the exercise of the parental right.

Here we will specifically consider the publication of particularly sensitive child-re-
lated content and, in that case, the obligation to restrict such content without exception.
Additionally, there is a restriction regarding the complete prohibition of publishing such
content, even in closed profiles. Although for most people it is a common practice, even
a very appealing one, to publish content, especially images, that show naked children
bathing, whether at the seaside or in the family home, without restrictions, online, parents
should not be allowed to do it. This practice enables sexual exploitation of the child and
leads directly, due to the digital theft of the child’s identity, to sexually deranged persons
posting the same content on porno websites, which may have incorrigible consequences
to the child’s well-being, welfare and best interests.*

Although we have mentioned that restricting content primarily implies parents’ closed
Instagram or Facebook accounts, any posting of content on the Internet remains recorded
(somewhere). This is called a digital fingerprint. In addition, yet another danger regarding
closed profiles, to which only “friends” or close persons, relatives, and godparents have
access, is reflected in the fact that those persons can forward and download such content.
Therefore, even restricting access to own profile to a certain close circle of people does not
guarantee the absolute protection of the child’s well-being.

Different criteria can be applied to restrict content posted by parents. According to
one classification, the type of child-related content that should be restricted, if posted by a
parent for business reasons, includes the following situations: 1. Child-related content made
at home, in the private environment; 2. Content with naked children; 3. Content in which

of the child in chase the child has access to pornographic content (see Filipovi¢, 2016, p. 834).
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children are unaware of being photographed or recorded; 4. Content revealing the child’s
personal data, location, place of residence, pre-school institution or school attended by the
child, as well as the child’s medical information; 5. Content in which the child is emotionally
or physically endangered (stressed, crying, running away, falling) (Yates, 2023, p. 850).
When it comes to sharing medical content about the child, sharing for exclusively
altruistic motives, where parents intend to help their own child as well as other children
in a similar situation, it is considered that it should be done with such data and content on
closed social profiles, which can be accessed only by certain persons (Johnston, 2020, p. 70).

PARENTS MOTIVES FOR SHARENTING

Going into further analysis, one of the two initial hypotheses of our research, we will
distinguish three groups of motives of parents in the modern era for showing their child
to an unspecified and unknown number of people. on social networks: the entertainment
motive, the motive of helping the child, and the lucrative motive, i.e., the motive of acquiring
material gain. Certainly, first of all, during the emergence and early development of social
networks, the sharenting motive was solely to show parents and their children. Such showing
was primarily aimed at providing help to the child and/or a group of children with some
difficulties or problems encountered by parents in the exercise of their parental right. With
the gradual development of social networks, this motive of helping the child was suppressed
in the form of merely displaying the child, as a practice that penetrated modern family
life. In the following stage, with the inflow of advertisements, large companies and profits
in this digital sphere, parents understood that sharenting could bring substantial material
benefits, and that is how business sharenting began.

Sharenting with parents’ business
motives — business sharenting

While the concept of sharenting was initially associated with child-related content
sharing from altruistic motives, and then from solely personal, entertainment, and non-prof-
it motives of the parents, further “evolution” of this phenomenon was oriented towards
parents sharing child-related content for business reasons. It is indisputable that modern
advertising industry has children as consumers among its main profit focuses®, apart from
parents who have become primary consumers of products for children (Filipovi¢, 2011).

> Although it is not the topic of this paper, we will look at the importance of protecting the child’s

privacy from the perspective of obtaining data for the purpose of gaining profits by companies that
advertise online. A major danger when sharing content related to children lies in the “I agree” option,
i.e., in accepting the terms of business, the terms of processing personal data by a specific digital data
processor. Children and even adults do not read the terms for entering a certain platform or website,
but only click the offered option ‘T agree”. Any modern platform and social media which receives the
user data may forward a whole set of personal data to some companies selling products, particularly
products for children, for the fee paid for such information. Companies pay social networks for the
received data, knowing that their use will help them to directly reach users - specifically children.
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Through parents’ social networks and advertising on them, multinational companies gain
profits worth billions of dollars (Yates, 2023, p. 843).

Sharing children-related content may be driven by the parents’ intention of becom-
ing influencers. Content posting may lead to receiving a compensation for publishing it.
The parents’ intention is to make such posting their permanent occupation and to make
their family home a (new) work place. What the family-legal theory and, consequently,
practice, need to answer is — whether in this case the child serves as a tool for the parents’
work, whether the child’s rights are abused and whether such practice is opposite to the
child’s best interests.

In the traditional system of protecting children from work in general, as well as
from harmful work, in case the child is old enough and ready for work, the exploitation
of children for the parents’ business purpose should have the same consequences as in
case when the parent intends to employ the child in a betting shop or to make the child
advertises a product.®

The fact that a two-year old child does not advertise a certain product in print or on
TV but on the parents’ private profile should not absolve the parent of the responsibility
for such use of the child for gaining profits. In this domain it is necessary to apply the
same protection standards existing in the labour law protection of children from exces-
sive or harmful work. The fact that such practice is performed by the parent in the family
environment and not by an employer in their own premises should by no means change
the perspective that sharenting for business purposes must not be considered the parents’
exclusive right. If in sharenting from entertainment motives we can speak of the segment of
the child’s upbringing, in sharenting from business motives we cannot speak of the exercise
of the parental right, but of work engagement (exploitation) of the child.

Within this form of sharenting, parents often want child to behave in a certain manner
with the aim of attracting a larger number of followers which, consequently, brings bigger
profits to the parent. In that way, the child is taught to behave not in line with his/her own
nature, emotions, needs and wishes but to act out and pretend on a daily basis. The child
loses the right to proper and complete development and achieving individuality. The child’s
artistic or acting expression within various artistic groups and clubs used to be seen as a
positive activity in the child’s personality development. However, putting the child in the
centre of attention of the multimillion audience and within the private environment - the
family home, school, holidays, with the exclusive aim of gaining profits, may have incorri-
gible consequences to the child’s well-being. The danger lies in the fact that the child can
very easily, through constant online presence, lose the idea of distinguishing the real and
the viral, the actual and the imitated life.

When digital content, i.e., posts featuring children, is used to pursue the parents’
business activities, such parental practices can be equated with children’s participation in
advertising a product. In that case, we speak of child work, as well as of kidfluencers, or
children who earn money by promoting their own content on the Internet. In the case of
business sharenting, children are exploited in work terms with the aim of bringing profits
to their parents. Children are used as a means through which digital content is placed.

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Children can be, and most often are, manipulated and unaware that they are being used
for their parents’ profits on social networks. They can be filmed for hours and encouraged
to behave in certain ways, contrary to their feelings and desires. Children can often be
filmed constantly from birth, and their lives take on the character of an online reality show.”

With the aim of gaining profits, parents frequently make their children participate
in content creating even against their will and despite the children’s evident opposition.
Whether it sounds too harsh or not, we come to a conclusion that in this case children
are tools for creating digital content for their parents. The legal system protects children
and does not allow another person, without parental consent, to use them for advertising
purposes or for material gain. Even with the child’s consent, if it is detrimental to the child’s
best interests, the child will not be allowed to participate in such activities. That is why
our question is why the same practice from which parents (or the legal system) protect the
child from third parties would be permitted for the parents themselves. If a parent has a
responsibility to protect a child from these harmful actions of third parties, then he or she
should not be allowed to do so either. The parents’ argument that their home, living room,
kitchen, nursery or bedroom are their private domain, in which they have the right to record
and photograph their child, loses its significance in the case when that same home, living
room, nursery, bedroom or kitchen become publicly accessible to thousands and millions
of unknown observers. In this way, through posting content online, the family home be-
comes a public good instead of a private one. The child becomes a mere accessory to the
content published by the parents. The child is transformed from an indisputable subject
of modern law into an object that is not even provided with protection. We would like to
add that, if family violence is no longer considered a private matter of every family and if
the parent cannot punish the child corporally and mentally, we do not see why the same
reason should not be applied in the field of business sharenting as well.

In the light of newly-created circumstances of enormous profits from showing
children online, a conscientious parent will not wonder whether to start that job or not,
whether to quit his/her job and become a sharenter. However, in many cases, choice will
not be possible, particularly when a parent is unemployed or when there is an opportu-
nity for resolving some personal as well as family existential problems through business
sharenting. Therefore, due to the impossibility of the parent’s struggle as an individual
against multinational companies advertising products, law should prevent any possibility
of the parent being left the exclusive right to endanger the child’s best interests through
business-motivated sharenting.

Growing up, going to school, getting married and employment of the main character - the
child, and later on the adult, were turned into a fictitious life in which only he, as the main character,
believes, while all members of his family, friends, colleagues from work are actors, and the story takes
place in a large, specially built TV studio.

Sharing children-related content from the parents’ entertainment motives is the main
reason why child-related content is shared online. It has simply become a normal and usual
way in which parents inform the broad public or the broader “family” public about the
development of their child. Just as it used to be customary to take photos of children and
make photo-albums, to film children on VHS cassettes or to take photos and make clips
on mobile phones for private purposes, now it is customary to share content so that the
parents can show and present their children online.

Sharing children-related content online has its positive sides, primarily because the
parents receive advice about the everyday exercise of the parental right, as well as about
some more serious matters regarding children’s health and problems in development,
nutrition and schooling. The parent shares child-related content with the aim of getting
help or information for the sake of improving medical®, emotional, educational and other
conditions for the child. Briefly, the content aimed at improving the child’s well-being.
Sharing child-related digital content primarily emerged from non-profit motives when
groups of “mom bloggers” were formed on Facebook accounts for the purpose of exchanging
information and content about their children. Apart from a number of mainly negative
effects listed in this paper, sharenting can also have some useful characteristics. Therefore,
sharing child-related content, with restrictions, to family members who live in faraway
countries or parts of the same country, may provide daily information and picture of the
child’s progress, and that is how they, despite the geographic distance, may still be involved
in the child’s life not only as observers but also as persons who can help the child’s parents
in important decision-making relevant for the child. However, we will once again note
that such child-related content and information can and should be reserved only to those
family members and not available to an unlimited number of strangers.

The intention behind sharenting can initially be extremely altruistic but subsequently
become lucrative. For example, sharenting related to international adoption, where the
adoption process of the child from China by the parents with the US citizenship was followed
almost on a daily basis, lasting several years (Pacht Friedman, 2022, p. 379).°

faults and advantages of this procedure. The parent who posted content about child adoption subse-
quently made an online puzzle picture where users who wanted to see the adopted child’s face, had
to pay a certain amount of money to remove each piece of the puzzle. Moreover, the “live broadcast”
was joined by many companies sponsoring the presentation of the video content and pictures of the
child. Although we do not know the names of those companies, we can only assume that the interest
in advertising products was shown by the companies producing baby food, clothes, furniture, toys etc.
This case graphically shows how sharenting may turn from initial entertainment into serious business.
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THE ROLE OF THE STATE IN SHARENTING

What additionally compounds the problem in the phenomenon of sharenting is that
it is the violation of the child’s right to privacy, the right that should be, as a rule, protected
by parents, namely due to the violation by the state or third parties.

If a picture or information is published in a newspaper or on TV without the consent
of the child or parents, as well as if a close person or any other person does so, the right to
protect the child from such actions lies with the parents, as the bearers of the protection
of the child’s right to privacy - the child’s legal representatives. However, in sharenting, the
parents are precisely those who endanger this right of the child, and that is why the state,
i.e., the legal system acts (perforce) as a protector of the child’s well-being.

It is more than interesting to note that, in this area, states recognize complete freedom
for parents in terms of exercising parental rights, the freedom that, in its full expression,
can lead to unforeseeable consequences for the child’s mental and physical health, while,
for example, in the case of physical education of a child, they interfere even in the case of
the slightest form of physical education (punishment) of the parents. The parents’ discre-
tionary right to resort to milder corporal punishment in the evidently justified situations,
such as when the child runs out to the street, approaches dangerous things, touches strange
objects, is questioned and supervised, while posting various child-related content on social
networks is not brought to question at all.

For the purpose of preventive child protection, the state can influence the adoption of
legal norms to prohibit companies and platforms, such as Instagram, Facebook, X, TikTok
and others, from leaving freedom to parents in independent decision-making as to whether
to present child-related content with or without restrictions. The decision about this issue
cannot and should not be the sole responsibility of parents. If a parent, i.e., an adult, is
not certain about own presentation, it (at least for the time being) should be the matter of
an individualOs autonomy. However, when it comes to children, such attitude cannot be
acceptable, particularly when looking from the perspective of respecting the principle of
the child’s best interests — the legal standard as the highest standard of children protection,
and at the universal level, both European and national. The state should provide protection
to children in two ways — by acting against companies that own social networks, but also
action towards parents. Leaving the freedom of choice to parents, as well as to the internal
norms of multinational companies, which is not familiar even to the outstanding experts
in the Internet law and company law in the sphere of social networks, primarily because of
the rate of their proliferation, has proved to be a bad solution. Furthermore, if a parent is
controlled, sanctioned and punished in the event of corporal and sexual child abuse, and
if a parent is inactive in the exercise of the parental right, why should the state’s approach
be different in this quite sophisticated area of the exercise of the parental right? In modern
times, the state even questions the usual daily physical education of a child, and the parent
is placed under the scrutiny of social services and a whole range of other state bodies."

The argument of profit-making and the intangibility of modern digital multinational
companies cannot be valid if we assume that the subject of protection here is the child and

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the child’s best interests. Could anyone who deals with the family law theory or practice,
but also with law in general, give primacy in the conflict of the rights or interests of mod-
ern companies in gaining profits and the child’s right to privacy and the protection of the
child’s well-being, to the former?! The selective approach of the state and the legal system
in the area of exercising parental rights is a very dangerous path that opens up a series of
potential conflicts in the parent-child relationship, which is in the centre of family law and
personal relationships.

In the case of parental negligence, both presumed and resulting from a warning by
the social service (social work centre), we propose the application of the institute of neg-
ligent exercise of parental rights. The parent who, even after being warned by the social
work centre, posts child-related content, acts unconscientiously in terms of exercising the
parental right. What can be objected to this approach, in quite a reasonable and justified
way, is the sanction that can be taken against the parent when his/her unconscientious
exercise of the parental right has been established in relation to sharenting, i.e., posting
content on social networks. For that reason, we consider a good solution the state’s action
in obliging the companies that operate within social networks not to allow the parents’ right
to post child-related content without restrictions (locked profiles etc.). Moreover, there
is another direction - to deprive the parent who, despite the warning by the social work
centre, continues sharing content and who has been found to exercise unconscientiously
the parental right in legal proceedings, of the right to have accounts on social networks.
A court decision on partial deprivation of the parental right would be the legal basis for a
company to reject the request to open a profile. The problem with this logical construction
is that, according to existing norms, any person can open a profile on a social network.
How is it possible to forbid a parent or any adult to open a profile on a social network?
Raising awareness and social reaction definitely constitute the most purposeful approach
to the resolution of this problem. Involving social work centres and, in particular, courts
implies the existence of graver violations of the child’s rights.

CONCLUSION

When a parent posts child-related content on social networks and the Internet, it
can be done with or without. It is indisputable that sharing child-related content by par-
ents constitutes a potential threat to the child’s well-being and best interests. Sharing with
restrictions, through closed profiles, has a higher degree of protecting the child’s rights,
although abuses are possible even with these profiles.

From a certain age of the child, i.e., the legal age of 15, the parent should post
child-related content on his/her own profile only if he/she informs the child about it and
appreciates the child’s opinion, especially if the content is such as to have a potentially
harmful effect on the child’s “social reputation” in adolescence. Sharing child-related con-
tent without restrictions is directly opposite to the child’s best interests. As far as sharing
without restrictions is concerned, a question arises as to whether it is necessary to wait
for harmful consequences to the child to occur due to the unrestricted accessibility of the
child’s pictures and content before the actual application of family-legal sanctions, as in the
case of corporal or sexual child abuse from the domain of the deprivation of the parental
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right. The primary application of the norm of deprivation of parental rights can be a severe
sanction, and we see the solution in the actions of social services. One of the milder ways of
sanctioning parents would be to apply corrective supervision over the exercise of parental
rights by pointing out to the parent the failure to exercise parental rights by sharing content
that endangers or may endanger the child’s well-being. The parents’ failure to react in the
form of locking the profile, as well as other methods of protecting the child’s data, could
result in legal proceedings being initiated against the parents. As for sharing with or without
restrictions, one of the criteria in deciding whether the parental right has been abused is the
type of the content, regardless of whether it has been shared with or without restrictions.

Analyzing the reasons why parents post children-related content, i.e., why sharenting
occurs, there are three outstanding groups of parents’ motives for presenting their children:
the entertainment motive, the motive of helping the child, and the lucrative motive aimed
at acquiring material gain. The fact that the child, e.g., aged two or three, does not advertise
a certain product through traditional media - in printed newspapers or on TV, but rather
on the parents’ personal profile, should not absolve the parents of responsibility for such a
gross violation of the child’s best interests, i.e. commercial exploitation of the child for the
purpose of gaining profits. In this sphere, the same protection standards should be applied
as the ones existing in the gender-legal protection of children from excessive or harmful
work. In the event of the child’s well-being being threatened, the social work centre should
act first, and if the acting of the centre has no effect, the initiation of legal proceedings
seems to be an optimal solution.
