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Abstract: In 19th-century Serbia, on the eve of modernization processes, a critical
voice emerged pointing to the social, political, and moral deviations of the new order. One
of the most significant representatives of this perspective was Svetozar Markovi¢. His work
Serbia in the East represents a political and sociological treatise, but also a sharp critique
of the injustices and dysfunctions of Serbian society after its liberation from the Ottoman
rule. The aim of this paper is, through the application of content analysis and a sociological
theoretical framework, to systematize the socio-pathological phenomena described in the
work and to present Markovi¢’s reform proposals and vision of social transformation. The
analysis shows that his insights remain relevant today, serving as a framework for under-
standing systemic deviations and the need for ethical responsibility.

INTRODUCTION: HISTORICAL AND
SOCIAL CONTEXT OF THE WORK

In the second half of the 19 century, Serbia underwent the transition process from
feudal to civil society. That period was one of the most significant periods in the history of
Serbian people, characterized by the process of liberation from the centuries-long Ottoman
rule and intensive changes in the political, social and economic system. The people’s ex-
pectations were great: they were promised equality, liberty and justice. However, instead
of it, a new elite was established that usurped power and used state resources for its own
benefits. Social differences were not abolished at all, but just assumed new forms. In this
period, Serbia was at the crossroads between traditional values and new European ideas
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coming together with the modernization of the state and society. This period was also
characterized by the abrupt development of bureaucracy, the formation of a new elite, social
injustices and numerous challenges which will lead to the emergence of various forms of
socio-pathological behaviour in Serbian society (Cali¢, 2004). It was in this context that
Svetozar Markovi¢ (1846-1875) emerged - a socialist, journalist and political thinker who
insisted on the necessity of deep social changes (Skerli¢, 1910). His work Serbia in the East
was written in 1872 as a critique of the political and economic system, but also as a vision of
society based on justice, education and people’s self-government. Svetozar Markovi¢s works
and thoughts assume special importance because they represent one of the first attempts to
approach systematically and critically the analysis of these phenomena. Svetozar Markovi¢,
born in Zajecar in 1846, came from the family in which cultural and patriotic values were
fostered from his early childhood. His youth coincided with a turbulent period when the
ideas of national liberation, social justice and equality gained more space in public life.
He was educated in Russia and West Europe, where he was exposed to the influences of
socialist and democratic ideas which substantially shaped his critical attitude towards social
circumstances in Serbia. Markovi¢ was not only a thinker but also an active participant in
political life, dedicated to the struggle against injustice, corruption and irregularities he
recognized as a barrier to progress and social revival. His best-known work, Serbia in the
East, is a deep and sharp critique of the state in society of that time. In it, Markovi¢ analyzes
political, economic, social and moral deviations which are, in his opinion, systemically
woven into the structure of society and lead to its decline. This work may be considered
one of the first attempts at a sociological analysis in Serbian thought and as a foundation
for the development of critical theories of society. On the basis of Serbia in the East, this
paper aims to show and analyze the main forms of social pathology manifesting in Serbian
society of that time, as well as to give an insight into Markovi¢’s model of social revival
as a potential solution to overcoming them. In addition, in this paper we will compare
Markovi¢’s approach to modern theories of social pathology in social sciences in order to
emphasize its relevance for today’s circumstances as well. Methodologically speaking, the
paper will combine the historical-sociological analysis of Markovi¢’s test with a critical
approach to the theories of social deviations and social structures. With this approach, we
will try to show how the presented socio-pathological phenomena in the 19* century were
a reflection of deeper structural problems and how adequate theoretical perspectives will
help to understand and prevent them.

THEORETICAL POSTULATES OF SOCIO-PATHOLOGICAL
PHENOMENA IN SOCIOLOGICAL AND MARKOVIC’S CONTEXT
AND METHODOLOGICAL APPROACHES APPLIED

In the sociological theory, particularly in the sphere of social pathology, every behaviour
implying a deviation from the accepted social norms is explained as socially unacceptable
behaviour registered in some of the forms of socio-pathological action. Namely, these forms
of behaviour are the characteristic of actions, attitudes or social phenomena that deviate
from the usual, accepted norms and values in one society. These norms may be formal,
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e.g., laws and regulations, but also informal, e.g., customs, moral and ethical norms. The
existence of such phenomena, which are complex social phenomena, points to the exist-
ence of tensions, conflicts and instability in the social system. That is why their research
if of exceptional relevance for understanding the way in which society functions, and for
maintaining social order and mechanisms of social control. Socio-pathological formats may
be individual (such as criminal behaviour), but also structural — when social institutions
themselves function contrary to the interests of the majority. In Markovi¢’s analysis, social
pathology is not limited to individual offenses, but it concerns entire systems. He points to
corruption, inequality, institutional inefficiency and moral decadence as symptoms of deep
social pathology. In that respect, his approach is closer to the modern critical sociological
model. One of the first theoreticians who systemically approached the study of socio-patho-
logical forms of behaviour was Emile Durkheim (1858-1917), who in his theory of social
solidarity and the concept of anomie pointed out that abrupt social changes might lead to
the weakening or loss of social norms, which resulted in the increase in these phenomena.

“The solidarity that arises from similarity is stronger with greater collective con-
sciousness and smaller individuality of individuals. But as societies develop, this me-
chanical solidarity is replaced by an organic one, based on the division of labour and the
mutual dependence of individuals. If division of labour is not regulated by moral rules, if
each function is not given its own specific place and its own limitations, there arises the
state of anomie. That is when the relations between functions remain undetermined and,
therefore, conflicts and crises arise” (Durkheim, 1972, pp. 104-370)

In these terms, anomie denotes the state of a “norm gap” in society in which individ-
uals are no longer certain what behaviour is acceptable. This concept proves particularly
relevant in times of rapid social and economic transformations, such as the period in which
Markovic¢ lived. Robert Merton (Robert King Merton, 1910-2003), continuing Durkheim’s
thought, developed the theory of anomie that is particularly focused on the conflict between
cultural goals and available legitimate means for their achievement. He states that when
individuals or groups in society are unable to achieve expected goals through legitimate
means, they may resort to pathological strategies — from innovation and ritualism to with-
drawal or rebellion. This model ensures understanding different forms of socio-pathological
behaviour as a response to structural inequalities in society.

“Social and cultural structure produces pressure on individuals within that struc-
ture to exhibit deviant behaviour. When the cultural emphasis on the goals of success is
separated from the legitimate means of achieving them, a tension develops that leads to
anomie. Different forms of adaptation - conformity, innovation, ritualism, withdrawal
and rebellion - represent alternative ways of responding to this pressure” (Merton, 1979,
pp. 186-187).

Karl Marx (1818-1883) and the Marxist school bring a different perspective, where
forms of social pathology are not individual deviations, but a reflection of deeply rooted
social injustices and class conflicts. While Durkheim or Merton perceive social pathology
mainly as a deviation of an individual or a group from accepted social norms, Marx indi-
cates that it must be understood within structural injustices and class relations. Any form
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of socio-pathological behaviour is understood not as an individual mistake, but as a symp-
tom of deeply rooted social inequality. According to Marx, the capitalist system generates
inequalities and exploitation, which leads to social tensions and such phenomena that are
actually the consequence of structural injustice. The Marxist theory places an emphasis on
social and economic conditions shaping the behaviour of individuals and groups, looking at
deviation as a symptom of social fault and not as an isolated phenomenon. In The Communist
Manifesto, Marx and Engels (Friedrich Engels, 1820-1895) emphasize the following:

“The history of all hitherto existing societyt is the history of class struggles. The
conditions for the existence of the ruling class are the conditions for the survival of every
society up to now. The exploitation of one class by another is the common mark of all
past centuries” (Marx & Engels, 1946, p. 7)

By this, they indicate that injustice and exploitation are built in the social systems
themselves and that the phenomena such as poverty, rebellions or crime are actually an
expression of these structural contradictions. Similarly, in Das Kapital, Marx explains that
injustice is in the essence of the capitalist system:

“The secret of primitive accumulation is that one part of society is freed from the
means of production, while another part appropriates them. This expropriation of the
masses by the few is the starting point of the capitalist mode of production” (Marx, 1947,
p. 668)

Here, it is clearly emphasized that socio-pathological action is not an “individual
deviation” but a consequence of structural injustices — from exploitation of workers to the
systemic preservation of poverty. Therefore, the Marxist analysis perceives pathological
actions as a social symptom and not as an isolated phenomenon, stressing that their source
is in economic relations and class conflicts.

In the analysis of Svetozar Markovi¢’s work Serbia in the East, the approach to so-
cio-pathological phenomena is taken through the prism of these theoretical formulations,
whereas we will emphasize his early Marxist orientation and the critical attitude towards
political and economic structures. Markovi¢ does not see deviations in behaviour as an
individual fault, but as a systemic problem that is a consequence of corrupted bureaucracy,
unfair economic relations and the moral decline of society on the whole. His analysis points
to the interrelation of political, social and economic deviations, which is an important
contribution to understanding social problems in a broader context.

In that respect, in the following chapters of this paper we will use this theoretical
framework in order to understand more deeply the character and causes of socio-patho-
logical phenomena in 19%-century Serbia, as well as their consequences to social life and
possibilities for social revival. In addition to the use of the qualitative analysis for the work
Serbia in the East, with a particular focus on the parts describing deviant phenomena, ref-
erential historical sources and comments of the modern interpreters of Svetozar Markovi¢s
works will also be included. The descriptive-analytical method will be used, as well as the
comparative approach in the comparison to modern concepts of social pathology.
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Analysis of socio-pathological phenomena
in the work Serbia in the East

In this part of the paper, we will dedicate our attention to essential social anomalies
identified by Svetozar Markovi¢ in Serbian society of the second half of the 19" century.
His critique has a broad range - from political, via social and economic, to moral prob-
lems, which he sees as related and cause-and-effect ones. The 19" century in Serbia was
characterized by intensive social, political and economic changes which largely determined
the country’s development and the conditions in which numerous socio-pathological
phenomena would be formed. That period covers the time from the beginning of the First
Serbian Uprising in 1804, via gaining autonomy to the final liberation and establishment
of the modern state. All these changes also brought a number of challenges affecting the
way in which society functioned. During the Ottoman rule, Serbia was part of the large
empire whose central power was weak in the provinces. Local administrators and officials
often used their position, which left deep traces of corruption and injustice in Serbian
society. The First and the Second Serbian Uprisings were attempts at liberation from this
system, but the liberated territories remained for a long time under Turkey’s economic and
political influence. After the Congress of Berlin in 1878, Serbia was formally recognized as
an independent state, which led to the formation of new state institutions and centralized
power. However, this period was not free from problems - progress was accompanied by
increasing bureaucratization, the emergence of political corruption and social tensions.
The new Serbian elite, which was formed in the 19" century, consisted of civil servants,
landowners, merchants and intellectuals. This stratum of society began controlling sub-
stantial part of economic and political resources. However, instead of acting as a driver of
modernization and social justice, this elite frequently worked solely for its own interests,
using its position for personal gains. Such acts largely contributed to the creation of deep
social inequalities and social tensions. Peasantry and the working class, which accounted
for the majority of the population, were often the object of exploitation and manipulation
by the new elite. The political life in 19"-century Serbia is characterized by a fierce struggle
between conservative and liberal parties, as well as by internal conflicts within the same
political groups. This pluralism resulted in political instability, which facilitated the spread
of clientelism, favouritism and corruption. The centralization of power in the hands of in-
dividuals or political elites led to the weakening of local control mechanisms and citizens’
participation in governance. Such a situation opened the space for the use of position and
the absence of accountability, which was emphasized by Markovi¢ and other critics as one
of the biggest problems of the society of that time. The economic development of Serbia at
that time was slow and uneven. The traditional village cooperative, as an important form
of economic organization, began to dissolve under the influence of capitalist relations
and land privatization. The newly-formed bourgeoisie increasingly assumed control over
economic resources, which led to more intense social inequalities. This state of affairs
caused growing dissatisfaction of poorer strata, which led to increasing social tensions
and caused the emergence of deviant forms of behaviour, such as resistance, rebellions
and social instability. In the context of political deviations, Markovi¢ sharply criticizes the
bureaucratic apparatus which developed after the liberation from the Turkish rule. That
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apparatus functioned by the principles of nepotism, party loyalty and personal gains. He
indicated that authorities no longer served the people, but the interests of a narrow polit-
ical and bureaucratic elite. Civil servants, who were supposed to serve the people, became
arbitrary and very often corrupt. Instead of serving public good, politics became the means
of gaining power and privileges.

“Thus, masters in Serbia disappeared before becoming noblemen or feudal lords.
‘berat-holders’ or ‘district rulers, as they had originally intended, and they were immedi-
ately replaced by the unrestricted monarchist government which quickly introduced the
bureaucratic system. The bureaucratic network of power covered the whole of Serbia. No
specific person could even move without the permission of such power; and its rule was
felt everywhere and in every place” (Markovi¢, 1872a, p. 141)

Therefore, one of the central lines of criticism in the aforementioned work relates to
the way the state administration functioned after liberation from Turkish rule. Instead of
society of free and equal citizens, Markovi¢ perceives a new class of officials and politically
privileged ones, who use power as a means of personal enrichment and strengthening of
power. In this manner, he illustrates how bureaucracy lost its original meaning as a servant
to the people and how it became the means of preserving the power of all those who control
it. This state of affairs led to inefficiency and the absence of accountability, constituting a
political anomaly as a fundamental problem he tried to reveal and, subsequently, to offer
a solution to it. Markovi¢ criticizes European bureaucracy which was adopted by Serbia
regardless of national customs and which separated the people from the authorities. Power
became the means of oppression and not of public good. For the sake of comparison, in
modern times, even with the modernized state administration, there is still an issue of
mistrust in institutions, slow administration, corruption and the feeling that laws serve
civic servants rather than citizens. Markovi¢ observed the existence of social and economic
injustice in Serbia of the time. Another important thesis of Markovic’s is that the liberation
from the Turkish rule created an illusion of freedom, while in reality a new type of subordi-
nation was established. Society was divided into the wealthy ruling class and a large number
of disenfranchised peasants and workers. A new social division was made: bureaucracy,
politicians and the rich on one side, and the poor, peasant people on the other. The land
and state institutions become the property of a new elite, which continues to exploit the
people’s labour. Economic inequality, according to Markovi¢, is not a natural phenomenon
but a result of the unfair order and systematic exploitation. He points to the fact that large
economic differences lead to social dissatisfaction, apathy and cultural stagnation.

“At that time no one even thought that to maintain order in a society, it was nec-
essary for its members to respect that order, to be convinced of its fairness, and to feel
its benefits. That is why it is, first of all, essential that all relations in society should be
based on justice — they should be moral. And how is it possible to have morality in the
people if one is a bully and the other one is a slave - if one is an owner, and the other one
a subject?” (Markovi¢, 1872a, p. 194)

This observation of the sudden growth of individual wealth that was not in line with
the work of those individuals, but with their ability to appropriate the fruits of the labour
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of the others, can be compared to today’s large economic disparities, as the gap between a
small number of very wealthy individuals and the majority struggling with low incomes is
obvious. Labour is not the main source of well-being, but is often a form of privilege and
market speculation. Apart from political and economic injustices, Markovi¢ in particular
emphasizes amorality as a consequence of the new social order. Materialism, bureaucratic
morality, hypocrisy and individualism replace the former values of togetherness, honesty
and solidarity. He describes bureaucracy as a class that has “lost its moral connection with
the people” Instead of the ethical ideal of serving the community, a new morality emerges
- the morality of self-interest, which, according to Markovi¢, leads to the destruction of
national consciousness and integrity. He criticized Western civilization, which measures
success by wealth and external splendour, while neglecting morality and social justice. The
same critique may also refer to today’s consumer society and the “culture of appearance”,
which is dominated by utilitarian morality.

“And the class that controlled money, this main tool of production in peasant econ-
omy, tried with the clearest conscience to make the best use of the scarcity of money and
to charge for its ‘services. Such merchant notions in economic relations had a very bad
influence on all social relations. In society, man’s virtue was measured by the amount of
money he disposed of. His rights in the municipality and at the assembly, respect by the
authorities and the right in the courts - all these depended on his wealth. The more in-
debted the people became, the more a new type of aristocracy emerged: money owners, on
whom both the entire internal state structure and the entire foreign policy of the Serbian
state depended.” (Markovi¢, 1872a, pp. 117-118)

Here Markovi¢ diagnoses a cultural and value transformation here: society is no longer
oriented towards the common good, but towards personal profit, influence and status.
Comparing this state of affairs with the state of affairs in today’s modern age, we observe that
we have a society with moral anomie, where it is completely natural for a personal interest
or benefit to be a primary motive for building interpersonal relationships. Society in which
the aforementioned motives are pronounced, is anomic in the form as also seen by Fromm
(Erich Fromm, 1900-1980; see Milosevi¢ Soso, 2018, p. 842). This leads to the loss of social
solidarity and the creation of a spiritually empty bureaucratic community. The erosion of
morality is also reflected in the attitude towards education, culture and public good.

“And by civilization they meant those institutions, customs, and ways of life that
existed among the civilized peoples of Europe at that time. They did not understand that
those external forms of civilization, in which they saw all civilization — were only forms
that changed and developed in all nations and that were completely different in different
nations. Some or, in fact, most of those civilized forms, customs and ways of life were
had already become tiresome even to those nations in which they had originated. At that
time and previously, European nations stood up with all their force to destroy them, just
when the young Serbian nation began adopting them. They cannot understand that the
foundation of every civilization is — developed thought and developed feeling. It first gives
man knowledge, i.e., power to perfect his material culture or means for material wellbeing,
while together they give man power to perfect his spiritual culture, i.e., to perfect all his
personal traits and all social relations, without which material culture is either impossible
or rather uncertain” (Markovi¢, 1872a, pp. 118-119)
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Education, according to Markovi¢, is not merely a means of cultural elevation, but
also the key weapon in the struggle against social injustice. He calls for the development
of the educational system that will be available to everyone, particularly to peasants as
the bearers of production and traditional moral strength. Western theoreticians also see
Markovi¢ as someone

“armed with confidence in ‘science’ as a source of all knowledge and values, which
was typical of Eastern intellectuals in the second half of the 19" century, someone that
succeeded in accumulating a huge quantity and intensity of socialist work in only twen-
ty-eight years of his life” (McClellan, 1964).

In response to the dysfunctional state of society, Markovi¢ proposes a number of
measures that would lead to the reform of society. He focuses on cooperatives as a form
of collective ownership and joint work because they were an alternative to capitalist ex-
ploitation. In them, Markovi¢ saw the possibility for fair distribution of profits, encour-
agement of solidarity and strengthening people’s economic independence. As an advocate
of decentralization and people’s participation in decision-making, he proposed, instead of
centralized and corrupted authorities, the formation of a model of national self-government
in which local communities would play an active role in governing their own life. Markovi¢
believed that education was the main prerequisite of society’s progress and struggle against
socio-pathological phenomena. He emphasized that only an educated nation could see its
reality critically and fight for justice. This was of particular significance at the time when
political and economic elites wanted to keep power through control and illiteracy of the
people. Finally, Markovi¢’s vision of social revival includes the construction of democratic,
fair and solidary society in which every individual would have an equal position and op-
portunity for development. He believed that permanent progress was not possible without
social justice and moral accountability.

DISCUSSION - MARKOVIC’S VISION AND MODERN
SOCIOLOGICAL THEORIES OF DEVIANCE

Comparing Markovi¢’s analysis with modern theories of social pathology, such as
structural functionalism or the conflict paradigm, it is possible to observe significant simi-
larities. Just as Merton in his theory of anomie, Markovi¢ starts from a thesis that the social
order creates conditions in which individuals cannot achieve culturally desirable goals by
legitimate means. The social system is perceived as a source of social pathology and, thus,
Markovic’s critique of corrupted administration and bureaucracy followed, stressing that it
was not sufficient to punish individuals when the system itself was ailing. Similarly, in his
theory of anomie Merton points out that social structures may encourage asocial behav-
iour when there is a disproportion between cultural goals and institutional means for their
achievement. In that respect, Markovi¢’s descriptions of socio-pathological phenomena in
the 19 century may be interpreted as a specific illustration of Merton’s later theoretical
model. Markovi¢ built his attitudes in a journalistic/political style, highlighting moral and
historical examples and seeking a solution in the renewal of national institutions, while
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Merton used an analytical and systematic sociological approach, classifying the reactions
of individuals (conformism, innovation, ritualism, withdrawal, rebellion). Markovi¢ offers
a normative project, while Merton explains the mechanism of socially unacceptable be-
haviour. Although often associated with Marxism, Markovi¢ was not a “pure” follower of
Marx’s thought, but he adapted its elements to the specific circumstances of Serbian society.
Both Marx and Markovi¢ strived towards fairer society without exploitation. While Marx
spoke of classless society, Markovi¢ emphasized the importance of the Serbian municipal-
ity and cooperative, where the community provided for all the basic life needs of all of its
members. In it, he recognized the foundations of solidarity and reciprocity. Marx’s starting
point was historical materialism and necessary development stages (feudalism, capitalism,
socialism), while Markovi¢ believed that Serbia could skip capitalism and develop on
the foundations of its own national institutions. To Marx, tradition is a burden, while to
Markovié, it is a resource.

Therefore, Marx, Merton and Markovi¢ share a common idea that social injustice
and socio-pathological phenomena cannot be understood if only individual weaknesses are
analyzed, but it is also necessary to examine the institutions themselves and the structure of
society. While Marx offered a historical-materialist framework and Merton his sociological
theory of anomie, Markovi¢ connected the socialist critique with the local traditions of the
Slavic municipality and cooperative. That is why we can say that Markovi¢ was a socialist
inspired by Marxism, but at the same time the predecessor of modern sociological inter-
pretations of social anomalies close to Merton’s concept of structural anomie.

CONCLUSION

In his work Serbia in the East, Svetozar Markovi¢ offers a profound analysis of so-
cio-pathological phenomena which he does not perceive as individual offenses, but as a
consequence of unfair structures of power and social inequality. His critique is not destruc-
tive but constructive: it points to the need for reforms, enlightenment and participation of
the people in the formation of society. By criticizing political corruption, social injustice
and moral erosion, he builds a vision of society based on solidarity, education and dem-
ocratic self-government. His work remains a significant contribution to the development
of social thought in Serbia and a permanent challenge to researchers and reformers of
modern times. The analysis of the range of these phenomena in his work shows that his
critique of society of the 19 century is profound, comprehensive and relevant in today’s
context as well. The described political anomalies, such as the spread of bureaucracy with
no responsibility, corruption and abuse of position, led to the weakening of institutions
and the loses of citizens+ trust in the system. Markovi¢ warned of the danger from the
system in which power became merely an instrument for personal benefits, which is still
one of the most common causes of social crises even today. The social dysfunction observed
by Markovi¢ - deep class divisions, exploitation of the poor and the manipulation of the
masses — was reflected in the increasing social instability and number of conflicts, while at
the same time it was the consequence of economic injustices. With a particular emphasis,
he pointed to the dissolution of traditional forms of solidarity, such as cooperatives, which
lead to increasing inequality and poverty. This process profoundly affected the everyday life
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of the majority of people and compounded the construction of just society. Moral erosion,
as indicated by Markovi¢, was the worst problem because it affected the fundamental values
supporting a community. The loss of solidarity, hypocrisy in public life and superficial
patriotism lead to the fragility of social relations and intensify social pathologies. That is
exactly why Markovic’s vision of social revival, based on enlightenment, people’s self-gov-
ernment and economic solidarity, is an important guideline towards a potential solution.
The comparative analysis with modern sociological theories shows that Markovi¢’s critique
is not only a historical document, but it also sends universal messages about the nature
of social pathology, particularly the systemic causes of corruption and injustice. His idea
of social institutions having to be just and responsible for the sake of stable society is still
valid today. Finally, this work reminds of the importance of permanent ethical and social
responsibility of all factors of society.
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
