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Russian Society of Sociologists. It was conducted from 2005 to 2025. The 2025 sample is
19,236 students from 82 universities. The article shows that understanding the memory
of the Victory in this war as capital gives it social meaning and significance. Such an inter-
pretation forms a sense of usefulness in its subject, actualizing the experience of the past
and expanding opportunities in the present and future, preserving the culture of memory
of the nation. The article shows the inconsistency of the patriotic perception of the history
of the war by Russian students - an increase in interest in these events and the preservation
of the “deformation of memory” laid down in the 1990s.

INTRODUCTION

Preserving a nation’s identity constitutes an existential challenge for the population
of any country. This issue represents an important research question for sociologists
internationally. In seeking answers, a distinct scientific field has emerged, identifiable as
the “culture of memory”. Within this framework, methodological debates and scholarly
perspectives on collective memory, as well as the relationship between political discourse
and actual social processes aimed at preserving the identity of various nations are of central
importance. Collective memory can be defined as the historical memory of an individual,
their family, a people, or a state. It consists of a series of practical patterns and cultural
content adopted by individuals and converted into identity (Kulji¢, 2006, p. 9). As well as
individual, collective memory is constructed through the dialectic of remembering and
forgetting. Understanding the social consequences of imposed forgetting or the creation
of conditions for maintaining cultural memory is a crucial focus for sociologists, who can
elucidate not only the mechanisms but also the causes and potential outcomes of these
processes in their respective countries (Assmann, 2018; on this process in Kosovo and
Metohija, see Vuckovi¢, 2024).

It is important to recognize that “history is neither glorious nor shameful; only our
attitude toward it can be glorious or shameful, and this is closely linked to consensus re-
garding who decides what, why, and how it will be remembered, interpreted, and present-
ed” (Bozi¢ Marojevi¢, 2022). In this regard, the case of a public sociological initiative by
the Russian Society of Sociologists, as presented in this article, is particularly noteworthy.
Russian sociologists self-organized over a period of twenty years to document the social
context and effects of preserving or forgetting significant historical facts and events in the
consciousness of the younger generation of their country.

According to amendments to the Constitution of the Russian Federation of 1 July
2020, approved by a referendum with a dominant majority of Russian citizens, “the state
honours the memory of the defenders of the Fatherland and ensures the protection of
historical truth” (The Constitution...). Within this defined logic, Russian national policy
primarily aims at preserving and developing civic identity through the protection and
maintenance of historical memory concerning events containing historically significant
facts for the nation. Undoubtedly, one of these historically important events is the Second
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World War. For Russians, this is the Great Patriotic War and the Victory over Fascism. For
a considerable period, historical memory of this Victory constituted a foundation for na-
tional and interethnic solidarity among the victorious countries. Memories of these tragic
events connected different generations and social groups. Prior to the dissolution of the
Soviet Union, such memory also linked different nations within the USSR, serving as an
interethnic factor of civic identity. In contemporary realities, the overwhelming majority
of Russians over the age of fifteen (98%), regardless of gender, age, or place of residence,
believe that preserving the memory of the Great Patriotic War remains crucial (Lest we
forget...). Events of such significance for the state and society, as well as their individual
components, serve as constants that shape and endow the historical consciousness of in-
dividuals, families, or entire peoples with particular value-laden elements by preserving
their representations of a shared historical past.

For this reason, Presidential Decree No. 400 of 2 July 2021, “On the Strategy of National
Security of the Russian Federation”, declares the protection of historical memory - conceived
as preserving “continuity in the development of the Russian state and its historically formed
unity, and counteracting the falsification of history” (Decree of the President...) - as one
of the strategic priorities for ensuring national security.

Memory culture is a connective structure, related to the formation of any kind of
community (Assmann, 2005), and Anthony D. Smith sees shared historical memories as
constitutive element of national identity (Smith, 2010).

The mechanism for preserving historical memory is closely linked to the formation
of patriotism. Within the ideological and normative discourse of state policy, in which
the memory of historical events underpins the informational and event-driven agenda of
patriotic education, sociologists observe the formation of various meanings of patriotism
and associated transformations occurring in public consciousness. A new understanding
of patriotism is emerging among youth, increasingly perceived as the right to love one’s
country rather than a duty or obligation (Patriotism and patriots...).

Eighty years separate the present from the events of the Second World War. Over this
period, Russia has exhibited varying attitudes toward the preservation of historical memory
among new generations. Problems were evident even during the Soviet era. Consider, for
instance, the 1961 musical exhortation: “For the sake of military honour and truth, veter-
ans, wear your medals!”. A more pronounced shift in the public interpretation of these war
events occurred during perestroika and continued amid the formation of the new Russian
state. In the 1990s, official Russian policy reflected a clear disavowal of the socialist past,
accompanied by a massive discrediting of all things Soviet, including the Great Patriotic
War (Toshchenko, 2020, p.19). Attitudes toward patriotism itself acquired a negative emo-
tional connotation (Fundamentals of Patriotic Education..., p.8), influencing anti-patriotic
sentiments in Russian society, particularly among youth.

In the context of geopolitical confrontation, imbuing historical constants with meanings
and engaging in extensive and ambiguous debates regarding their interpretation creates
the risk of significant transformations in public opinion both within Russia and in foreign
countries, whether friendly or hostile toward the Russian Federation (Kiknadze, 2022).

The cosmopolitan model of historical memory (Shevchenko, 2022, pp. 453-455),
oriented toward universal liberal values and a critical view of domestic history, gained

traction amid the intensified globalist discourse of the 2020s. It actively expands the semantic
diversity of interpretations of the Second World War, further enhancing the mosaic-like and
pluralistic nature of historical consciousness and memory among youth (Shirokalova, 2021).
Within this framework, ideas frequently coexist that do not fully align with national interests,
familial historical memory, or individual personal histories (Ponomareva, 2020; Fyodorov
& Golyadkin, 2020; Marmazova & Fomenko, 2021). Consequently, youth consciousness is
receptive, flexible, and relatively “malleable” to external challenges. Due to globalization and
age-specific anthropological characteristics, young people literally “absorb” the evaluative
and discursive content of historical constants. As a result, contemporary Russian youth
develop a fluid, flexible, and often paradoxical collective and familial historical memory,
producing diverse perceptions regarding the significance of the Victory over Fascism in
the Second World War?®.

The complexities of youth perceptions of historical memory are exacerbated by
the growing temporal distance between the Great Patriotic War and the daily lives of the
younger generation. This challenge is intensified by the diminishing opportunity to obtain
information from direct participants in these events, as well as by the divergent influences
of various socialization agents. In considering the country’s past, young people encounter
a range of perspectives and event interpretations — from objective accounts of “historical
truth” to various forms of falsification.

Despite recent efforts to promote patriotic education and traditional Russian values,
youth have simultaneously been exposed to Western European principles and ideas con-
cerning sustainable global development. Furthermore, higher education as a key agent of
socialization has, over recent decades, emphasized openness to international cooperation and
global educational trends, even when integrated into state patriotic agendas. Consequently,
contemporary youth maintain connections to their family history and local “homeland”,
while also orienting toward pacifism and cosmopolitanism.

In the early twenty-first century, a pronounced “deficit” of historical-sociological
knowledge about Russian society became evident. Theoretically and informatively, this
was described metaphorically as a “white spot” or “black hole”, prompting sociologists to
turn their attention to historical memory (Romanovsky, 2013, pp. 50-66). Concurrently,
the deficit of patriotism among citizens and youth became so critical that, on 18 July 2005,
the Russian government reinstated the State Program “Patriotic Education of Citizens of
the Russian Federation for 2006-2010”, followed by a specialized federal project.

Within this logic, the research initiative of the Russian Society of Sociologists (RSS)
to study student attitudes toward the Great Patriotic War aimed to provide sociological
data for effective policy decisions regarding the implementation of civic-patriotic education
and the preservation of the culture of memory in Russian society. The project represented
aresponse to the demand for sociological research on the historical memory of university
students, combining theoretical-methodological analysis of historical memory, civic engage-
ment, and patriotism with empirical study of the opinions, perceptions, and assessments
of students as a highly resourceful social group. The project is significant not only for

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assessing the degree of youth support for official policies but also for identifying ongoing
transformations in youth patriotic consciousness, as well as risks, challenges, and gaps, in
order to ensure a sustainable social contract in which historical memory consolidates all
layers and groups of society while preserving individual and state interests.

THEORETICAL-METHODOLOGICAL FRAMEWORK

The collective nature of the project was manifested not only in the collection of
empirical data but, above all, in the interaction of Russian sociologists in the development
of its methodological foundations. Collective sociological creativity was reflected in the
monographs of the Russian Society of Sociologists, published after each wave of the study
(Modern Russian Students. .., 2011; The War Was the Day before Yesterday..., 2015; Thank
You, Great-Grandfather..., 2020).

From the very first stage, the position of Zh. T. Toshchenko regarding the interre-
lation between historical consciousness and historical memory served as the foundation.
He understood the essence and content of historical consciousness as a set of ideas, views,
representations, feelings, and attitudes reflecting the perception and evaluation of the past
in all its diversity, characteristic both for society as a whole and for various socio-demo-
graphic, socio-professional, and ethno-social groups, as well as for individuals. A particu-
larly notable aspect was the sociological approach to studying historical consciousness as
a real, functioning phenomenon, expressed in the positions of specific individuals. At the
same time, it is important to consider what sociologists have described as the “diffuseness”
of historical consciousness and the selectivity of individual memory (Toshchenko, 2020).
The further development of the project’s methodology proceeded through the deepening
and elaboration of these ideas.

The key concept of historical memory, which is an important component of historical
consciousness, is interpreted as

“a set of knowledge and representations, values and symbols, ideas and beliefs,
customs and traditions, norms and rules of behaviour transmitted from generation to
generation. It forms the core of people’s ethnic and cultural self-identification, exerting a
significant influence on the regulation of the behaviour of individuals, collectives, social
groups and classes, ethnoi, and society as a whole” (Boykov & Merkushin, 2003, p. 11).

Sociologists of the Russian Society of Sociologists repeatedly referred to the ideas of
M. Halbwachs regarding the “frameworks” of collective and individual memory (Halbwachs,
2007), emphasizing that memory develops in a heterogeneous, historically formed, and
fragmented social space and is simultaneously constructed and deformed (Zenkin, 2007).

Within the framework of collective discussion, the properties of historical memory
were specified: it combines actualization and selectivity, emphasizing certain historical
events while ignoring others (Toshchenko); it constitutes one of the foundations for an
individual’s awareness of their “self” within the family lineage and the history of their
people, as well as the understanding of “we” in the national and cultural community of the
country (Boykov & Merkushin); it represents a continuous dialogue between the past and
the present (Saralieva); and it has a socio-cultural character (Dulina).
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In the monitoring, historical memory is considered in the context of the formation
of patriotism and civic consciousness, which is understood as a set of basic values, norms,
and roles established at a given point in time and accepted as a standard. The criterion for
determining the level of an individual’s civic consciousness is the correspondence between
the societal model, objectified as the declared, possible, and desired characteristics of a
person, and the actual behaviour of the individual as the executor of civic roles (Gavrilyuk
& Malenkov). Patriotism is understood as a social and moral principle characterizing citi-
zens’ attitudes toward their country. In practice, this attitude manifests itself in a complex
set of feelings, knowledge, value orientations, attitudes, and actions, usually articulated as
love for the Motherland. The analysis of patriotism emphasizes its structural components:
need-motivational, intellectual-emotional (knowledge, views, beliefs), behavioural, and
volitional. Patriotism is considered from the perspective of its sociological operationali-
zation. In this regard, its commonly accepted interpretation as love for the Motherland is
expressed through concern for the interests and historical destiny of one’s country; pride in
its achievements and critique of its shortcomings; empathy for the suffering and social needs
of the people; respect for the historical past and traditions of one’s homeland; attachment
to the place of birth or residence; readiness for self-sacrifice, struggle against the country’s
enemies, and protection of national interests (Levashov).

At the later stages, the conceptual interpretation of this phenomenon was broadened.
First, with an emphasis not only on citizens’ love for and protection of their homeland but
also on the reciprocal “love and protection” of its defenders by the Motherland (Vishnevsky).
Second, on the activity component and continuity associated with the participation of the
younger generation “in the processes of perpetuating, collectively preserving, and ritual-
ly-symbolically shaping the collective memory of the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945”
(Romanova, 2017, p. 40). In the intersection of historical memory and civic consciousness,
the activity of the subject is highlighted, in which patriotism becomes not only verbal but
also practical.

On this basis, the idea of L. M. Drobizheva developed that the representations and
feelings of civic identity “are formed by the education system, the media, artistic culture,
symbols and rituals, language and religion, and historical heritage as part of cultural capital”
(Drobizheva, 2018, p. 107-119). In the methodological justification of the fifth wave, the
concept of historical memory as capital was emphasized. This approach made it possible
to combine historical heritage and the reproduction of past experience for use both in the
present and in the construction of the future. Historical memory, in this updated perspective,
is interpreted not only as knowledge that is desired, emotionally accepted, and normative
but also as significant, important, interesting, and useful for individuals. The subjectivity
of young people possessing this knowledge, along with their abilities, motivation to act,
and past experience, is emphasized in its practical implementation today and tomorrow.
Through this personal activity, historical memory is converted from knowledge of one’s
country’s history and the emotional-affective relation - love for the Motherland - into real
actions that ensure stability and prospects for the socio-cultural and economic development
of the country, protecting the interests of its people. Importantly, unrealized capital loses its
significance at both the individual-personal and societal levels. Individuals lose resources,
including the time and effort spent accumulating it. Likewise, the state’s expenditures
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on memorial propaganda, commemorative practices, cultural-historical education and
enlightenment, and patriotic education lose their meaning and do not justify themselves.

The historical memory of the Great Patriotic War is considered not only as socio-cul-
tural capital but also as a construct of social capital. For the individual, it provides an
expansion of resource opportunities, the stability of connections with other members of
society, involvement in practices of civic participation, and engagement in activities aimed
at achieving public good (Mersiyanova & Ivanova, 2021); for society and communities, it
ensures the strength of social cohesion (Mararitsa et al., 2018); for the state, it contributes
to the quality of human capital.

We will now describe the methodology and data of the five waves of monitoring.
The federal monitoring, which has been conducted over 20 years (2005-2025), performs
not only a research function but also educational and enlightening functions. Over the
years, the scope of the monitoring has expanded. The project sample is ad hoc in nature.
Its expansion is due to the inclusion of the respondents from various Russian universities
and colleges, as well as educational institutions in CIS countries — former republics of the
USSR. It should be noted that for the comparative analysis, only data from students of
Russian universities with Russian citizenship are used.

In 2005, opinions of 1,084 students from six Russian cities were analyzed; in 2010,
3,052 students from sixteen cities; in 2015, 4,652 respondents from seventeen cities; in 2020,
10,065 respondents from thirty-four cities; and in 2025, 19,236 students from twenty-nine
cities (overall, more than 26,000 respondents participated in the fifth wave of the monitor-
ing). Full information about the project participants and the characteristics of the sample
across the four waves is presented in detail in the collective monograph of RSS members
(Thank you, great-grandfather..., pp. 21-29).

The field stage of the latest wave took place from December 2024 to February 2025. The
analyzed sample consisted of 67% female and 33% male students from 82 higher education
institutions across all federal districts. The core of the sample included 35 universities, each
of which had more than 200 participants in the survey. The questionnaire was answered
primarily by undergraduate students (72%) and students of specialist programs (24%).
Within the sample, 44% were first-year students, 22% second-year, 16% third-year, and
13% fourth-year students. Only 5% of the sample consisted of students in the final years
of specialist programs and master’s programs.

An important feature of the monitoring is the preservation of a “core set” of questions,
which allows the identification of dynamics over time. Within individual waves, additional
questions were included to reflect the deepening of the project’s methodological base. In
the 2010 wave, questions were added that expanded the possibilities for identifying the
content of young people’s historical memory in events and personalities, as well as in literary,
musical, and cinematographic works, and for assessing youth patriotic self-identification.
In the fourth wave, the monitoring recorded students’ attitudes and actual participation
in the all-Russian civic initiative “Immortal Regiment’, in volunteering in general, and in
the “Volunteers of Victory” movement in particular. In 2020, questions were introduced
problematizing students’ attitudes toward alternative positions and assessments of historical
memory. In the latest wave, questions were added to record youth attitudes toward various
policy directions, including geopolitics, as well as questions allowing students’ evaluation
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of initiatives, specific projects, programs, and activities within the framework of patriotic
education of youth.

In all waves of the study until 2025, data were processed using the Vortex program (D.
V. Shkurin,). In the last wave, the research group of the Ural branch of the RSS processed
the data using SPSS.

One of the problematic aspects of “volunteer-based” research is the impossibility of
fully conducting panel studies in accordance with the methodology of this type of survey
across cities and specific universities. The organizers aimed to involve regular partners in
the study - those cities and universities whose students had already participated in previous
waves. With each wave, this has increasingly been achieved. Accordingly, within our public
sociological initiative, the regional branches of the RSS, whose students participated in different
waves of monitoring, are able to conduct comparative analyses by their cities and universities.

RESEARCH RESULTS

To assess Russian students’ perception of the Great Patriotic War, they were asked an
alternative question: “Do you agree with the statement ‘The Great Patriotic War was long
ago; I am not interested in it?” The respondents could express agreement, partial agreement,
or disagreement with this statement (Table 1).

In 2025, an increase was observed among Russian students in the proportion of
those who disagreed with the notion that the Great Patriotic War is something distant and
unworthy of attention. Moreover, the interest itself became deeper: the number of partially
disagreeing respondents decreased, while the number of fully disagreeing respondents
grew. Most importantly, the previously emerging trend of increasing distance between
past events and the contemporary generation — which had been weakening their memory
of the past — was interrupted. It should also be noted that individual interest intertwines
emotional engagement with the need to repeatedly revisit the past.

A distinctive perspective on the perception of the Great Patriotic War is reflected in
students’ attitudes toward the forthcoming anniversary of the Victory. The questionnaire
included the question: “The 80th anniversary of the Victory is approaching. What thoughts
and feelings does this date evoke in you?” The students were offered four alternative state-
ments reflecting different approaches to evaluating this holiday (Table 2).

As in previous phases of the monitoring, the perception among students is dominat-
ed by (and has even become somewhat more significant compared to 2020) the image of
the Great Victory as an example of the heroism, selflessness, and love for the Motherland
demonstrated by older generations for the younger ones. The opposite opinion - that her-
oism and self-sacrifice during the Great Patriotic War are alien to most young people - is
held by only 6% of the respondents. Positive changes can also be observed in two other
parameters. Support for the opinion that the memory of the Great Victory is preserved in
the consciousness of peers is the highest across all monitoring waves (22%). Conversely,
agreement with the alternative opinion - that it is fading or overshadowed by other events
- was the lowest recorded during the monitoring period.

The results of the fifth wave reinforce conclusions drawn from the initial waves. First,
catastrophic sentiments regarding a “complete generational break” and the nihilistic attitude
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of contemporary youth toward the Great Victory were strongly exaggerated. Second, the
formation of memory of the Great Victory (“No one is forgotten, nothing is forgotten”)
among modern youth cannot be left to chance and should not be campaign-based (from
anniversary to anniversary) but should instead have a continuous, systematic character
(Modern Russian students ..., 2011, pp. 95-96).

Students’ interest in the Great Patriotic War was measured by responses to the
question: “Do you consider yourself sufficiently knowledgeable about the Great Patriotic
War?” In evaluating whether respondents felt adequately informed, the focus was not on
self-assessment itself (which, without a clear understanding of the level and content of
knowledge, is of limited informational value). More important was identifying the degree
to which the need to expand this knowledge was developed (Table 3).

A comparative analysis shows an increase in positive self-assessment. In 2025, the
proportion of those who reported a lack of knowledge about the Great Patriotic War de-
creased from 8% in 2020 to 4% in the 2025 wave. This may reflect an overall shift in the
tone of attitudes toward the Great Victory, both in propaganda and public opinion. As for
the desire to supplement one’s knowledge, it has slightly declined over the past five years,
from 43% to 36%.

The goal of civic-patriotic and military-patriotic education is to cultivate a citizen-pa-
triot. A positive aspect of the latest wave of monitoring is the growing self-identification
of the respondents as patriots (Table 4).

The majority of students consider themselves patriots, and positive self-identification
generally dominates the student community. What is new is its content in the consciousness
of youth. A clearer patriotic identification is taking place due to a reduction in the share
of those who are undecided or reject the notion. The number of students who definitively
identify as patriots has increased 2.5 times. In 2025, 41% of all surveyed Russian students
identify as patriots but with certain reservations.

Self-identification is further specified by the meaning attached by the respondents
to the concept of “patriotism”. To understand what the student youth associate with this
concept, a multiple-choice question was asked: “What does it mean to be a patriot of your
country?” (Table 5).

The development of trends already observed in previous waves of the monitoring
is evident. The priority of the emotional-sentimental (pride in one’s country; respect for
veterans and the country’s history) and cognitive (knowledge of the country’s history)
components of patriotism is increasingly combined with the growing importance of active
patriotism (responsibility for what happens in the country; honest and conscientious work;
active participation in the social and political life of the country; and most importantly —
readiness for self-sacrifice in the interests of the nation). Against this backdrop, over five
years, the proportion of the respondents who consider patriotism an outdated concept
has halved, from 13% to 6%. Among the indicators added in the previous wave, there is a
notable increase in associations linking patriotism with volunteer activity.

The strengthening of the active dimension of patriotism can be illustrated using
monitoring data based on respondents’ participation (or willingness to participate) in the
preparation and conduct of celebratory events and their usual practices on May 9 - Victory
Day. The list of possible alternative responses included various types of activities, both
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collective, proactive practices at a broad social distance (laying flowers, participating in
festive events, joining the “Immortal Regiment” campaign, congratulating veterans) and
family practices at a close social distance (watching the parade, family gatherings, walks,
visiting cemeteries) (Table 6).

In each survey, there are respondents’ answers that “surprise” the sociologist. Responses
to this question surprised us twice. First, in 2020, with just over half of the respondents (54%)
expressing interest in watching broadcasts of the parade on Red Square and in their own
cities. Five years later, it was the stability (“rituality”) of behavioural practices on Victory
Day that stood out. The number of those watching the parade or celebrating “at the festive
table” slightly increased. The reformatting of the “Immortal Regiment” campaign did not
significantly affect the number of participants. The number of the respondents congratu-
lating veterans decreased somewhat; it should be noted, however, that, unfortunately, the
number of veterans themselves continues to decline. Most importantly, the proportion of
students for whom May 9 is not a day of remembrance and pride in “our Victory”, not a
“holiday with tears in the eyes”, but an ordinary day off, decreased from 28% to 23%.

To obtain information about plans for the anniversary date, the questionnaire included
the question: “How do you participate (or plan to participate) in the preparation and cel-
ebration of the 80th anniversary of Victory?” Only collective, proactive types of activities
were included among the alternatives: participation in the “Immortal Regiment” campaign,
the parade or demonstration, preparation of the celebration, competitions, meetings with
veterans, and others (Table 7).

The question about participation in the preparation for the celebration of the 80th
anniversary of Victory placed some respondents (especially those answering at the end of
the fall semester) in a difficult position. In their universities and cities, plans for the hol-
iday events had not yet been fully finalized, or, more likely, this information had not yet
been communicated to the student body. We believe this accounts for a slight increase in
the number of undecided respondents; every second student (50%) was unable to give a
definitive answer. However, the question also revealed a very important aspect of students’
attitudes toward Victory Day. Over the five years, the proportion of students who had already
decided not to participate in any activities decreased from 17% to 11%. Among those who
decided to participate in preparations, no significant differences in forms of participation
were observed in the last two waves of monitoring: one in five (21%) planned to take part
in the “Immortal Regiment” campaign, while another 14% intended to participate in the
parade or demonstration. One in ten respondents indicated that they would participate in
the preparation of the celebration or in competitions dedicated to this date.

In the previous wave, respondents had already been asked to evaluate a series of
statements that were more or less alternative to the official position. In the 2025 wave, this
question was repeated (Table 8).

Before comparing and analyzing respondents’ answers, it is important to note two
points. In 2000, Zh. T. Toshchenko, considering the intensified attempts in the 1990s to
present Soviet history as a kind of failure in the development of Russian society, emphasized
that “national self-consciousness itself seems to defend against these attacks, unwilling to
indulge what could undermine national dignity, the history of the country, and the history
of one’s ‘self” (Toshchenko, 2001). The second point is the conclusion of M. K. Gorshkov
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and E E. Sheregi, drawn from many years of sociological research, regarding the inadmis-
sibility of unambiguously critical or condemnatory assessments of youth: “the worldview of
youth, in terms of civic identity, generally adequately reflects the structure of a transforming
society” (Gorshkov, Sheregi, 2019).

Paradoxically, the stability of historical memory noted by Zh. T. Toshchenko is man-
ifested in the persistence among a significant portion of students of ideas and opinions
imposed (and sometimes still being imposed) upon it.

Of course, it is concerning that, despite the overall deepening of patriotic attitudes
and sentiments among students, distortions in patriotic consciousness are overcome very
slowly, and some - such as equating the “war with monuments” to “decommunization” -
even intensify. However, while noting the slow decrease in the number of students willing to
“discuss” whether the Banderites and Forest Brothers were “fighters” for the independence
of Ukraine and the Baltic States, one must also take into account the official policies of
the leadership of these countries, as well as their supporters — recognized or unrecognized
foreign agents.

CONCLUSION

Over the 20 years of the project’s implementation, a qualitatively new type of research
has emerged and developed, with few analogues in domestic (and even global) sociology,
carried out collectively by members of a public organization of scholars. The implemen-
tation of the federal monitoring by Russian sociologists as a public initiative serves as an
example of the consolidation of the professional community of sociologists in a very large
country and the deepening of “trust-based cooperation” within their non-governmental
association. Collective discussion of methodological problems concerning the formation
of the culture of memory, patriotism, and historical memory in youth sociology not only
deepened and expanded the interpretation of monitoring results for developing recommen-
dations on improving civic-patriotic education among students in Russia, but also became
a serious field for the development of Russian sociological science. This can be regarded as
the contribution of the professional community of sociologists to the formation of national
collective identity. Any reflection on collective memory simultaneously refers to a certain
collective identity. Reflecting on its past, “a group gradually becomes aware of its identity”
(Halbwachs, 2007, p. 58).

It is particularly interesting, in this sense, to observe how Russian sociologists stud-
ying historical memory contribute to the preservation of their nation’s culture of memory.
A historical retrospective of situations of preserving historical memory in Russia and the
forgetting of historical events in Kosovo and Metohija demonstrates, on the one hand, the
unified structure of the culture of memory as a social phenomenon. On the other hand,
it clearly shows the role of sociologists from different countries in revealing theoretical
aspects of this social problem and reflecting on the social reality of their nations’ memory
cultures in various political contexts. Nietzsche was absolutely right when he said that
life is impossible without forgetting, but a meaningful life is impossible without memory
(Vuckovi¢, 2024, p. 1111).
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What are the results of the past waves of sociological monitoring, which allow not only
assessing the dynamics of historical memory but also evaluating the culture of memory of
the Russian nation? Not straightforwardly, but a growing interest of Russian students in the
Victory over fascism in World War II as the most important event of the 20th century has
been recorded. The trend of transforming patriotism from verbal, emotional, and affective
into active patriotism has intensified. The pluralism of historical memory among students
about the Great Patriotic War has been preserved and, in some aspects, even strengthened.
The consequences and contradictions in organizing civic-patriotic education - as a key
direction of current state youth policy - are being overcome too slowly. Ambiguities in
interpreting and conveying many historical events (components of “historical truth”) to
youth persist. Public discussion over many of the most important facts for Russian history
continues, negatively affecting the historical consciousness of young people. Moreover, the
divergence between youth assessments and historically justified, documentarily substantiated
interpretations and meanings is still used to criticize the younger generation.

It has been observed that over time both the content forming youth’ culture of memory
and the very process of transmission (technologies, practices) of certain knowledge, facts,
and their interpretation are changing. In this regard, changes in the form of transmission
also carry certain risks for the preservation of this cultural heritage (Vuckovi¢, 2022). It
is necessary to carefully evaluate not only the social offer of commemorative practices for
youth but also to consciously select “new carriers” for intergenerational transmission to
preserve the culture of memory of key values and meanings. In this case, youth sociology
- and public sociology as a whole - still clearly does not fully perform its social-protective
function. The potential of youth as an emerging subject-generating generation remains
underestimated.
