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Abstract: The article explores the conceptualization of the “social space of poverty”
and its relevance for contemporary sociological analysis of poverty. A scoping review of
international (Web of Science) and national (RSCI, SCIndeks) publications was conduct-
ed to identify prevailing theoretical and methodological approaches — social exclusion,
capability approach, welfare regimes, institutional theory, co-production, and social space.
Bibliometric analysis reveals that, despite its relatively limited quantitative presence, the
social space concept demonstrates high disciplinary relevance: its citation impact and
Hirsch index are significantly higher in sociology journals compared to the broader inter-
disciplinary field. Using the bibliometric tool VOSviewer, the study maps the structural
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clusters and semantic dynamics of poverty research, showing a shift from macro-struc-
tural categories (exclusion, inequality, paternalism) toward agency-oriented approaches
that emphasize subjective experience and strategies for overcoming poverty. The paper
argues for the introduction of the analytical category “social space of poverty”, integrating
structural, resource-based, and agentic dimensions and reflecting the transition from static
representations of poverty toward a procedural perspective focused on individual and
collective pathways of overcoming deprivation.

INTRODUCTION

Poverty remains one of the key social challenges of our time for many countries,
determining the importance of research in this area. Despite a long history of study, the
conceptual and theoretical understanding of poverty continues to be the subject of scien-
tific debate. In different periods, one can observe the development and transformation of
research approaches: from economic and statistical measurements and monetary indicators
to sociological concepts that consider poverty in the context of social exclusion, agency,
opportunities and institutional constraints.

The modern research field is characterized by high fragmentation and interdiscipli-
narity. Economics, sociology, political science, social policy, demography, urban studies,
and philosophy of action offer their own analytical optics. At the same time, there is a
growing need for approaches that can combine the analysis of material constraints, struc-
tural conditions and individual strategies of action. This is due to a change in the nature
of poverty itself: from a stable state of deprivation to dynamic processes of inclusion and
exclusion, resource search, adaptation trajectories and strategies for overcoming poverty.

In recent years, special attention has been paid to models that consider poverty as a
complex social space — a dynamic field of interactions between individual agents, local
communities and institutional structures. However, this approach has not yet received
systematic analytical study and is often used in fragments. In addition, there is no com-
parative analysis of how this concept and other key theoretical frameworks (such as social
exclusion, capability approach, welfare regimes, institutional theory, co-production) are
represented in the international and national scientific field.

In these conditions, there is a need to systematize the accumulated research and
identify trends in their development. To solve this problem, the article conducted a scoping
review of the corpus of publications devoted to the study of poverty, with a focus on their
theoretical and methodological foundations. This approach allows not only to map existing
concepts, but also to identify research “white spots” that hinder a holistic understanding of
poverty as a multidimensional social phenomenon. The review focuses on two interrelated
research questions: (1) what theoretical frameworks and key concepts are applied to the
study of poverty in international (WoS) and national (RSCI, SCIndeks) publications; (2)
what are the similarities and differences between international and national approaches.
These questions determine the composition of the survey and the choice of analytical optics.
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The empirical base of the review is formed from three sources: Web of Science,
SClIndeks and RSCl/elibrary.ru. The selection criteria include: publications in peer-reviewed
journals, a focus on a high citation rate, the explicit presence of a theoretical/conceptual
framework for poverty analysis, and a link to sociological (or interdisciplinary) issues.
Works of a purely economic and statistical profile without conceptualization and materials
outside the socio-humanitarian field are excluded. This ensures the theoretical focus of the
review and the comparability of the results. Analytical logic includes: qualitative grouping
of works by theoretical framework; comparative analysis of the international field (WoS)
and national corpus (SCIndeks, RSCI). The review will provide an opportunity in the fol-
lowing sections to conduct a scientometric’ analysis to map the conceptual framework of
theoretical concepts of poverty research, including using VOSviewer visualization tools to
identify structures and “white spots” in understanding the social space of poverty.

As already noted, the problem of poverty is actively discussed in the global scientific
community by representatives of various research fields. F. Ferraro et al. propose to rethink the
solution of global world problems through the prism of Institutional theory (Ferraro, Etzion
& Gehman, 2015). Similarly, Smith et al. propose to approach the problem of poverty through
the social mission of commercial enterprises, based, among other things, on Institutional
theory (Smith, Gonin & Besharov, 2013). Also, poverty is strongly linked to social policy:
W. Oorschot and C.A. Larsen use the Welfare regime theory to show the impact of various
social security regimes on the perception of low-income groups, on the adoption of laws and
programs concerning low-income citizens (Van Oorschot, 2006; Larsen, 2008). Then, the poor
can be considered from the point of view of the theory of social exclusion: the social isolation
that the poor may fall into affects their economic decision-making (Pereira, 2018), affects their
political decisions (Bayat, 2000) and life in society (Lucas, 2012). Of course, approaches to
quantifying poverty are also important. An urgent problem is the method of identifying the
poor, which can be based on various theories. One approach to measuring poverty is based,
among other things, on the use of the Capability approach theory, for example, as shown in
the articles by S. Alkire et al. (Alkire & Santos, 2014; Alkire & Foster, 2011).

Sociological research of poverty and its social spread in Yugoslavia and in Serbia
has a long tradition. Except for the sociological research of this question in the period
between the two world wars — whereas one study specifically addressing the diseases of
poverty (Vidakovi¢, 1931) in the year of its publication immediately won the first award
of the Serbian Royal Academy for the field of sociology (Mitrovi¢, 2013, p. 337) - in the
period of Yugoslav socialism (1945-1990) it was neither socially nor ideologically accept-
able to write directly about poverty, so that different terminology, “adapted” to the Marxist
theory was used, the euphemist vocabulary that was ideologically acceptable at the time.
Nevertheless, researchers deal with social inequalities, social stratification, for a socialist
society too distinct differences in salaries, caused by regional inequalities (see Golenkova,
1984, p. 36; Golenkova, 2022, p. 46) and, in the later stage of socialism, even write about the

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“class conflict” between the city and the village in the developing countries, which resulted
in rural “poverty, or indigence as a permanent phenomenon” in those countries. For these
conclusions, they used the concept of “urban domination” developed by Michael Lipton
(see Begovié, 1986, p. 28) and the results of all that research were published in scientific,
sociological journals (see Petrovi¢ & Markovi¢ Savi¢, 2018).

In Serbia’s national data base about scientific journals - the Serbian Citation Index®,
in the observed period (2010-2025), 162 scientific articles were published which in their
keywords have the word “poverty’, 49 of them being sociological papers. However, as many
as 23 of these papers were published in the same thematic issue of the journal Socioloski
godisnjak / Sociological Yearbook (2015) published by the Sociological Society of the Republic
Srpska. These are articles deriving from the release of the scientific conference held in Pale (the
Republic Srpska). Previously the same journal had published another paper with this keyword
(Dimitrievska, Simonovska, 2013). Moreover, five more scientific papers were published in
the thematic issue of the scientific journal Politeia (2012) from Banja Luka (the Republic
Srpska) and, independently of the thematic issue, another paper was published in the same
journal (Sijakovi¢, 2018), while remaining 19 scientific sociological papers about poverty
were published in different journals in Serbia. Therefore, 30 out of 49 sociological scientific
papers about poverty were published in the Republic Srpska (Bosnia and Herzegovina) at
the beginning of the observed period. As for the journals published in Serbia, the largest
number of sociological papers that contain “poverty” as a keyword is the Socioloski pregled
/ Sociological Review, a total of 8 paper, 2 of which deal with the aspects of poverty in other
countries — Bulgaria (Jeliazkova, 2021), Portugal (Monteiro, 2020). Considering the idea and
practice of “gated communities” in the USA and some EU countries, in which the privileged
layer of wealthy residents is freed from even the slightest insight into poverty and encounters
with poor residents of large cities, the work of S. Pordevi¢ (Pordevi¢, 2022) is most directly
connected to the concept of the relationship between poverty and social space. Remaining
sociological papers were published in other scientific journals published in Serbia®.

The only sociological journal that is published in Serbia and is found in the Web of
Science base, namely in the Emerging Sources Citation Index, is the journal Sociology. During
the observed period, this journal published only two papers (Jankovi¢, 2013; Pavicevi¢, Iliji¢,
2022) in which “poverty” is mentioned among the keywords. However, it can be claimed
that in some of the papers the issue of poverty is actually discussed, but within the concept
of “social exclusion” (e.g., Tomi¢, 2012) or by applying an ethnographic approach and the
concept of precariat on the example of single mothers in Lithuania (Lapinske, 2018).

According to this, during 15 years, in Serbia only 21 sociological scientific papers
were published containing “poverty” as a keyword.

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If we tried to establish a theoretical basis for researching poverty, we could say that it
is not possible to determine a single predominant one, whereas there is absolutely no doubt
about the existence of a clear ideological tendency to turn the debate about poverty into a
debate about exclusion, which has already been established before us (see Milosevi¢, 2015,
pp. 32-33), so we only add that it is the need for euphemistic expression inside the EU, from
where this term derives and has been broadly accepted without sufficient critical considera-
tion. Different studies took as their theoretical starting points both Marxist (Sijakovi¢, 2018)
and neo-Marxist approaches (Mitrovi¢, Zaharijevski, 2015; Novakovi¢, 2013; Novakovi¢,
2015), particularly when exploring the consequences of transition (as peripheralization, see
Sutovi¢, 2015), via theories of social exclusion in general (Jeli¢, Kolarevi¢, 2016), because
of unemployment and life in underdeveloped rural environments (Jeli¢, Jovanovié, 2015;
Neciporenko, Zazulina, Samsonov, 2015) and marginalization and deprivation of different
social groups - refugees and internally displaced persons (Radovanovi¢, Obradovi¢, 2022),
ethnic groups (Milogevi¢ So$o, 2015; Markovi¢ Krsti¢, 2016), the elderly (Dini¢, 2015),
the concepts of the underclass applied to permanently unemployed persons and Roma
(Miladinovi¢, 2014) and the “poverty culture” (Kokovi¢, 2012) and theoretical dilemmas
regarding these concepts (Jankovi¢, 2013) to considering poverty from the positions of social
contlicts (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2015; Mitrovi¢, Velickovi¢, 2015), feminist positions and gender
relations (Popov Momcinovi¢, 2015). In addition, poverty has also been considered from the
perspective of social demography (Bobi¢, 2019; Mileti¢ Stepanovi¢, Popovi¢, 2019; Poljak,
2022), as well as victimology (Ljubici¢, 2014) and neoliberal penality (Pavicevi¢, Iliji¢, 2022).
Furthermore, several papers are dedicated to methodological questions of researching poverty
and relations with “social exclusion” (Zubac, 2020; Savi¢, 2015; Stojsin, 2015).

It is possible to see that during the observed period poverty was insufficiently re-
searched, especially if we know that poverty is a general characteristic of the countries
in transition, such as Serbia (see Suvakovi¢, 2016: 141, Mitrovi¢, 2012, pp. 143-153) and
Republic Srpska, whereas it was explored on a larger scale in the first five years (2010-2015)
and then interest in publishing papers on this topic decreased; even when those papers were
published, they were not related to the mainstream, but to the topics from the contact of
sociology with other, borderline disciplines.

Highly cited Russian publications that present research on poverty issues can be divided
into three groups, depending on the level of description of the theoretical background of
the work. The first group includes studies where the theoretical framework is clearly fixed
and consistently decomposed into measurements, and the design and data are consistent
with the stated optics. So, in the article on household income and expenditure, the authors
base the analysis on two sources (official statistics and microdata from sample surveys) and
directly compare the series, keeping the focus on indicators of well-being and poverty, which
sets a transparent welfare framework and ensures reproducibility of estimates (Ovcharova
& Popova, 2013). The study implements the traditional monetary approach to poverty.

The Capability Approach has become a key alternative to the traditional monetary
and income analysis of poverty. It focuses not on how much a person earns, but on what real
capabilities they have to live a decent life. The capability approach is implemented in Russian
research through an integral index (health, education, income, demography) and inter-regional
comparisons (Rimashevskaya, Bochkareva, Migranova, Molchanova & Toksanbayeva, 2013).
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The study of socio-demographic risk factors of poverty demonstrates an approach to
understanding poverty at the intersection of economic sociology, demography and social
policy. Proponents of this concept consider poverty not just as a result of low incomes or
lack of opportunities, but as a consequence of the position of a person or household in the
social and demographic structure of society, operationalized through signs of health, age,
type of settlement and family composition (Lezhnina, 2010).

The second group includes works that purposefully combine several theoretical
approaches and levels of analysis. The study of the “lower class” uses both statuses and
resources, as well as indices of accessibility to “effective employment” and belonging to
the deprived strata. This methodological design allows the authors to achieve a non-trivial
operationalization of the “social space” in the labor market based on resource/structural
and functional approaches (Tikhonova, 2011). The authors of another study rely on the
institutional theory of precarization in their analysis of employment instability, but expand
it with legal and regional cross—sections (typologies of non-standard employment, con-
centration of temporary employment in oversupplied regions, references to the European
debate on welfare regimes), thereby linking institutions, stratification and poverty (Bobkov,
Chernykh, Aliev & Kurilchenko, 2011).

In some cases, researchers integrate the measurement of poverty with the socio-psy-
chological mechanisms of its acceptance/rejection (Mareeva & Tikhonova, 2016). Of con-
siderable interest in this group of works trying to overcome the limitations of traditional
approaches to poverty research is the attempt to expand the classical European concept
of social exclusion into a multi-level analysis of practices, offering an applied synthesis of
theory, policy and interventions (Sheremet, 2022).

The last group consists of publications dominated by descriptive statistics and nor-
mative generalizations with a weak fixation on the theory of poverty as such. The review
of the “main trends in inequality” uses well-known facts and global theses (shares of the
top 1%, regional differentiation), but does not indicate an explicit theoretical framework
and causal model, remaining mainly narrative (Shaidulina & Stepanova. 2020).

Similarly, the work on “threats to the realization of national interests” places poverty
in the normative framework of economic security and is based on the official poverty line,
without developing a special theory of poverty/inequality and their mechanisms; conclusions
are based on general correlations and definitions from strategic documents (Erokhina, 2020).

As a summary, we note that poverty continues to be a complex and multidimensional
social phenomenon that does not have a single integrated theoretical paradigm of analysis.
The modern research field is characterized by high interdisciplinarity and conceptual frag-
mentation: along with classical monetary and economic-statistical approaches, concepts
of social exclusion, capability approach, institutional theory, models of welfare regulations
and co-production are used. The lack of a coherent analytical framework makes it difficult
to form a comprehensive understanding of poverty that can combine material constraints,
structural conditions, and agency strategies. There is a shift in scientific discourse from
static models of deprivation to procedural interpretations of poverty, emphasizing the dy-
namics of inclusion and exclusion, adaptation strategies, and institutional interactions, but
these approaches have not yet been systematically integrated with established theoretical
frameworks.

National research traditions demonstrate asymmetry in relation to the international
field. In Serbian studies of poverty, there is a theoretical dispersion and a weak stability of
the analytical framework: Marxist/neo-Marxist interpretations, concepts of social exclu-
sion, stratification and “culture of poverty”, legal and victimological approaches, as well
as fragmentary attempts at institutional and spatial analysis coexist side by side. There is
rarely a consistent causal model between them that combines material constraints, insti-
tutional conditions, and agency strategies of households. The volume of publications is
quantitatively limited and occasionally “clustered” around thematic issues and conference
collections, which reduces the cumulativeness of knowledge, complicates replication and
weakens the connection of local cases with international discourse.

Russian studies are closer to the international “core” in key theoretical foundations
— distributional, capability, social exclusion, and institutional precarious approaches - but
they are distinguished by an emphasis on territorial differentiation of poverty, legal and
regional aspects of precarization, and an effort to integrate classical models with applied
tools of social policy and analysis of non-standard employment.

Collectively, both Serbian and Russian studies are characterized by a methodological
deficit: key concepts are used unevenly, interdisciplinary connections are poorly developed,
and comparability of results is limited.

Insufficient coherence of the conceptual framework and weak integration of inter-
disciplinary approaches hinder the development of systems research. Under these condi-
tions, the use of the scoping review strategy seems methodologically justified and most
appropriate, since it allows us to systematize and classify the theoretical framework of
poverty research, identify their evolution, the degree of conceptual integration and existing
research gaps. The use of scientometric analysis with visualization of network structures
using VOSviewer) creates an opportunity to map key concepts and their interrelationships,
as well as form a methodological basis for the further development of integrated models
of poverty analysis as a social space.

RESEARCH METHODS

The scientometric analysis of the problem of poverty was carried out on the basis
of the international Web of Science citation database (SSCI). The analysis algorithm is
shown in Figure 1.

The analysis was carried out for the following groups of publications:

1. Publications of all years and all subject areas indexed in the Web of Science and
mentioning in keywords one of the above theories of poverty research. To analyze this
group of publications, the following indicators were calculated:

- the number of publications with each of the six theories listed in keywords;

- the year of the first indexing of the article with the indication in keywords for each
of the six theories;

- the number of citations (without self-citations) of articles in which each of the six
theories is listed in keywords;

Average number of citations per article;

H is an index of publications in which each of the six theories is listed in keywords.
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2. Publications of all years of the subject area “Sociology” - since the beginning of
indexing, in the context of the six theories listed above, used to study poverty. The following
indicators were calculated for the analysis:

- the number of publications from the subject area of “Sociology” with an indication
in the keywords of each of the six theories;

- the share of publications in the subject area of “Sociology” in the total number of
publications;

- the year of the first indexing in the subject area “Sociology” of an article with an
indication in keywords for each of the six theories;

3. Publications indexed in the Web of Science (SSCI) in the subject area “Sociology”
for 2010-2025 - in the context of six theories used to study poverty. The following indicators
were calculated for the analysis:

The number of publications from the subject area of “Sociology” for 2010-2025, with
an indication of each of the six theories in the keywords;

The share of 2010-2025 publications in the subject area “Sociology” in the total
number of publications in the subject area;

Number of citations (without self-citations) of articles from the pre-project field
“Sociology” in 2010-2025, in which each of the six theories is indicated in keywords;

The average number of citations of articles from the subject area “Sociology” per
article in 2010-2025.;

H-index of publications in which keywords indicate each of the six theories in the
subject area “Sociology” for 2010-2025.

Next, the TOP 5 most cited articles in each theory were highlighted for analysis, for
which it was considered:

1. Average citation in all subject areas and separately in the subject area “Sociology”
- for the entire period of indexing and for 2010-2025;

2. The level of penetration of highly cited articles in the subject area of “Sociology”
into the TOP 5 highly cited articles from all branches of science - for the entire period of
indexing and for 2010-2025. This indicator was proposed by us to measure the presence
among the most cited articles of those articles that relate to the subject area of “Sociology”.

To analyze keyword connectivity in poverty publications, we used the VOSviewer
scientometric tool, which allows clustering and network analysis of bibliometric informa-
tion. This method is quite often used in science. The clustering algorithm in VOSviewer
generates groups automatically based on the frequency of common use of terms, and does
not take into account their meaningful context.

RESEARCH RESULTS

The results of the scientometric analysis conducted according to the Web of Science
data are presented in Table 1.

The data demonstrate that of all the theories used by scientists to study poverty, so-
cial exclusion is the most common, and social space is the least popular. If we consider the
poverty studies presented in sociological journals, the situation changes. Social exclusion
is still the leader here, but social space demonstrates the highest level of penetration into
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sociology: of the five most highly cited publications using this theory, three belong to the
subject area of “Sociology”. This is repeated both throughout the entire analysis period and
over the past 15 years. According to all other theories, this indicator is much lower: for
capability approach, this level is 20%, while for other theories it is zero.

There are also a number of other arguments confirming the highest “sociologicity”
of the theory of social space in comparison with others for studies of poverty. Comparison
with other theories shows that the theory of social space has the smallest number of pub-
lications, the lowest citation rate and the lowest Hirsch index in journals of a wide range
of sciences. However, scientometric indicators are increasing dramatically in journals of
the sociological spectrum: firstly, the theory of social space has been leading in terms of
the average number of citations within the field of Sociology over the past 15 years (the
average citation is 62.7, while for half of other theories it does not exceed 20); Secondly,
the average number of citations per article in sociological journals over the past 15 years
has been almost twice as high as the average number of citations in the Web of Science as
a whole (62.7 versus 32.8). According to other theories, we see the opposite picture, when
the average citation in all subject fields is higher than in the subject field of “Sociology”
(theories of Welfare Regime, Capability approach, Social Exclusion and Co-production),
or only slightly below it (Institutional theory).

Thus, for the study of poverty, the theory of social space can be considered as the most
free from researchers of non-sociological sciences and as the most strongly “penetrated”
into sociological science in the last 15 years.

A deeper analysis conducted using the VOSviewer tool, shown in Figures 2-5, presents
the results of an analysis of the structural field and the evolution of the application of social
space theory in poverty research.

Figure 2, based on 64 publications in different subject fields with the keywords “poverty”
and “social space’, is a map of the co-occurrence of keywords. Five blocks are defined on it:

- practice, agency, time is a theoretical and conceptual cluster focusing on the cate-
gories of social theory and philosophy of action;

- access, experience, healthcare — a field related to social policy and access to re-
sources, primarily medical;

- health, housing, neighbourhood, social interaction — research on the impact of the
living environment, housing conditions, and social environment on inequality and quality of life;

- change, development, opportunity, work — a cluster of socio-economic dynamics
related to labor, employment, and development;

- exclusion, marginality — a block about social exclusion and marginalization.

These clusters reflect statistical relationships between terms and show that the study
of poverty and social space is structured around several overlapping thematic areas, from
theoretical and conceptual discussions to applied issues of health, employment, and so-
cial exclusion. Due to the limited sample size (64 publications) and the interdisciplinary
nature of the topic, the clusters obtained should be considered as indicators of semantic
proximity that require additional interpretation. The clusters obtained are generally the-
matically adequate and reflect key research areas on poverty and social space. The blocks
of theoretical and conceptual categories, studies of the urban environment and topics of
social marginalization are most correctly identified. At the same time, clusters related to
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access to resources and socio-economic changes are less homogeneous, which indicates
their interdisciplinary and more “diffuse” nature.

Figure 3 shows the evolution of theory in articles from all subject areas. Based on the
time Map, we can talk about the following trends:

Early publications mainly associated poverty with material and structural conditions
— poor housing, disability, poor health, and social exclusion;

Subsequent work focused on access to healthcare, neighborhood characteristics, and
social interaction;

More recent research has shifted attention to subjective experiences, family and work
environments.

The latest publications focus on opportunities and agency, reflecting a shift towards
individual strategies for overcoming poverty.

Figure 4, based on 15 publications in the sociological subject field with the keywords
“poverty” and “social space”, shows that the following clusters are clearly defined in these
articles:

- policy, attempt, social exclusion, change, participation, effort, education market —
studies of public policy, participation, education and inequalities;

- healthcare, marginalisation — the link between poverty and access to health services
and the processes of marginalization;

- perspective, evolution — emphasis on changes in individual perspectives and
trajectories;

- liberal paternalism, negative sociodicy, marginality is a critical and theoretical block
related to the discourse of paternalism and sociodicy.

Finally, Figure 5 shows the evolution of the theory of social space in the articles of the
sociological research field. According to the presented map, the development went from
associations of poverty with exclusion, policies to reduce inequality, categories of negative
sociodicy and liberal paternalism, to an emphasis on accumulating individual experience,
efforts to overcome poverty, and personal perspectives.

DISCUSSION

The scientometric analysis conducted by groups of publications indexed in the Web
of Science (SSCI) and presented in Table 1 suggests a number of reflections.

The most widely used theory in interdisciplinary research is social exclusion. The
high frequency of its application and stable presence in various scientific fields may in-
dicate that this concept acts as a kind of universal explanatory tool. At the other extreme
is the theory of social space, which demonstrates the lowest rates of representation in an
interdisciplinary context.

A comparison of citation rates by theory suggests a different level of their resonance.
As the results of the analysis show, for most concepts (for example, capability approach
or welfare regime), the average number of citations is higher in interdisciplinary journals
than in sociological ones. In contrast, the theory of social space demonstrates the highest
rates precisely in the sociological segment. A similar pattern is observed when comparing
the Hirsch index. For the theory of social space, it remains low in a broad interdisciplinary
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context, but increases significantly within the framework of sociology. On the contrary,
other concepts either show a decrease in importance during the transition to the sociological
field, or they maintain stable but average indicators.

Thus, we can say that although this theory lags behind competing concepts in quan-
titative terms, in qualitative terms it turns out to be the most significant for the sociological
analysis of poverty. This confirms that social space is not a universal, but a specialized
concept that has high value precisely in a disciplinary context.

The analysis allows us to build the following classification of theories of poverty study:

1. Universal (social exclusion, capability approach, welfare regime) — widely used
and in demand in various disciplines, but they do not have high research significance in
sociology.

2. Balanced (institutional theory) — maintain comparable positions in both interdisci-
plinary and sociological journals, but do not show sharp jumps in citation or concentration
of publications.

3. Specialized (social space) — limited in quantitative indicators in the interdisci-
plinary field, but demonstrate maximum research value, expressed in high citation and
concentration of the most significant publications in the sociological segment.

Thus, the data of scientometric analysis show that the theory of social space occupies
a unique place in the study of poverty: it does not claim interdisciplinary universality, but
it is within the framework of sociological science that it shows the greatest conceptual
significance. This allows us to consider it as the most promising basis for designing a
new approach to poverty analysis, in which poverty is understood as a multidimensional
social space that includes institutional frameworks, resource constraints, and agent-based
strategies of actors.

The clusters identified in Fig. 2 allow us to characterize the ongoing process of trans-
formation of the concept of “social space” as follows:

- thematic disciplinarity of research: a combination of sociology, urban studies,
medicine, philosophy;

- there is a multi-level approach that covers the issue of poverty both at the macro
level and at the level of individual practices;

- there are new research focuses: agency, temporality, marginality, and others.

The dynamics of the field’s development (Fig. 3) demonstrates the transition from
the analysis of structural constraints to the study of individual practices and resources for
overcoming poverty, which radically changes the established research tradition.

It should be noted that in the body of publications related to the sociological field (Fig.
4), clusters are formed more clearly, and the time map within sociology (Fig. 5) demon-
strates the transition from the analysis of macrostructural categories (exclusion, policy of
reducing inequality, liberal paternalism) to more agent-based approaches, where attention
is paid to individual experience, efforts and personal perspectives.

In general, there is a lack of institutional categories and a lack of elaboration of the
role of a number of actors (the state, NGOs, churches, etc.) in both the interdisciplinary
and sociological research agenda. We believe that the growing practice of strengthening
the role of these actors in overcoming poverty is ahead of theoretical understanding. The
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presence of a “blind spot” allows us to identify a growth point in the research agenda related
to the deepening of the analysis of the types of actors and their role in overcoming poverty.

Visualization of key categories shows that large and central nodes represent tradition-
al research foci formed around stable and well-institutionalized topics. These are health,
housing, development, and labor - areas that have been forming the basis for research on
poverty and social space for decades. They define the methodological core of the field and
reflect its interdisciplinary nature, but at the same time they are more an area of reproduc-
tion of accumulated approaches than a zone of innovation.

Small and peripheral nodes have a different meaning. Despite their relatively low
frequency, they reflect the emergence of new promising research areas that are not yet
sufficiently integrated into the mainstream of research. Thus, the categories of “agency”
and “practice” focus on the subjective dimensions of poverty and individual opportunities
to overcome it. The concept of “time” indicates the temporal dimension of poverty and
social space, a research focus that is still poorly developed, but is capable of opening up
new analytical horizons. The term “marginality”, located on the periphery, demonstrates
the possibility of shifting the focus from macroeconomic and institutional factors to the
study of inclusion/exclusion processes and social stratification in local contexts.

Thus, despite their small size and limited number of connections, it is the peripheral
nodes that can be considered as indicators of promising areas of future research. Their
discussion makes it possible to identify the “growth points” of scientific knowledge, where
there is a shift from analyzing poverty as a structural condition to studying it as a process
related to experience, time, and individual strategies. Thus, the VOSviewer map not only
represents the established structure of scientific discourse, but also serves as a tool for discov-
ering emerging areas with high potential for the development of interdisciplinary research.

In general, the results show that the topic of poverty and social space is developing
in the following directions:

1. There is a significant shift in the research field — from describing poverty as a
condition to studying the factors and conditions for overcoming it. The theory of social
space, despite its relatively modest quantitative indicators, is gaining more and more soci-
ological relevance precisely due to the shift in emphasis to the study of opportunities and
practices, rather than just deprivations and limitations.

2. While early studies described poverty as a consequence of material and institutional
constraints, new work focuses on agency and subjective strategies.

3. Interdisciplinary and especially sociological publications show a marked shift from
macropolitical and critical-theoretical discourses to microanalysis of everyday practices
and personal perspectives.

4. The transformation of the semantic connections of the theory of social space in
both fields reflects a global shift in scientific attention: from the analysis of poverty as a state
anchored by structures to its understanding as a process related to individual trajectories,
experiences and opportunities for action.

5. Small and peripheral nodes on the VOSviewer-built map open up new research
horizons. The categories of “agency” and “practice” lead to questions about the subjective
strategies and forms of activity of poor groups; the category of “time” — to research the
temporal aspects of poverty; the category of “marginality” — to analyze the processes of
exclusion and peripherality in the social space. These questions allow us to shift the focus
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from describing structural constraints to studying processes, practices, and dynamics,
which makes them promising areas for future interdisciplinary research.

6. A comparison of sociological and interdisciplinary analysis of poverty and social
space shows that both areas have their own research advantages. Sociology develops a
critical and theoretical perspective and focuses on institutions, politics, and the normative
foundations of poverty. The interdisciplinary field, on the contrary, opens up new hori-
zons, bringing spatial, temporal and agent-based dimensions, as well as empirical analysis
of health, housing and social interaction. The most promising direction seems to be their
intersection: the combination of critical and theoretical tools of sociology with interdisci-
plinary approaches to the study of subjective experience, agency and spatial factors. This
synthesis allows us to simultaneously maintain the depth of theoretical analysis and expand
the empirical base, creating the basis for new studies of poverty and social space.

The analysis of clusters and the dynamics of semantic connections shows that the
concept of “social space” in poverty research goes beyond traditional interpretations related
solely to structural and institutional characteristics. It includes new dimensions — experi-
ence, agency, time, practices, marginality — which indicates the formation of an expanded
semantic field. Under these conditions, the introduction of the category “social space of
poverty” as an analytical tool is justified, reflecting the complex and interdisciplinary nature
of modern poverty research and documenting the transition from the analysis of structural
constraints to the study of individual trajectories and opportunities.

The social space of poverty is an analytical category denoting a special sphere of social
relations and interactions in which different levels of multistructural agency intersect: the
poor themselves, their local communities and institutional structures. This space is defined
by a combination of social and material conditions (housing, health, access to resources)
and normative and value orientations that set the framework for inclusion or exclusion.
Within its limits, the subjectivity of poor groups is formed, expressed in the choice and
implementation of strategies for overcoming poverty, which makes it possible to consider
poverty not only as a state, but also as a process of dynamic interaction of structural con-
straints and individual opportunities.

CONCLUSION

The conducted research made it possible to identify key transformations in the
theoretical and methodological understanding of poverty and propose the concept of the
“social space of poverty” as a promising analytical framework for modern sociological
science. Based on the scientometric analysis of international (Web of Science) and national
(RSCI, SCIndeks) publications, it is shown that, despite the quantitative predominance of
universal approaches such as social exclusion, capability approach and welfare regimes, it is
the concept of social space that demonstrates high substantive significance for sociological
analysis. In sociological journals, it is characterized by higher citations and an increase in
the Hirsch index compared to the interdisciplinary field, which indicates its specialized
but deeply disciplinary potential.

The use of VOSviewer bibliometric tools made it possible to identify thematic clusters
and the dynamics of the evolution of the research field: from macrostructural explanatory
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models of poverty (exclusion, inequality, paternalism, institutional constraints) to approaches
focusing on agency, individual strategies and subjective experience of overcoming poverty.
This indicates a paradigm shift from understanding poverty as a static state of deprivation
to interpreting it as a dynamic process involving a complex interaction of structural con-
straints, resource capabilities, and practices of actors.

The proposed introduction of the category “social space of poverty” justifies the
need to synthesize structural and agent-based dimensions into a single analytical model.
Such a model:

- allows you to combine the analysis of material conditions and institutional frame-
works (housing, health, access to resources, social policy) with the study of the subjective
experience of poor groups;

- opens up opportunities to study the dynamics of inclusion/exclusion, agent-based
strategies, time trajectories of poverty, and the role of local communities;

- expands the research perspective beyond traditional quantitative and econom-
ic-statistical models, bringing the analysis closer to the real complexity of social processes.

The gap between practice and theory revealed in the study deserves special attention:
various actors (government agencies, NGOs, local communities, the church, etc.) are play-
ing an increasingly important role in modern social policy, but their participation remains
poorly understood in the theoretical field. This forms a significant “research growth point”
for future work — the development of models capable of taking into account institutional
multilevelness and the interaction of various actors in overcoming poverty.

Thus, the article contributes to a rethinking of the conceptual framework of poverty
research, demonstrating the need to move away from a purely structural analysis towards
the study of a multi-level social space, where poverty is not only a state of deprivation, but
also an arena of agent strategies, inclusion and exclusion, interaction of institutions and local
communities. The proposed approach can become the basis for new empirical research,
as well as for applied policies aimed at maintaining not only material conditions, but also
the ability of subjects to act, develop and move beyond poverty.
