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THE CURRENT QUALITY OF SVETOZAR MARKOVIC’S
VIEWS OF “SOCIALISM AND THE SOCIAL QUESTION”

(Translation In Extenso)

Abstract: The paper presents the understanding of the social and societal questions, i.e.,
of the social revolution in Svetozar Markovi¢’s work, as a collection of articles summarizing
the basic theses of all important works by Markovi¢, from the Program for the paper Radenik
(Worker), via Serbia in the East, the articles about women’s equality, the Paris Commune
and education, to Greater Serbia. Due to the limited space. The focus of this paper will
be the analysis of those articles which most directly refer to Markovi¢’s development of
the concept of socialism through a critical dialogue with the perceptions of socialism and
democracy in the articles of Vladimir Jovanovi¢ as the most prominent representative of
liberalism among the members of the Association of Serbian Youth. In the conclusion, the
author sums up the current quality of the views of socialism and the social question of the
most important Serbian socialist of the 19 century, relevant for understanding the success
and/or failure to fulfil the first basic item of Markovi¢’s “political will” in reference to the
internal aspects of socialism and social revolution in the Principality of Serbia and in the
Balkans. Due to the limited space, the second item of Markovi¢’s “will”, i.e., the revolution
in Turkey and the federation on the Balkan Peninsula, will be discussed in a separate text.

INTRODUCTION

The series of articles entitled “Socialism and the Social Question” was published by
Svetozar Markovi¢? in the journal Rad (Labour) in the issue No. 9 from 22 August to 1+

2 Due to the limited length of this paper, it will not present the biographical data of Svetozar
Markovi¢, which are quite relevant for understanding the close connection between his life and work,
such as the fact that he was born in Zajecar on 21* September 1846, that his father was a district
governor, therefore a “bureaucrat” who was financially capable, just as Markovi¢’s brother Jevrem;
of financially supporting the studies of his son and brother; that as a brilliant student, Svetozar
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December 1874 (Markovi¢, 1874/1996a). He developed his analysis in a specific type of
a critical dialogue with the understanding of socialism, or democracy, in Vladimir
Jovanovic’s article with a similar title, “Socialism and the Social Question from the Earliest
Times to Date” (Jovanovi¢, 1873/1996), which was awarded by the Serbian Scientific Society.
Markovi¢ first points out that socialism does not have only theoretical significance,
but is also the most important practical question of life and development of society about
which armed conflicts are waged between those few “entitled to take part in the joy of
life in the current arrangement, and masses of those who stand up against that privileged
arrangement”. Markovi¢ educationally emphasizes that even in Serbia, where the struggle
between the proletariat and the bourgeoisie is not yet as developed as in the more industrially
advanced countries of Europe, it is important that the people who consciously want to govern
their development, should be familiar with the social order and laws of societal development
as well as know what to strive for and not live like cattle (Markovié, 1874/1996a, 91).
Furthermore, Markovi¢ emphasizes that socialism is not a matter of ideals or models
of society, and that socialists are not people who deal with devising such models, but with
the question of distinct opposites in society between the ruling and the oppressed classes. He
also emphasizes that it is wrong to claim that socialism wants the tyranny of society over
personality, as maliciously asserted by Jovanovi¢. Socialists also think that the social order
is maintained willingly, that laws are adopted with the general consent, that leaders are
electable, accountable and replaceable, while society should encourage development of all
characteristics of the members of society. Finally, according to Markovi¢, Jovanovic is also
wrong when ascribing socialists the principles of the women’s community. In Markovi¢’s
opinion, socialists were the first to reject the view of the woman being “male property”
and that is why they were the first to stand up for women’ equality in society (Ibid., p. 96).
The specific feature of the 19"-century socialist ideas, according to Markovi¢, is that
they developed under the influence of the progress of natural sciences and the research of
the phenomena in society by applying the scientific method. By the scientific method he
refers to historical and dialectical materialism. From the formulations in his text, it is easy
to recognize the ones that are obviously quite similar to the formulations from, for example,
The Communist Manifesto by Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels (Marx, Engels, 1848, vol. 7,
pp. 377-405; Vratusa Zunji¢, 2018). Moreover, Markovi¢ emphasizes that socialists examine
the natural laws of the society development. He thinks that Jovanovi¢ is unfamiliar with the
scientific socialist literature of the time, e.g., the works by Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels,
and their critique of political economy, as well as the socialist practice of the International

Markovi¢ had a scholarship of the Principality of Serbia during his studies in St. Petersburg; that he
lost his scholarship because of his articles criticizing the despotism of governors in the Principality
of Serbia under the suzerainty of the Turkish Empire; that he had a conflict with Bakunin within the
Russian branch of the International Workers’ Association or the First International, when he moved
to Zurich after losing his scholarship; that he was sentenced to nine months in prison because of his
article attacking the authorities in 1874; that in prison he continued writing and left it in poor health;
that chose exile in order to avoid being arrested again; that he died of tuberculosis in Trieste on 10"
March 1875, on his way to the Adriatic Coast to recover, in line with the doctor’s recommendation...

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Working Men’s Association. That is why there is not a multitude, but only one socialist
system - collectivism. Therefore, Markovi¢ dedicates a whole chapter to pointing to the
difference between Proudhon’s “mitielist anarchist system” and socialist collectivism: the
former is founded on private property, and the latter on collective property (Markovi¢,
1995, pp. 125-132).

Markovi¢ analyzes Jovanovi¢’s work about socialism and democracy, criticizing his
non-scientific approach to socialist literature and practice. In fact, he rejects Jovanovic’s
claim that socialists strive for a violent change of power. Markovi¢ points out that it is
rather perfidious to dispute the “barbarianism” of those who are exhausted by suffering,
oppression and poverty when they rebel, as in the Paris Commune, against the order of
social “freedom” and when they stand up in armed resistance against power-holders to
react to the killing of their fellow fighters (Ibid., p. 98).

Markovi¢ reminds that democracy emerged on the historical stage with the bloodshed of
the French Revolution. He points out to the legality and necessity of this struggle for freedom
and equality, but believes that democracy has no right to deny the workers’ movement the
tight against the order that replaced the feudal order. The new order continued suppressing
freedom and equality, not allowing a large number of people even their physical survival,
let alone their moral development. Markovi¢ concludes that as long as there is violence
in society, there will be struggle and social upheavals. In fact, struggle is not a socialists’
principle, but a necessary means against tyranny that should be overthrown (Ibid., p. 99).

Markovi¢ continues his debate about socialism exactly where Jovanovié ceases his
debate about it: by examining the differences between democracy and social democracy.

Markovi¢ rejects the enchanting description of the way in which democrats perceive
the social order in which society of justice would be realized, which rules and governs
itself on the basis of equal liberty for one and all. The achievement of this ideal prevents
the establishment of a social system on infinite private property, on the free labour and
competition, with no restrictions by general social agreement or law, since legal restric-
tions of private property would, according to democrats, constitute tyranny (Ibid., p. 100).
Markovi¢ emphasizes that Jovanovic’s idyllic image of democratic society omits the fact
that in modern industrial societies, producers are wage labourers who work for a master,
a private owner of the means of production. In such society, there can be no “freedom of
labour” or any other freedom for the huge majority that must sell its labour to the minority
of large private owners of the means of production (Ibid., p. 101).

Markovi¢ emphasizes that, with the development of industrial production, there
can no longer be any question of the absence of a general organization of capital and
labour. The question is whether society will, by general agreement and for the benefit of
all, organize production so that all members of society are simultaneously workers and
owners of the means of production, that is, both production and property are common, or
whether the capitalist class organize will organize production for its own benefit. Markovi¢
finds Is unlikely that the division of society into capitalists and proletariat is the last and
most perfect form in social development. That is why the people should use social force
to organize common property and labour. In other words, the Serbian people should not
languish in poverty and wait for capitalist production to develop, because in it they will once
again be poor, ignorant and dependent, but instead they should try as soon as possible to
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use social force to organize property and labour, thus ensuring its material wellbeing,
intellectual development and freedom (Ibid., pp. 102-103). This message to the Serbian
people is also the main specific feature of Svetozar Markovi¢’s understanding of socialism
in the central stage of his writing career, which starts from the significant remains of the
traditional solidary and self-government institutions of the extended family cooperative and
the self-government municipality, on which cooperative institutions of common property
over means of production and common labour of all should be built.

On the basis of reading the relevant literature and his direct experience in the course of
his studies in industrially developed societies, Markovi¢ points that with industrial development
it is possible to reach the transformation of individual private property into stockholders’
property and the right to dividends from invested capital, as a specific direction towards
administrative communism governed by the will of joint stock companies. Democrats like
Jovanovi¢ bury their heads in the sand so as not to see this development of non-freedom
based on the collectivizing transformation of private property (Ibid., pp. 105-106).

Markovi¢ sums up the differences between democracy and social democracy in
the following way: 1. democracy takes individual private property as a natural basis of
society organization - in contrast, social democracy takes common, cooperative property
as a natural basis of society organization; 2. democracy does not understand the modern
development of technology and believes that a small estate is an ideal of the social appa-
ratus; on the contrary, social democracy, believes that a large estate relying on scientific
inventions is a necessary condition for the development of humanity; 3. democracy takes
the organization of property and labour by social power (law) as a tyranny of society over
personality; in contrast, social democracy finds such a labour organization a necessary
condition for freedom and all-round development of personality; 4. democracy sees the
state as something separate from society and as a guardian of social order; in contrast, social
democracy sees the state as organized society and sets it a task to be concerned about all
human relations only if in that way it increases happiness and progress of all members of
society (Ibid., pp. 107-108).

Here, Markovi¢ goes on to the key difference between democracy and socialism, i.e.,
the consideration of the differences between private and cooperative property.

According to Markovi¢, Jovanovi¢ bases the man’s property right not on the man’s
work, as socialists do, but on the entire man’s nature, which is manifested through intellect,
will and conscience, freedom and responsibility, diligence, consideration and thrift. Behind
Jovanovié’s eloquence, Markovi¢ reveals the attitude that the one who is stronger, more
skilful and intelligent should have more - this is how democrats and Jovanovi¢ justify the
existing inequality in every class society (Ibid., p. 108).

Markovi¢ sees the predecessor of property rights in the simple fact of appropriation,
“possession” of external objects that can serve man for self-preservation, taking them
away from everyone else, by force as in the animal world, before investing any labour.
The condition for possession becoming and remaining everyone’s right, all members of
one society should have the equal possibility to gain property by possessing it. Every man
has an equal possibility to develop his skills to an extent allowed by his nature, and every
member has an equal possibility to possess the part of natural objects proportional to
his nature. Otherwise, society is based on force. Social agreement, established either by
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customs or by laws, defines factual rights based on force. Transformation into legal society
is performed under the influence of the factual modification of actual relations, including
property relations due to the need for survival and life, on the one hand, and under the
influence of intellectual development and legal concepts, on the other hand. The starting
point in possessing property is that every man must have something to meet his personal
needs for the purpose of survival. In order to justify property, everyone needs to have equal
conditions for gaining property, and that possibility exists only in society. Otherwise, the
struggle for survival is based on force (Ibid., p. 109).

With the development of social relations, the original private property is destroyed
and a huge number of people have to work for others. Here, individuals appropriate not
only natural objects that they did not produce, but also the labour of other people. Labour
as the original basis of property is completely erased. Thus, socialists establish the right of
common property, which gives everyone equal conditions for gaining ownership over tools
and means of production. When everyone has the right to use means of production under
the conditions determined by society in an equal law for all - then everyone is ensured
property in civilized society and the possibility for free and all-round development. To so-
cialists, only labour gives the right to property and not ownership over capital. Everyone has
the right to property in proportion to their labour. Every person has the right to property
and, to make it a factual right, and not only the right by its name, society must ensure all
of its members the possibility to gain property, i.e., common property must be established.
For private property to be converted into common property, it must be subordinated to
general law, and everyone must participate in the enjoyment of property in a single workers’
association or a municipality (Ibid., pp. 110-113).

Markovi¢ here begins a detailed analysis of the social system of social democracy.

According to Markovi¢, the internal organization or structure of society constantly
changes and it is wrong to imagine a form of society being steady and unchangeable. Socialists
believe that society is constantly developed and organized on a better basis if people more
clearly understand their nature, their needs and social laws and are, accordingly, more ca-
pable of being organized better. Markovi¢ bases his research of the social systems of social
democracy on the years following 1848, from the emergence of strong parties in society actively
working on social transformation, such as the International Working Men’s Association.

Markovi¢ denies having a large number of ideas about the socialist system, claiming,
in a somewhat simplified manner, that Lassalle’s (Ferdinand Lassalle, 1825-1864) system is
merely a limited and somewhat mutilated system of Louis Blanc (Louis Jean Joseph Charles
Blanc, 1811-1882), and that collectivism of the International is exactly a developed system
of Louis Blanc®. The claim formulated in this way will show a careful reader of socialist and

> This is how Markovi¢ sums up the ideas of socialists and social democrats of the First International.
Lassalle establishes a workers’ state by universal suffrage of all members of the state. The state helps
with loans to form workers’ producer associations. The state has the right to control the social enter-
prise and the right to liquidate it if the social enterprise’s affairs are going badly. The company returns
the borrowed capital to the state with interest. Lassalle defended himself by saying that he could not
publicly express his idea in its entirety, since in public he had to keep within the limits of existing laws
that recognized the right of workers to associate and state aid to useful enterprises. In fact, according
to Markovi¢, Lassalle had already imagined the total destruction of capitalist production and labour
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communist literature that in Zurich Markovi¢ did not completely shifted from the attitudes
of socialists and social democrats in the International Working Men’s Association to the
historically and materialistically determined dialectical standpoint* of the communists
within the First International (Vratusa Zunji¢, 2022).

Collectivism as the most developed system of social relations, according to Markovi¢, is not
the work of one man’s thinking, but it arose from a social need itself, as a thought of the whole
social democratic party organized in the International which, in turn, emerged through natural
development of industrial society and proletariat in it. Among socialists and communists,
Markovi¢ particularly focuses on Marx who, with his theoretical work largely developed the
idea of collectivism. Markovi¢ observes that, at the same time, English legislation has largely
begun interfering in the citizens’ economic relations (working hours, time spent by students
in school, state supervision of health conditions, workers’ lives). He points out that there is
only one step from the regulation of property and labour by state laws to the organization
of labour and property by social laws, relying first on mechanical production, which makes
private property impossible. Then, collective property of the cooperative is not private
property of the workers” cooperative, but public social property. All means of production
belong to the state. However, the state does not rule over them at its own will, but on the
basis of the law it assigns a certain share to each cooperative, and each cooperative rules
over a certain amount of capital. Workers’ associations are grouped by profession, but like
municipalities, they are obliged by general law to admit new members to their circle and
take care of schools and education, carry out public affairs, and all state and social activities.
Therefore, the collective cooperative is at the same time a social and economic unit, the
basic element from which entire society is assembled (Markovi¢, 1868/1987, pp. 116-117).

Markovi¢ emphasizes that the municipality and the federation of municipalities’,
advocated by the Slavs, in particular the Russians and the Serbs, do not differ in social
democracy from the collective system. However, they should not be mistaken for the me-
dieval municipalities - small, poor, scattered, with poor means of transportation. Among
the Slavs, the municipality quite often was the same as the republic - a political body that
can exist as a separate entity — an economic cooperative®.” Markovi¢ underlines that the main

organization by the state, but first the workers’ state was necessary. Until then, producer associations
are still based on private property, but they very easily allow for the further transformation of the
private property law of the producer cooperative into public law. In Louis Blanc’s work, Markovi¢
finds that the state immediately emerges as the organizer of all production. Production associations
founded by state capital do not compete among themselves at all. For general and government needs,
they put aside part of their earnings (Ibid., pp. 114-115).

7 Markovi¢ is completely aware of the fact that in developed industrial societies the municipality
almost no longer exists, but it is commonly present among agricultural nations, where private own-
ership over the land and municipal ownership still exist. This mixture of different types of property
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socialist principle is that labour and property, as well as all social and economic relations and
public affairs, are regulated and changed by general agreement and law. He concludes that the
law of social development implies that every social unit (municipality) strives to develop
capacities to produce all its foodstuffs on its own, while to resort to exchange only when it
cannot produce something: exchange is reduced to what costs the least to be transmitted:
knowledge, science, skills, and man himself (Ibid., pp. 118-119).

The answer to the question that is crucial for the order of labour and salaries in the
socialist municipality — how much is man’s mechanical labour worth - and determining
the value of human labour as a value of the products that may compensate for the man’s
used strength is taken by Markovi¢ from the first volume of Das Kapital (Marx, Engels,
1867/1977). However, the worker produces more than is necessary for the reproduction of
the used labour in order to live better, to facilitate his work and obtain different amenities,
when there is common ownership of the means of production. Similarly to Louis Blanc,
Markovi¢ thinks that the members of the socialist municipality should put aside another
third of the earned funds for fulfilling general requirements in the municipality and the
renewal of the means of production or capital that facilitates work in the common municipal
property or workers’ union (Markovi¢, 1874/1996a, pp. 120-122).

Collectivism founds social transformation primarily on the mechanical production as
a basis of labour organization and work time allotment. Mechanical production divides all
complex jobs into the simplest mechanical operations. In this manner, the question is resolved
regarding the amount of necessary labour and its quality required for the production of a new
product, ensuring that its price is in line with its value. There cannot be “surplus” production
and “trading crises” because in society precise statistics of labour are kept in all professions,
statistics of all production means and statistics of products. Inventions improving produc-
tion are immediately introduced in all production units instead of producers competing to
apply the new technology first in order to gain extra-profits before the others apply it too.
Money remains solely a means of exchange, not the master of production. (Ibid., p. 123).

With the development of education and morality in society, according to Markovi¢,
everyone would work in compliance with their strength and need. He believes that the entire
municipality can be organized as a family, which would constitute total communism. He
speaks of the interim stages through which society can go in its conversion from private
property to collectivism. If knowledge is developed en masse and if technology is developed
more, it will be easier, faster and more complete to apply the collective system. Collectivism
refers to general principles of an active party working on implementing those principles.
Markovi¢ had in mind working on winning the trust of the public opinion for the principles
of collectivism, and then organizing whole society at municipal, county and national as-
semblies through legislation. In other words, he did not exclude the possibility of social
revolution by evolution, through the majority victory in elections. The deficiencies of the
system and the means for their rectifying through general agreement and in line with the
people’s needs would be seen only later, in life and work. Therefore, Markovi¢ believed in
the non-violent, parliamentary path in reaching socialism wherever it was possible. He
concludes that everyone can see that socialist principles are implemented in today’s society

can also be found in France, Germany, Italy and Spain, where there are farmers’ social municipalities
and workers’ cooperatives by occupation.
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and that historical development of society itself shows that these principles must be imple-
mented. With unwavering conviction, Markovi¢ concludes as follows: “And those nations
that are not discerning enough to realize them with a developed awareness of their needs
will be forced to realize them by necessity” (Ibid., p. 124). It should be noted that Markovi¢
is an evolutionist determinist after socialist Darwinists, when it comes to the inexorable
course of natural laws of socialism development in the future®°.

Here Markovi¢ returns to the principles of the social state inwards - common
property and contractual labour organization. These principles erase all historically
determined rights of the state to a certain territory and to the privileges of some persons
and classes, which become habitual and are maintained by force. In the social state, the
government is never placed from above and it does not exercise the right to power from a
higher source such as the nation. The government is a simple proxy of the people, not only by
its origin but also by its everyday position of responsibility towards the sovereign people who
govern. The social state organizes society. It creates the conditions for material well-being,
education and establishment of morality and freedom. The need fades for the tyranny of
the police, courts and arty for maintaining the order, which are necessary as long as there
are ‘evil” people. Markovi¢ concludes that the social state or federation of decentralized
self-government and relatively self-sufficient municipalities is identical to the destruction of

idea of mutualist anarchism, which only at first sight resembles Svetozar Markovi¢’s idea of estab-
lishing federal association of workers” cooperatives and self-government communes or municipalities,
which are mutually solidary and equal in a fair exchange of produced goods by their working value.
The key difference between Markovi¢’s and Proudhon’s understanding of the federation of coopera-
tives and communes is Proudhon’s aspiration not to abolish private property or “theft’, as is the case
with socialists, but to keep small private property in the essence of the reformed social system, as a
fundamental social relation, i.e., a historical starting point in the development of the capitalist order of
social relations. Markovi¢ criticizes both Proudhon and Slobodan Jovanovi¢ for not having perceived
that small-scale commodity production and property had already been overcome by the historical
development of industrial production and capital concentration and centralization (pp. 125-132).

?  In the following chapter, Markovi¢ focuses on the organization of education in society as one of
the main pillars in the organization of new society. The germ of the branched tree of the educational
system may already be observed in developed industrial societies, such as England: in some factories,
with all forms of abuses resulting from the dominance of private property, the owners are obliged
to let children attend general education classes for several hours a day. With the development of the
application of natural sciences in production, specialized schools are established to prepare workers for
the production with the aid of new technologies. According to Markovi¢, socialist society will provide
general and special education for every member at its own cost. In poor societies it is impossible to
implement the law on compulsory education of children because parents cannot provide financial
support, let alone buy school equipment. In capitalist society, education is mostly a private matter of
every family. In Markovi¢’s opinion, in the societal order, society is obliged to educate every future
member until making him capable of enjoying all the rights and fulfilling his duties, earning for his
living and developing his bodily, general and special intellectual, as well as moral skills (Ibid., pp.
133-134). In socialist society, learning time and working time will be determined by the pedagog-
ical science, and by profits. Markovi¢ points out that, educated by life and work in socialist society,
man will become moral in case society itself is based on morality in all its segments, from family to
workplace — everyone needs to behave in line with moral values (Ibid., pp. 135-138).
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the force-based state with privileged classes. The people must see to it to abolish all bureau-
cratized ideological classes in society: judges, legislators, lawyers, as well as police officers
and soldiers. Every citizen should be the defender of the country and the order through the
development of well-being and education (Ibid., p. 139).1°

With the expression social revolution Markovi¢ denotes every abrupt shift in social
relations in which the very foundations of the social apparatus change, and which gives a
completely different direction to the civilization of that society, as was the case in France in
1789, when the feudal system of ownership relations was replaced by capitalism, together
with private and public law, or in Serbian revolution of 1804. against the Turkish rule and
spahi relations"'. Markovi¢ anticipates that in all capitalist countries an upheaval will occur
in the future that will gather private property in society and establish common property
through long and gradual development of education and morality. He seems to have an-
ticipated Lenin’s (Vladimir Ilyich Ulyanov Lenin, 1870-1924) perception of revolution
(Vratusa Zunji¢, 2020, pp. 1068-1094) when writing that revolution is an inevitable product
of sharpening contradictions among defenders of the old order, which has become unbearable
to its opponents. After the abrupt revolutionary upheaval and destruction of the old system
of social relations, instead of the destroyed relations, new ones are established with the
labour of many generations (Markovi¢, 1874/1996.a, p. 144).

Markovi¢ highlights the difference between total liquidation of the old order to the
benefit of the people and the liquidation in which the people suffer damage, as in the
French Revolution, when peasants had to buy the land of the former landowners. Capitalists
benefited most from the privatization of municipal and part of church property. Just as
Marx, Markovi¢ thought that in England, as the most developed industrial country, it was
quite likely that the labour party would come to power after winning the trust of the majority of

10 In the following chapter, Markovi¢ asserts that, according to the principles of the state outwards,
every society marks its territory by fences while territory is taken by force.

Markovi¢ admits that it is quite likely that in many countries first there will be a division into na-
tionalities and grouping by nationalities. It will depend on the social and intellectual development of
various nations and nationalities. However, according to Markovic, it is possible to predict that, just
as in North America and Switzerland, different nationalities will be brought together in an increasingly
closer union with no force at all. A new nation will emerge before or after the unification both by blood
relationship and by language. The state as a whole of social municipalities and cooperatives will exist
as a separate whole from other social units as long as it does not include the entire world (Ibid., p. 141).
' Markovi¢ wrote in greatest detail about the radical transformative Serbian revolution of 1803 and

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the people in elections and conduct a social revolution on behalf of the people. Social society
is obliged to find former owners occupations that would suit their skills to earn for a living.
Markovi¢ thinks that the compensation should be provided for expropriated property or
that property should not be taken only from those who earned it with their own hard work.

Slightly opposing the aforementioned idea of agricultural socialism, in which Markovi¢
points out that the Serbian people should not resign to poverty and wait for the development
of capitalist production in which they will once again be poor, ignorant and dependent;
on the contrary, they should do their best to use the social strength and organize common
property and labour, thus ensuring themselves material well-being, intellectual develop-
ment and freedom (Ibid., pp. 102-103). Further in the same text, Markovi¢ points out that
it is impossible to speak of a social revolution and liquidation in agricultural societies with
small owners, in which there is not a single class that governs over all means of production.
He illustrates it with an example of mixed economy with the concentration of capital in
urban centres and decentralized small-scale ownership in the village. That is why, in his
opinion, the social revolution failed in the whole of France, lasting only three months in
the isolated Paris Commune in 1871, because throughout France it was impossible to im-
plement the instruments of the social state as those in Paris, since industrial workers did
not find any support among peasants (Ibid., p. 145)."* The failure of the Paris Commune,
however, discouraged neither Markovi¢ nor Marx and Engels (Marx, Engels, 1871/1997).
That Markovi¢ did not become faint-hearted is proved by the articles such as “Does the
commune still live?” Namely, in the activities of the International Working Men’s Association,
Markovi¢ saw a powerful actor in the field of social struggles between capitalists and workers,
announcing social revolutions in the future as well. Those future communes would also
have a gigantic task like the one faced by the Paris Commune - in the difficult conditions
of civil and international war with the superior armies of the domestic ruling class and the
besieging enemy troops of a foreign military power, to resolve on a daily basis the question
of the solidary and cooperative socialist organization of the population subsistence and
self-government without professional army and police, since armed citizens, elected and
replaceable, are defenders of the autonomous municipality, as self-sufficient and self-gov-
ernment as possible (Markovi¢, 1872/1995g, pp. 48-51).2

Despite these warnings about social postulates of a successful social revolution,
Markovi¢ concludes his thoughts about this topic with the following words:

In the absence of such
political organization as the International Working Men’s Association, revolution will, according to
Markovi¢, collapse in a meaningless struggle which will be used by some parties to the detriment of
the people (e.g., in Spain) or the people will set up a temporary organization that will seem best at
that moment, which will lead to a series of rebellions, upheavals and revolutions in the near future
(e.g., in Serbia after 1815, or in France in all of its revolutions (Markovi¢, 1874/1996a, pp. 146-147).
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“There are nations who find themselves in such unbearable conditions that their
terrible situation provokes them to revolution. They have no real idea of a better social
order, they are only convinced that it cannot get any worse and that they can only gain if
they overthrow the existing state of affairs, no matter what happens afterwards. In that
case, ‘social revolution’ and ‘social liquidation’ are truly justified. Those were the circum-
stances in Serbia until 1804. Those are the circumstances in the Russian Empire now, and
probably in many European countries today” (Markovi¢, 1874/1996a, p. 152)™.

In the last article with the topic of socialism, entitled “Conversation with Youth’, Markovi¢
sums up his critique of socialism or “social science” from the perspective of all “principal”
and “non-principal” parties. Namely, particularly at the moments of irritation by socialism
due to feeling powerless before the socialists’ arguments which were stronger than their own,
these parties often depicted socialists as a gang of robbers who are trying to burn and plunder
everything, then as a crowd of “spoiled children” shouting nonsense about something they
heard from someone, or as a doctrine that might in itself be truthful and good, but only in
the distant future, since currently the priority must unconditionally be the unification of the
Serbian people. According to these critics, socialists allegedly disturb the implementation of
this wise plan. Markovi¢ states that all these critics of socialism cannot learn anything because
they have proclaimed themselves as «authorities®, and that is why he does not address the
aforementioned critics. In this text he addresses only youth that, in his opinion, “has neither
claims nor prejudice, but wants to know the truth” (Markovi¢, 1874/1996a, p. 148). However,
in the further text, we will see that youth definitely has both claims and prejudice. We will
notice that at the very beginning of the text Markovi¢ idealizes young people to a certain
degree, because they are allegedly more receptive to socialist left-oriented ideas due to the
idealism typical of youth. In his subsequent presentation, however, Markovi¢ emphasizes
that youth very early becomes rather stratified ideologically within itself into followers and
opponents of the socialist social science (Ibid., pp. 148-149).

He also repeats that socialism is “a set of scientific principles which cover all human
relations in society, the organizing principles for the municipality, the county, school, legis-
lation, any other profession and institution”. When these principles or reforms are applied
in society, they contribute to the well-being of the people. That is why Markovi¢ emphasizes
the significance of making this principles of the state and society organization familiar to
the people. He correctly stresses that unless these principles permeate all strata, it is quite
likely that people will not allow to be put into a foreign mould”, but will organize everything
by scientific principles and by their own needs. Just as enlightenment thinkers and, sub-
sequently, Lenin (Vratusa Zunjic’, 2020), Markovi¢ points out that national development
depends primarily on the nation’s intellectual development. In that development, the first
place is taken by social science, particularly socialism, because these sciences speak of the
structure and functioning of society itself, on which man’s survival and development depend
((Markovi¢, 1874/1996.a, pp. 148-149).).

Markovi¢ also examines the significance of socialism for the internal circumstances
in the Principality of Serbia. He repeats that socialism is not a principle of a sect, nor is it

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a new religion or a ready-made recipe thanks to which everything in Serbia will be milk
and honey. Socialism is a science of society that is relevant for every nation since it begins
thinking about itself and its progress, of joining society, of assembling the state and different
institutions in it for its own benefit. Markovi¢ lists the following examples: the municipality
and the county should be social units for economic organization of society and not only
“administrative bodies for the facilitation of ‘supreme governance™; finance should be a
social institution for exchanging and crediting society, for trade monetary flow, as well as for
the administration of “social” income and expenditure, and not just a means in which “the
state acquires necessary income”; school should educate and specialize physical labourers
and not only prepare civil servants or intellectual aristocracy; legislation should organize
society (in line with the social-democratic principles of the science of society) and not only
create “regulations” and “order; the form of society in which people are really sovereign,
while all authorities are (replaceable) representatives of the people, mere executors of the
people’s will, in which there is no professional arty and police defending the forceful bu-
reaucratic order since (armed) people defend on their own the socialist, communitarian
form of society (a federation of self-government municipalities) etc. (Ibid.).

Markovi¢ emphasizes that we do not know at what speed social-democratic ideas
penetrate into the people or how much time it takes those ideas to change the people’s
course, customs and habits, i.e., to be realized and become the institutions of the people’s
life. He also believes that these ideas will reach the masses sooner if the educated minority
tries harder to explain those ideas to the people and to spread them, which is the actual task
of socialist literature in Serbia. We can also see here that Markovi¢ advocates for the idea
of the enlightenment and of Russia agrarian socialists, and subsequently of Lenin, about
introducing the awareness among the masses of people from outside, through socialist
political and realistic literary agitation (Ibid.).

CONCLUSION

After the presentation of Svetozar Markovi¢’s understanding of socialism and the social
question, i.e., socialist revolution, the author of this text thinks that she has succeeded in
showing that, due to the further appearance in the press and the maturation of Svetozar
Markovic’s ideas about the title topic, Socialism and the social question (Markovi¢, 1874/1996a),
this text is the best source for gaining an insight into Svetozar Markovi¢’s entire oeuvre.
The most suitable for that purpose is not Markovi¢’s most extensive and best-known work
Serbia in the East, written two years earlier (1872/1995a)** '¢. The thesis formulated in the

15 The publication of Serbia in the East in Radenik issues 4-16 and 18-19, between 13" January and
18" February1872, was suspended by the censorship in issue No. 22 of 27" February 1872, while the
editorial board made the following announcement in the advertising section: “The continuation of
the articles entitled Serbia in the East did not stop through our will. They were suspended halfway
through and can no longer be published in this journal. Due to such inconvenience, this issue did
editorial not come out on time. That happens to us more and more often, and that is why would
like to apologize to our readership for running late with our journal” (Markovi¢, 1872/1995, p. 243).

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previous sentence can be supported by the quote from the very end of the work Socialism
and the social question, which sums up all fundamental ideas of Markovi¢’s socialist program
of preparing the masses for the exercise of their civilian rights by evolution or revolution,
depending on the current internal political conditions, i.e., the intensity of the despotic
fear-mongering of the bureaucracy of the regency after the assassination of Prince Mihailo,
on the one hand, as well as external political relations with neighbouring nations and great
powers, on the other hand:

“The practical meaning of socialism to the internal and external development of the
Serbian nation is contained in this: the social transformation from inside, based on national
sovereignty and municipal self-government; the revolution in Turkey and the federation on
the Balkan Peninsula...” (Markovi¢, 1874/1996a, p. 155)".

This conclusion will focus on the (non-)fulfilment of the aforementioned first thesis
of Markovi¢s political testament referring to the social transformation from inside, based
on national sovereignty and municipal self-government.

Markovi¢’s socialist ideas indisputably had a strong influence on Kragujevac youth
being educated abroad, as well as the industrial workers ion the foundry, at that time run by
Sava Gruji¢, Markovi¢’s friend from student days. Markovi¢ spread his influence through the
journal Oslobodenje (Liberation, which he founded after leaving prison and published his
articles in it. This journal was prohibited by the government in March 1875, after Markovic’s
death, because his friends had continued publishing criticizing articles in it. The great influ-
ence of Markovi¢s ideas, particularly in Kragujevac, is proved by the rebellion arising in this
town on 27" February 1876, after the failure of the electoral fraud by the regency government
and the victory in the local election of several radical-socialist representatives, followers of
Svetozar Markovi¢, for the National Assembly (Stokes, 1990, p. 97). These MPs adopted the
program of the First International and, in line with Svetozar Markovi¢’s recommendations,
agitated for the establishment of a free socialist self-government community of municipalities
among peasants as well, having in mind their need for government subsidies for meeting
rural requirements (McClellan, W, 1964). The rebellion in Kragujevac was called Red Banner
(Mitrovi¢, 27 February 2024) because the workers of the foundry and the radically-socialist
oriented citizens celebrated the victory in the repeated voting by marching through the town
and carrying a red banner with the word from Markovi¢’s well-known idea about the socialist
organization of every municipality and the workshop: “Self-government” (Banac, 1988, p.
155). The slogan of the Paris Commune from 1871 was repeated: “Long live the republic”
Prince Milan Obrenovi¢ (1854-1901, ruled Serbia 1868-1889), fearing from a rebellion like

to the socialist potential of the remains of the extended family cooperative and the self-government
rural and relatively self-sufficient municipality, for the direct transition to the internal construction
of socialism in the chiefly agricultural bureaucratized and despotic Principality of Serbia, with its

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the Paris Commune occurring in Serbia, ordered the army to use force to stop this celebration
(Stokes, 1990, p. 97)"%.

Markovi¢’s ideas of the self-government municipality with the republican political or-
ganization and economic workers’ self-government cooperatives, which rely on the domestic
tradition of general popular self-government in village municipalities, and the revolutionary
rebellion “Red Banner” in Kragujevac, also influenced theoreticians and practitioners of
integral self-government in former Yugoslavia, for example, Edvard Kardelj (Kardelj, 1973,
pp. 509-521). Like Svetozar Markovi¢, after the clash with the Information Bureau of the
Communist and Workers’ Parties and Stalin in 1948, Yugoslav communists shifted their
orientation from imitating the political and economic organization of social relations in the
Soviet Union during Stalin to the development of the domestic self-government tradition.
In the spirit of Russian socialist populists and Markovi¢, they also, after the period of so-
called state socialism 1945-1951, resumed the viewpoint of self-government tradition from
more recent history of the National Liberation War, the Republic of Uzice and the National
Liberation Committees (Petranovi¢, 1988, p. 342). Namely, from that viewpoint, it was
not completely utopian to belie e that it was possible to abolish the bureaucratic parasite
state-socialist administration apparatus through the development of self-government of
the “working people” on the socialized means of production and in territorial units from
the local community, through the municipality and region, to the federation of socialist
republics and provinces (Vratusa Zunjié, 2000, pp. 497-505; 2012, pp. 105- 128).

This paper will not address historical, economic, political, social and ideological
reasons for the failure of the consistent realization of integral self-government in former
Yugoslavia and the restoration of capitalism. We will only say that integral self-government
constitutes “a memory of the future” for all those who have not abandoned the part of
Markovi¢’s program referring to “social transformation from inside”
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
