SVETOZAR MARKOVIC - THE TEACHER WITH
EMANCIPATORY ENERGY. THE PREDECESSOR
OF HISTORICAL SOCIOLOGY AND THE PIONEER
OF THE SOCIALIST IDEA IN THE BALKANS

In the history of the humanity’s progressive thought development, there are so-called
sunny personalities (D. Kalaji¢) who, with the strength of their intellect and heart, rise to
the magnificent pedestal of dignity and respect, becoming a permanent model and inspi-
ration to new generations.

In the humanity’s imaginary museum, in the pantheon of science and pan-humanism
and the collective memory of the Serbian nation, the name and work of Svetozar Markovi¢,
as a thinker of freedom and self-government, will be an eternal light — with the strength of
wise messages and active kindness. He was the first Marxist and socialist in Serbia and the
Balkans; the founder of the socialist radical party and the revolutionary paper Javnost (Public).

Svetozar Markovi¢ was born in 1846 and died in 1875. He was born in the vicinity of
Jagodina. After completing technical studies, he got his further education and ideological
upgrading from the works of Chernyshevsky and Karl Marx. His life was like a meteor. He
had a very short life in biological terms (he died early, at the age of 29), but like a phoenix,
he is reborn in the collective memory of the Serbia people. He is described by many as
a talented journalist and pioneer of socialist thought in our country and in the Balkans.
However, it should be pointed out that with his creative work. He is the predecessor and
founder of historical sociology among the Serbs.

Milojica Sutovi¢ (Sutovi¢, 2012, p. 134) writes about Markovi¢ as a pioneer of sociol-
ogy in Serbia. Apart from his contemporaries and followers, numerous Serbian scientists
and authors of the 20™ century wrote about Svetozar Markovi¢’s scientific work and ide-
ological-theoretical orientation, from Jovan Skerli¢ (Skerli¢, 1922), Slobodan Jovanovié
(Jovanovi¢, 1920), Dragoljub Jovanovi¢ (Jovanovi¢, 1946), Miroslav DPordevi¢ (Pordevic,
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1972), Andrija Stojkovi¢ (Stojkovié, 1972, 1999), Najdan Pasi¢ (Pasi¢, 1981), Mihailo Markovi¢
(Mih. Markovi¢, 1997), Latinka Perovi¢ (Perovié, 1985), Milo Markovi¢ (Markovic, 2005),
Milovan Mitrovi¢ (Mil. Mitrovi¢, 1982), Milan Kovacevi¢ (Kovacevié, 1990), as well as
numerous foreign scientists and researchers in West Europe, Russia, Bulgaria and Poland.

Even today, 150 years after his death, there are still ongoing controversies and debates
in literature about the character of his work: whether his teaching may be determined as
Marxist and social-utopian, populist, liberal or social-democratic.

In the text here, dear readers, we will deal with Svetozar Markovi¢’s contribution to
historical sociology and the foundation of socialist thought and revolutionary movement
in Serbia and the Balkans, and the evaluation of the scientific and political value of his
ideas and messages from the perspective of the importance of their re-actualization for
the program orientation and renewal of the modern left wing’s potential, its social com-
bativeness in the transformation of post-socialist society. Historical sociology was founded
as a transdisciplinary science in the works of Braudel and Wallerstein, and it studies short
and long waves in history as a complex social process by shaping the activities of social
actors in time and space. In our science, Svetozar Markovic is the predecessor of historical
sociology, while Slobodan Jovanovic¢ is its founder.

The focus of our analysis is on two studies by Svetozar Markovi¢: Serbia in the East
u “The Paris Commune (the question of bread and self-government)”.

In his study Serbia in the East, using the comparative historical method, the document
analysis and the research of the development of political-legal institutions, Svetozar Markovi¢
gave a realistic analysis of the changes in the structure of the community and society of
Serbia: from patriarchal, feudal and enslaved to the laborious struggle for own freedom
and independence. The subject of his analysis includes: 1) the period of the Turkish rule in
Serbia; 2) causes and results of the First Serbian Uprising as the Serbian national revolution,
and 3) Prince Milo§’s (Milo§ Obrenovi¢, 1780-1860, ruled Serbia from 1815-1839 and
1858-1860) reign and party struggles over the constitutional order. Markovi¢ first points
to the forms and ways of ruling during the Turkish occupation which lasted for almost
five centuries. The Turks mostly ruled in towns, while village communities relied on the
traditional family cooperative, common property and local municipal self-government - a
sort of autonomy which allowed the people to independently regulate their relations in the
local community. To Markovi¢, those institutions were the centre of the first Serbian revo-
lution in 1804. At the end of the 18" century and the beginning of the 19" century, a crisis
struck the Ottoman Empire, with numerous divides between the centre of authorities and
the renegade Dahijas. It was a period of increasingly pronounced oppression of the Turkish
authorities with numerous taxes, but also of the emergence of the national resistance in the
form of rebellions (Haiduk diversions etc.) exactly as described the anonymous folk poet
in the poem “The Beginning of the Revolt against the Dahijas”: “Village princes are not
for a quarrel, / Turkish gluttons do not want it, either, / But poor peasants, they do want it,
badly, / Because they cannot pay the fines and taxes, / Nor suffer the Turkish evil-doing!”
In the context of such social and political circumstances, Karadorde (1762-1817, leader of

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the First Serbian Uprising 1804-1813) and Serbian dukes (vayvoda) organized a rebellion
in Orasac which, according to both Leopold von Ranke and Svetozar Markovic, is the first
Serbian revolution - the struggle against the Turks, as well as the feudal slavery and institu-
tions of government, for independence and national sovereignty. The First Serbian Uprising
was a herald of the struggle against the Ottoman Empire in Serbia and the Balkans. The
struggle lasted in various forms and stages as late as 1912, when the Turks were expelled
from these territories. The crucial fighters in that struggle were the peasant masses led by
their commanders/vozhds: from Karadorde, over Milo§ Obrenovi¢, to Petar Karadordevi¢
(1844-1921, King of the Kingdom of Serbia 1903-1918 and King of the Kingdom of Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes 1918-1921). In that struggle, the Serbian people showed national
heroism and characteristic patriotism. The struggle for freedom was also paid by huge
sacrifices of the Serbian people both in the 19" and the 20" centuries. It is estimated that
this relatively small people, next to the Russian people, made the greatest number of sacri-
fices for its own freedom and the freedom of other Balkan nations. Unfortunately, because
of the interventionism of great powers and their arbiters in the territory of the Balkans,
the so-called Eastern question will remain open for the sovereignty of the Serbian people
and state even in the 20™ century, while it is also relevant nowadays. The Serbian people
shared the contributions and achievements of the struggle for independence and freedom
with other South Slavic nations, many of which saw Yugoslavia merely as a transitional and
uncompleted union on the road towards creating their autonomous states at the end of the
20" century and the beginning of the 21% century, after the implosion of socialism and the
breakup/destruction of the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia.

This story of the Serbian revolution from the beginning of the 19" century and its
unaccomplished goals was marked by Svetozar Markovi¢ in his study Serbia in the East
as a metaphor about the “torn coat’, while Zoran Pindi¢ (1952-2003, Prime Minister of
the Republic of Serbia 2001-2003) described it as: “Yugoslavia — an uncompleted union”

Svetozar Markovi¢ discovered the seeds of a libertarian tradition in the collective
consciousness and geoculture of the Serbian people that, even during the Turkish rule,
preserved the institutions of the family cooperative and local people’s self-government,
as the centres of the Promethean resistance and libertarian patriotism and struggle for
preserving identity and national sovereignty; these institutions were the strength of conti-
nuity and the result of the First Serbian Uprising;’ In his further analysis, Markovi¢ shows
how Karadorde’s execution and giving his head to the Turkish sultan as a present, led to a
retrograde movement — during Milo§’s “coalition rule” with the Sublime Porte, with nu-
merous compromise concessions and even executions of several Serbian vayvodas and the

institutions — have remained untouched by the Turkish state system. In them, the Serbian people
gathered its destroyed national life and from the it resisted the Turks. The cooperative was an economic
unit, while the municipality was a political unit of the Serbian people. For Turks, it was merely a
source from which they took their income. For the Serbian people, it was a moral and material source
from which it took its strength for the liberation from the Turkish rule. At the very beginning of
the Serbian Uprising, it could be seen that it was the hearth from which the revolution sparked and
destroyed the Turkish state system and, accordingly, it is the foundation of the new Serbian state”
(Markovi¢, 2021, pp. 28-29).
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suppression of rebellions in the Serbian people, for the sake of preserving own power and
getting a firman about the hereditary monarchy rule in Serbia.

For more than half a century, Serbia was ruled by the Serbian-Turkish dual author-
ities, even at the time when it formally got its constitution, and Prince Milo$ continued
his arbitrary reign. Speaking of the way in which Milo$ ruled, Svetozar Markovi¢ quotes
the texts and letters of Vuk Karadzi¢ (1787-1864), who was not only the reformer of our
language, but also our first ethno-sociologist and chronicler of that time. In his letter to
Prince Milo$ from 1832, Vuk Karadzi¢ writes about the prince’s arbitrariness:

“Just as it is mentioned in history that Serbs from Ni§ and Smederevo went to
Edirne and Constantinople and harvested hay for the Sultan, it will also be mentioned that
people from the Uzice and Sokol districts went to harvest for you around Kragujevac and
Belgrade. Let me tell you succinctly: no one is satisfied with the rule of Your Highness - no
one at all, except for two sons of yours; and if they were older, they might also be dissatis-
fied just as anyone else... Today in Serbia, there is no government in the literal meaning
of the word, but you yourself constitute government!” (quoted from: Markovi¢, 2021).

This is what Svetozar Markovi¢ wrote about the alienation of political power and
Prince Milo$ himself:

“The Hatt-i sharif and Berat of 1830 were a fatal blow to the Serbian revolution.
The struggle for the liberation and unity of the Serbian people, and even the very idea of
it, was completely abandoned. Instead, the organization of the monarchy state began in
Serbia!” (Markovi¢, 2021, p. 71).

While Vozhd Karadorde appointed Dositej (Dositej Obradovi¢, 1739-1811), the
Serbian Socrates, for the Minister of Education, Milo§ was afraid of educated people who
might endanger his opportunism. During his long reign ion Serbia, the bureaucratic class
and dynastic parties spread like weeds and spiderwebs, and power was centralized, while the
people were still treated like mere masses, or raya. It is a period of a mixture of feudalism
and emerging capitalism, the initial accumulation of capital, the rise of the merchant and
bureaucratic classes in Serbia, while the vozhd himself was the wealthiest merchant and
absolute ruler supported by the Sublime Porte. In this context, the institutions of the Serbian
cooperative and local people’s self-government were marginalized and suppressed. This
mixed Serbian-Turkish Asiatic system of government is described by Svetozar Markovi¢
as a period in which Serbia was “in the torn coat” which was mended and sewn alternately
by Turkish and Austrian threads. Although our historiographers and political scientists
praise Milo§’s diplomatic strategy in cooperation with the Sublime Porte in the struggle
for gradual achievement and recognition of Serbia’s statehood, during his reign Serbia
lost almost half a century of its struggle for the development of the civil society and the
construction of the modern legal state.

Therefore, in his study Serbia in the East (1872), the first sociological study in our
country, Svetozar Markovi¢ offers a sharp critique of Milo§’s method of ruling. He believed
that literature and journalism should actively serve the people’s needs “and that it was not
enough only to describe our troubles, but also to change the social circumstances”. That
is why this study not only provides a picture of the reality in the new Serbian state, but
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also shows how the concepts of freedom, civil rights, democracy and unity of the nation
were important for Serbian society. It can be rightfully concluded that his observations
and messages from Serbia in the East are still relevant in post-socialist societies nowadays.

In the final part of the study Serbia in the East, Svetozar Markovi¢ writes about the
promotion of internal and external freedom in the new Serbian state, the spread of bureau-
cracy, party struggles, pseudo-parliamentarism and the rise of an unrestricted monarchy. All
these processes, according to Markovi¢, erode authentic values of the Serbian civilization,
such as: mutuality and solidarity in the Serbian cooperative and local people’s self-gov-
ernment. They were replaced by the values of emerging capitalism: initial accumulation
of capital, rise of social-Darwinist selfishness and plunder, which pulled down traditional
Serbian society. Svetozar Markovi¢ points out that in Serbia and in Russia the path to
socialism will take a different direction, with the preservation of traditional institutions, a
combination of tradition and modernization, and not by epigonic imitation of the West. In
this context, Markovi¢ emphasizes the role of people’s self-government as a key institution
for the democratization of the order and the preservation of political and social freedoms
in society, underlining that the best system is the one in which the people is its own ruler.

In his work “The Paris Commune (the question of bread and self-government)”,
Markovi¢ analyzes the experience of the Paris Commune from 1871, underlining that
its participants achieved in practice the basic principle of the municipal sovereignty and
pointed out the project of the struggle for the social republic in France, which would be the
government of the people for the people: an association of free municipalities. Markovi¢ says:
»(...) The Parisian workers defended not only themselves, but also whole France from the
arbitrary rule, no matter what it is called - monarchy or republic” (Markovi¢, 1965, p. 39).

Workers’ self-government, as a form of direct democracy and an association of di-
rect producers, constitutes a political form for social liberation of labour forces and their
transformation into an actor of the socialist transformation of society (Marx, 1960). Marx
thought that the principles of the Paris Commune would live eternally until they have cov-
ered the whole world and become the new reality of humanity. “The flag of the commune
is the flag of a world republic” (Marx, 1960, p. 12).

TRANSITION AS CAPITALISM
RESTORATION, THE POSITION AND
ROLE OF TODAY’S LEFT WING

It can be indisputably said that Svetozar Markovi¢ is not only the predecessor of so-
cialism in our country, but also the torch-bearer of the ideas of self-government socialism
in Serbia and the Balkans. Jovan Skerli¢ wrote about him as “the first apostle of modern
democracy not only among South Slavs, but also among all Balkan nations” (Skerli¢, 1922,
p. 242). Miroslav Krleza emphasized that Svetozar Markovi¢ was the first to raise high the
road-showing banner of self-government in the Balkans, contrary to civil society and the
bureaucratic institution of the state.

Unlike capitalism in the West, societies in Serbia and Russia, according to Markovic,
can avoid the necessary capitalist development and directly transit into socialism through
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the affirmation of the forms of cooperative life and shareholding. His plan for introducing
socialism relied on the radical reform of the Serbian state. He believed that all state insti-
tutions should serve to their main purpose — people’s material wealth, development of its
intellect, morality and freedom. Therefore, he pointed out that it was necessary to destroy
completely the bureaucratic order and allow people to govern the country. To Svetozar
Markovi¢, the question of socialism was the question of people’s self-government. In that
respect, contrary to the centralized bureaucratic government, he underlined the principle
of people’s self-government, emphasizing that, for the workers’ movement, the question of
self-government was the same as the question of bread itself.

A question arises why we rediscover the eternal freshness of Svetozar Markovi¢’s
ideas. What is the secret of their eternal youthfulness?

Because, under the guise of transition in Serbia and the Balkans, we have experienced
social regression, and under the guise of restoring democracy - the victory of neoconserv-
ative forces. Because the so-called liberal revolution at the end of the 20* century turned
into a counterrevolution. Because modernization has turned into counter-modernization.
Because the neoliberal strategy of dependent modernization has been achieved, which
generates the peripheralization of economy, society and culture, and paves the road towards
the establishment of dependent societies, re-colonization of Serbia and the Balkans and
turning them into protectorates.

Critical sociologists in today’s world, such as Immanuel Wallerstein and Pierre Bourdieu,
in their studies After Liberalism (Wallerstein, 2005) and Contre-feux (Bourdieu, 1999), show
that the year of 1989 marked not only the collapse of communism as a system, but also
of liberalism, and that the process was opened of the radical neoconservative restoration
in the world, which brought about the rise of conservative forces — under the label of the
struggle for globalization and promotion of the US system of values.

Fukuyamass thesis of the end of history (Fukuyama, 2002) and Huntington’s thesis
of the conflict of civilizations (Huntington, 2000) may and should be read in the context
of the new geopolitical transition of the world, as the ideological legitimization of a new
constellation of the balance of power and the new system of the distribution of social and
political power in the global system, as a redirection of attention and conflicts from struc-
tural inequalities and symbolic violence to the sphere of differences, today religious and
ethnic, and tomorrow racial ones.

The forces of disunited mega-capital in its globalization, the actors of the system of
asymmetric globalization in the world - in which the rich are getting richer and the poor are
getting poorer — need new ideologists, “troubadours and trouvéeres”. They find and recruit
them in the ranks of intellectuals and semi-intellectuals, analysts and pseudo-analysts who
deal with the new aestheticization of the world, ideological mystification of the relations,
those who, together with the doll-like characters from the society of spectacle, i.e., media
actors, have become new creators of “Bengal fires” Behind their praises of democracy, human
freedoms and rights, globalization, and the combat against terrorism, there is essentially the
interest of big capital, i.e., the giant achieving a McDonaldization function of exploitation
with no boundaries and shameless destruction of human dignity.

Today, the neoliberal ideology destroys the European social system as well. The social
welfare state has become its target. Numerous restructurings and restrictions are being
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carried out in the field of labour and social legislation. Trade unions and left-wing parties
are pacified under the guise of the “third way” (Giddens), for the sake of unobstructed
exploitation both in the world’s central countries and particularly in the countries of the
world’s semi-periphery and periphery. As a manifestation of structural inequalities, there
are increasing disproportions and contradictions between the North and the South. It
takes the least developed countries three and a half centuries to reach the standard of the
developed countries, while 350 multibillionaires possess the wealth equal to the wealth of
50% of the world’s population!?

At the beginning of the new millennium, the social question is being renewed in the
world. Global problems are becoming more acute - in the conditions of an asymmetric
model of globalization and the creation of a unipolar world under the protectorate of the
USA. The European Union as a coalition of big capital, a coalition of financial oligarchy,
techno-bureaucracy and politocracy, expands because of the interests of its transnational
corporations and not because of philanthropy and humanism.

Austrian economist Hans Hofbauer in his study From the “push to the East” to periph-
eral EU integration (Hotbauer, 2004) proves it on a large scale by his analysis, pointing out
why the capital path is accompanied first by the necessary joining the NATO: so that new
masters, governors and new feudal lords — in new colonies — would ensure their money
(wealth, and property.

Of course, domestic elites in the transitional countries of the broader Euro-illusion act,
in the Eurosis spirit, Euro-maniacally, as written by Slovenian sociologist Matja Velikonja
- as if by copying European laws, by replanting European institutions and joining the EU,
we would solve all problems overnight! Ideological illusions!

To be honest, it should be said that joining the EU, as a new type of division of labour,
can be a challenge for a country’s economy, in terms of strengthening its competitive pow-
er, but not at any cost. Moreover, the EU must be an open structure, not a “bloc” one. In
the manner of its selection of the candidate countries for its ranks, the EU seems to have
“double standards” and that it acts chiefly by the NATO’s orders and geostrategic interests.

Finally, something should also be said about the left wing in the modern world. The
left wing has not found an adequate strategy to respond to the changes occurring since the
1990s. The rise of neoliberalism, the strengthening role of the market and globalization have
led to the flexibilization of labour, the loss of work places in industry, and the weakening
role of trade unions. On the other hand, in the neoliberal spirit, the left wing has accepted
sexism and racism as its main ideological targets, neglecting social and economic interests
of the working class, in particular the losers of globalizations (and of transition in former
socialist countries). Although the right wing’s power leads to growing social inequalities,
the conservative ideology with its emphasis on the “care for the people”, by criticizing
left-oriented identity policies and by reaffirming traditional values as well as certain pop-
ulist measures (protection of domestic production, renewal of work places, anti-migration
policy) has found a fertile sole in the part of the working class that feels betrayed by the
traditional left wing.* Through the so-called transition realized as a counterrevolution,

Serbia was robbed, humiliated and made into a dependent society of capitalist periphery.
Its state integrity and sovereignty are being dissolved. It is in the condition of a torso state
dismembered both from inside and outside.

Through privatization, transition has destroyed social economy; not only the social-
ist production relationship was destroyed, but the country has also been deindustrialized
and peripheralized. The working class has been impoverished and marginalized, and the
middle class has been degraded.’ In Serbia of the 21 century, the social question has been
renewed in its sharpest form.

In this context, it is necessary to return to the national combative, humanistic and
emancipatory project of Svetozar Markovic’s libertarian socialism. Despite certain slug-
gishness, hesitations and inability to find their bearings in this turbulent transition period,
I believe that new socialists will boldly raises the banner of self-government against the
forces of restoration and counterrevolution, and that in the perspective of social struggles,
they will democratically and again come to power and open the path towards the socialist
social alternative of development. Socialism is both the past and the future of humanity.
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
