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Abstract: Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢ (1893-1951) was a jurist and politician, MP, and cultural
activist. He is known in the professional community as the defence lawyer at the trial of
General Dragoljub Mihailovi¢. After the end of this trial, Joksimovi¢ was ostracized by the
communists. After he lost his civil rights and was banned from practising law, his suffering
continued with imprisonment, ending in the Sremska Mitrovica Penitentiary. Joksimovi¢
was rehabilitated by a court decision in 2008. Since 2020, the Serbian Bar Association has
established the “Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢” Charter, with the intention of granting this recognition
to strengthen trust in the professional and ethical performance of legal representation.

The authors of this article, based on new sources, present newly discovered data from
the biography of Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢, especially about his family and education in Germany;,
supplementing and correcting the facts used so far. Joksimovi¢ received his doctorate on
the topic of agricultural chambers, which was an important topic in the Kingdom of Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes at the time. In the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes, professional
organization, especially among farmers and workers, was the subject of theoretical and po-
litical debates. The research provides a more faithful picture of Joksimovi¢’s character and
work than that previously known to the professional public. Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢s life and
career took place in the turbulent times of the first half of the 20" century, in the period of
the political crisis in Yugoslavia between the two world wars, the arrival of the “new era” of
idiocratic dictatorship and single-mindedness. Joksimovi¢’s paradigmatic fate is a reminder
of the tragedy of the transformation of Serbian society and the suffering of a large part of
the domestic intelligentsia after the victory of the communist revolution.

INTRODUCTION

On 18" July 1893, in the vicinity of the small town called Varvarin, in the region
known as Temni¢ (Donji Levac) in the Morava Valley, Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢ was born - a
Serbian jurist and politician, known as the defence lawyer at the trial of General Dragol-
jub Mihailovi¢.* Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢ came from a modest but esteemed family of merchant
Mili¢ Joksimovi¢. The family nurtured respect for moral principles and upbringing, while
believing that education played one of the key roles in an individual’s spiritual development.
That is why almost all his brothers had a university degree, versatile education and talents,
interested in writing professional books and in social engagement, while at the same time
advocating the ideals of national and cultural revival.® The Joksimovi¢ family, modest and
honest, did not scramble for government positions and sinecures, but worked hard trying
to contribute to the progress of their people.

It is little known that the Joksimovi¢ family belonged to the educated elite which played
an important role in Serbian politics and society, particularly in the period between the two
wars. Dragoljub, Marisav and Dragi¢ were jurists, Hranislav was a doctor® and Cedomir was
an engineer. Dragoljub M. Joksimovi¢ (1872-1956), the judge and lawyer in the Ministry
of Finance, teacher at the Civil Academy, wrote a number of professional books, while as
an expert for legal and financial matters, he was a member of the Serbia delegation at the
Peace Conference in Paris (1919-1920)” and also awarded by the White Eagle Medal and
the highest French award - the Legion of Honour. Dragoljub was politically active until his

*  This thought by Dragic¢ Joksimovi¢ was published in the magazine Hedgehog (Jez), in the column
Thoughts of great men (p. 3), on 13™ October 1945, when it was already certain that the campaign
of his discrediting was in store. Several days later, on 20™ October 1945, the same magazine (on p.

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retirement after the Great War. As an outstanding member of the National Radical Party and
later of the Independent Radical Party and an MP, he promoted the ideas of the South Slav
unification and radical democracy with the aim of resolving the social question, primarily
the position of peasants and workers. The least information is available about Marisav
Joksimovi¢; we doubt that he was actively engaged in politics because there are no detailed
biographical data about him, apart from the fact that he was the president of the court in
Kratovo (in today’s North Macedonia) (Simonovi¢, 2020, p. 182). Hranislav Joksimovi¢
(1878-1963) completed his studies of medicine in Vienna and his specialization in Berlin.
The participant of both world wars, head of the Medical Service of the City of Belgrade and
inspector in the Ministry of National Health, he performed important duties in medical
societies, wrote books and professional papers from the field of medicine, and received
numerous awards (Simonovi¢, 2020, p. 237; Stanojevi¢, 1928, p. 182). Like his brothers,
Hranislav was also close to leftist ideas and joined the Democratic Party the candidate of
which he was in the MP election after the First World War. Together with Dragi¢, he was
also an associate of the journal Future (Buducnost), the contributors of which included Milan
D. Milojevic, Radovan Kazimirovic, Tomislav Tomljenovi¢, PhD, Tin Ujevi¢, Toma Zivano-
vi¢, Svetozar Pribi¢evi¢, Vladimir Corovi¢, Stanislav Vinaver, and Sreten V. Vukosavljevi¢
(Dragovi¢, 1956, p. 45). Cedomir Joksimovi¢ (1880-?) was an engineer of textile technology.
He completed his studies for textile fabrication in Russia. He founded the Textile Schools in
Panéevo and Leskovac and authored a number of books and textbooks. In order to promote
the struggle of the Serbian people against Austria-Hungary, he prepared a book about the
Annexation of Bosnia and Herzegovina in the Russian language (Simonovi¢, 2020, p. 237;
Petkovi¢, 2020b, p. 97). He also participated in the October Revolution and it is believed
that “he was the first to bring valid reports” about the situation in the newly-established
Soviet Union, even before Dragisa Vasi¢ (Jovanovi¢, 2008a, p. 11, 117; Jovanovi¢, 2008b,
p- 349). He delivered lectures about it in the Group for Social and Cultural Action. This
association was founded by a group of young intellectuals, mostly educated abroad, and
was led by jurist and university professor Dragoljub Jovanovi¢ (1895-1977).% The group
was strongly influenced by French socialists and advocated the research of social problems
and changes. Having in mind that Cedomir Joksimovi¢ returned after his long stay in the
Soviet Union, he was invited by the group to speak about the situation in that country. His
report was published in the journal Labour (Rad) (Jovanovi¢, 2008, p. 290).

Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢ was schooled in Serbia and received his doctoral degree in Ger-
many. After his secondary school education and the graduation from the Faculty of Law,
he worked as a clerk in the Ministry of Finance for a period of time. The researchers of
Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢’s work were completely unfamiliar with the data about his doctoral
studies abroad. Moreover, some inaccurate information was listed: the year of his departure
to Germany, the faculty he attended as well as the topic of his doctoral dissertation. The
authors of this paper explored the German sources and found out that during his doctoral
studies Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢ attended the lectures of eminent professors and that agricultural

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chambers were the topic of his doctoral dissertation. Unfortunately, his doctoral dissertation
has never been published.

After the dissertation, Joksimovi¢ returned to his home country. He was appointed
“serf jurist” in the Municipality of Belgrade, and then began his legal practice. Although he
lived in Belgrade, he never forgot his hometown and became the president of the Associ-
ation of Morava People in 1927 (Pravda, 1927, p. 4). In his birthplace he founded Temni¢
Library and reading room (1919) and initiated the journal Temni¢ Collection (1932), and was
both its editor and publisher.” Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢ was also a member of other associations,
such as “Tradition’, a cultural activist who believed that spiritual revival was the basis for
improvement in the development of society.

Although already politically active during his studies, politics never became his main
vocation; namely, Joksimovi¢ thought that politics was solely an instrument for changing
society. However, politics affected his career and fate. Earlier than intended, he took up
lawyer practice and because of his political beliefs he died in prison. Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢
was a restless spirit, a rebellious critic of the political regimes in Yugoslavia, an advocate
of respecting human rights, parliamentarism and legality. In his party, he promoted its
democratization and reorganization in order to be more efficient and, despite his huge
efforts, he was on the margins of the political leadership until after the Second World War,
and his turning into one of the leading critics in communist Yugoslavia.

After the formation of the interim government Subagi¢-Tito, Dragié¢ Joksimovi¢ was
an MP in the temporary National Assembly of the Democratic Federal Yugoslavia and a
representative of the opposition in the legislation committee. During his short mandate in
this parliament, he became a bitter opponent of the communist regime and the National
Front. In order to restrain repression against political dissenters, he proposed the enactment
of several laws, among which the Law on Freedom from Fear was most frequently mentioned.

During his legal practice, Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢ defended both communists and an-
ti-communists. His reputation of one of the best lawyers in Serbia before the Second World
War was a recommendation for his becoming an ex officio defence lawyer at the trial of
Dragoljub Mihailovi¢. However, the way in which he did it, showing his skill in presenting
facts and denying the claims of the prosecution, did not appeal to the regime and that was
his next mistake that cost him his life. His political persecution followed after Josip Broz
Tito, at the meeting in Cetinje, in July 1946, accused Joksimovi¢ of acting against the new
authorities. Joksimovi¢ was followed by the police, he was deprived of the right to have legal
practice, and after the staged trial, he was arrested and sentenced to prison. He died in the

®  The reason for the publication of Temnic Collection was Joksimovi’s “interest in the local history

of his hometown” (Joksimovi¢, 1932, p. 6). His initial intention was to publish scientific articles from
the fields of history, geography, geology and ethnography on an annual basis, and to use the earnings
to finance the activities of the Association of Morava People in Belgrade. However, the Collection
was mostly self-financed and until the Second World War only three volumes had been published (in
1932, 1934 and 1936). Collections are significant for the exploration of the “Morava” region, Sumadija
and the Morava Valley, that is, the towns of Jagodina, Para¢in and Cuprija and their surroundings. At
the beginning of this century (as of 2007) D. Joksimovi¢’s idea was revived about the publication of
Temni¢ Collection, re-named into Temni¢ Collection and Temnic — thematic collection. Its publishers are
the Historical Archives of Krusevac and the Association for Culture and Art “Logos” from Svojnovo.
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Sremska Mitrovica Penitentiary in 1951. His rehabilitation proceedings were initiated in
2006 and two years later the District Court in Belgrade decided that the conditions were
tulfilled for his rehabilitation.

The reconstruction of D. Joksimovi¢’s biography, based on the new facts and data,
critical re-examination of the existing material, served the authors of this article to show
the events and trials from a different perspective, to decode the “spirit of the time” in the
interwar period and in the first years following the civil war. In a way, Joksimovi¢’s fate is a
paradigm of intellectuals’ suffering in authoritarian regimes in these territories.

CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE BIOGRAPHY

Schooling in Serbia and social activities

Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢ finished primary school in his birthplace (Petkovi¢, 2008, p. 12;
Petkovi¢, 2020a, p. 72). Ba¢ina was one of the few villages in Serbia that had a primary
school with a long tradition. The school (“private”) in Ba¢ina was founded in 1820, while
the state-run school was founded in 1842. He enrolled in grammar school in 1904. In his
short biography in German, compiled in Berlin on 7" September 1921," Joksimovi¢ states
that he attended six years in the Grammar School in Krusevac, and the remaining two in
the First State Grammar School in Belgrade. He studied at the Faculty of Law, the University
of Belgrade, in the Kingdom of Serbia, i.e., the Kingdom of Serb, Croats and Slovenes. He
began his university studies in 1912/1913 and completed them in 1919/1920. He suspended
his studies after the outbreak of the First World War and returned to his hometown. During
the occupation he lived in his hometown, unlike his brothers who withdrew with the Serbian
army. During the Great War, as a clerk with the knowledge of German, he did his best to
help in the humanitarian work with our prisoners-of-war and internees in Austria-Hungary
and Germany, within the Red Cross, but also his compatriots in his home region. That is
why he translated the book about tillage by Julius Jedlitschka,' the head of the county with
the seat in Bacina. Jedlitschka, a Czech by origin, was one of the few officers who favoured
the occupied population; there are contradictory observations about his stay in Serbia,
even claims that he had a negative role in the crimes committed after the Toplica Uprising
(Petkovi¢, 2019, p. 154). Because of his cooperation with Jedlitschka, Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢
was interrogated after the war, but the charges were dropped.

Because he intended to study law, Joksimovi¢ was transferred to a clerical position
in Belgrade. During his studies he passed examinations while at the same time working
in the police and then in the City Court. Out of 16 subjects, he passed most examinations
with flying colours and only in three of them (Criminal Procedure, Administrative Law
and Economic Policy) his grade was “very good” and not “excellent” (UAF, Abt. 604, Nr

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7348, Bl 3r; UAF, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, Bl. 4r). During his studies (1919-1921), Joksimovi¢
tirelessly worked on the foundation of cultural institutions in his hometown. He was the
founder of Temni¢ Library and reading room and also strived for the foundation of the girls’
school and for Bacina getting the status of a small town. He was the secretary and then the
president in the Democratic Students’ Club as of 17" December 1919 (Joksimovi¢, 2002,
p- 59). In particular he encouraged the activities of the cooperative movement in his home
town, striving for the foundation of “a small people’s university” in Bacina (Joksimovi¢,
2002, p. 75) with the aim of cultural enlightenment of the people and village modernization.

On 23" November 1920, after his final year at the Faculty of Law in Belgrade, Joksi-
movi¢ was appointed financial secretary in the Royal Ministry of Finance."? He graduated
in March 1921 and that was the time when he decided to get a doctoral degree in finance
abroad. At the very beginning of 1920 he considered doing his PhD in financial (legal-eco-
nomic) sciences, as he wrote in the memoirs from his youth (Joksimovi¢, 2002, pp. 63-64).
He went to Germany in the second half of 1921 and, after a year and a half, he presented
his doctoral dissertation.

Studies and doctoral dissertation in Germany

Since he was a gifted student and that Serbia and the newly-established stated lacked
educated young people, it is small wonder that Joksimovi¢ decided to continue his school-
ing abroad and that he was supported by the government in it. As he states in his short
biography written in Berlin, he received the approval of the Minister of Finance to take a
year off for further specialization, i.e., for studying finance science at a German university,
immediately after his graduation on 18" March 1921. (UAFE, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, BL. 8). At
that time, the Minister of Finance was Kosta Kumanudi, university professor teaching
Administrative Law. On 6" September, the consulate of the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and
Slovenes in Berlin confirmed that the translation of Joksimovi¢’s university certificate was
true to the original (UAF, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, Bl. 3v).

Joksimovi¢ first went to Berlin. However, he was not enrolled as a full-time student
(matriculated), but was accepted as a guest attendant (UAF, Abt. 156, Nr 7348, Bl. 5r). It
means that, with the rector’s approval, he was allowed to attend lectures, but he had to ask
the assistant professor to attend individual lectures. The reason for it should probably be
sought in the delay in submitting the documents. Namely, the rector’s approval of Joksi-
movi¢s attendance in lectures in the summer semester of 1921 was signed on 5 July 1921
(UAE, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, Bl. 5r). Therefore, the information in part of our historiography
about Joksimovi¢ departed to Germany for studies in 1922 is completely inaccurate because
he did it one year earlier (sic!) (Cvetkovi¢, 2007, p. 90).

At the University of Berlin, he attended economic subjects. One of the lecturers was
famous Professor Werner Sombart who taught the subject Socialism and Social Movement

head after the First World War until his retirement in March 1921. We have not found an answer,
so we can only presume why his stay in Germany was approved on the same day when his brother
Dragoljub Joksimovi¢ became a pensioner.
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(UAF, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, Bl. 5a; UAF, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, Bl. 6a). Sombart’s eponymous
book was published in Serbia the following year, in 1922 (Sombart, 1922)," whereas it had
been originally published in 1896. In Berlin, apart from Sombart’s lectures, Joksimovi¢ also
attended the classes of Professors Eberstadt, Schumacher, Bernhard, Jastrow and Wagem-
kann (UAF, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, Bl. 5a; UAFE, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, Bl. 6a). However, he stayed
in Berlin only during the summer semester of 1921.

In the winter semester of 1921 Joksimovi¢ moved to Frankfurt am Mein. According
to the information in his application form at the University in Frankfurt, he arrived in this
town in autumn 1921. On 3" November (UAF, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, Bl. 1) he was enrolled as
a full-time student (matriculated) and he spent two semesters there. During his studies, he
lived in the boarding house Kulmann in Weser Strasse No. 12 (UAE, Abt. 604, Nr 7348, BL 1;
UAF Abt. 156, Nr 556, Bl. 15). In Frankfurt, Joksimovi¢ also attended the lectures from the
tields of economics, political science and sociology. It remains unclear whether he had the
opportunity to attend the lectures of yet another famous professor. In his student file, there
is information that he attended the advanced practice classes of Professor Oppenheimer. At
that time, in Frankfurt, sociology and theory of national economics were taught by Franz
Oppenheimer. However, Oppenheimer’s name is mentioned only in Joksimovi¢’s student
file. In summer 1922 je submitted his dissertation “Agricultural interest representation
in Germany with special reference to the organization of agricultural chambers” to the
Faculty of Economics and Social Sciences” (“Die landwirtschaftliche Interessenvertretung
in Deutschland mit besonderer Berticksichtigung der Organisation der Landwirtschafts-
kammern”).!* The statement that he wrote his dissertation on his own and that he had not
taken the oral doctoral dissertation at any other university is dated 29" June 1922. Then,
on 15" July 1922, this faculty addressed the Prussian Ministry of Science, Art and People’s
Education asking to permit Dragi¢’s promotion, and the permission was issued on 14*
August. After the spoken part of the exam taken on 17* May 1923, he received the doctoral
certificate (Doctor rerum politicarum) on 22" May 1923. Joksimovi¢’s mentor was Paul
Arndt, professor of Practical National Economy. According to the protocol from the oral
examination, the dissertation was graded 2°by Professor Arndt, 3 by Professor Voigt, with
the general grade 3 (UAF, Abt. 156, Nr 556, BL. 2r) or, satisfactory on the scale from 6 to 1.

It remains to answer the question why Joksimovi¢ chose this topic for his doctoral
thesis. The choice of the topic may have been influenced by his village origin. This hypothesis
gains weight particularly having in mind that one of Joksimovi¢’s preoccupations was the
improvement of the status of the village and farmers, and that he was extremely attached to
Bacina and the region in which he was born. From the Journal we learn about his activities
regarding the foundation and work of the library in Bacina, as well as about his efforts in
Bacina obtaining the status of a small town. The aforementioned conclusion is supported
by Joksimovic’s ties with Jedlitschka, the translation of his text about tillage into Serbian,
as well as his other social engagements. That is why it is quite acceptable to assume that
Joksimovi¢ went to Germany with the intention of studying the practice with professional

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association of farmers for the purpose of better protection of their interests. He wanted to
bring these experiences to his homeland. Therefore, in the introductory part of his thesis,
Joksimovi¢ writes that Germany “by the organization of tillage and the tillage professional
class, may serve as a model to all cultural nations” (Joksimovi¢, 1923, p. 2).

In the last sentence of his conclusion in the dissertation, Joksimovi¢ repeats that the
activities and organization of German agricultural chambers may serve as an example not
only to those countries without agricultural chambers, as was the case with the fatherland
of the author of the dissertation, but also in those countries where agricultural chambers
had exited for a long time (Joksimovi¢, 1923, p. 161). Moreover, he proves that the foun-
dation of agricultural chambers in Prussia was indispensable and that the chambers were
more successful than agricultural associations. In comparison to agricultural associations,
Joksimovi¢ finds the establishment of the chambers an indisputable step forward. Namely,
he says that the establishment of the chambers marks “the beginning of a new epoch in the
development of German agriculture” (Joksimovi¢, 1923, p. 160). In his opinion, German
agricultural chambers proved their worth fully in practice and fulfilled the hopes placed
in them (Joksimovi¢, 1923, p. 161).

Joksimoviés research into agricultural chambers should also be interpreted in the
context of the importance of the cooperative movement in Serbia at that time. Mihailo
Avramovi¢, the founder of the first agricultural cooperative in Serbia (together with Vladimir
Ljoti¢, in the village of Vranovo near Smederevo) and the head of the Main Union of Serbian
Agricultural Cooperatives, also researched agricultural cooperatives in Germany. In 1919,
Avramovi¢ founded the Union of Farmers, while he had published the papers with the
topic of cooperatives even before the First World War. From the Journal we also learn that
Joksimovi¢ was active in the cooperative movement, as well as that he tried to modernize
and reform the movement. In that respect, in his doctoral dissertation he develops one of
the key ideas and proposes the modernization of the agricultural movement by establishing
adequate chambers after the German model, because the chambers had proved to be more
successful in the protection of agricultural interests that was the case with associations.
According to Joksimovi¢, the foundation of chambers like these would be a step forward in
the agricultural movement. In contrast to agricultural associations, chambers are corporate
organizations of the professional class and simultaneously an advisory and executive body
of the government, or something completely different from the cooperatives previously
existing in Serbia. Chambers are a representative and advocate of a professional class as a
whole. In other words, they are legal and public institutions, formed by law and constituting
compulsory institutions for all members of the professional class to which they relate and
have the right to tax them, and have the status of state authority.

Joksimovi¢ himself placed high hopes in the organization of professional classes
based on economic interests, i.e., he believed that such organization was inevitable. More-
over, it should be taken into account that the ideas about the foundation of agricultural
chambers in Serbia had existed before Joksimovi¢’s departure to Germany. We can find
them ion the program of Milosav Kurtovi¢’s Serbian National Peasants’ Unity from 1907.
The program of this political party calls for the reorganization of the Agricultural Council
and “the law prescribing agricultural chambers and agricultural unions whose main goal
would be: exploring and protecting agricultural interests and advancement of all branches
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of agriculture” (Kresti¢ & Ljusi¢, 1991, p. 350). In addition, these ideas about the need for
establishing agricultural chambers as one of the models of protecting farmers, were once
again supported throughout Europe after the First World War. The Kingdom of Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes was no exception in that respect. The discussion about this issue is
also encountered in the debates on the occasion of the Vidovdan Constitution (Pavlovié,
2022, pp. 219-220) and constitutionalizing the provision about “national cooperatives”
(Article 29, Jovanovi¢, 1995, p. 527).

We cannot reject the thesis that the choice of the topic of the doctoral thesis was partly
influenced by Joksimovi¢’s political views. As it has already been said, Joksimovi¢ was a
member of the Independent Radical Party, or the Democratic Party which came close to
the ideas of the European left wing of the time. Moreover, during his studies in Germany,
the ideas of interest representation were popular both among the right and the left wings.
They also found their echo in the left-oriented political organizations and associations in
the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes.

In any case, it is a fact that Joksimovic’s topic of the doctoral dissertation was in broad-
er terms current in Serbia both before and after his stay in Germany, and that organizing
farmers raised interest of both left and right wings. This topic did not lose its importance
even after Dragi¢’s return from Germany. It goes without saying that different groups,
in accordance with their ideological views, had different expectations from agricultural
organizations and from professional associations in general.

On the whole, Joksimovic’s dissertation is a solid school assignment on 161 pages,
composed of the introduction, 14 chapters and the conclusion. In the introductory part,
Joksimovi¢ gives a short history of agricultural organization in the German territory, as well
as necessary statistical data about the historical conditions of agriculture. In chapter one he
describes different organizations addressing the protection of agricultural interests in Ger-
man territories before the foundation of national agricultural chambers in Prussia in 1894.
In chapter two he addresses the activities of agricultural associations, while chapter three
refers to the history of the Prussian law on agricultural chambers. Joksimovi¢ emphasizes
that the foundation of the chambers was the result of political circumstances or the trouble
that the chambers were founded at the time when German economy suffered the blows
of foreign competition (Joksimovi¢, 1923, p. 49). Afterwards, in chapter four, Joksimovi¢
deals in detail with the reasons driving the government to establish agricultural chambers
in Prussia. He points out that the government was aware of the fact that the foundation of
chambers could not be a single measure of rescuing agriculture, as well as that chambers
could not achieve great results in a short period of time. On the contrary, they were seen
as “the first chambers and a necessary step” which should be followed by others. In chapter
five, Joksimovi¢ considers in detail the organization of agricultural chambers, dedicating
special attention to their tasks, foundation, composition and activities, appointment (ac-
cording to the law from 1894 and its amendments from 1920), income and governmental
supervision. He also wrote about the foundation of the chambers in South Germany (the
regions of Baden, Wiirttemberg and Bavaria), where the chambers were established after
those in Prussia. Chapter six refers to the chamber structure according to the laws from
1894 and 1920, where Joksimovi¢ concludes that, according to the former law, chambers
primarily advocated the interests of large landowners, and not of medium-sized and small
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ones, whereas the situation changed in the latter law in favour of medium-sized and small
landowners. The position of clerks of agricultural chambers is addressed in chapter seen,
and the question of financing chambers in chapter eight. Chapter nine deals with the
organization of special forestry, fishing and gardening chambers, while in chapter ten he
elaborates on the issue of executive bodies within the chambers. In the following chapter
Joksimovi¢ writes about Prussia’s Main Agricultural Chamber, while in chapter twelve he
deals with the agricultural chamber of the entire Reich and, in chapter thirteen, with the
foundation of chambers in individual German territories and towns. The last, fourteenth
chapter deals in detail with the activities of agricultural chambers, i.e., units in charge of
special questions, and this chapter is followed by the conclusion.

In brief, Joksimovi¢ never left a single question related to goals, foundation, organ-
ization, work and development of agricultural chambers incomplete or untouched. In the
same mannet, his clearly expressed positive assessment of organizing agricultural chambers
in Germany can never be suspected.

CONCLUSION

The 20* century is the age of huge suffering of the Serbian people. In that century,
the Serbs fought in five wars — two world wars and three local or regional wars. Often
overestimating their strength and real circumstances, the Serbian people did not shrink
from clashing with geopolitical giants, the largest empires, kingdoms and political blocs.
The price paid for freedom was rather high. For example, after the Great War, it was es-
tablished that the Kingdom of Serbia had lost over one quarter of its population, whereas
the estimates ranged from slightly more than one million up to 1,247,000 inhabitants. In
its trail, the war also left a large number of traumatized people and about 300,000 disabled
and wounded soldiers. The country was dramatically impoverished because minimum
two fifths of its national wealth had disappeared (Dimi¢, 2019, p. XII). On the other hand,
severe losses were also caused by political troubles, ideological and political conflicts which
took away the most intelligent and talented figures of Serbian descent. One of them, almost
invisible and forgotten, was Dragi¢ Joksimovi¢, a lawyer, politician and cultural activist.
For the purpose of reviving historical memory, this text recalls important events from his
life and career, as well as reveals new and unknown information about his education and
doctoral thesis defended in Germany. In order to write this article, the authors researched
the archives of the University of Frankfurt am Mein and became familiar with the text of
his doctoral thesis."

For his doctoral dissertation, Joksimovi¢ chose a multidisciplinary topic which was
current at the time. He opted for agricultural chambers that existed in Germany as a form
of professional class association. He wanted to affect, as it is said nowadays, the public
policy reform in the sphere of professional governance and representation, as well as new
institutional models in the functioning of the economic and political system. That is why his
dissertation also had a multidisciplinary character because it covers the fields of law, politics

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and economy. The dissertation title was translated as: Agricultural interest representation
in Germany with special reference to the organization of agricultural chambers. Joksimovi¢
reaches a conclusion that chambers - in contrast to cooperatives — are associations of farm-
ers, organizations of the professional class and, at the same time, an advisory and executive
body of the government. Therefore, they have a different legal nature from cooperatives
existing in Serbia beforehand. Chambers were not based on private law contracts, but were
established by law and, on that basis, they had a legal and public character and performed
jobs of public interest. In other words, they were public and legal institution and are not
voluntary organizations of their members. Chambers were representatives and advocates
of a certain professional class as a whole.

Joksimovi¢ personally placed great hopes in the organization of professional layers
based on economic interests; namely, he believed that such organizing was inevitable.
Moreover, the ideas about founding agricultural chambers had existed in Serbia even before
Joksimovi¢’s research However, by all accounts, Joksimovi¢’s work in that respect did not
receive adequate attention in Serbia, while his career took a different direction.
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
