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Abstract: In modern globalized society, corporations have grown beyond the frame-
works of traditional economic subjects and become key actors in economic, political,
cultural and technological processes. Their economic power, often comparable to or even
larger than the state budgets of many countries, apart from their great impact on global
markets and capital flows, enables them to shape public policies through foundations and
financial support to political structures. The defence sector, being extremely profitable, has
been in the focus of corporations for decades. In technological terms, drones, armoured
vehicles, semi-automatic and automatic weapons, mass surveillance systems are more
often transferring from the military into the police sector. From the social aspect, military
equipment and training entice a “war” mentality in police structures. Taking this into
account, corporations have a huge impact on the process of police militarization, and this
phenomenon is particularly evident in the USA. To prove this hypothesis, our research
will apply a combined methodological approach which consists of the caste study method,
content analysis method and critical-analytical method.

Keywords: police militarization, corporations, foundations, USA, security

Police militarization is a process in which the police functioning system comes close
to the military profession and doctrine, thus reducing the difference between the police and
military methods of work, where the essential difference almost disappears at the very end of
the process. This process is the “use of military rhetoric and ideology, military tactics, strategies,
technology, equipment and units in the police work” (Gale, 2006, p. 72). Although created
after the military organization? the police force is (was) not yet another military branch due
to its specific role in society that, in contrast to the military approach, does not perceive the

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environment as hostile and citizens as a threat. Moreover, the military pattern of behaviour
defined by specific norms of behaviour, such as strict discipline, unquestionable subordina-
tion and the like, is not adequate to the civilian environment where much larger flexibility is
necessary in the work with citizens. In addition, specifically police tasks, for example, solving
murders and other types of investigation, cannot be found in typically military duties.

Nevertheless, the process of police militarization gained momentum in the 1970s,
primarily in the territory of the USA. At that time, police militarization became part of the
general trend in which special measures — usually reserved for extreme emergencies — were
normalized. This process was originally initiated in the USA in the 1960s so that would
police would allegedly oppose extreme threats. The situation was additionally radicalized
when the US government declared the War on Drugs® - first during the mandate of Richard
Nixon (1969-1974), and particularly during the mandate of Ronald Reagan (1981-1989),
which strengthened the idea about military power being necessary for fighting against the
domestic health problem (Adachi, 2016).

During the 1980s and 1990s, the War on Drugs, partly caused by the crack cocaine
epidemic, escalated throughout the country, together with the emergence of criminal street
gangs and related violence. The use of SWAT" teams increased and became the primary meth-
od® of solving problems. Legislative bodies and elected officials increased police authority by
allowing warrants without door knocking and bypassing previous convictions based on the
so-called “castle doctrine”, which limited police officers in obtaining and executing search
warrants. Public concern and fear of crime throughout the United States helped to motivate
the support to the laws enforcing police authorities (Kraska, 2007). The last decades of the
20" century in the USA were marked by shootings, e.g., in North Hollywood, California, in
1997, and high school massacres, e.g., in the Columbine High School in April 1999. However,
what definitely opened the door for police militarization were the September 11 events, i.e.,
terrorist attacks taking place in the US territory in 2001 (Smith & Mather, 2017). The declared
War on Terrorism ensured federal funding and provision of military equipment for the police.
The study of the Center for Investigative Reporting (CIR) shows that the federal authorities
have allotted more than US$34 billion to local police departments since the terrorist attacks
in 2001 (Adachi, 2016). From the War on Drugs to the War on Terrorism, militarization was
a normalization process culminating in police troops’ camouflage uniforms and armoured
personnel carriers that are present at almost every rally across the USA today.

The original SWAT teams were the result of the cooperation with marines, inspired
by the Vietnam War (Singh, 2001). Soon afterwards, elite military units such as Seals and
Rangers began training police officers throughout the country. This training normalizes

*  Military cooperation with the police bodies was defined by the 1981 act which gives the army a
stronghold in home affairs and the War on Drugs, authorizing the military sector to make equip-
ment, information, research institutions and access to military bases available to the police (Lieblich
& Shinar, 2018).

°  Since mid-1980s, militarized police units are used in a broad range of regular police activities. Nist
SWAT “calls” in this period had nothing to do with terrorism or hostages, but they dealt with wanted
persons or drug dealers, which were redefined as high-risk activities. Twenty percent paramilitary
units were used for the routine patrol work (Kraska & Kappeler, 2007).
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militarization not only directly, through SWAT units, but also indirectly, because “regular”
police units train their SWAT colleagues® (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018). Availability of military
hardware made the police use helicopters, camouflage uniforms and battering rams, even
in the case of suspected marijuana cultivation (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018).

The military not only trains the police, but many veterans also join the police after
discharge, partly due to government incentives. The Troops to COPS program in the US
Department of Justice, entitled “Advancing Community Policing Practices”, allots grants
worth millions of dollars every year (US$14 billion since 1994), which are used for covering
the costs of the police officers who formerly served in the army (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018).
Namely, the program provides the police agencies in the USA with the compensation of
US$25,000 per army veteran (Ivie & Garland, 2011). In 2012, the program limited the
employment of non-military personnel (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018), thus additionally en-
couraging the entry of former soldiers in the police service.

After the Cold War, the military began selling (or donating) weapons, surpluses and
technologies to the police, e.g., armoured personnel carriers, M16 rifles and night vision
technology (Kraska, 1999). Two federal programs run by the US Department of Defense —
Program 1122 and Program 1033 - facilitated the acquisition. Program 1122 allows local law
enforcement agencies to buy military equipment at subsidized prices, including weapons
and surveillance equipment’. Program 1033 is even more ambitious. This Program, adopted
by the Congress in 1997m is run by the US Defense Logistics Agency’s Disposition Service.
It ensures the transfer of surplus weapons and equipment to local law enforcement bodies
without compensation (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018).

As the USA began withdrawing from Iraq and Afghanistan, transfers to local police
increased substantially. Only in 2014, the local police received military equipment worth
almost US$1 billion. It is important to point out that most applications come from small
and medium-sized police agencies which are not so well funded as larger agencies, which
probably already possess such equipment. The possibility of getting free military equipment
created an arms race among police agencies. Small agencies saw that larger agencies were
becoming armed, so they did not want to lag behind. Therefore, militarization has become
a matter of prestige (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018)

CORPORATIONS, POLICE FOUNDATIONS AND
THE PROCESS OF POLICE MILITARIZATION
Foundations, as an instrument of corporations, began exerting their large impact on

almost all segments of the US society back in the 19 century, when, in response to their
effect, anti-monopoly legislation was initiated®. At the end of the sixties and the beginning

¢ For the sake of illustration, between 1994 and 1995, in 93% proactive interventions, the police
used SWAT units. During 1995, as many as 29,962 interventions of these units were recorded, which
was an increase by 939% as compared to 2,884 interventions in 1980 (Kraska & Cubellis, 1997).

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of the seventies, the US public received information about close cooperation of foundations
and security services, their huge impact in culture, education, politics, art, international
relations and management of institutions (Purkovi¢, 2021). Of course, because of the main
topic of our research, here we will focus on police foundations.

Police foundations in the USA are a channel through which corporations have financed
the police for decades, thus increasing their role in controlling this institution. The history
of police foundations is inextricably connected with the interests of rich corporate sponsors
which direct their business operations and ensure their financing. The first police foundation
was established in 1971, when the New York Leadership Consortium searched for a way to
finance the police privately’. Today, in almost every larger city in the USA there is a foundation
standing behind police departments and being financed by rich donors and corporations.

Police foundations are an instrument for directing private money into the police
and for gradual militarization of large and small police departments throughout the USA.
As private entities, police foundations and their corporate sponsors protect corporate
interests and increase huge police budgets outside the government supervision, bypassing
responsibility towards local communities. The identities of private donors whose money is
used for the purchase of police equipment and financing police programs should be public
information - particularly if donations come from powerful corporations. However, it is not
the case. While police budgets are usually public documents which must be approved by
locally appointed officials, police foundations direct corporate money and resources towards
law enforcement in a manner that gives advantage to corporations over local communities.

Since late 1970s, police budgets have grown, going beyond the crucially important
social services, even when crime decreased drastically. While police budgets increased
uncontrollably, city budgets for social services were reduced, which led to the closure of
many hospitals and schools (Badger & Bui, 2020). While, for example, the funds for the
basic necessities of children and the elderly have been brought into question, some cities
put aside almost half of their budgets for the police (Cost of Police, 2020). Since 1990s,
police spending per capita went up by 46% at the national level. As a nation, the USA spends
more than US$100 billion per year on the police (Center for Popular Democracy, 2020).

In the United States, there are more than 250 police foundations, one in almost
every larger city (Moraff, 2015; Walby, Lippert, & Luscombe, 2018). All these foundations
enable corporations and private entities to pump money into police departments outside

established which, apart from industrial relations and employees’ work conditions, also dealt with
the newly-established foundations as an instrument of power concentration. In 1915, the Committee
observed that “there was benevolent absolutism being created and power concentration producing
a state within a state, so powerful that the existing social and economic forces were unable to fight
against it” (Purkovi¢, 2021, p. 73).

°  The first modern police foundation was established with the aim of financially supporting the
largest police in the country - New York Police Department. The New York City Police Foundation
was established in 1971, after the police strike and income crisis throughout the city by the Association
for a Better New York, a business association led by an outstanding real estate investor (Trujillo, 2019;
Smith, 2018). Two years later, when the city administration considered the privatization of the police,
this association promised “an open check book” Now with the annual budget of US$11 million, the
New York Police Foundation continues its work with the millions-worth private donations every
year (The Metropole Blog, 2016).
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public funds and supervision (Nahmias, 2017). In a survey from 2014, almost 70% police
departments reported the partnership with corporations, and 46% of them with police
foundations (Police Executive Research Forum, 2014). Every major corporate sector in the
USA, from information technologies to banks, fossil fuels and fast food - many of them
being the most powerful companies in each of these sectors respectively — has a share in
financing and directing police foundations. According to the former director of the New
York Police Foundation and director of the project of the National Police Foundation, po-
lice foundations “serve as a voice of the private sector” (Police Executive Research Forum
Subject to Debate, 2010, p. 6). Furthermore, the past few decades have witnessed a huge
increase in the establishment of foundations. Almost 40% of the police foundations were
established between 2014 and 2016 (Police Executive Research Forum, 2010).

Corporate money from foundations is mostly invested in the equipment used by the
military as well. The police use new surveillance technologies, such as drones and equip-
ment for SWAT teams (Roza, 2020). For example, the Philadelphia Police Foundation spent
almost US$1.5 million for financing equipment such as long-barrelled weapons, drones and
ballistic helmets (Bank of America Charitable Foundation, 2020). The pattern of increased
militarization is also present in other cities. The Houston Police Foundation bought SWAT
equipment, long range acoustic devices (LRAD) and dogs for K-9 unit, while currently it
is raising money for the training facility worth US$10 million, called “a tactical village”
(Shaw, 2020). The Atlanta Police Foundation put aside US$60 million for the controversial
“Police City”, the enormous “Police Training Center” and a tactical village (DC Police Foun-
dation, 2021; Atlanta Journal Constitution, 2021). Moreover, the Atlanta Police Foundation
financed the network of 11,000 surveillance cameras, thus making Atlanta the city with the
most extensive surveillance in the United States (Brett, 2019; City of Atlanta News, 2017).

Financial and institutional contributions of various socio-economic factors, including
the financial sector', real estate companies'!, fossil fuels', universities, media conglom-

10 After real estate, financial corporations are the second largest sector in terms of the participation of
police foundations, with more than 140 identified companies. The employees of the Bank of America
are members of the foundation boards in New York, Boston, Chicago and Charlotte (Sacramento Police
Foundation, 2020). Through its charity branch, the Bank of America donated almost US$700,000 to
the police foundations in New York, Atlanta, Los Angeles etc. in 2017, 2018 and 2019 (Bank of America
Charitable Foundation, 2020). JP Morgan Chase in New York and Truist Bank in Atlanta donated
millions of dollars to the police foundations. Truist Bank donated US$3 million to the Atlanta Police
Foundation through its two charity foundations in 2019, and US$12,000 to the Washington Police
Foundation in 2015 and 2016 respectively. It also gave additional donations to other police founda-
tions (SunTrust Foundation, 2016). The connections of Wall Street with the police foundations include
BlackRock and Goldman Sachs, whose executive director and former Finance Minister Steven Mnuchin
was formerly a member of the board of the Los Angeles Police Foundation. Through its philanthropic
fund, Goldman Sachs donated US$598,500 to the police foundations in Los Angeles, New York, Chicago,
Boca Raton, San Diego and Houston between 2017 and 2019 (Goldman Sachs Philanthropy Fund, 2020).
I Boston Properties, Brookfield, Cushman & Wakefield, Colliers International, Savills, Newmark
Group and CBRE (Jacobin, 2020).

2 Chevron, Shell and Marathon Petroleum, some of the largest fossil fuel companies, are the main
sponsors of police foundations and the police. Marathon and DTE Energy have seats in the board
of the Detroit Public Safety Foundation. Chevron and Hilcorp Energy have seats in the board of the
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erates”, corporations in the field of nutrition* and professional sports leagues', help to
strengthen the structural connectedness of police institutions with corporate interests. At
the same time, the engagement of technological and communication corporations'®, as well
as the companies from security, police, military and defence sectors, which are contracted
to supply surveillance tools for the police organizations, points to potential sources of
conflict in the public space. In that context, the participation of media institutions and
professional sports organizations may be seen as a factor contributing to the generation
of media partiality, the articulation of certain public relations, and the normalization of
intensified, often aggressive police practices.

Houston Police Foundation. Exelon, the largest communal company in the country, financed the
police foundations in Baltimore, Philadelphia, Chicago and Washington. Georgia Power is a board
member and the main donor of the Atlanta Police Foundation (Lakhani, 2020). Entergy, Duke Energy,
Sempra Energy, General Electric, Ameren and CenterPoint Energy also play roles in the police foun-
dations. In Minnesota, the fuel fossil company Enbridge made safety plans for the Line 3 pipeline
and the Public Safety Fund in the amount of US$250,000 for the local police force (Brown, 2020).
The Beltrami County Sheriff’s Office invoiced the costs of US$190,000 on this account, including
US$72.000 for riot equipment and more than US$10,000 for tear gas grenades, pepper spray, batons
and flashbang devices (Herr, 2021). Since 24th April 2021, Enbridge has allotted a total of US$750,000
to the police (Hughlett & Johnson 2021).

B ViacomCBS and its subsidiary BET, Fox and the New York Times supported the New York
Police Foundation. Scott Mills, President of the Viacom BET branch, and Charles Phillips, Director
of ViacomCBS are in the board of the Foundation. Phillips was the co-chairman of the gala evening
in 2019 (New York City Police Foundation, 2019). In Philadelphia, Comcast and ABC 6 (Disney’s
branch) play a role in the police foundation, just as KTRK (Disney’s branch too) in Houston, and
Comcast subsidiary WHEC News 10 in Rochester, New York (Rochester Police Foundation, 2025).
" Target Corporation has long promoted and sponsored police foundations throughout the coun-
try, including help in the establishment of the National Police Foundation. This corporation claims
that it has financed 3,000 law enforcement agencies since 2010 (Target Corporation, 2010). Target
Corporation is a sponsor and a board member of the Washington Police Foundation; it supports
the police foundations in Atlanta, Seattle, San Jose, Sacramento, Saint Louis, New York and Los
Angeles, and runs the Heros & Helpers program in its stores across the country (Sacramento Police
Foundation, 2020; New York Police Foundation, 2020; Atlanta Police Foundation, 2020). Target
Corporation donated US$200,000 to the Los Angeles Police Foundation for the explicit purpose of
purchasing the controversial surveillance equipment for the LAPD (Winston, 2016). Starbucks was a
board member and donor of the Seattle Police Foundation and runs the Coffee with a Cop program.
Coca-Cola donated millions of dollars to the Atlanta Police Foundation and by April 2021 it had
the place in the board of the Foundation’s trustees (Atlanta Police Foundation, 2021). Chick-fil-A,
Costco, Home Depot, Kroger, Macy’s, Publix, Sonic Automotive, Waffle House, Walmart, Wendy’s
and White Castle also play roles in the police foundations.

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THE IMPACT OF THE MILITARY-INDUSTRIAL COMPLEX
ON THE US HOME SECURITY POLICY AND THE
CHANGE IN THE SOCIETY FUNCTIONING PATTERN

In his famous farewell speech from 1961, the then-President of the USA Dwight David
Eisenhower warned the public about the huge impact the “military-industrial complex”"”
had on the White House. To date, this impact has drastically increased'®.

The strengthening of the “military-industrial complex™ proves that the market (mil-
itary industry) also affects the home security policy. This speaks about the breakthrough
of corporate interests into the public sphere. In the previous parts of the paper, it has been
shown how companies use police foundations to affect the police equipment, encouraging
its militarization in technical terms, i.e., new standardization of the form and method of
work. This is how new needs arise for further equipment and specialization, where the
company’s manufacturing necessary weapons and equipment are additionally engaged.
Moreover, it is also important to mention the so-called cadre process, in which persons
from the army or governmental security agencies, after the end of their function, transfer
to private companies, thus improving their internal insight, contacts and possible impacts,
and vice versa — representatives of companies assume governmental positions.

Security agencies and technological corporations often point out that threats are
growing — terrorism, cyber-attacks, migration, disinformation etc. - which justifies in-
creased budgets and extended authorities. These fears may be exaggerated or directed so as
to entice the demand for corporate products and services. In this respect, the phenomenon

They can achieve this indirectly as well, through
security and defence lobbyists and industrial groups established and financed by the corporations
themselves. Although the neo-conservative ideology most strongly advocates militarization, even
the “progressive” or liberal governments have almost always taken the same direction. The John M.
Olin Foundation was one of the US companies advocating militarism by financing neo-conservative
ideological projects with US$370 million, while the funds mainly came from the US military industry
(Calvo Rufanges, 2021).

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of police militarization reveals very much about society itself because does not refer only
to the technical adoption of military equipment and tactics, but also deeper social, political
and cultural processes.

In this aspect, military equipment and training encourage the “war” mentality in
police structures. The “war” mentality may lead to tense relations in society and cause
deviant behaviour of the police (McElrath & Turberville, 2020; White, 2008). The police’s
deviant behaviour is then normalized, which is one of the key problems because the process
of normalizing such behaviour and action of the police tells us that the environment is
threatening. In other words, militarization is wrong because it is based on the assumption
of threats, although the liberal order (in the USA) is generally based on a completely dif-
ferent foundation. “The assumption that others are a threat means that the liberal order is
reduced to the Hobbesian state” (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018, p. 108).

Therefore, police militarization implies the assumption of threat because it shows
two distinct characteristics. First, the deployment of the militarized police reflects the an-
ticipation of extreme violence of the type that may call for a forced response. Second, it is
collective since it is not (always) directed towards specific individuals, but rather tends to
rely on collective assumptions of the potential for violence. When militarization becomes
normalized, the assumption of threats also becomes normalized (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018).
“The liberal order must be based on the opposite assumption of non-threat: when the state
supposes that its citizens are threatening, it undermines its own authority and is actually
coming closer to totalitarianism” (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018, p. 109). Long ago, critical
thinkers observed the police potential as a normalizer of government violence. Hannah
Arendst, for example, pointed out that totalitarian regimes tended to disproportionately
strengthen the police since it is more efficient as an oppression force than the military. To
Arendt, the protective military ethos results in the fact that even in totalitarian conditions
it is difficult for members of the military to look at their own people with the eyes of a
foreign occupier (Arendt, 1998).

To shed further light on the normalization process of police militarization, we come
to the term “securitisation” which, in the context of our paper, denotes all social, human
and ecological fields as security threats with militarized solutions. If everything is subsumed
under a securitization approach and, at the same time, if insufficient resources are allocated
to deal with disasters caused by natural catastrophes, health emergencies, or environmental
crises, then the most likely response will be to deploy the military or the militarized police.
(Calvo Rufanges, 2021).

Securitisation, founded on the military security logic, acts as a mechanism of generating
fear: it transforms various social and environmental problems into threats and personalizes
them through the construction of the “enemy”. The fear of climate change, economic crises,
uncertainty or “the foreign/the other” becomes a political instrument justifying the contin-
ued military readiness and increased armament (Calvo Rufanges, 2021). In that context,
fear also functions as a normalization strategy of police militarization because, on the one
hand, it legitimizes such an approach, while, on the other hand, stimulating the demand
for the defence sector products and services.

In terms of efficiency, the militarized police will not lead to any substantial reduction in
crime, but it is an indicator of the erosion of trust between authorities and society (Mummolo,
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2018; Silva Garcia, 2025). In fact, it may reflect and deepen social inequalities (Helms &
Kilburn, 2023; Felker & Kantor, 2024) and, as we can see, there is a tendency to silence these
social problems not by reforms but by (increasingly larger) force. This approach generates
a new cycle of violence, while simultaneously undermining the legitimacy of the police®.
In the past few decades, the industrial complex has evolved from traditional manu-
facture of conventional weapons to the integration of the most modern technologies and
intensive cooperation with security structures. This transformation has resulted in the
redirection of the military-industrial complex towards the development of products and
services in line with the threats and risks defined within the securitisation process. In this
way, a new market has been established and a new sector has been distinguished, in which
traditional weapons manufacturers, such as Lockheed Martin or Leonardo, act along with
the new actors from the sphere of security. This expanded military-industrial-security
complex actively supports and promotes the securitisation doctrine?, trying to provide
multi-million budget expenses for defence and security by placing their own products and
technologies. Such dynamics includes, among other things, the development and applica-
tion of solutions in the field of cyber-security, “big data” management and control, border
militarization and securitised regulation of people’s movement (Calvo Rufanges, 2021).
Instead of proclaimed security and safety, the above-listed processes, bring increasing
tensions and instability. Social instability generates the need for stronger coercion where
the role of power institutions is increasing, which may cause a new spiral of violence and
simultaneously lead to the delegitimization of the order. The role of corporations in the
security sector is large and their support accelerates this process. Furthermore, through
constant wars at the international level, as well as domestic conflicts and unrest, the role of
the military-security-industrial complex in the USA is become exceptionally important in
terms of power concentration in the hands of corporations and the institutions related to its
interests. In that respect, corporations play a great role in shaping the existing processes as
well as of the future processes and events which, as it has already been mentioned, displaces
the democratic order and brings us closer to the oligarchic state, relying on mere force and
corporate interest, which may also be denoted as corpo-Caesarism, or the final stage of
the above-mentioned process whose contours may already be discerned clearly nowadays.

% For example, the War on Drugs illustrates that normalized militarization is essentially a cycle
of violence. The extreme approach to dealing with drug-related criminal activities has led to an
increase in the war conflicts among drug dealers, consequently leading to more violence which, in
turn, led to the public pressure for the police becoming stricter — this will lead to the police wanting
more authorities and equipment and, thus, the use of even larger force. At the same time, the War on
Drugs had poor results having in mind billions of invested dollars, lost lives, destructive effects on
majorities, and a larger number of prisoners. Militarization creates a conflict instead of neutralizing
it and leads to a decrease in the trust in the police. In the end, trust can be replaced by fear or hatred,
which in turn reduces the legitimacy of the police (Lieblich & Shinar, 2018).
