THE ROLE OF FRANCE IN STRENGTHENING
SCIENCE IN SERBIA AND THE WESTERN
BALKANS: BETWEEN SCIENTIFIC
COOPERATION AND SCIENCE DIPLOMACY™

Resume

France has a long tradition of cultural and scientific influence in
the Balkan region, and historically especially in Serbia and in the coun-
tries formed on the territory of the former Yugoslavia (Kingdom of Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes, Kingdom of Yugoslavia). The aforementioned influ-
ence, which followed its economic and political influence, was founded
not only on the basis of the Alliance in the Great War (1914—1918), but
primarily on the basis of the education and training of the Serbs and
Balkans at the Sorbonne and at other French universities. After return-
ing to their homeland, they not only occupied key positions in the state
administration and reached ministerial positions, but also founded sci-
entific disciplines and continued cooperation with their French profes-
sors and scientists. This historically long scientific cooperation, which
showed elements of ,,science diplomacy”, was also a foundation for

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creating France’s scientific cooperation with Serbia, Montenegro, North
Macedonia, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Albania (the countries of the
Western Balkans, under which France also includes Kosovo*!). Through
the analysis of available documents, press, interviews and statements of
officials and diplomats, as well as scientists participating in joint pro-
jects, our main goal is to research the role of France in strengthening
scientific cooperation in Serbia and the Western Balkans. Qualitative
and quantitative analysis of the results of the “Pavle Savi¢” coopera-
tion program, scientific cooperation in the Danube region and ES-Balk
program, enable the observation of France’s activities in the Balkans
in the context of the scope of scientific diplomacy. Our research shows
that since the Strategy for the Western Balkans (2019), France has been
continuously committed to the development of political, economic and
cultural cooperation with the countries in the Balkans, with more in-
tensive scientific cooperation in accordance with the basic principles of
France’s science diplomacy strategy. It is observed that France insists
on regional projects in the field of science, which contain a strong Eu-
ropean component. Paper give recommendations for further coopera-
tion in the field of science. The focus is on the special importance of
the transfer of knowledge and the role of science in the framework of
diplomacy, and therefore the role of France in the Balkans will also be
research through this prism.

INTRODUCTION:

SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION AND
SCIENCE DIPLOMACY OF FRANCE

France’s scientific cooperation strategy shows a tendency to reach
the power of influence in international relations based on the results
of science and the involvement of scientists and university associates
in the field of bilateral and multilateral diplomacy. As a nuclear power

main engine of the European Union, France is a key factor in the most
advanced and fastest growing scientific fields, which are imperative
for the future. The focus of science diplomacy is scientific cooperation
and exchange, mobility of professors, scientists and students, as well
as the transfer of knowledge and experience (Féhnrich 2015). France
strives to improve the space for academic work and activities, as well
as conditions and study opportunities, and the level of development
of international cooperation is best illustrated by the data that 65% of
scientific publications are produced in collaboration with researchers
outside France or with partner countries, 400,000 foreign students are
enrolled in French higher education in 2022, with France being the
sixth host country for international students (ahead of the UK, USA,
Australia and Canada).? Important lever of influence is the hosting in-
ternational organizations, including ten with missions at least partial-
ly in the field of science and technology, such as the UNESCO and the
European Space Agency. Developing student’s exchanges and attract-
ing students through the promotion of the French higher education is a
pathway for France to create a political, economic and scientific elite
that would create the diplomacy.

A characteristic of the French science diplomacy, as well as its ed-
ucational, scientific and cultural policies, is the intertwined and strong
cross-sectorial cooperation, especially between the line ministries — the
Ministry of Higher Education and Research and the Ministry for Eu-
rope and Foreign Affairs. France directs scientific cooperation through
the framework of the EU and the Millennium Development Goals set
by the United Nations. “In many states, French scientific counsellors
and attachés are more numerous than those posted in the embassies of
other world powers” (Ruffini 2020). There are five priorities of French
science diplomacy. The first is aimed at increasing the visibility, influ-
ence and attractiveness of the French research at the global level. Es-
tablishing partnerships based on excellence and further strengthening
France’s commitment to global scientific issues is another priority. The
third is the promotion of research for the development and connection of
companies with French actions and financing. Promoting and financing
the international mobility of researchers is the fourth priority, while the

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fifth is strengthening support for the innovation network, through the
development of public-private partnerships (Kolakovi¢ 2023b).?
Science diplomacy is one of the tools for global influence, as
well as an instrument for deepening its bilateral relations (Ruffini 2017;
Young, Flink and Dall 2020). In order to achieve the strategies of sci-
ence diplomacy, different mechanisms, programs and activities are
used. They include: support for the mobility of researchers or specific
research programs, the establishment of higher education and research
institutions abroad. All these elements are included in the French inter-
national cooperation in the field of science, as well as in the strategy of
science diplomacy. The focus is on French expertise and assistance in
research development. French initiatives in science are “in line with the
principles which guide the diplomatic action of France: multilateralism,
solidarity with the poorest countries, and support for an European re-
sponse” (Ruffini). Of course, there are differences in the context of re-
gions and countries, and special cooperation is organized with African
countries. Also, in the period since the new Strategy for the Western
Balkans (2019)*, there are noticeable tendencies for science to occupy a
more significant place in diplomatic activities in the Western Balkans
and in countries striving for the European integration (Todorovi¢ Lazi¢
2021; Todorovi¢-Lazi¢, Kolakovi¢ 2022, 191-237; Kolakovi¢ 2023a).
An important reference of French excellence in science is the po-
sition of French universities in international academic rankings, such
as the Shanghai Ranking. In 2023, France is in the fourth position in
the world, and the university institutions ranked in the top 50 are: Par-
is-Saclay, Paris Sciences et Lettres — PSL and La Sorbonne.’ France is
also well positioned in other international thematic rankings, such as
the Times Higher Education World University Ranking where France
has two institutions in the top 50 in: physical sciences, arts and hu-
manities (PSL and Paris 1 Pantheon-Sorbonne). Also, France hosts two
large scientific infrastructures — CERN and ITER, which are of global
importance for the development of science and society. From all of the
above, it is obvious that France combines fundamental research with
technological development and innovation at a high level, which also
implies cooperation with the economy.® French universities and French

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campuses abroad, established in a large number of countries, academi-
cally and financially supported through the program of inter-university
cooperation, are a good way to use the excellence of the French higher
education system. The role played by the Ministry for Europe and For-
eign Affairs and the universities that send professors, experts and/or pro-
grams (tools) and create work platforms are recognized as very important.
The international impact of the French higher education and university
cooperation achieved within the aforementioned f.rameworks. Also, the
French system of higher education and professional training of students
is constantly being improved, which is also important for French socie-
ty. “Diplomacy of influence” — “the promotion of the French language,
especially through the Organisation Internationale de la Francophonie
and related institutions, is one of its major levers, as is the broader dif-
fusion of ideas and norms” but also important institutions are: the Ex-
pertise France, the France Education, the French international technical
cooperation agency, disseminates standards, working methods and best
practices in about a hundred countries, as well as the France Alumni
digital platform allows to unite, inform and guide foreign students who
studied in the French higher education system (Ruffini 2020). All of the
above is also important in the context of scientific cooperation between
France and the countries of the Western Balkans.

SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION OF FRANCE
WITH SERBIA IN THE PAST

France was an important symbol of freedom, culture and intel-
lectual inspiration even for the first generation of Serbs who created the
modern Serbian state, and especially since the middle of the 19" centu-
ry when the systematic and planned education of the Serbian students
began at the European universities. The foundation for the beginning of
scientific cooperation between two geographically distant countries had
been created when education of the Serbian students began in France in
1841. Researches systematized the contacts and connections that Serbian
scholars and professors built in France in the period from 1894 to 1914
(Trgoveevi¢ 2003; Kolakovi¢ 2016), as well as the way of forming an elite
(political and cultural) that brought Serbia closer not only to France, but
also to the countries of the West. On the French side, the greater politi-
cal and economic interest in the Balkans since the Crimean War (1856),
and especially since the Franco-Russian Agreement (1893), influenced
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the bigger support for learning the French language, which is an impor-
tant component of the development of scientific cooperation (Kolakovi¢
2021a; Kolakovi¢ 2023). Financial support for language courses, as well
as the work of the French Alliance, were enabled due to the return of the
former students who took positions in ministries, state administration,
schools, faculties (later from 1905 the University), and joined in the As-
sociations of Friends of France (Kolakovi¢ 2020). Rise of scientific and
cultural cooperation between France and Serbia created a base of scien-
tists who later collaborated in crucial years for Serbia (the Annexation
crisis, the Balkan wars and the Great War) (Kolakovi¢ 2012, 199-212;
Kolakovi¢ 2017, 330— 352; Kolakovi¢ 2018, 83—1006).

The cooperation between French and Serbian scientists, at the
turn from the 19" into 20" century, created the foundation for the study
of several scientific fields in Serbia, and it was similar with other coun-
tries in the Balkans as well. The basis for such an important influence of
France was the result of the education of young Balkans at French uni-
versities. During their studying, they built connections with their French
professors, and further improved themselves and gathered around associ-
ations, such as [’Association franco-slave (the French-Slavic Association)
and L’Association des étudiants serbes a Paris — Zora (the Association
of Serbian Students in Paris — Zora) (since 1911). Being limited by the
scope of one article, we will mention only a few examples. By establish-
ing the Department of Mineralogy with Geology at the Great School in
Belgrade and by launching the journal “Geoloski anali”, Jovan Zujovic,
the first Serbian educated geologist under the auspices of cooperation
with the School of Anthropology in Paris and the College de France lab-
oratory, affirmed geology as a science in Serbia. Also, he was the very
first among Serbian scientists who fully understood the importance of
cooperation with scientists from other countries (Puri¢ 2014). Gabriel
Millet, who discovered the first great “Paleologue epoch” in art and the
first of the French researchers who included the monuments of post-Byz-
antine art, connected with Grgur Jaksi¢, a French student and Serbian
diplomat. After visiting Serbia in 1906, introduced numerous knowledge
about Serbian medieval monuments into the French and world science
(Cirié 2007; Preradovi¢ 2021). Mihailo Petrovi¢ Alas, the first Serb to
attend the famous L’Ecole Normale Supérieure, was a student and later
a colleague of the distinguished French mathematicians: Charles Her-
mite, Emile Picard and Paul Painlevé. His doctorate, in the field of dif-
ferential equations, caused great interest in professional circles. Emile
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Picard, a French mathematician and member of the French Academy,
collaborating with his student Alas, contributed to the theory of differ-
ential equations. Mihailo Petrovi¢ was also a member of the French So-
ciety of Mathematicians, in whose newsletters he published 14 papers,
in cooperation with his French colleagues. Within the Comptes rendus
of the French Academy, Mihailo Petrovi¢ published 30 professional texts,
and this cooperation enabled the construction of the Belgrade mathe-
matics school, which is still of great importance today (Trifunovi¢ 1982).
Cooperation in the field of social and humanistic sciences did not
have an exclusively scientific character, because most scientists in Ser-
bia also held various state functions or had a significant role in social
life (for example, Milovan Milovanovié, Milenko Vesni¢, Jovan Zujo-
vi¢, Jovan Cviji¢, Bogdan Popovi¢, Albert Malet, Emil Haumant, Ernest
Denis and Gaston Gravier) and participated in diplomatic missions in
France, Serbia and the Balkans (Kolakovi¢ 2016). The interweaving of
socio-political cooperation and the Masonic ties with purely scientific
cooperation is a characteristic of the relationship between French and
Serbian scientists and professors until the Great War period and repre-
sents an important basis for deep French political, economic and cultur-
al influences in Serbia and alliances in the war, where the struggle was
fought on the front of scientific propaganda (Kolakovi¢ 2017). Until the
interwar period, the cooperation of the French and Serbian scientists as a
multidirectional process, not only resulted in the strengthening of diplo-
matic activities, but also contributed to the emergence and development
of scientific disciplines and the appearance of new discoveries, promot-
ing the importance of education and science as the basis of progress.
During the Great War (1914-1918), the scientists of France and
Serbia played an important role in the defence of national interests and
in reconstruction of the post-war world, especially in the context of the
new state of the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes (the Kingdom
of Yugoslavia) and its multiple ties with France, which were not only
scientific and cultural, but also political and economic (Dimi¢ 2005;
Sretenovi¢ 2008; Sretenovi¢ 2018; Krivokapi¢ 2012; Kolakovi¢ 2020).
France also awarded scholarships for education in France, whereby a
significant part of the scholarship holders obtained the highest scientific
titles and awards for theirs doctoral dissertations, continuing the paths
of scientific cooperation from the era of the Kingdom of Serbia, and the
scientific cooperation from the era before 1914 was also continued. The
Institute of Slavic Studies in Paris, which was founded in 1923 in the
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house of Ernest Denis, played a major role in facilitating scientific coop-
eration (Kolakovi¢ 2020). The idea of eternal French-Serbian friendship,
which arose on the basis of joint warfare and the acceptance of Serbian
students and refugees in France during the Great War, transformed in-
to French-Yugoslav friendship and became the driving point of French
cultural and scientific activities in the new state (Kolakovi¢ 2022). The
importance of French scientific thought for the development of the Ser-
bian (Yugoslav) science in the interwar period is evidenced by the texts
of Ivan Daja, Sinisa Stankovi¢, Vojislav Arnovljevi¢, Jovan Pordevi¢
and Bozidar Markovi¢, which were published in the book France on
July 14, 1938 [Francuska 14. juli 1938).

Their perceptions of the French academic life and its specificities
are best described by the words: “French science bears the hallmarks
of the French spirit. It is characterized by several precious features that
are especially dear to those who do not imagine it for themselves, but
who see in it the progress of humanity on the path of good and better-
ment. In almost all sciences, at the very beginning, we find the great
names of French scientists” (Paja 1938, 109). Daja, Stankovi¢, Arno-
vljevi¢, Dordevi¢ and Markovi¢ were role models for the development
of the scientific disciplines they dealt with and tried to develop in the
Kingdom of Yugoslavia (biology, medicine, physiology, chemistry, law,
sociology, etc.). At the time of complex events before the Second World
War, former French students emphasize the contribution of France to
world science, its individualistic spirit as “the first condition of scien-
tific originality”, as well as “the clarity and simplicity of experimental
means” (Paja 1938, 110). They highlighted physiologist Claude Bernard,
chemist and biologist Pasteur, Pierre and Marie Curie, Louis de Broglie,
the founder of wave mechanics, as guideposts needed in the develop-
ment of science in the Balkans. Positivism in science, as the spirit of the
epoch, is transmitted in this way to the Serbian (the Yugoslav) science
and influences its further development. This is visible both, in the de-
velopment of experimental medicine and laboratory research, as well as
in the application of the methods of sociology and other social and hu-
manistic sciences, where Emile Durkheim, Henri Berr and Marc Bloch
were the role models. Jovan Dordevi¢, writing about the social sciences
in France at that time, says that “the wealth and value of data about so-
ciety and man [...] the method and the spirit with which they are imbued”
are one of the “most brilliant victories of the mind” (Pordevi¢ 1938, 136).
He especially emphasized the presence of an “international spirit” and
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“humanism?”, i.e. “service to man” (Pordevi¢ 1938, 138—139), as well as
that “Science is a great thing in itself. But it is even greater if it is di-
rected towards universal human goals. French science has always been
all about the progress and improvement of humanity” (Daja 1938, 111).

Although there were attempts and even good examples of coop-
eration in the period after 1945, scientists did not remain such an im-
portant part of public diplomacy in the framework of Franco-Yugoslav
relations. Again, even here in the time of the new Yugoslavia (SFRJ),
the main role retained connections, contacts and scientific cooperation
achieved before the Second World War. A special place in the coopera-
tion of French and Serbian (Yugoslav) science after 1945, which has its
influence to this day, is reflected in the career, scientific discoveries and
activities of the Serbian physicist and chemist Pavle Savi¢ (1909-1994).
He collaborated with Irene Joly-Curie, daughter of Marie Curie, for five
years to solve the problem of the origin of radioactivity, during which
he was expected to receive the Nobel Prize. Their work became the ba-
sis for the calculation of chain reactions in nuclear reactors and nuclear
weapons (Samardzi¢ 2019). A former scholarship holder of the French
government (in 1935) at the Radium Institute (today’s Curie Institute),
as a professor of physical chemistry at Belgrade University after 1945,
not only continued to push the boundaries of science through new sci-
entific discoveries in cooperation with his French colleagues, but also
institutionally developed science in the new state, by founding the In-
stitute in Vinca (1948) (Bondzi¢ 2016, Bondzi¢ 2022).

Although it seemed that the new era at the end of the 20™ century,
which symbolically marked the fall of the Berlin Wall, would lead to
changes that would enable a more developed overall and especially sci-
entific cooperation of the Balkans with European countries, including
France, the events of the war denied these expectations. For Serbian sci-
ence, this was a particularly challenging time because many young sci-
entists left the country, scientific journals and cooperation were closed
because of political sanctions and lack of financial resources (Loli¢ 2006,
122). The bloody end of Yugoslavia, together with the political attitudes
of France in this period (Mladenovic 2015), also shaped scientific coop-
eration, which was losing its importance, although good examples from
history, of which we mentioned only a few due to the scope of the work,
remained alive to remind us of the rich tradition.
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SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION BETWEEN
FRANCE AND SERBIA IN THE 21* CENTURY

Since the beginning of the 21 century, France shown an interest
in developing scientific cooperation with the countries of the Balkans,
based on the traditions from the past. Depending on the transition pro-
cesses and strategies of the European integration of the countries in this
area, connecting of scientists, organizing cooperation and mobility took
place with variable intensity. France, during the mandate of Emmanuel
Macron, continues to nurture science diplomacy as an essential part of
its positioning in international relations and achieving influence, and sees
education as “the best defense against obscurantism because it forms
minds. Education gives future generations, especially women, the free-
dom of choice: the choice to continue their studies, the choice to train
for a job” (Chahed 2018). Therefore, a significant part of the activities
during the first, but also in the second mandate, is directed towards the
development of scientific cooperation and student mobility, and from
2019, when the Strategy of France for the Western Balkans was pub-
lished, scientific cooperation has a special place in the development of
relations between France and the countries in the Balkans. The Minis-
try of Foreign Affairs and Europe of the Republic of France, in coop-
eration with Campus France and France Education National, as well as
through partnerships with the respective ministries (of foreign affairs,
education and science, technological development) of other countries,
is the framework of scientific cooperation, which has a role of, not on-
ly transfer knowledge, technology and exchange of scientists, but also
of science diplomacy.” Projects of university exchange, joint degrees
or other mobility programs such as Erasmus are supported financially.
France is recognized as a country of science, developed international
cooperation and new technologies. Therefore, in addition to economic
and political cooperation, this segment is also important for Serbia and
the other countries of the Western Balkans. However, there is no signed
Agreement on scientific and technical cooperation between France and
Serbia, and therefore scientific and technical cooperation is carried out
through two programs. Cooperation is legally regulated on the basis of
a contract between the Ministry of Science, Technology and Develop-
ment of the Republic of Serbia (the Ministry of Science, Technological
Development and Innovation) and the Ministry of Europe and Foreign

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Affairs of the Republic of France. In addition to this Agreement, be-
tween the Ministry of Science and Environmental Protection of the Re-
public of Serbia (the Ministry of Science, Technological Development
and Innovation) and the National Center for Scientific Research of the
Republic of France CNRS (Centre national de la recherche scientifique)
there is also an Agreement on scientific cooperation (Kolakovi¢ 2021a).

Based on these legal frameworks, in every two years, within the
framework of the Hubert Curien — Pavle Savi¢ program, a competition
for co-financing of scientific and technological cooperation is being an-
nounced. Since the publication of the Strategy for the Western Balkans
in 2019, in addition to various segments of political and economic co-
operation, as well as cultural, France has also initiated a new scientific
cooperation, which is evidenced by is its inclusion in the multilateral
projects of the Danube cooperation (Kolakovi¢ 2023a) and later in bi-
lateral and multilateral scientific cooperation projects ES-Balk projects
from 2021.* The mentioned projects are aimed at starting new scientif-
ic partnerships between French and foreign scientific teams, as well as
promoting the mobility of young researchers. Projects are being select-
ed by a joint commission (composed of representatives of the French
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Ministry of Higher Education and
Research and/or the diplomatic mission and the foreign partner — usu-
ally representatives of the ministries of science and/or education) based
on scientific excellence and the fund allocated for financing. Projects
cover all scientific fields, and a multidisciplinary approach is support-
ed, as well as establishing new collaborations. In order to gain a com-
plete insight into French-Serbian scientific cooperation, it is important
to analyse the bilateral cooperation in the field of science and techno-
logical development known as the Hubert Curien — Pavle Savi¢, which
has been going on since 2003.

This year marks the twenty-year anniversary of bilateral coop-
eration projects between France and Serbia in the field of science and
technological development. Recognized as Hubert Curien — Pavle Sav-
i¢ partnerships (PHC), they are one of the ways of achieving scientific
cooperation between French and Serbian scientific research institutions

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and faculties.” France has been implementing this type of project for over
30 years, in coordination with 60 partner countries, and if we talk about
the Western Balkans, which is particularly important in contact with
European integration, this kind of cooperation exists only with Serbia.
In the period from 2006 to 2020, 353 project applications from various
scientific fields were submitted, of which 134 were selected for fund-
ing. The data show that the number of applications and funded projects
increases with each public call, as well as that 17 new research groups
from France and Serbia received funding during each call (Scientific
impact of the program PAVLE SAVIC (2006-2020)."° So far, ten invi-
tation cycles have been organized, lasting two years each, and a larger
number of applications have been present since 2014. Teams are formed
on the basis of earlier contacts and cooperation, which is evidenced by
the fact that 85% of earlier partnerships already existed in the format
of commentaries, joint publications and conferences."! Analysis of the
participation and success of realized projects shows that developed co-
operation dominates in the field of natural and technical sciences. For
example, in the period 2018/2019, 19 projects were implemented, one of
those being from the social and humanistic field, and in the 2019/2021
cycle (extended from 2020 to 2021 due to the corona pandemic), two of
the total 20 projects were from the social and humanistic sciences. One
of the good examples of traditional cooperation are the joint projects of
the Institute for Nuclear Sciences Vinca with French institutions. Pro-
jects and cooperation within medicine and pharmacy are also common,
and will likely have more support in the coming period, as well as pro-
jects covering cooperation in the fields of ecology, electrical engineer-
ing, robotics, new technologies and physics. Out of a total of 134 funded
projects, in the period 2006 — 2020, 19% each are from the fields of biol-
ogy and chemistry, 14% from agronomy and ecology, 13% from physics,
10% from electrical engineering, 8% from astronomy, while at the back
are humanities 7 % and social sciences 1%, as well as mathematics 5%.
There is a noticeable smaller number of projects in the field of social and
humanities, and most of them are focused on history, political sciences

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and language. Among the project managers, who mostly work at uni-
versities, 61% are between the ages of 40 and 55, and only 17% are un-
der 40, which is possibly the result of earlier partnerships, and the data
also indicate that progress into higher scientific and teaching positions
followed the course of project implementation.'” It is very important to
emphasize that 26% of project leaders were women, which is a slightly
better result compared to bilateral cooperation within other PHC pro-
jects (24%).”* Data on mobility, which in most projects was up to 15 days,
indicate that about a third of younger researchers were involved, as well
as that more men scientist completed a research stay in France (52%), as
well as in Serbia (69%), than women scientist. Nevertheless, when these
data on gender representation within projects, project management and
mobility are compared with the other 44 projects of bilateral coopera-
tion in science, the results are much better."*

When it comes to the results of the projects, the available data
show that 57% of the projects managed to publish at least one joint pub-
lication of the results, as well as that 75% of the cooperation continued
even after the end of the project financing, and that 36% applied again
for the invitation the Hubert Curien — Pavle Savi¢, and 20% for COST
projects.”” This shows that the funded projects within the Hubert Curien —
Pavle Savi¢ program have contributed to the development of cooperation
between French and Serbian science in the form of new scientific results
and partnerships that have a perspective in the future, and the results of
their analysis can be a guide to strengthening scientific cooperation be-
tween the two countries. Encouraging the mobility of researchers and in-
ternational research cooperation, the simplicity of the project application
process, getting to know the partner country, encouraging the exchange
that enables the creation of scientific results and the training of young
researchers — are recognized as good components of these projects. Im-
provement is needed in the domains of: increasing financial resources,
increasing mobility time and duration of the project. French and Serbian
scientists, as part of their research stays in France and Serbia, had the

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opportunity to research in laboratories, libraries, archives and museums,
as well as to establish contact with other scientists, who are not partic-
ipants in the project, and who come from the non-academic field and
state institutions, which in time, changed the framework of cooperation
and gained greater importance and also influenced the strengthening of
capacities and the multiplication of cooperation programs.

In addition to the projects within the Hubert Curien — Pavle Sav-
i¢ partnership, there are also Multilateral Scientific and Technological
Cooperation in the Danube Region, while the French-Serbian coopera-
tion in the field of science today includes initiatives of a diverse nature
that are implemented through projects financed through the Europe-
an funds, such as: H2020, ERASMUS , ERASMUS + and COST, and
partly, Creative Europe. This encourages the cooperation of individuals
and smaller research groups from France and Serbia, as well as wider
research groups at the European level. Since 2020, France has joined
multilateral technological cooperation in the Danube region, which is
in line with its and the European strategy (Kolakovi¢ 2023; Todorovi¢
2023). A total of 15 projects were financed, and the French scientists co-
operate with the Serbian in six projects and all projects are in the field
of natural sciences: mathematics, physics, chemistry, technology and
medical sciences.'® France joined Serbia, Austria, the Czech Repub-
lic and Slovakia in order to support their already existing cooperation,
which is an indicator that on the French side there is a permanent need
to strengthen not only bilateral cooperation with Serbia in the field of
science, but also to connect the Central European and the Western Bal-
kan scientists with the presence and support of the French scientific
centers. From 2021, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Europe of the
Republic of France finances bilateral and regional projects through the
ES-Balk call for projects 2021. The projects were financed from the Sol-
idarity Fund for Innovative Projects, Civil Society, Francophonie and
Human Development of the Ministry for Europe and Foreign Affairs of
the Republic of France. The main goal of this public call is “supporting
the initiative for academic cooperation of French higher education in-
stitutions and research centres in the countries of the Western Balkans,
as well as already started cooperation, helping them with the analysis
of the situation at the local level, better identification of local needs for
study and professional training, promoting the French education system
that could provide adequate education, while maintaining the European

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dimension in order to be included in European projects, as strongly as
possible™.!” The focus here is on two components — the French and the
European. Therefore, in addition to the development of cooperation be-
tween the French and Serbian partners, the Eurointegrative significance
of the approved projects is also observed. In accordance with the idea
of reconciliation, the strategic determination of the Western Balkans
countries for the European integration and place of the Balkans in the
French foreign policy plans, we can conclude that France recognized the
significance of cooperation between partners in the Western Balkans,
which includes: the transfer of knowledge, information and technologies,
the improvement of the methodological framework and the mobility of
scientists. Ten projects have been approved for funding, and the Serbi-
an scientists are participating in two (one bilateral and one multilateral).
The projects are from the field of social and humanities, and the confer-
ences, meetings and webinars are the result of the work of French and
Serbian scientists (a project of the University of Bordeaux and the Fac-
ulty of Law from Belgrade)®, as well as regional cooperation through
the multilateral project Renforcement et perspectives de la coopération
scientifique dans les Balkans occidentaux (with the idea of a doctoral
regional school in the Balkans)”, implemented by L’INALCO (Paris),
the Faculty of Law from Bitola, the Faculty of Philology from Niksi¢
and the Institute for Political Studies from Belgrade.

The cooperation and culture services are responsible for the de-
sign, implementation and coordination of activities, and the branches of
the Campus France, the French Alliance and the local network of former
students work to promote the attractiveness of France in the context of
science, training and study in all the countries of the Western Balkans.
The exchange of knowledge includes all scientific disciplines, and in re-
cent years there have also been specialized invitations. In addition to the
call for the training of philologists whose main language is French and of
course their specialization in translation, which creates a good basis for
the possibility of scientific exchange, other programs are also important.
Serbian doctors and pharmacists are provided with paid specialization
in France, of course, with prior knowledge of the language and other

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necessary scientific qualifications. The programs last from six months
to one or three years. This continued the long tradition of connecting
Serbian medical workers and pharmacists with French medical science
and related fields. At the same time, through scientific cooperation, in
all areas, and through the support of the French Institute, science popu-
larization projects are also implemented. Most of them update the top-
ics of European integration, climate change, environmental protection,
human rights and democracy, rights of women and members of mar-
ginalized groups (Kolakovi¢ 2021b). The focus is on young people, as
well as on the networking of scientists and on joint projects, which, on
the one hand will create space for joint applications for new projects, of
course with other partners from Europe as well, and on the other hand,
the development of cooperation between scientists itself creates oppor-
tunities for the development of science diplomacy.

A significant focus in all cooperation projects is on: the French
language and the promotion of French culture and education, as well as
on strengthening civil society, and the French Institute is an institution
that mediates communication between scientific and university institu-
tions and scientists. For the purposes of financing scientific cooperation,
within the framework of official development assistance, France used:
Solidarity Fund for innovative projects, civil society, the Francophonie
and human development. For instance, the implementation of the “Wel-
come to France” project began in 2021. The goal of this program is to
respond to the challenges associated with the globalization of the area
of higher education and research, as well as to help to a half a million
foreign undergraduate and postgraduate students, to come to France by
2027 (Highman and Gayardon 2022). The plan is that after returning to
their countries, they will not only contribute to the transfer of knowl-
edge and technologies, but also to permanent connection with France
and its academic community. The opening of new funds, the launch of
new initiatives, which have a multilateral dimension of cooperation — is
an indicator of France’s determination to develop cooperation in the field
of science not only with Serbia, but also with the entire region, which is
also support for the European integration processes of the countries of
the region. Analysis of projects and statements of officials and diplomats,
as well as project participants, shows two components. The first is sci-
entific (publications, lectures, mobility, personnel development, trans-
fer of knowledge and ideas). The second is science diplomacy, which,
through cooperation and exchange, enables better understanding and
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opens up new opportunities for the development of the French-Serbian
relations, as well as the relations of France with other countries of the
Western Balkans on a political and economic level.

CONCLUSION:
THE FUTURE OF KNOWLEDGE TRANSFER, SCIENCE
DIPLOMACY AND SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION

Science diplomacy strategies are traditionally important for con-
temporary France, and especially in line with the changes in interna-
tional relations, caused by the Covid19 — crisis and the war in Ukraine.
The data shows that 65% of French publications were created in coop-
eration with partner countries, as well as that 400,000 foreign students
are enrolled in French higher education®, on the basis of which France
took the sixth position as a host country for foreign students, and also
that 3 billion euros will be spent to build or consolidate French leader-
ship in key scientific areas, such as: health, ecological transition, sus-
tainable food, energy, digital technologies (quantum, artificial intelli-
gence, microelectronics, etc.), space or ocean studies (Lorenzi 2021).!
In addition to the developed research infrastructure, the concept of the
science without borders and the combination of fundamental research
and technological development at a high level, France is a member of
several large organizations or infrastructures with a global reach and
the host country for two: CERN and ITER. Apart from this platform
for the development of science, innovation, artificial intelligence, re-
search and higher education, there is also a branched and systematized
network of institutions and inter — sector cooperation in the implemen-
tation of the strategy of science diplomacy and its main goals. The Min-
istry for Europe and Foreign Affairs and the Ministry for Higher Edu-
cation, Research and Innovation respond to the needs of the diplomatic
network abroad and cooperate with international and European organ-
izations, local authorities, universities, research institutions, as well as
with public and private partners. During the French presidency of the
Council of the European Union (January — June 2022), the Marseilles
Declaration was adopted (March 8, 2022), which proclaimed nine key

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principles and values for global scientific cooperation, such as: academ-
ic freedom, scientific integrity, open science and Social Responsibili-
ty.? For France, these principles are long-term starting components for
a new multilateral dialogue on science, scientific cooperation, research
and higher education. In that matter, in the long term, they represent a
new benchmark for science on the international level. This framework
forms the way of working of French diplomacy, which is also applied
in the Balkans, where the tradition of education in France has existed
for a long time, as well as cooperation with the French universities and
scientific institutions.

Cooperation between France and Serbia in the field of science is
traditionally an important component of diplomatic relations. Science in
Serbia had been developed on the cooperation and under French influ-
ence. Since the democratic changes in 2000 and the Summit in Thessa-
loniki in 2003, which indicated the European perspective to the Balkan
states (Gaji¢ 2020; Vukadinovi¢ 2021), it has progressed gradually, and
from 2018, rapidly. The scope of scientific cooperation also depends on
the personnel in the Services for Science and Technology and the Ser-
vices for Cooperation and Cultural Action at the embassies, as well as
on the general development of bilateral relations with certain countries.
The traditional connection and academic cooperation between partners
from France and other countries are also important due a strong impact
on raising awareness and promoting the French science and technolo-
gy. This would be the framework for cooperation in the future. Local
partners, laboratories and research centres will play a significant role
in the future as well, in addition to the proclaimed strategies for the
development of science, scientific cooperation and science diplomacy.
The focus will be on innovation and investment in research and devel-
opment, especially in the attractive and fastest-growing areas of arti-
ficial intelligence, space exploration, robotics, biotechnologies. The

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establishment of the Serbian-French Innovation Forum (2022)* is one
of the components that indicate the future directions of scientific coop-
eration. However, this does not mean that the development of scientific
cooperation in the social and humanities will be out of focus. This tra-
ditional partnerships that enable the penetration of the influence of the
French language, will remain present and also powerful, as the foun-
dation on which all other, and in the future, scientific cooperation, will
develops. Since the goals of the development of science in France are
to achieve entrepreneurship and create innovative companies, start-ups
and facilitating access to financing, accelerating technology transfer,
which would attract foreign investments and encourage the emergence
of dynamic innovation ecosystems, the cooperation of Serbia and the
countries of the Western Balkans with France has great potential in the
future. Deepening of cooperation in the field of science between Ser-
bia and France was the topic of conversation between Jelena Begovic,
Minister of Science, Technological Development and Innovation in the
Government of the Republic of Serbia, and Sylvie Retailleau, Minister
of Higher Education, Research and Innovation in the Government of
the Republic of France, during the event called Mission France in June
2023, and the focus of their conversation was on the presentation of
French programs that support innovation and the Serbian BIO4campus
and innovation ecosystem (Simi¢-Miladinovi¢ 2023). Therefore, along
with the continuation of cooperation on joint projects of fundamental
research, mobility of researchers and bilateral and multilateral connec-
tions, the direction of future cooperation between France and Serbia is
moving towards innovation.

Important actors in the process of implementation of scientific
cooperation and science diplomacy will remain, therefore: embassies
and cultural centres, i.e. The French Institute, as well as local actors:
university professors, scientists, students, ministries, non-governmental
organizations and citizens’ associations. The cooperation of embassies
and universities, as well as other scientific institutions that they create
programs, projects and organize joint activities is necessary and possi-
ble to improve in accordance with the new challenges of humanity. The
creation of new institutional frameworks and the support of successful
projects and research groups in all scientific fields can be the way to de-
velop cooperation in the future. The Minister of Higher Education and
Research of France also spoke about this subject, during her address to

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French ambassadors and diplomats: “The teams of my ministry, and es-
pecially DAEI**, which I welcome and thank for today’s action, are here
to provide you with the necessary connection with our institutions and
our business departments. Your exchanges are daily and reveal the im-
portance of dialogue between our two ministries, at all levels”.*

In the period of the 90s of the 20™ century, Serbian science lost
contacts and connections with science in the world, with new ways of
observing science and scientists, especially in the sphere of social and
humanistic sciences. For Serbian scientists most isportant is to learn how
to network, how to develop innovations, to enter the international sci-
entific scene and how to develop the excellence and competitiveness of
the projects they compete with at the European level. The coronavirus
pandemic, as well as the announcement of new similar pandemics in the
future, European integration and changes in international relations from
February 2022 are additional motives for the cooperation of scientists.
Living in the age when the strength of a country is also measured by
the development of science and technology, the development of scientif-
ic communication and cooperation with France is of great importance
for Serbia and the countries of the Balkans. If we consider that only by
2027, under the initiative from 4 years ago — Welcome to France, 500
thousand foreign students will have the opportunity to study in France,
the French scientific and university environment is important for Serbia
and the Balkans in a wider international context. On the other hand, the
French scientific scene also needs access to sources and research results
of other scientists, as well as communication. The development of scien-
tific cooperation between France and Serbia, as well as its flow into the
sphere of higher education, must be recognized as essential in the stra-
tegic plans of France in the Western Balkans and in the future as well.
Geopolitical circumstances and the European integration also shape this
sphere in which cooperation and diplomacy are interwoven. Based on
the analysis of Pavla Savi¢’s projects, cooperation projects in the Danube
region and ES Balk projects, a group of older and younger researchers

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has been already created, and they are collaborating and achieving ex-
cellent results. The transfer of knowledge and technology in the future
will certainly be extremely important for the economic strengthening
of countries, and positioning in international relations. Examples from
the history of scientific cooperation between France and Serbia can be
an incentive in the direction of further development, and cooperation
can be improved on the platform of current projects.

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Resume

During the last decades, the EU has particularly focused on es-
tablishing equal opportunities and equal treatment of women and men
in all spheres of life. Regulatory measures that the Union gradually in-
troduced in the area of gender equality, such as: measures that ensure
equal pay, maternity protection, regulations on parental leave, contrib-
uted to this. The She Figures publication, published by the European
Commission every three years, uses the latest available statistics to
monitor the state of gender equality in the field of research and inno-
vation, thus providing us with the opportunity to parallelize data and
analysis for 88 indicators across Europe. This is also the subject of this
paper. One of the goals is to determine the extent to which the gender
equality policy in the field of research and innovation is integrated in
the associated countries: Serbia, North Macedonia and Montenegro, i.¢.,
to what extent the data related to these three countries match or devi-
ate from the average at the EU level based on the data provided by the
aforementioned publication, 2021 edition. According to some indica-
tors discussed in this Report, the situation is much better in these coun-
tries compared to the European average (number of women graduating
from doctoral studies, total number of female researchers, number of
female researchers employed in the main sectors of the economy). Also,
for two important chapters we lack data for these three countries, so
we cannot draw more comprehensive conclusions other than that these
countries have largely included gender equality in their policies in the
field of research and innovation and that in some categories they have
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even better results in favor of women than is the case in more devel-
oped countries of the European Union.

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Resume

This paper addresses the subject of the EU research and innova-
tion policy in the context of the European Research Area reform, with
special focus on its external aspect. The first goal of this paper is to de-
scribe the leading developments in research and innovation which have
taken place in the last decade, with emphasis on their significance for
the EU integration process. Starting from Leuffen et al’s concept of ex-
ternal differentiation, in this paper the ERA is considered a policy re-
gime which expands beyond the EU borders. Consequently, the second
goal of the paper is to present the Serbian research and innovation policy
with respect to the ERA integration after the chapter on science and re-
search was provisionally closed. Through thematic analysis of research
and innovation strategies, this paper will discern if Serbian R&I policy
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converges with the priorities and guidelines of the new ERA, thus ren-
dering it a part of the broader European research landscape.

INTRODUCTION

The EU research and innovation (hereinafter: R&I) policy has
gained salience in light of the ongoing processes of technological de-
velopment and various new challenges in the last decade. Accordingly,
this policy area became a more prominent subject of interest in the aca-
demic literature.! The European Research Area (hereinafter: ERA) has
been reforming since 2018 (EC 2023a), which reflects the relevance of
R&I in the EU. Taking into account that the geographical scope of the
ERA exceeds the territorial borders of the EU (Leuffen et al. 2022, 25),
this policy reform has an impact on countries and other pertinent actors
across Europe. Moreover, the new ERA has a noticeable “geopolitical
dimension” (e. g. EC 2020a, 22), which puts into attention the external
aspect of the EU R&lI policies. Considering that Serbia is a candidate
country for the EU membership, is an associated country of the EU
Framework Programme (FP), as well as that the Chapter 25 — Science
and research — was the first one provisionally closed in the process of
negotiation,? this paper addresses the question of convergence of Ser-
bian R&I policy with the guidelines of the reformed ERA. We find that
the R&I policy of the Republic of Serbia (hereinafter: Serbia) can be
considered in the context of the EU integration process, especially the
integration of Serbian R&I system into ERA, with acknowledgment of
preferences and interdependence of both sides in this policy area. How-
ever, we will primarily focus on the research component of this policy,
considering the scope of the paper.

According to the analysis done by Queirés and Carvalho (2019, 4), science, tech-
nology and innovation policies represent “a consolidated strand of research”, how-
ever the Europeanization of research and innovation is still an understudied sub-
ject in the academic literature (4).

Only two chapters were provisionally closed in the negotiation process so far, one
of which is Chapter 25, on December 13, 2016 (EC n. d. a).

This paper proceeds as follows. The first part of the paper presents
approaches to the EU external R&lI policy, with special focus on the con-
text of the EU integration process. The second part of the paper presents
the ongoing reforms in the EU R&I policy, particularly the ER A reform,
with a subsection dedicated to the relevant strategic documents in this
policy area. The third part of the paper addresses the Serbian R&I pol-
icy in the context of EU integration, including a subsection on pertain-
ing Serbian strategic documents with emphasis on areas of convergence.

ANALYTICAL FRAMEWORK OF THE PAPER

There are a few approaches to the EU external R&I policy that
can be taken into consideration, and this section briefly discusses the
theoretical concepts applied in different approaches.?

First of all, R&I can be viewed as a form of power that can be pro-
jected beyond the EU borders. For instance, Mitchell Young and Pauline
Ravinet make a case for Europe as a “knowledge power™,* as opposed
to the EU as a normative or market power (Young and Ravinet 2022,
982-983).° Research and innovation can also be related to the EU’s com-
mon security and foreign policy, especially in the context of global chal-
lenges the EU is facing, in which “knowledge is growing, and becoming
more explicit” (Young and Ravinet 2022, 987). They can therefore be
considered instruments of EU’s external action as well (Tocci 2017, 38).6

3 Queirds and Carvalho (2019, 5) enumerate five general themes in the discussion

on Europeanization of science, technology and innovation policies from 2000 to
2018 — “ERA Framework”, “Convergence”, “Collaboration”, “International Mo-
bility” and “Universities Mission”.

This concept of “knowledge power” (Young ana Ravinet 2022) can be linked with
the power of producing meaning and knowledge through discourse (Vukasovi¢
2021, 16), especially construction of the international identity in terms of the EU’s
expertise in R&I (Young and Ravinet 2022, 990) which can relate to “the discourse
of the EU as an ideal model/normative power”(Vukasovi¢ 2021, 21). Similarly,
Gengnagel et al. (2022, 1586) point to the “symbolic power” stemming from the
social scientific discourse proposed by the EU, which in return “affirm([s] and le-
gitimate[s] the authority of the EU”.

The 2021 Strategy for international cooperation in R&I reiterates the EU’s deter-
mination to “lead by example” (EC 2021a, 1, 2) in R&I cooperation by creating
a system which relies upon rules and values presented in the European Pact for
R&I (EC 2022a, 3) which can be connected to the “knowledge power”.

The Strategy on international cooperation in R&I precisely mentions the concept
of science diplomacy as a way of projecting soft power, interests, and values of
the EU (EC 2021a, 4).

6
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Another strand of literature is based on a similar, yet narrower

approach as it focuses on the science diplomacy, a concept defined as
“supporting from a scientific—technical perspective the definition and

achievement of foreign policy objectives (science in diplomacy), facili-
tating international scientific cooperation (diplomacy for science), and
using international scientific cooperation to improve relations between
different countries (science for diplomacy)” (Royal Society and AAAS,
2010 in Arnaldi 2023, 9), also accepted in this formulation by the EU
(EEAS 2022). It is, however, in Pierre-Bruno Ruffini’s opinion different
from international scientific cooperation, since it necessarily involves
promoting specific scientific or non-scientific interests of a certain pol-
ity (Ruffini 2023, 21; 24). Similarly, according to Young (2023, 38—39)
EU uses science diplomacy with two goals — scientific and “as a part of
its foreign policy and global strategy”. As Young (2023, 37) points out,
even though some forms of science diplomacy have been present since
the 1950s, the novelty of current usages of science diplomacy is its in-
terpretation as a foreign policy instrument.’

Having acknowledged the external aspect of this policy area, but
also considering that Serbia has been an associated country of Horizon
2020/Horizon Europe, this subject can be treated from the standpoint of
integration theories. Specifically, the concept of external differentiation,
concocted by Leuffen, Rittberger, and Schimmelfennig (Leuffen et al.
2022) can be of use in this regard.® External differentiation refers to sit-
uations where EU rules are adopted by both Member States and states
beyond the EU borders (Leuffen et al. 2022, 38). Even though more au-
thors focus on de iure differentiation, there are cases of de facto differ-
entiation (Schimmelfennig 2023, 6; Princen et al. 2022, 5), which is a
relevant point in this case.” This concept allows the process of European
integration to be considered at the level of a particular policy instead of
the whole EU (Leuffen et al. 2022, 56). Secondly and more importantly,
it can be applied to both members and non-members, which is important

Cerani¢ (2018, 66) points at renewed relevance of the concept of differentiat-
ed integration in the context of Brexit and conflicting trends of integration and
disintegration.

Although participation in the FPs is regulated by the Association Agreements,
there are other informal rules pertinent to this policy area.
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considering Serbian status. Similarly, when talking about the “forms
of integration into the European system of rules that remain below the
threshold of membership”, Lavenex and Schimmelfennig (2009, 792)
have also used the concept of external governance.

This involves a distinct perception of the EU as a “system of dif-
ferentiated integration” (Leuffen et al. 2022, 38). Leuffen et al. (2022,
40) suggest there are different “policy regimes” which include both EU
Member States and non-members. Similarly, Trondal et al. (2022, 27)
conceive the EU as “an institutionally polyarchic architecture of con-
centric circles” consisting of core members, members with opt-outs,
candidate countries and different neighborhood arrangements. Hence,
we consider the new ERA an emergent policy regime or one of the con-
centric circles, especially after the 2018 reform which accelerated the
integration of R&I policies across Europe. However, considering that
the R&I policy still entails “flexibility in implementation”, a certain lev-
el of differentiation is expected.'® In accordance with this, we propose
that Serbia is already a part of it through voluntary rules compliance
and participation in the EU programmes and expect to find evidence
that Serbia’s R&I policy has continued to reform after the negotiation of
Chapter 25 with the goal of further integration into the ERA, thus ren-
dering overall convergence with the EU R&I policy, albeit with certain
areas requiring further development.

THE EU RESEARCH AND INNOVATION
POLICY AND THE ERA REFORM

The European Research Area was created in 2000 with the goal of
integrating national research systems and it progressed towards creating
an internal market in the field of science, research, and innovation (EC
2020b, 2).!! Even though this policy area remains in the competence'?

According to Leuffen et al. (2022, 41) the level of vertical integration in the re-
search and development (innovation) area has evolved from 1958 to 1987 (0 to 3.5),
and in 1999 to 4 out of 5 (ordinary legislative procedure).

According to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, the EU has
competences in defining and implementing programmes, as long as it doesn’t pre-
vent Member States in carrying out their activities regarding science and tech-
nological development (TFEU, art. 4, sec. 3). The activities of the EU are meant
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of Member States and associated countries, it can be argued that the EU
authority has expanded since the creation of the ERA." Consequently,
the ERA was promoted into an objective of the EU in 2009 (EC 2020b,
2; TFEU, art. 179, sec. 1). Additionally, this stance is based on various
recommendations, communications, and other forms of “soft law” de-
signed to govern this policy area,'* proposed and new institutionalized
bodies in R&l, and stricter monitoring of the implementation process.
This change reflects the growing relevance of the R&I policy area, first
in the context of “knowledge economy” (e. g. Corbett and Hantrais 2023,
4; Young and Ravinet 2022, 985), and most recently with regard to new
challenges such as Brexit, Covid-19, and the global energy crisis spurred
by the war in Ukraine (EC 2023b, 10)."* Hence, the 2022 Science, R&I
Performance of the EU report puts R&I into the center of “social, eco-
nomic, and environmental sustainability” (Hobza et al. 2022, 5).

Last decade witnessed a more prominent role of the EU in guiding
and monitoring the implementation of ERA on national level. Prior to the
official reform process, ERA Roadmap 2015-2020 was first introduced in
2015 by the European Research Area and Innovation Committee (ERAC)
to “guide Member States [and Associated Countries (ERAC 2015, 2)] in
structuring their implementation of ER A at national level” (ERAC 2015,
2). With respect to the ERA countries’ autonomy (ERA 2015, 3), ERA
Roadmap relied upon flexibility, but also provided examples and recom-
mendations on specific actions regarding ER A objectives. Furthermore,

to complement the member states’ activities in research and development (TFEU,
art. 180), and they are meant to be coordinated and mutually consistent (Art. 181).
The EU activities can be summed up as implementation of programmes in this
field, promotion of cooperation, dissemination of research results and promotion
of mobility (Art. 180). Those activities are carried out through a “multiannual
framework programme” (Art. 182).

Similarly, Katri Eeva’s study puts into focus educational policy at the EU level,
a policy area akin to R&I, suggesting that there’s “more regulated EU-wide soft
policy coordination in the field of education” (Eeva 2021, 2).

The EU soft law is defined as “a non-binding EU instrument with the potential
to exert influence on Member States, but [is] not subject to enforcement by su-
pra-national institutions” (Zhelyazkova et al. 2023, 450). Some forms of the soft
law in the EU include “codes of conduct, resolutions, communications, declara-
tions, guidance notes and action plans” (Cappellina et al. 2022 in Zhelyazkova et
al. 2023, 449).

Radaelli (2022, 13) suggests that crises can be an “explanatory variable of inte-
gration”, as they can lead to more (or less) integration based on policy learning
during crisis (18).
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it included a monitoring mechanism (EMM), although only in Member
States (EC, and Whittle et al. 2022). Since 2016, ERA countries have
adopted National Action Plans in accordance with the ERA Roadm-
ap, and specifically with ERA priorities (EC, Whittle et al. 2022, 26).'6

The ERA reform which has started in 2018, also entails a more
detailed approach of the EU to the area of R&I. First of all, there are
several documents which contain priorities, goals, rules of conduct and
recommendations. Most importantly, the EC Communication on the new
ERA provided a base for the reform of R&I policy area (EC 2020b). Sec-
ondly, specific values R&I should strive for are listed for the first time in
the new Pact for R&I in Europe."” Even though these documents aren’t
legally binding, they have certain effects (Capellina et al. in Zhelyaz-
kova et al. 2023, 449). Concomitantly, the strategic documents issued
by the Commission’s Directorate-General for Research and Innovation
— Strategic Plan 2020-2024 and ERA Policy Agenda — elaborate what
was broadly set out in the Communication, so planned policy priorities
and actions reflect the reformed ER A guidelines (EC 2020a, EC 2023a).

The new ERA also suggests greater horizontal integration. First,
there are certain alterations in the ERA governance, with a new gov-
ernance body ERA Forum for Transition, designed to ensure inclusive-
ness of the EU, Member States, associated countries and other interest-
ed parties, in the process of designing, implementation and monitoring
the ERA policy agenda (EC 2023a)."® The prior constraint of the ERA
implementation monitoring in all participating countries should be re-
solved with this body. Secondly, Horizon 2020 was available to associat-
ed countries, while Horizon Europe, as a FP which replaced it, has been
available to both associated countries and a broader range of interested

Values and principles on research and innovation, as proclaimed in the Pact for
Research and Innovation, are: “Ethics and integrity of research and innovation;
Freedom of scientific research; Gender equality and equal opportunities for all;
Free circulation of researchers, staff, knowledge and technology; Pursuit of excel-
lence; Value creation and societal and economic impact; Coordination, coherence,
commitment; Global outreach; Inclusiveness; Societal responsibility” (EC 2022a).
According to Eeva (2021, 1-2) “compliance develops when actors feel that they
are co-constructing policy”. Similarly, Lavenex and Schimmelfennig (2009, 796)
talk about the expansion of the EU rules “in a more participative manner” through
external governance.
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countries beyond Europe (EC n. d. b; EC 2023c). Agreements on asso-
ciation to the FPs imply equal access and conditions for participation of
the EU Member States and non-members’ legal entities (EC n. d. b; EC
2023c¢). Additionally, Horizon Europe is an instrument for policy align-
ment and sharing access to knowledge, researchers and infrastructure
between Member States and associated countries (EC 2021a, 3). These
countries pertain to the same policy regime in R&I, nevertheless their
official member status. Consequently, countries associated with Hori-
zon 2020/Horizon Europe are deemed “an integral part of the ERA” (EC
2020b, 18) and designated as the “ER A countries” (EC 2019a, 5). In line
with this, five respondents from Serbia were included in the consultation
for the Horizon Europe Strategic Plan 2025-2027 (EC 2023b, 35). Finally,
the participation in the ERA is presented as a facilitating factor in ac-
cession to the EU. This is particularly mentioned with regard to the en-
largement policy and the Western Balkans (EC 2020b, 18; EC 2020a, 22).

The Strategic Plan 2020-2024 and the
ERA Policy Agenda 2022-2024

There are several documents pertaining to the reformed ERA, but
two of them deserve further attention in this paper — DGRI’s Strategic
Plan 2020-2024 and the ERA Policy Agenda 2022-2024 (hereinafter the
Strategic Plan and the Policy Agenda, respectively). Therefore, this sub-
section of the paper is dedicated to the thematic analysis of those doc-
uments, with the goal of presenting and describing the most prominent
themes these documents entail, so they can be compared to the focal
points of Serbian R&I strategy later on.

In line with aforementioned salience of R&I policy and its en-
hanced role in achieving economic, social, and environmental goals, the
Strategic Plan is structured to address objectives of Von Der Layen’s
Commission (EC 2020a, 6). The Policy Agenda is structured around
four priority areas of the ERA. Although both documents entail similar
themes, they are differently formulated, so the Strategic Plan is main-
ly directed at potential application of R&I results, whereas the Policy
Agenda is more focused on the policy area of R&lI itself. The themes are
also organized in different order, considering the Strategic Plan prior-
itizes social challenges, while the Policy Agenda puts the R&I system
integration first. In other words, the Strategic Plan defines the overall
objectives and course of action, whereas the Policy Agenda precisely
enumerates specific measures.
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Taking into account the context it originated from, the twin energy
and digital transition has a central place in the Strategic Plan (EC 2020a,
10). Specific goals in the first objective (“A European Green Deal”) re-
flect the EU’s efforts to transition to clean energy, and position R&I in
the centre of this. Accordingly, they encompass innovative solutions in
service of preserving “biodiversity, ecosystem and natural resources”
(EC 2020a, 12), directing budgetary expenditures and investments to-
wards the climate (13), and using instruments of missions and partner-
ships within Horizon Europe (12—13). The second general objective of
the Strategy (“A Europe fit for the digital age”) also rests upon the R&I
area as a pillar for achieving the digital transition (EC 2020a, 14). The
main instrument for the digital transition is Horizon Europe, particu-
larly the European Innovation Council and public-private partnerships
endorsed by the FP (EC 2020a, 14).

The third general objective (“An economy that works for the peo-
ple”) puts R&lI in the centre of the economy, with a specific goal of cre-
ating new jobs and economic growth (EC 2020a, 21). When it comes
to the application of results to the economy, the proposed R&I compo-
nent of the European Semester country specific recommendations (EC
2020a, 21) can be considered a form of soft law mentioned above. The
fourth general objective (“A stronger Europe in the world”) encom-
passes the geopolitical component of the ERA, while the specific goal
entails “broader association policy” for further integration of the R&I
landscape (EC 2020a, 24). The fifth general objective (“Promoting our
European way of life”) is connected to improving living conditions, es-
pecially preparedness for crises and preventing diseases (EC 2020a, 27),
whereas the sixth (“A new push for European democracy”) involves so-
cial inclusiveness in the R&I area.

In accordance with the goal of creating a unique European research
landscape and coordination of national R&I policies, the first priority ar-
ea in the Policy Agenda entails actions which should contribute to deep-
ening the internal market for knowledge (EC 2021c, 4)."” Proposed ac-
tions encompass creating the European Open Science Cloud, supported

concerted research and innovation investments and reforms” (EC 2021c, 2).
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by the new EU legislative and regulatory framework for copyright and
data (EC 2021c, 5). As stated in the Policy Agenda (EC 2021c, 5) this
action is a continuation of “a long-term process of alignment and coor-
dination pursued by the European Commission (EC) since 2015 with
diverse stakeholders of the European research landscape.” In line with
this, proposed actions also focus on the labour market in the R&I area,
with special attention given to balanced mobility of researchers, their
skills and work conditions, and prevention of gender inequality or other
harmful practices (EC 2021c, 7-8). These policy actions are developed
on the base of The European Charter for Researchers and the Code of
Conduct for the Recruitment of Researchers, but they also involve new
initiatives on the EU level, such as ERA Talent Platform or ERA4You
(EC 2021c, 7). In line with the Pact for R&I, actions are proposed for
monitoring the level of academic freedom (EC 2021c, 9). Enhanced role
of the EU is promoted in knowledge valorisation, with proposed stand-
ardization and management of intellectual property (EC 2021c¢, 10). The
Policy Agenda also proposes updating of the European research infra-
structure, with the European Research Infrastructure consortium as a
focal point (EC 2021c, 11).%°

The second priority area focuses on the digital and energy tran-
sition, and participation of the society in the ERA (EC 2021c, 13). The
Policy Agenda proposes using two instruments — European partnerships
and Horizon Europe’s missions — in coping with the challenges posed
by the twin transition (EC 2021c, 13). With regard to the energy transi-
tion, proposed actions include a cooperation framework Strategic Energy
Technology Plan which should be used for aligning the national energy
and climate plans, and a pilot action for green hydrogen (EC 2021c, 14).
Cooperation with the industrial sector where the R&I results could be
applied in the context of green energy transition is also included in the
Policy Agenda, as well as connecting with universities (EC 2021c, 16).

The third priority area is dedicated to excellence through further
development of regional and national R&I ecosystems (EC 2021c, 18).
That entails measures such as creating ERA Hubs and promoting sci-
ence managers (EC 2021c, 18—19). Investments and reforms, set as the
fourth priority area in the Policy Agenda, revolve mainly around the

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ERA implementation and monitoring, with respect to the national re-
search systems’ distinctions (ERA 2021c, 19-20).

SERBIAN RESEARCH AND INNOVATION
POLICY AND INTEGRATION INTO THE ERA

Following Leuffen et al.’s (2022, 85) analytical framework, both
horizontal and vertical integration increase with “international inter-
dependence, homogeneity of state preferences and capacities, [less] se-
verity of compliance problems, low politics’ policy characteristics”.?

The connections between academics and scientists greatly bene-
fited from “the use of internet as a channel for scientific communication”
(Heise and Pearce 2020, 1) in the last few decades, thus contributing to
deeper international interdependence in R&I. Accordingly, Serbian re-
searchers have been involved in collaboration projects with researchers
from over thirty countries (EC 2022c), and record a significant number
of co-authorships (Strategija nau¢nog i tehnoloskog razvoja Republike
Srbije [SNTR] 2021, 24). Additionally, R&I is considered the first poli-
cy area to be integrated into the EU, with FP6, FP7, and Horizon 2020
(SNTR 2021, 68).

When it comes to the policy area of R&I, preferences were clearly
stated in the Negotiation position of the Republic of Serbia, where it’s
said that Serbia “accepts the acquis of the EU covered by the Chapter
25 Science and Research as it stands on 1 January 2016” (Government
of the Republic of Serbia 2016, 2) with plans for further alignment (10).
Along with the common interests and challenges Serbia faces as a part
of Europe, the EU contributes to funding of the R&I system in Serbia
(SNTR 2021, 66), which affects the interdependence and preferenc-
es. This is especially important in the context of the funding recipients
(private for-profit entities, higher education establishments, SROs; R&I
Country Profile 2023), which contribute to the overall domestic prefer-
ence for integration.

There’s low politicization in the issue area of R&I, so there aren’t
many obstacles regarding integration in this field.?? In the introductory
statement of the negotiating position, Serbia renounced specific adaptations

13).
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and expressed no expectation of difficulty regarding the implementa-
tion of acquis within the Chapter 25 (Government of the Republic of
Serbia 2016, 2).

Preferences of the EU regarding Serbian integration into the ERA

were expressed in the Common position of the EU on the Chapter 25,
which maintains that Serbia can “contribute to EU activities on research
and innovation” (Ministry of European Integration [MEI] n. d., 1). The
common position also expected no difficulty in negotiation of this chap-
ter taking its nature into account, however, it announced that the EU
would monitor “the alignment with and implementation of the acquis”
(MEI n. d., 5). The EU preferences for Serbian integration into the new
ERA can be related to the broader objective of creating an integrated
European research landscape, as noted in several mentioned documents,
and dealing with global challenges in a more coordinated manner. With
respect to the capacities, annual progress reports of the EC for Serbia
issued in the period 2016-2022 have evaluated this policy area as being
“at good level of preparation” (EC 2016, 74; EC 2018, 77; EC 2019b, 83;
EC 2020c, 101; EC 2021b, 103; EC 2022b, 111), but they also conveyed
certain remarks and recommendations for further improvement.?

Since closing this chapter, Serbia has continued to implement

priorities and guidelines of the ER A, to participate in the EU FPs, and
carry out legislative, institutional, and other policy reforms, therefore
not showing many problems with compliance. European Commission
highlighted the following achievements of Serbia in the process of inte-
gration into ERA: “adoption of National Roadmap for Research Infra-
structure (2018), Participation in four European Research Infrastructure
Consortia (ERIC), Adoption of Serbian Smart Specialization Strategy
(4S) (2020-2027) and Open Access policy, Publication of Research for
Innovation Strategy 2016-2020” (EC 2022c). It also commended Serbi-
an participation in or collaboration with several associations, strategies,
and programmes which address R&I on European or regional level.**
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For instance, the R&I strategy from 2016 to 2020 lacked an Action plan (EC 2016,
74), so the Action plan was adopted in 2018 (EC 2019b, 83), and the subsequent

strategy came with an incorporated action plan.

Programmes: COST, EUREKA, Science and Peace for Security, Central European

Exchange Programme for University Studies; Strategies: Western Balkan Regional

R&D Strategy for Innovation, EU Strategy for the Danube region; Associations:

South East European International Institute for Sustainable Technologies, Euro-
pean Institute of Innovation and Technology’s (EIT) Knowledge and Innovation

Communities, European Universities Association (EC 2022c¢).
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Organizations from Serbia were also active within Horizon 2020, with
around four thousand project proposals, although their success rate
was relatively low (12.5%) (R&I Country profile 2023). Nevertheless,
approved projects received funding of around 135 million euros, out
of which 36% was allocated to the research organizations (R&I Coun-
try profile 2023). As of January 2023, Serbia also became an associated
country of Horizon Europe.”

The Serbian legislative framework in the R&I area has changed
since the chapter was preliminary closed to include two new laws — the
Law on Science and Research and the Law on the Science Fund of the
Republic of Serbia — as well as several strategies®® aiming at different
aspects of the R&I system.?” Accordingly, the institutional structure of
the national R&I system has changed to include new institutions and
reform some of the existing practices. First, funding of the scientific re-
search organizations (SROs) has been institutional since 2019 (SNTR
2021, 27). Secondly, two new organizations were established — the Sci-
ence Fund and the Innovation Activity Fund (27). Four science-technol-
ogy parks (in Belgrade, Novi Sad, Nig, and Ca¢ak) and the Centre for
Promotion of Science (28) were added to the institutional framework.
Furthermore, a new Ministry of Science, Technological Development
and Innovation was created in 2022 (Ministarstvo nauke, tehnoloskog
razvoja i inovacija n. d.).

Besides the institutional and legal reforms, the current state of re-
search and innovation in Serbia has been improving in the last decade,
however, there’s space for further development, especially in the areas
of funding, human resources, and excellence. Even though Serbia has
increased allocated funds to R&I from 2009 to 2019, they are still below

Most importantly, the Smart Specialization Strategy and Strategy for Artificial
Intelligence Development (SNTR 2021, 18).

At the moment of negotiation of the Chapter 25, Serbian legislative framework
in this area was based on the 2015 Law on Scientific and Research Activity and
2013 Law on Innovation Activity (Government of the Republic of Serbia 2016, 2).
Strategic documents in this area consisted of the Strategy of Scientific and Tech-
nological Development of the Republic of Serbia 2010-2015 and of Action Plan for
implementation (2). Institutional structure rested upon the Ministry of Education,
Science and Technological Development, and the Serbian Academy of Sciences
and Arts and Matica Srpska (3).
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the EU average (SNTR 2021, 33). This is especially the case when it
comes to investments from the economy to R&I (35), but it’s also salient
for other sources of funding. Budget of the Republic of Serbia for R&I
in 2021 was around RSD 62 billion, allocated to the business (non-fi-
nancial) sector (45%), the higher education? (28%) and the government
sector (27%) (Republicki zavod za statistiku [RZS] 2022b). The number
of researchers in 2021 was 16962, which was 71% of the overall number
of people employed in R&I in Serbia (RZS 2022b). However, the number
of researchers per mill in Serbia is still twice smaller than in the EU,*
and their sectoral assortment suggests concentration in the higher edu-
cation area and the state sector (RZS 2022b), while their participation
in the economy remains low (SNTR 2021, 39-40).°° On the other hand,
there’s favourable gender distribution (51.4% of women researchers and
34% of women in top positions)’! and the advantage of relatively young
researchers (SNTR 2021, 41-42).

The overall number of scientific outputs in 2021 was 13151, com-
prising of basic (7408), applied (3365) and experimental research (2378),
with the higher education sector (including SROs) as primary contributor,
followed by the government and the business sector (RZS 2022c, 398).
This shows there’s space for improvement, especially in sectors other
than higher education. In addition to this, the Strategy of scientific and
technological development of the Republic of Serbia 2021-2025. “The
Power of Knowledge” (The PoK Strategy hereinafter) adopted by the
Serbian Government in February 2021 (Vlada Republike Srbije 2021)
includes several measures for the research and innovation policy reform.

The “Power of Knowledge” Strategy 2021-2025.

This section of the paper is dedicated to the Serbian strategy on
R&I, with special focus on the main priorities and policy actions, as
well as their position vis-a-vis the main themes in the above-mentioned
EU documents.

Scientific research organizations are predominantly geographically situated in the
region of Belgrade (63%) (RZS 2022b).

An interesting discussion on the position of women in Serbian science can be
found in (Todorovi¢ Lazi¢ 2023).
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Preferences for integration into the ERA remain salient in the
PoK Strategy, which states that “The Republic of Serbia, as a candidate
country for the EU membership, follows the legal acquis of the EU, and
carries out necessary reforms and activities in this area in order to join
the European Research Area” (SNTR 2021, 14). Besides, its structure,
main policy goals and methods of their achievement are in compliance
with the ERA guidelines which were in effect at the time.**

The general goal of the PoK Strategy is for “the science-technol-
ogy and innovation system to contribute to the accelerated development
of the Republic of Serbia through advancement of quality and efficacy
of science, technological development and innovations, and to further
integration into the European Research Area, thus helping the achieve-
ment of developed economies standards” (SNTR Srbije 2021, 51). In
comparison to the new Strategic plan 2020-2024, however, this docu-
ment primarily focuses on R&I application in the economy, although it
also contains measures directed at the digital transition, while the en-
vironmental goals are present but less elaborated.

Both Strategic plan 2020-2024 and the EU reports on Serbia rec-
ommended increasing budgetary expenditures for R&I, and better con-
nections between science and the economy (EC 2019b, 83; EC 2020a, 15).
In line with these recommendations, the PoK Strategy suggests increas-
ing domestic expenditures for R&I, especially matching the investments
from the economy with the budgetary funds (SNTR 2021, 55). Besides
funding, the first specific goal of the PoK Strategy (“Providing neces-
sary conditions for the dynamic development of science, technology
development and innovation”) also addresses researchers and research
infrastructure (54). Measures for increasing the number of researchers
include programmes and stipends for young researchers and programmes
for repatriates, but they also encompass attracting foreign researchers,
researchers from Serbian diaspora, and from the region to participate in
research activities in Serbia (SNTR 2021, 55). This is compatible with
the Policy Agenda’s goal of balanced mobility (EC 2021c, 7-8), consid-
ering that it would simultaneously limit the “brain drain” from Serbia,
and attract researchers to be involved in R&I in Serbia. The last section

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of this goal entails investing into research infrastructure, including dig-
italization (SN'TR 2021, 55-56). Not only is this measure compatible
with the goal of digital transition of the Strategic Plan (EC 2020a, 14),
but the new R&I platform of eScience (eNauka) also contributes to the
open access policy*® and better management of scientific results (SNTR
2021, 57), thus providing a base for Serbian integration into the planned
European Open Science Cloud (EC 2021c, 4).

The second specific goal (Increasing efficacy of usage of scien-
tific research system’s results) is focused on the efficacy of the national
research system, through measures of monitoring the realization of re-
search activities, structural reforms of pilot SROs, social application of
scientific knowledge and contribution to public policy and cultural de-
velopment (SNTR 2021, 58—61). The first two measures are directed at
strengthening the institutional framework and they are compatible with
the Policy Agenda’s measure of reforming the assessment system for re-
search and researchers (EC 2021c, 6). The remaining measures under
this specific goal regarding the application of scientific results,* can re-
late to the Policy Agenda’s second priority area (EC 2021c, 14-15), and
especially the Strategic Plan 2020-2024 in general. Both documents are
directed at broader population’s participation (EC 2021c, 17), albeit the
Strategic Plan 2020-2024 to a greater extent (EC 2020a, 31).

The third specific goal (Nurturing top-quality science and tech-
nological development and increasing the economy’s competitiveness)
is directed at the quality of science in Serbia, namely at the support for
researchers whose papers were published in journals with high impact
factor and highly cited researchers, as well as facilitating access to lit-
erature and journals (SNTR 2021, 62—63). In other words, these meas-
ures should promote excellence, which is both a value under the EU
Pact for R&I (EC 2022a) and a priority area of the Policy Agenda (EC
2021c, 18-19). This goal also incorporates plans on improving the usage
of scientific results in the economy, with special focus on strengthen-
ing the so-called “innovation-based economy” (SNTR 2021, 64). This

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is convergent with the EC’s position on knowledge, and the central role
of R&I for the economy.

The fourth specific goal (Focusing research on social challenges
and priorities) of the PoK Strategy involves coping with social challeng-
es, such as public health, food and water safety, environment protection,
and priority technologies, i.e., artificial intelligence, informational tech-
nology etc. (SNTR 2021, 66). The PoK Strategy, which was issued in the
specific context of the COVID-19 pandemic, doesn’t specifically men-
tion the global energy crisis. Although it’s indirectly included through
this measure, this is the part of the PoK Strategy which can be expand-
ed in greater detail. Furthermore, EC annual reports for 2021 and 2022
call for better integration into the new European Research Area (EC
2021b, 103; EC 2022b, 111). Therefore, this area of R&I policy can be
of use not only in the process of ERA integration as a goal for itself, but
also for tackling the current energy crisis unfolding in Europe, which
affects Serbia, as well.

Finally, the last specific goal of the PoK Strategy is enhancing
international cooperation, where the role of the EU could be the most
prominent as the new ER A entails a significant international dimension.
The goal of strengthening international cooperation is mainly directed at
the EU, and it entails further participation in the EU programmes, espe-
cially Horizon Europe, as well as programmes involving EU such as EU-
REKA, and COST (SNTR 2021, 68—69). This converges with the EC’s
emphasis on Horizon Europe for the new ERA, although there’s space
for growth in the area of partnerships under this FP (EC 2021c, 13; EC
2020a, 11). The second part of this goal involves bilateral and regional
cooperation, as well as for Serbia to extend presence in various research
infrastructures in Europe (SNTR 2021, 69—70). This provides a base for
Serbian involvement in the proposed regional institutional arrangements
such as ERA Hubs (EC 2021c, 18), as well as proposed research infra-
structure projects under the ESFRI (ESFRI 2021).

CONCLUSION

The first part of the paper was dedicated to the policy area of R&l,
especially its external dimension, which can be considered a form of
power, foreign policy instrument, or as part of science diplomacy. In
this paper we tried to put the external aspect of the EU R&l policy in
the context of the European integration process, with special focus on
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Serbia as a candidate country for the EU membership, an ERA country,
and an associated country of Horizon Europe. Based on the conception
of the EU as a system of differentiated integration, this paper presents
the main developments in the R&I area, which cumulatively indicate
that the reformed ER A has been advancing towards a policy regime, al-
though with certain flexibility. This inference is based on the common
priorities and agenda, rules of conduct, standards, and institutional bod-
ies connecting not only the EU Member States, but associated countries,
and other pertinent actors across Europe, especially in the context of the
ERA reform. This paper specifically focused on two EU documents, the
EC Strategic Plan and the ERA Policy Agenda, that convey and adopt
the guidelines of the reformed ERA.

The second part of the paper addressed the Serbian position in
the forming European research landscape. It presented the main points
in the negotiation process, and reforms Serbia has implemented after
closing Chapter 25 with respect to the ERA priorities and guidelines.
Further integration into ERA is based on the continuous preferences of
both the Government and other actors which benefit from the integration,
as well as the fact that this policy area pertains to “low politics”. Con-
sequently, Serbia has been compliant with the EU recommendations in
this policy area. With regard to this, we analysed the Serbian “Power of
Knowledge” Strategy, which showed a great level of convergence with
the aforementioned EU documents, even though there are certain areas
which demand further attention.

Resume

The work covers a wide field of origin, development, but also the
current state of higher education and science in the Republic of Alba-
nia. In all post-communist countries, higher education is a mirror of
the entire society and the political-economic state of the country, and in
Albania, too, a long evolutionary process of turmoil between conserva-
tive and more liberal higher education policies can be observed, which
resulted in a decline in the quality of education and scientific research.
On this path of harmonization with world and European standards in
the field of higher education and science, the paper investigates the role
of the French Republic, which gives rise to the research question: At
what level are the bilateral relations between the Republic of Albania
and the French Republic in the field of higher education and science,
bearing in mind that is the Republic of Albania a permanent member
of the francophone organization, as well as the fact that the share of
the Albanian francophone population is significant? The work will es-
pecially take into account the mobility of Albanian students, programs
and projects implemented at Albanian universities with the help of the
Government of France, universities, cities and regions, and private com-
panies, but will also include the problems of excessive outflow of ed-
ucated and able-bodied population. The author’s conclusion is that the
presence of France is not negligible, but still insufficient considering
the traditionally friendly relations of these two countries. Of particular

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Resume

This paper has the goal of presenting experiences of Faculty of
Political Sciences, University of Belgrade students during their Erasmus
program stays and to provide insights into the ways in which it influenced
their opinions of the European union and the European integration pro-
cess. After presenting the goals of the Erasmus program and the strate-
gic documents of the Republic of Serbia within the field off education,
the paper places the process of forming political opinions in theoretical
context. The experiences of students which participated in the Program
within the 2017-2019. period are analyzed from the perspective of Eras-
mus program goals and the influence they have on the opinions and so-
cial networking of the participants. The paper concludes that all of the
participants entered the Program with already formed positive opinions
on the European integration process, while also noting a development
of skills and values related to the concept of European identity, such as
openness and tolerance. Furthermore, the research finds that among the
Program participants there was no sense of otherness developed dur-
ing their stay and that they were not faced with any serious administra-
tive challenges which could negatively influence their perception of the
European union. However, in order to encourage further development
of the Program, one must keep in mind that there exist certain barri-
ers in the area of communicating information about requirements and
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procedures during application, as well as during the process of select-
ing and approving classes.

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FANAR AND THE SERBIAN ORTHODOX CHURCH

Resume

When analyzing the relations of the Fanar — Patriarchy of Con-
stantinople — towards the Serbian Orthodox Church, we have different
periods. These are: periods of cooperation and periods of confrontation
which were initiated by the Fanar. In this paper, we will talk about the
period of confrontation. After the fall of the medieval Serbian state un-
der the rule of the Ottoman Empire, the Orthodox found itself un-
der the rule of the Muslims. Their position worsened with the abolition
of the Patriarchate of Pe¢ in 1766. It happened due to several things.
The main reason cited is the mistrust of the Porte towards the Serbian
Church and the work of the Fanariot Greeks who wanted to subjugate
the Patriarchate of Pe¢ to the Greek Church. The very act of abolition
was preceded by attempts at Hellenization. It was not seen only in Ser-
bia, but also in Bulgaria, where many learned Bulgarians considered
themselves Greeks. Simultaneously with the arrival of Greek bishops
at the head of the Serbian dioceses, the merciless plundering of the Ser-
bian people began. It was one of the main reasons for the Islamization
of not only the Serbs, but other peoples as well. The second period is
contemporary. In it Fanar(iots) disputes the autocephaly of the Serbian
Orthodox Church, as well as the territories under its jurisdiction. That
is why they renamed it to the “Church of Serbia.” Thereby taking away
all dioceses outside the territory of the present-day state of Serbia from
the Serbian Orthodox Church.

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ARE THE HUMAN RIGHTS PROVIDING
EMPOWERMENT POSSIBILITIES FOR
SOCIAL WORK WITH VULNERABLE
GROUPS IN REPUBLIC OF SRPSKA?"

Resume

Vulnerable groups represent special categories that are in a higher
risk of being socially excluded, vulnerable and sensitive to spectrum of
risks, including poverty. Disabled persons, children, youngsters, wom-
en, elders, victims/survivors of violence, illiterate people, people living
in rural areas, members of certain minority groups, refugees and dis-
placed persons, members of LGBTIQ+ communities etc, are considered
to be vulnerable.

Human rights as a universal concept are guaranteed by the
Constitution of Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH), which guarantees the
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implementation of human rights for all citizens of BiH. The obligation to
implement the international documents that secure the standards, oblig-
ing the state to enforce guaranteed human rights is also anticipated by
the Constitution. Human rights are the foundation and the framework
for social work and social policy when it comes to working with and in
favour of vulnerable groups, however, in reality of social work practice,
these groups remain on the margins of society.

This article focuses on possibilities of social work in helping vul-
nerable groups to move from the margins of society. The article repre-
sents the results of the analysis conducted on gathered relevant docu-
ments that include information regarding the current state and process-
es, status and changes regarding the vulnerable groups’ human rights
enforcement in Republic of Srpska. The theoretical framework used for
understanding and trying to search for possible answers to the defined
question is underpinned by the critical social work perspectives. The
content analysis was used as an independent theoretical-empirical meth-
od when research on relevant documents was conducted.

Keywords: vulnerable groups, social work, social policy, human rights

INTRODUCTION

The International Federation of Social Workers (IFSW) and the
International Association of Schools of Social Work defines social work
as a “practice-based profession and academic discipline that promotes
social change and development”, which include resolution of conflicts
in interactions, empowerment and liberation of people that need sup-
port, in order to fulfil their capacities and enhance wellbeing. Defining
the social work profession as such result in having different but over-
lapping domains of practice, such as: providing support and assistance
to service users in resolving problems concerning fulfilling the basic
needs, issues concerning social functioning and in crisis, reducing social
and other inequities, development of human rights’ policies, increasing
standards and availability of certain and specific social services and al-
lowances, and influencing changes in social policies and realisation of
social justice (IFSW 2014).

Social work as a profession with specifically defined social role
and function in contemporary circumstances is facing difficult challenges

due to impacts of different social circumstances and power imbalanc-
es. The whole world has been facing difficulties due to global economy
crises and other social crises causing social problems with direct impli-
cations on different aspects of societal life, such as increase of poverty,
unemployment, increase of social and personal difficulties, decrease of
GDP index, mass migrations etc. All the above-mentioned has a direct
impact on social work profession, shifting the focus more on large social
groups and social problems, and less on individual’s issues and problems
(Cuk and Savovi¢ 2019). Chenoweth and McAuliffe (2011, 16) summa-
rise the purpose of social work as “positioning human rights and social
welfare as a primary social responsibility, acknowledging that human-
ity exists in balance with the environment and to celebrate and nurture
the diversity of humanity”. Therefore, the task of social workers can be
interpreted as taking responsibility for raising public awareness about
values, opinions, behaviours and social structures that are important
factors of marginalisation and social exclusion of vulnerable individu-
als, groups and communities in given society.

Marginalised groups represent a specific category that are con-
sidered to be in a high risk of being socially excluded, vulnerable and
sensitive to a spectrum of risks, including poverty. In different societies
different groups are being considered as vulnerable. This is why vul-
nerable groups are determined using standards and specific indicators,
where the selection of indicators is dependent on the development of each
community. A very important factor for recognising vulnerable individ-
uals and groups is the level of availability and accessibility to the basic
development resources (Muratbegovi¢ et al. 2017). The Laws in Bosnia
and Herzegovina do not define who are marginalised groups. Also, the
Law on Gender Equality of BiH (2010) the term “marginalised groups”
is not mentioned nor defined. The term used in the Law on discrimina-
tion prohibition is the “endangered groups”, which can be interpreted as
groups in risk or marginalised groups. People with disability, children,
women, elders, victims/survivors of violence, illiterate persons, persons
living in rural areas, members of minority ethnical groups, refugees and
displaced persons, members of the LGBTIQ+ communities have been
selected as marginalised groups in BiH and Republic of Srpska for the
purpose of research analysis and writing of this article. The above-men-
tioned groups represent a vast majority when it comes to being service
users and beneficiaries of social work and social protection system.
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LITERATURE REVIEW NAD
THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

Human rights as a key principle of social work basically refers
to the fundamental purpose of providing social services through fight-
ing oppression, empowering and liberating people in need, in order to
achieve their goals and fulfil their potentials. Chenoweth and McAu-
liffe (2011) emphasize the unbreakable connection between valuing of
individuals and their right to self-determination, which are included
in the professional ethics of social work, and grounded in the human
rights discourses. As described by Connolly and Ward (2008, 18 in Che-
noweth and McAuliffe 2011, 43) human rights can serve as good pro-
tective zone to all people, which offers space for conceptualisation of
what one may consider to be “good life”, without any interference from
others. Ife (2008) considers human rights’ perspective as an extremely
important and powerful framework for social work practice, especially
bearing in mind the fact that having three generations of human rights
throughout the history of our civilisation speaks for itself about the im-
portance of the social work profession based on the principal of protec-
tion of human rights.

The concept of “power” and “use/misuse of power” has a central
place in theories and practice of critical social work. The misuse of power
has been an “evergreen” topic of the social work discussions. The most
recent literature on the topic is showing the importance of unpacking the
term power in the context of given society, respecting historical, ideo-
logical, cultural and all other differences of a specific society. Accord-
ing to Tew (2002 in Pease et al 2009) critical perspectives in social work
that emphasize modernistic ideas and importance of structural analysis
(such as Marxist, feministic and antiracial approaches) have identified
domination patterns and oppression in social relations. This means that
one social group is in a privileged position comparing to other groups,
using/misusing economic, discursive and emotional power in its favour.
Mullaly (2010) sees such traditional interpretation of “power” as concept
that “lives” in big social structures (state institutions, religious institu-
tions), therefore can be changes only in big protests and social activities
at the biggest scale. Some other authors (Mullaly 2002; Pease 2002a;
Tew 2002 in Ferguson 2008) suggest that postmodern perspectives de-
fining “power” and privilege as concept that exists in different social lo-
cations, situations and contexts (schools, social and health organisation,
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mammy groups), meaning “fluid and open for changes” (Allan in Pease
et al 2009, 73), can be seen in a different light. This means that “power”
doesn’t have to be exclusively oppressive, but can be used as a resource
that can offer social opportunities (depending on how it is used). The
differences in power exist in the social worker-client/service user rela-
tionship. It is extremely important for social workers to always assume
that the power is in their hands, first of all deriving from the fact that
social work practitioners have professional knowledge. The knowledge
and position holding need to be in service of empowering oppressed,
vulnerable and marginalised individuals and groups (Rees 1991; Healy
2005; Mullaly 2002 in Pease et al. 2009).

The concept of “empowerment” can and has been differently de-
fined in literature, depending on the theoretical perspective used and
context in which it is defined (Fook and Morley 2005). DuBois and Mi-
ley (2005) define empowerment as a process with the aim to increase
personal, interpersonal and political power in order to improve their
situation. Empowerment is also connected to social justice and dem-
ocratic ideal that every citizen has the right to make decisions in their
life. Rose (2000 in Chenoweth and McAuliffe 2011) suggests that em-
powerment can be contextualised at five levels: personal (individual),
interpersonal, political, professional and organisational. From the so-
cial work stance, the essence of the empowerment concept is placed in
the relationship between social worker and client/service user through
the approach that sees clients/service users as individuals with poten-
tials. The aim of social worker is to activate existing potentials and by
doing so, empower the client/service user to believe in its potentials and
comes out from the dark and oppressed position. Mullaly (2007 in Pease
et al. 2009, 74) defines empowerment as “...process of change in which
subordinated groups cross over from the passive position to an active
participating position...in order to gain more control in their lives and
social environment”.

Empowering vulnerable and marginalised individuals and groups
requires deeper critical analysis, including policy analysis. According
to Fook & Morley (2005), the empowerment concept on its own cannot
provide answers to big and complex questions considering empower-
ment, such as: who are we empowering and to whom is it important?
Another important question can be asked here: How can a social work-
er (from the critical social work perspective) empower clients/service
users in contemporary and restraining political contexts? Even more
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complex question can be asked, and this is the research question of this
paper: Valuing social justice and human rights as we as social workers
do in our contemporary society, how can we make structural changes?
In order to make a first step, we need to analyse the legal framework
that is the social work framework in practice with vulnerable and mar-
ginalised groups. Fraser (2001 in Pease et al 2009) points out two key
factors of the empowerment perspective and approach in social work:
wider distribution of resources and society without discrimination; and
empowerment strategies that need to be applied within the structural
and critical analysis. More recent literature (Baines 2017; Mullaly 2007;
Ife 2008), emphasises the importance of few more elements: help and
support to marginalised individuals and groups in activities with the
aim to have their voices heard and raising awareness about the ways in
which dominant structures/groups using dominant discourses, stereo-
types and popular culture oppress and/or misuse the position of mar-
ginalised (Pease et al. 2009).

Ferguson (2008) and Baines (2007) exploring the questions con-
cerning empowerment and social work practice suggest that regardless
the limitations in applying the concept of empowerment in social work
practice (using the critical social work framework), social workers must
not forget the ethical obligation of the profession to empower clients/ser-
vice users. Literature also recognises existence of many and different
obstacles and organisational barriers (including procedural, managerial
etc.) that social work practitioners face on daily basis (Fook 2012; 2023)
summarises the importance of critical theories as theories that recognise
domination as something that is experienced (personal) and structurally
created. This means that social change needs to be personal and collec-
tive at the same time. Another important aspect that Fook (2023) em-
phasises is that such interpretation of domination included recognition
that knowledge is often empirical (grounded in reality), but at the same
time, knowledge that is used or interpreted can be constructed (socially
and personally). Therefore, social or personal change cannot take place
without having dialogues and communicating, trying to reach new and
common understanding.
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RESEARCH DESIGN, METHODS
AND DATA COLLECTION

In line with the methodology type and subject of this research, a
range of research methods were used for the purpose of this paper, in-
cluding: analytical-deductive, hypothetical-deductive and comparative
methods. As for the basic scientific methods, the methods of analysis
and synthesis, induction and deduction, and method of generalisation
were used in this research. A specific method that was dominantly used
in the empirical part of this paper was the method of content analysis.
Content analysis was used for the purpose of data collection and data
analysis, as well as for the purpose of providing a theoretical framework
for understanding the topic and research question. The coding system
was applied for the content analysis of documents relevant for the re-
search subject, developing a categorial framework for the purpose of
classification and data collection and data analysis, including causal re-
lations (Creswell 2002).

The analysis covered documents that regulate and guarantee hu-
man rights in BiH and Republic of Srpska, with special attention paid to
the Social Inclusion Strategy of the Republic of Srpska 2021-2027. The
Strategy was used as a key document search for the answer to the main
research question: Are the human rights providing empowerment pos-
sibilities for social work with vulnerable groups in Republic of Srpska?

RESEARCH FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

Social work is fundamentally grounded in protection of human
rights, therefore social work and social policies represent the core frame-
work for issues related to protection of human rights, especially margin-
alised and vulnerable groups. The reality in social work practice is that
these groups are on the margins of society. In Bosnia and Herzegovina
(BiH) the inconsistency between the social work practice and legisla-
tion regarding human rights and social position of marginalised groups
in society is noticeable.

The human rights of all citizens of BiH are prescribed by the Con-
stitution of BiH (2009), by international agreements and conventions rat-
ified by the BiH, but also by the laws that regulate this topic at the state
and entities’ levels. The Preamble of the Constitution of BiH states de-
termination to ensure full respect of international humanitarian laws, as
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well as the commitment to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights,
international agreements on civil, political, economic, social and cultur-
al rights, and the Declaration on rights of persons that are members of
national or ethnical, religious or language minorities, and other mech-
anisms in favour of human rights. The Constitution of BiH anticipates
direct implementation of the European Convention on protection of hu-
man rights and fundamental liberties, and its Protocols, which serves as
a guarantee that BiH and it’s both entities and District Brcko will ensure
the highest level of internationally recognised human rights and funda-
mental liberties. The Constitution of BiH also anticipates protection of
human rights via the Commission for Human Rights, consisted of two
bodies: the Institution of Human Rights Ombudsmen of BiH and Council
for Human Rights. The Annex 7 of the Constitution of BiH represents
the Agreement on refugees and displaced persons, with a special part
dedicated to protection of human rights. Special administrative bodies
were established within the state administration system, with the role to
continuously promote and improve the system of human rights protec-
tion (Council for Children, the Agency for Gender Equality, the Board
for Romas, the Council for People with Disability etc.).

States established on the basis of national principle, means that
they provide security of property and personality, where personality
is understood as “life itself, honour and liberty” (Bodrozi¢ 2023, 102).
The Constitution of Republic of Srpska (2005), in the section referring
to the human rights and liberties, guarantees achievement and protec-
tion of human rights and liberties to all citizens of Republic of Srpska,
in accordance with the principal of social justice. The principal of so-
cial justice has become lately in the EU system the international and
regional priority, serving as a framework and assigning main goals for
all states trying to develop a more advanced social protection system.
Achieving social justice in a society remains to be an eternal goal that
is very much conditioned by the mainstream and dominant concepts of
economy policies in BiH. The above-mentioned economy policies in
BiH have been established at different administrative levels and with-
in different protection sectors. However, fulfilling the social justice
principal also means providing full support and implementation of ac-
tivities and measures for effective participation of individuals that are
members of marginalised groups, participation in community, respect-
ing their dignity, freedom of choice, differences, equal opportunities,
gender equality etc.
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Besides already mentioned highest legal acts of BiH and Republic
of Srpska, human rights are also protected through implementation of
many international documents concerning human rights, all ratified by
BiH (the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child; Convention on the
Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Against Women-CEDAW;
The Council of Europe Convention on preventing and combating vio-
lence against women and domestic violence (Istanbul Convention); the
UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) and
national legislative framework that includes the Law on Prohibition of
Discrimination (2016), the Law on Gender Equality of BiH (2010), and
other laws adopted at the entities’ level. In Republic of Srpska, the most
important law concerning the general population is the Criminal Code
of Republic of Srpska (2021), as well as the laws that regulate the pro-
tection and fulfilling the rights of marginalised groups. The most im-
portant laws here are: the Law on Social Protection (2022), the Law on
Family Violence Protection (2019), the Law on Child Protection (2021)
and other. The Republic of Srpska established the child welfare system
in 1996, adopting the Law on child welfare in 2002 and by founding of
the Public Trust for Child Welfare (Gavrilovi¢ and Jugovi¢ 2012).

The implementation of legislative documents has been the most
demanding social and professional challenge. One of the ways to im-
plement normative solutions is to create strategic documents focused on
and directed towards the implementation of defined and planned activ-
ities concerning human rights. The Government of Republic of Srpska
has adopted in 2020 a very important strategic document whose goal is
to improve the systemic solutions and the quality of life of socially vul-
nerable persons and marginalised groups. We are referring here to the
Social Inclusion Strategy of Republic of Srpska 2021-2027 (The Gov-
ernment of Republic of Srpska 2020). The Strategy almost equalises the
socially vulnerable persons and the marginalised groups. The Strategy
provides a general definition, quoting: “Socially vulnerable and mar-
ginalized groups of the population are individuals, families and social
groups deprived of the opportunity to exercise the key social values such
as: the right to work, realization of artistic and creative potential, materi-
al well-being, human dignity, social security, future prospects, etc. The
members of these population groups constitute the largest part of the
beneficiaries of the public systems dealing with issues of social securi-
ty and social protection of citizens in the Republic of Srpska” (RS Gov-
ernment 2020, 4). This Strategy also anticipates achieving six defined
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goals in the defined period of time, being: improving the social status
of children, young people and families with children; fighting poverty;
equal opportunities and non-discrimination of people with disability;
safe old age; full gender equality and development of tolerant society
for all. The goals defined in such wide manner include the most of mar-
ginalised groups.

People with disability are marked in the Strategy as the most vul-
nerable groups in Republic of Srpska. Special attention is paid to dis-
crimination of people with disabilities based on differences seen as a
risk for social exclusion. Enabling equal opportunities to all (access to
community life, access to social services, adequate housing, sensible
health protection, labour market, public administration services), being
the essence of social inclusion of people with disability, also includes
permanent promotion of abilities of persons with disability. In Republic
of Srpska, at the operational level, there is no unique access to disability
policies, which results in different practices of implementation of inter-
national standards. Noticeable consequence can be seen in discrimina-
tion and violation of human rights of persons with disability.

The belief that “society owes to a child the best it can offer” has
been imbedded in the UN Convention on Child Rights, accepted by
169 countries in the world, and by defining the minimum standards and
rights for children (Gavrilovi¢ and Jugovi¢ 2012). The Strategy recog-
nises children and youth as members of marginalised groups. Especially
highlighted is the fact that this category is decreasing in general popula-
tion of Republic of Srpska. The Strategy analyses a number of segments
of children and youth life. Important data from the social work and so-
cial inclusion of children and youth perspective is the data concerning
the decreasing number of children in the total number of social servic-
es and social protection users, without arguing in favour of the needs of
children for social services. Another important finding is the increase
in percentage of children reported as victims of violence in Republic of
Srpska, with approximately 2% per annum, which impacts the social ex-
clusion of children. According to the data from UNICEF BiH (UNICEF
2017), 73.8% of children in BiH are deprived from minimum one dimen-
sion of life (these dimensions include a dimension of social inclusion),
while 22.8% of children are deprived from three and more dimensions.
According to Stojakovi¢ Zlatanovi¢ (2021), the main and core legal dis-
crepancies concerning the application of systemic social welfare special
protection measures for vulnerable children can been seen as the lack
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of “universally accepted definition of family life”, as well as other key
aspects of what is considered to be the “minimum quality standards of
care” (Stojakovi¢ Zlatanovi¢ 2021, 145) The state analysis presented in
the Strategy reveals data that unemployed youth in Republic of Srpska
represent 3% of total population, while every fourth young unemployed
person is absolutely poor. It has been estimated that the real youth un-
employment rate is around 50%, while the general unemployment rate
is around 20% in the past ten or more years (Gaji¢ 2020). These are on-
ly few important indicators of social exclusion of children and youth in
Republic of Srpska.

Women are present in the Strategy in the section concerning gen-
der equality, as another marginalised group, highlighting the basically
observed differences between women and men leading towards social
exclusion. More specifically speaking, this is concerning the burden of
women in family roles, lower representation in labour, lower wages for
same jobs comparing to men, lower representation (regardless obvious
increase) in political life and decision-making sphere, and higher rep-
resentation of women in total number of victims of domestic violence,
being over 90%. Due to the complexity and factors of social exclusion
affecting women, one of the strategic goals is directed towards improve-
ment of the status of women in the above-mentioned spheres of social life.

The Strategy is only one of many documents in Republic of Srpska
that recognises elders as persons that need special attention in Republic
of Srpska. The people in the “third life age” are being socially excluded
on many bases, which puts them in the category of socially most vul-
nerable citizens. Social exclusion of elders is conditioned, first of all, by
their economic and health state. Reduced ability to work, health condi-
tions, financial deprivation and depending on family and intergenera-
tional solidarity can be seen as the most important determining factors
of the elders’ status in society, which also means reasons for social ex-
clusion. The data of having 17% of elders in Republic of Srpska being
in the category of absolutely poor is in line with the above-mentioned.

Deserved attention is also dedicated by the Strategy to the mem-
bers of minorities. Social exclusion of minority groups results from the
relations and social discourses towards specialties and differences from
the majority group. Cultural, social, racial, religious, national, health or
sexual orientation differences can be bases for social distancing of ma-
jority from the minority groups. Also, possession or practicing “differ-
ent” values, habits and behaviours can trigger the need among minority
groups to isolate from the majority.
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According to the Republic Institute of Statistic, people living in
rural and less developed communities and areas in Republic of Srpska,
which represent a significant number, as well as illiterate persons (6.7%
of women and 1.7% of men), can be considered as marginalised groups
(Republic of Srpska Institute of Statistic 2021). However, the Strate-
gy does not include these groups. It is also worth mentioning that the
Strategy recognises members of the LGBTIQ+ community as minority
groups, but not marginalised groups (without specific explanation). The
Strategy also does not recognise refugees and displaced persons as mar-
ginalised groups, regardless the complex political situation in Bosnia
and Herzegovina that has pushed these groups into marginalised posi-
tion since the war in Bosnia and Herzegovina in 1990s.

CONCLUSION

We started this research with the question on whether human rights
can provide empowerment possibilities for social work with vulnerable
groups in Republic of Srpska. Researching both the literature relevant
for empowerment in social work profession (using critical social work
perspectives) and documents that served as data for this research, look-
ing for the legal grounds in working with vulnerable and marginalised
individuals and groups, several important conclusions can be summa-
rised in this article.

Legal documents that were subjected to this research, starting
from the Constitutions of BiH and Republic of Srpska, as well as the
laws adopted for specific categories of clients and service users of so-
cial work, show that the marginalised individuals and groups do have
rights that can be exercised and achieved in the society of Republic of
Srpska. Analysing the Social Inclusion Strategy of Republic of Srpska
2021-2027 (The Government of Republic of Srpska 2020), which serves
as a framework for different sectors (employment/labor market, social
insurance and other types of social protection) that provide services to
marginalised and socially excluded individuals and groups, results show
that that there is space for introducing and applying empowerment ap-
proaches in these sectors.

The analysis also provided findings that most of the observed vul-
nerable and marginalised groups for the purpose of this research do exist
in the Strategy, which can be interpreted that the basic preconditions for
empowering opportunities for social work with vulnerable individuals
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and groups do exist. However, an important finding is that there are three
vulnerable and marginalised groups that are not recognised as such by
the strategy, but are in the social work science and practice. These are
the following: illiterate persons, refugees and displaced persons and
members of the LGBTIQ+ community. This finding implies that social
work practitioners face difficulties finding opportunities for empower-
ing these individuals and groups.

Regardless the obvious fact that social workers that provide so-
cial services cannot easily influence or make structural changes, it can
be considered as rational thinking if trying to undermine and tackle
inequality at the structural level throughout social work practice on
daily basis, working with vulnerable and marginalised individuals and
groups (raising awareness on human rights, social justice and ways that
can provide their voices to be heard). However, as noted by Djuri¢ and
Stojanovi¢ (2020, 169), the social system can increase its ability to ad-
just to the environment through a “process of internal differentiation”,
meaning by establishing subsystem autonomy, but “each of these dif-
ferent, autonomous system levels must have its own purposes and goals”
(Djuri¢ and Stojanovi¢ 2020, 166). On the other note, Stojiljkovi¢ (2018)
argues that already existing reduction of democrtic values, together with
the increasing economic inequalities are leading societies towards the
“erosion of legal and political equality” (Stojiljkovi¢ 2018, 58). Critical
reflection as part of the social work practice can have a valuable role in
making necessary changes in daily practice of social workers. Fook (2009,
444; 2023, 58) understands critical reflection as a “way to research in-
dividual practice and experiences of social workers in order to increase
the develop our own understanding of self and wider socio-cultural and
structural environment, understanding our ideals, beliefs and assump-
tions that can, at least partially, be determined by social context”. This
can be regarded as extremely important practice of social work practi-
tioners if the aim is to empower vulnerable and marginalised individ-
uals and groups in the context of Republic of Srpska society. Without
making changes at the individual level of each and every social worker
(through practicing critical reflection), there are significant chances that
social workers remain in the shadow of dominant structures, therefore
have no empowerment opportunities for working with vulnerable and
marginalised.

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INTRODUCTION

Regardless of how advanced and sophisticated human civilization
has become, it seems that man, in his fundamental “raw” essence, is
destined to live in perpetual ontological dread. This ever-present Angst,
to speak in Heideggerian terms, is caused by the overwhelming com-
plexity and perplexing intricacies of reality and uncertainty of the world
we live in and which we do not fully understand. Our consciousness
simply yearn for realization of causality in nature and explain ability
of phenomena and processes we experience, as we continually strive to
understand reality. This understanding enables minimal predictability
and thus elimination, or at least mitigation, of the terrible uncertainty,
restlessness and anxiety of not knowing what and why is and will be
happening around us and to us. In order to live normal and healthy lives,
we humans necessarily require precisely predictability and certainty of
reality and we do everything in our power to produce them — we use
natural sciences to investigate, explain and predict the natural world and
social sciences to do the same to humans and our societies. But, one of
the most important things we do in our pursuit of “normality” is that we
construct our own realities and create this “invisible ontology” (Searle
1995, 3). In his seminal work, The Construction of Social Reality, John
Searle introduces the notion of “invisible ontology” and explains how
one form of “reality” is actually generated — we construct institution-
al facts based on what he refers to as “collective intentionality” (Searle
1995, 23). Simpliciter, we all' just agree something is a fact of reality
and then further function on that assumption. In practice, we “constitute
institutional facts by applying constitutive rules to ‘raw material’, brute
facts” (Ceki¢ 2013, 241). Only when we have our institutional facts, can
we apply regulative rules® to activities concerning institutions, which
are basically “nothing else but systems of constitutive rules” (Mlade-
novi¢ 2009, 191).

In recent decades, the concept of narrative has been increasingly
present in social sciences, as many authors recognized its pivotal role
in constructing and understanding our complex political reality. In our

Not all people have to agree — Searle sees every fact as institutional if “two or
more people have collective intentionality” (Mladenovi¢ 2009, 191).

Unlike constitutive rules which create an institutional fact, regulative rules set
boundaries in institutions created in such a manner (Cekic¢ 2013, 242).
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attempts to bring chaos of our everyday existence to some order’, we
“rely on narrative as a way of understanding the world and endowing it
with meaning” (Shenhav 2006, 246). Constructed narratives we “impose
on reality” and use to make sense of the world are “examples of institu-
tional facts according to Searle” (Carriger 2010, 53), meaning that they
have no ontological objectivity*. The very notion of narrative has been
used with different meanings in recent history, but it is dominantly used
in political philosophy and political science today in the sense of politi-
cal narrative, i.e., a “story” constructed to explain complex and layered
social and political events. In short, narrative represents “an effective
means of simplifying complex situations into chains of events” (Shen-
hav 2006, 246), or “a representational structure in which past, present,
and future events have a meaning” as it “serves an explanatory func-
tion for events” (Neisser 2015, 27). Narrative consists of three elements:
first being “events, characters, and background”, second being “events
in sequence” and finally “causality” (Shenhav 2006, 251). As collective
intentionality is necessary for construction of narratives, it is only natu-
ral and expected that words, terms and notions we use to denote and de-
scribe events, characters and backgrounds in order to create a sequence
of events and identify causality are of the highest order of significance. It
is precisely the language we use that “enables the greatest level of com-
plexity in... collective intentionality” (Vidanovi¢ 2009, 1160) as it is the
most important element of all institutional facts and “essentially con-
stitutive in institutional reality” (Searle 1995, 59). Language we decide
to use directly constructs our reality, and our choice of words is often
directly caused and conditioned by the “narrative pattern” we impose
on reality. We chose the words we use to describe events and characters
in such a way that they “fit” the pattern that explains causality, making
sure not to make a dangerous “mistake” that would question the nar-
rative used to explain confusing and convoluted “brute” reality we do
not fully understand. In many cases, the process of “fitting” events into
a preconstructed pattern by cunningly naming them is Procrustean’ in
nature — arbitrary, forceful, and violent.

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SIEGE OF SARAJEVO

Never is reality so unclear, obscure, and ambiguous as it is in war,

in a state of affairs characterized by unpredictability, uncertainty, and
the proverbial “fog™®. By its very definition, an essential attribute of war
is the lack of control of both the present and the future, as “we have no
normative control of the future” (Babi¢ 2018, 174-226) meaning no pre-
dictability and no certainty. We cannot end it when we want to, even if
we started it, nor can we know who will win the war — we are all, so to
speak, “stuck” in a state of unbounded freedom, uncontrollable chaos,
and accelerated entropy. Even when it seems that one side has full con-
trol, von Clausewitz warns of what he dubbed friction, a concept that
“more or less corresponds to the factors that distinguish real war from
war on paper... Countless minor incidents — the kind you can never re-
ally foresee —combine to lower the general level of performance” (von
Clausewitz 2007, 66) and with it, predictability. Perhaps this unparalleled
level of outmost confusion and uncertainty, combined with the pace at
which chaotic events unfold, is the primary reason why we so desper-
ately try to construct rigid narratives in war and endow unintelligible
reality with some meaning?

Notions and words we chose to describe phenomena in the dis-
course of war are crucial for constructing and perpetuating narratives
and “facts”. The prime task of philosophy is to analyze and parse key
notions we use in order to resolve any conceptual confusion and prevent
potential misuse which can, as we explained, directly aid in generating
false “realities”. These “realities” can be extremely dangerous in the
long run. The task in front of us is to analyze the (mis)use of the notion
siege in the context of events that unfolded in Sarajevo, during the war in
Yugoslavia. The situation in Sarajevo between 1992 and 1995 is widely
described as “the longest siege in modern history” by the overwhelming
majority of media, political institutions, and experts especially in the
west. But what exactly does the word siege means, and can it be used to
accurately describe what went on in Sarajevo in the 1990s? Are there
perhaps other notions which better “capture the reality” of the capital
of Bosnia and Herzegovina in that period? If so, why do we avoid using
them and insist on calling it a siege?

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The Notion of Siege and Sarajevo

Sieges are often considered to be an “’archaic’ or ‘medieval’ meth-
od of warfare” (Nijs 2020, 681), in which walled fortresses are encircled
and continuously attacked by an invading army. This is well reflected in
the reputable Encyclopedia of Land Forces and Warfare, which defines a
siege as “a battle over a castle or a fortified town” (Margiotta 2000, 941).
No wonder that historians “unambiguously recognize the importance, in-
deed the central role, played by siege warfare. .. during the Middle Ages”
(Bachrach 1994, 119), i.e., when decisive battles were fought over forti-
fied castles. At first glance, it may seem that such a method of warfare
in not of much importance today, when we no longer fight at high walls
and across drawbridges. However, as Fox explains, sieges “command
a central position in the wars of the post-Cold War era” (Fox 2021, 18),
and are far from being an obsolete method of warfare. It is therefore very
odd, to say the least, that we “lack a definition of this concept under IHL”
(Nijs 2020, 682), or under any other significant authority, which makes
defining a siege very difficult and complicated. As Hampson remarks,

“sieges are like an elephant: ‘you know it when you see it, but you have a

problem defining it”” (Hill, Hampson and Watts 2015, 91). Perhaps this
explains why there are no definitions of siege in the latest Dictionary of
Military and Associated Terms (2021) of the US DoD, nor in the latest
NATO Glossary of Terms and Definitions (2020). The only places that
offer any type of a definition of a siege are dictionaries’. Even though
there are slight differences in definitions among dictionaries, we can offer
a meta-definition that encompasses common elements of all definitions
of siege by which siege represents a method of warfare in which enemy
forces completely surround a city and its inhabitants, cutting them off
entirely, using the weapon of starvation and exhaustion in an attempt to
conquer the city. As Nijs asserts, “the essence of a siege lies in the encir-
clement... and subsequent isolation of the enemy forces by cutting their
channels of supply and reinforcement with a view of inducing the enemy
into submission by means of starvation” (Nijs 2020, 682). Such a defi-
nition enables us to identify the essential features of the notion of siege,
and then determine the logical scope and reach of this notion®.

Logic dictates that only once we know the essential features of a notion, can we
identify objects that fall in its reach. (Petrovi¢ 2011, 17-23).
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Definition of a siege clearly indicates certain essential features of
this phenomena in war, three being the most obvious. First, siege im-
plies that the besieging forces must come from somewhere outside of the
city, usually from far away, and place the city and its inhabitants under
siege. If we examine the most famous sieges in history, from Troy and
Masada to Constantinople, Vera Cruz, and Leningrad, we can see that
they represent precisely such situations in which invading armies came
from their own cities and countries and besieged the city and the peo-
ple who live their normal, everyday lives. People living in the city thus
have no prima facie responsibility for the siege — they are simply living
their lives in their homes which are being besieged by enemy combat-
ants. This creates a clear asymmetry in which those who are in the city
are engaged only in defense of their homes, while the besiegers are at-
tackers. Second, the inherent “instruments” of siege are starvation and
exhaustion of city defenders and inhabitants. This means actively block-
ing all routes in and out of the city (on the ground, above the ground and
beneath the ground), cutting off all and any supply of food, water, gas,
medicine, etc. to the city, indefinitely. This requires that the entire city
must be severed off from the rest of the territory controlled by its own
army and troops, usually by quite a distance. If this isn’t the case, then
we cannot speak of a city siege per se, rather of a city on the first line
of battle. Third, the end goal of a siege is to enter and conquer the city.
The only reason why cities are placed under sieges, regardless of their
duration, is to bring them into submission and take control of the city.
Let us now examine the presence of these essential features of siege in
the case of Sarajevo.

Besiegers come from somewhere

Modern day Sarajevo is unquestionably a Bosniak® city, with over
83% of its population being Bosniak. Given the fact that the last census
was undertaken in 2013, the percentage is probably even higher today. But
it was never so in history. Sarajevo was always a distinctly multicultural

The term Muslim was officially used in former Yugoslavia to denote citizens of
Bosnia and Herzegovina who belonged to Islam.

We shall use these two notions interchangeably, depend-
ing on the period we discuss, as all documents written before the mid-90s only
mention Muslims.
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urban area, with large Muslim and Serb populations, along with substan-
tial number of Croats, Jews, later Yugoslavians, etc. According to the
last census before the war started (1991), around 49% of Sarajevo’s pop-
ulation was Muslim, around 30% Serbian, over 10% Yugoslavian, and
around 7% Croatian. The majority of those who declared as Yugoslavs
were ethnically Serbian, meaning that the Serb population in pre-war
Sarajevo was roughly between 35 and 40%. In a city in which two domi-
nant ethnical groups, Serbs and Muslims, were very close in numbers, it
is extremely difficult to imagine a situation in which the entirety of such
a city is besieged by compatriots of an ethic group representing almost
40% of the city population! Why would Serbs besiege other Serbs in a
civil war fought predominantly between Serbs and Muslims!? The very
naive and romanticized assumption that Serbs in Sarajevo stood with
their Muslim neighbors and fought non-Sarajevo Serbs (!?)° is conspic-
uously refuted by the fact that in 1995 only 0,5% of ARBiH forces in Sa-
rajevo were Serbs (Ajnadzi¢ 2002, 123) — the level of statistical mistake.
Another important fact is very often neglected and ignored in the
narrative of the “siege” of Sarajevo. Namely, when presenting the “siege”,
Bosniaks and the western media focus solely on the four city municipal-
ities which were controlled by the Muslims during the war — Stari Grad,
Centar, Novo Sarajevo and Novi Grad"'. However, Sarajevo had six more
city municipalities in 1991 — Hadzi¢i, Ilidza, Ilijas, Pale, Trnovo, and
Vogosc¢a, making a total of ten city municipalities'>. Why weren’t the
remaining six municipalities under siege? The said municipalities were
in fact controlled and populated by Serbs and Serbian forces. When
the fighting started in Sarajevo, in the beginning of April 1991, Serbs
and Muslims formed defensive lines around urban/suburban territories
they lived in, and de facto divided the city into Serbian-controlled and
Muslim-controlled areas. Serbs were forced to flee from their homes in

This idea has been heavily exploited for the sake of creating an “civilized urban
vs. barbaric rural” background to the story, not only in political but in every other
context. Risti¢ even preposterously asserts that violence of Serbs besieging Sara-
jevo “did not target one particular ethnicity but rather the mixing of ethnicities in
Sarajevo’s public space” (Risti¢, 2014, 354).

Some of these municipalities weren’t even fully controlled by Muslims — Serbs
held the Grbavica settlement in Novo Sarajevo, virtually the urban center of the
city, for the entirety of war.

It should be noted that population was mixed even within city municipalities in
Sarajevo, and that there was no ethnic segregation of city quarters in Sarajevo.
Nor anywhere in Yugoslavian cities for that matter.
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Muslim-controlled areas, and vice versa. So, in reality, the Muslim-con-
trolled areas in Sarajevo were “besieged” by Sarajevo Serbs who took
control of their own territories within their own city! Sarajevo, or even
only the Muslim-controlled municipalities, were therefore not besieged
by “others”, combatants who came from their own homes and cities;
rather, the “City of Sarajevo was divided along ethnic lines” (Conclud-
ing Report 2020, 701) and a stalemate ensued in the following years,
characterized by constant fighting, bloodshed, and many war crimes
committed by both sides. Interestingly, many areas Serb-controlled
areas were in fact pressured not only from withing the city, i.e., from
Muslim-controlled municipalities, but also from the rear, by the 24, 31,
and 4™ Corps of ARBiH, meaning that there were actually “two encir-
clement rings” with ARBiH holding “most of important geographical
features in the wider area of Sarajevo... and tactically dominating hills
and elevations” (Concluding Report 2020, 696; 699). Of course, Saraje-
vo Serbs received aid from Serbs from other parts of Bosnia and Herze-
govina, while Sarajevo Muslims were aided by Muslims from outside of
Sarajevo, as it happens in every war. But, the fact that during the entire
war in Sarajevo “only 280 out of the 7,178 Serb war victims did not have
residence in Sarajevo” (Concluding Report 2020, 696) indicated that the
overwhelming majority of those “besieging” and fighting against Sara-
jevo Muslims were in fact Sarajevo Serbs.

Instrument of starvation and exhaustion

Every definition of siege includes the presumption of intent to
starve and exhaust the besieged party into submission and surrender,
making siege a “’kneel or starve’ strategy” (Czuperski et al. 2017, 12).
Time plays a crucial role in sieges, as the longer they last the scarcer re-
sources become inside the city, forcing its inhabitants and defenders to
surrender. Naturally, food and water represent key supplies and neces-
sities in a siege scenario, followed by medicine and then energy sources,
etc. This would imply that one of the central, strategic, goals of any siege
must be to completely cut off water, food, and medicine supply to the
city in order to starve and exhaust the population. However, regardless
of the undoubtedly cruel and extremely harsh conditions which charac-
terize each and every urban environment caught up in civil war, there
seems to be no such goal in the case of Sarajevo. Already in June of 1992,
Serb forces who controlled the Butmir airport in Sarajevo handed it over
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to the peacekeepers, i.e., United Nations Protection Forces (UNPRO-
FOR) in order to establish an aerobridge with a sole purpose of deliver-
ing humanitarian aid. This aerobridge was in operation until the end of
war, enabling constant influx of food, medicine, and other supplies to
Muslim controlled parts of Sarajevo. Just to put things into perspective,
in the period from June 1992 till the end of war, there were “12,951 UN
air flights into the city... bringing 160,677 tons of humanitarian supplies
(144,827 tons of food and the rest non-food items such as medical sup-
plies)” (Andreas 2008, 39). In addition, the humanitarian aid was also
delivered via roads, crossing Serb controlled territory, which amounted
to more than 150 tons of humanitarian aid, on average, delivered daily to
Muslim controlled parts of Sarajevo! As a result, according to the offi-
cial UN Report presented to the Security Council on May 27" 1994, “no
one appears to have died during the siege from starvation, dehydration
or freezing” (UN Report 1994, 48) meaning that starvation was in fact
not used as a method of warfare. Throughout the “siege”, “food storag-
es were never fully emptied... gas and water were delivered... and Sa-
rajevo had sufficient electricity” (Rouz 2011, 100; 307).

But the operating aerobridge also enabled “the influx of foreign
journalists into the city” which in effect transformed Sarajevo into “a
global media spectacle” (Andreas 2008, 39). Muslim officials perfect-
ly understood the mechanisms of the fourth-generation of warfare', in
which “worldwide moral controversy consequently becomes a key thea-
tre of war” (Schulte 2012, 99) and relied on manipulation with humani-
tarian aid, inter alia, in order to create such controversy by “playing the
‘victim’”, as UNPROFOR Civil Affair officer Philip Corwin phrased it
(Corwin 2000, 216). Not only was roughly one fifth of the civilian-in-
tended aid distributed to the Muslim Army, but the humanitarian aid
was also often deliberately stopped by the Muslim Army in order to
“let the city run out of stuff, drive up the prices, and then have the aid
sent in” (Andreas 2008, 45). UNPROFOR Commander, British Gener-
al Michael Rose, writes of many instances in which Muslim army and
officials directly impeded humanitarian aid in order to portray the city
as besieged to the international press — Muslims stopped the delivery
of coal before the winter, rejected electricity passing through “Serbian
transmission lines”, directly opened fire on UN planes landing on Butmir,

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even poured out purified water into the river, instead of giving it to cit-
izens, etc. — they did everything they could to “maintain the image of
Sarajevo under siege in the eyes of the world” (Rouz 2001, 93; 100; 207).
At the same time, weapons and ammunition were regularly smuggled
into Muslim controlled parts of Sarajevo “in UN humanitarian aid con-
tainers with false bottoms”, in shipments containing “communication
systems, detonators, weapons, explosives, anti-armor rockets, hand gre-
nades, rocket-propelled grenades, and bullets” (Andreas 2008, 54-55).
According to ARBiH General Halilovi¢, Muslims “delivered ammuni-
tion from Visoko in oxygen bottles from humanitarian agencies” along
with “weapons, ammunition, and spare parts in humanitarian aid con-
tainers” (Lucarevi¢ 2000, 89—110).

The famous “Tunnel of Salvation” or “Tunnel of Hope” further ac-
centuates the sheer absurdity of the claim of existence of a “siege” aiming
to starve and exhaust the defenders. Built in 1993 under the code name

“object T”, the tunnel ran under the Butmir airport and connected the
Muslim controlled parts of Sarajevo with the territory controlled by the
remaining Muslim forces. Its main purpose was to enable distribution
of military supplies into Muslim territory in Sarajevo, including com-
batants. According to Muslim sources, more than 3.000 people used the
tunnel daily, with “1,150,000 soldiers and civilians... and 100,000 tons
of weapons, ammunition, and food” (Concluding Report 2020, 707-708)
being moved in and out of Sarajevo during its existence. Interestingly,
the tunnel was only around 700 meters long, meaning that the distance
between the “besieged” Muslim parts of Sarajevo and the “free” terri-
tory controlled by ARBiH was less than one kilometer! The tunnel was
operational throughout the duration of the war, serving as “a route for
constant trafficking of all sorts of things” (Rouz 2001, 238). Not only
was starvation never an option in Sarajevo, the Muslim-controlled parts
were directly linked to the remaining Muslim territory from 1993 till
the end of war, meaning that their territory within the city wasn’t even
“encircled” and “sealed off™, in the true sense of the word, but was con-
nected to their remaining forces which were only 700 meters away!

Conquering the city

What is the final goal and the entire purpose of any city siege?
As a method of warfare, siege is instrumental — it serves to force the
besieged party into submission, into surrender which would allow the
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besiegers to conquer the city. Taking of a city is the inherent purpose of
siege — the “better” the siege, the quicker the city falls. But the official
proclaimed strategic goal of Bosnian Serbs was not to “conquer” Sara-
jevo, rather it was “division of the city of Sarajevo into Muslim and Serb
parts and the establishment of effective state authority in each part™,
meaning defending and securing the Serbian-populated areas (city mu-
nicipalities) of Sarajevo, which would eventually become Srpsko Sara-
jevo. Therefore, Serb forces actually never tried to conquer the entire-
ty of the city, nor did they ever fully conquer Sarajevo “despite the fact
that they could” (Rouz 2001, 307).

Serb forces and officials never used the term “siege”, as it would
imply that the end goal is to take control over the “besieged” territory;
instead, they used the term “blockade” to describe the “military necessi-
ty to isolate the ARBiH 1* Corps”, not allowing “Muslim forces to break
through from Sarajevo” (Concluding Report 2020, 696—697) and engage
on other battlefields which would dramatically impact the course of war.
While the effort to take the city was lacking, there were no shortages of
attempts of the Muslim Army to break through from Muslim controlled
parts of Sarajevo and join forces with the remaining corps of ARBiH.
The majority of fighting, and the unfortunate casualties that inevitably
follow, was caused precisely by the efforts of the Muslim army inside
of Sarajevo to break out the blockade.

SIEGE VS. DIVIDED CITY

Examination of definitions of siege allowed us to precisely deter-
mine what this method of warfare actually is, despite the conspicuous
lack of military definitions of this important concept in modern-day glos-
saries and professional military dictionaries. By analyzing the notion
of siege, we were able to identify three essential features of this notion,
which in turn determine the logical reach and scope of phenomena that
belong to the set of objects of this notion. Careful and detailed exami-
nation of events and circumstances in Sarajevo from 1991 to 1995 pro-
vided us with a clear conclusion that none of the three essential features
of the notion of siege were indeed present during the war in the capital
of Bosnia and Herzegovina. Therefore, events and circumstances in Sa-
rajevo did not constitute a siege. Rather, Sarajevo represented a glaring

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example of a city divided along ethnic lines, caught up in gruesome
ethnic and religious civil war riddled by many atrocious war crimes
committed by both sides, just like in every civil war in history — Jeru-
salem, Beirut, Shanghai, Belfast, and many other cities were divided in
civil wars, not under siege. Moreover, another city in Bosnia and Her-
zegovina, namely Mostar, was a divided city during the war! Despite
many claims supporting such an assertion regarding Sarajevo, made by
key international officials on the ground — Corwin, Gen. Rose, Bg. Gen.
Hayes and Lt. Col. Frewer, Gen. Morillon, Lord Owen, etc. — the term
“siege” remained uncritically and inseparably adhered to Sarajevo till
date, inspiring books, movies, art exhibitions, etc.

Reason behind persistent insistence on calling Sarajevo a city un-
der siege instead of a divided city are the connotations of the notion siege,
i.e., existence of the described essential features — aggressors/combatants
who came from afar and laid siege upon innocent non-combatants living
their normal peaceful lives, inhumanely starving them into submission
in order to conquer the city. This notion perfectly fitted the constructed
Manichean narrative of “good versus evil... light against darkness, of
postmodernity against neo-medievalism” in which Serbs who came to
Bosnia were “bent on annihilating the Muslims of Bosnia and their vir-
tuous society” (Schindler 2007, 7—8) which was multicultural, tolerant,
and enlightened. When such a narrative was “imposed upon reality” in
Sarajevo, encompassing all elements of a narrative (events, characters,
background, sequence of events and causality) the only practical solu-
tion truly was to call the situation a siege, as it connotes a prima facie
asymmetry of moral, legal, and historical culpability, liability, respon-
sibility, and guilt.

Calling it a siege allowed, and still allows, reporters, academics,
and officials to make absurd assertions about Serbian snipers brought
in from “shooting associations from Serbia and abroad” (Risti¢ 2001,
346) to kill Muslim civilians for fun, without ever mentioning the fact
that snipers were used routinely by both sides and that Muslim snipers
killed numerous civilians, including the ,,86-year-old mother of Momci-
lo Krajsnik” (Rouz 2001, 45). It also allows them to write about the al-
leged “Serb fascism” (Sontag 1994, 87) in Sarajevo while simultane-
ously turning a blind eye to the terror endured by Serbs who stayed in
Muslim controlled parts of the city'’, not to mention statements made

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by acting Prime Minister of Bosniaks, Haris Silajdzi¢, that the country
is “in hands of blinded Islamists” who, according to French troops on
the ground, “opened fire on their own citizens” (Rouz 2001, 239; 249)
in order to blame the Serbs. If it is a siege, then Serbian shelling of ci-
vilian objects and quarters of Sarajevo is something that is expected of
war-mongering genocidal aggressors, and it is much easier to complete-
ly neglect the “human shields” tactics used by Muslim forces in Sara-
jevo, who performed artillery attacks on Serbian territory surrounding
their quarters from hospitals, residential areas, UNPROFOR headquar-
ters, and other similar locations “with the intention of attracting Serb
fire, in hope that the resulting carnage would further tilt international
support in their favor” (Rouz 2001, 219). Naturally, a “clear siege situ-
ation” allowed NATO, which had a mandate to provide support to neu-
tral peacekeeping UN personnel, to directly “side with one belligerent
side”, according to the UNPROFOR Commander, Gen. Rose (Rouz
2001, 237). Finally, insistence on the term siege enabled all elements of
the international community to simply ignore the fact that Serbs were
ethnically cleansed from a city in which they represented almost 40%
of population when the war began'®. None of this would be possible if,
instead of illogically and unfoundedly calling it a siege, the situation in
Sarajevo was simply called exactly what it was — a divided city. What
tremendous power a single word has!

CONCLUSION

Words we use serve not only to describe our reality, but also to
generate it by constructing social and institutional facts. Regulative
rules we use are essentially value-impotent and morally insignificant
if the reality they aim to regulate is constructed using corrupted con-
stitutive rules. Therefore, in our construction of institutional facts and
narratives we ought to be extremely cautious and careful regarding the
words and notions we chose to use, especially in our attempts to make
sense of phenomena which are notoriously deprived of it — many such
phenomena are found in war. Nevertheless, our choice of words when
describing events and processes in war cannot be neither arbitrary not
ideologically-fueled; rather, we must logically examine the meaning of

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every notion and only then define the set of objects which belong to its
reach and scope.

The deliberate misuse of the notion of siege in Sarajevo serves
the purpose of perpetuating a Procrustean narrative of the war in Bos-
nia, into which actuality must be violently forced by all means and at
all costs. This morose simplification of the intricate circumstances and
extremely complex context of ethnic violence in Bosnia, burdened by
centuries of common history, serves not only to grotesquely distort po-
litical and historical reality but also to hinder hopes for genuine post-war
reconciliation and lasting peace'’. To fully understand this assertion, we
would have to undergo another lengthy notion analysis. In this analysis,
we would have to compare the difference in meaning and subtle conno-
tations between the notions of forgiveness and reconciliation — a siege
stipulates the former, where as a divided city implies and facilitates the
latter. But, that’s a subject for different paper, albeit very akin to this one.

Resume

There is no doubt that, when it comes to the spiritual rooting of
Serbs, and therefore the estabilishment of a national identity, the key
place belongs to Saint Sava. He is the main constant, the spiritual ver-
tical, the central figure in the histiry of the Serbian Orthodox Church
and the Serbian people. Of all church dignitaries and saints, the cult of
Saint Sava always occupied a central place. He is the creator of the Ser-
bian Orthodox Church and the first Serbian archbishop. His role in the
creation of the Serbian church, state and nation made him a fundamen-
tal figure in Serbian nationa history.

Sain Sava began his historic mission by going to Mount Athos.
He knew how important it was that his father Stefan Nemanja, the crea-
toir of the Serbian state from which the Serbs count their historical time,
would join him there. And so it was, Nemanja stepped down from pow-
er, became a monk and followed in his son’s aootsteps to Mount Athos.
Together they built the Serbian monastery on Mount Athos — Hilandar,
which would become a source of Serbian literacy, education and culture.
Sava compiled a biography of his father, a work that is considered the
beginning of Serbian literature. And with which the creation of Neman-
ja’s cult, but also the cult of his family — the holy lineage of Nemanjic.

Even before Nemanja, Serbs represented a political factor, sreated
state unions that had their own cultural basis, legendary and historical
traditions, but the real historical life of the Serbian people began with
Stefan Nemanja.

Sain Sava knew how important the close relationship between
the church ant the state is for the future of the Serbian people, he was
convinced that the mission of the church requires the support of the state
and that the state, if it wants to be strong and stable, needs the support
of the church. But it is also tempting to determinate the scope of work
for each of them, because he also knew how dangerous it is if they start

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POSITIVE VS. NEGATIVE UNDERSTANDING
OF LIBERTY: POLITICAL IMPLICATIONS™

Resume

The subject of this paper is the analysis of the political implica-
tions of the distinction between positive and negative understanding of
liberty. The author first explains the relevance of this topic within the
framework of contemporary theoretical and political discussions. The
starting point of this paper is Berlin’s distinction between the concepts
of positive and negative liberty. In the first part of the paper, the author
will deal with the implications of this difference regarding the type of
socio-political system and political culture. In this sense, the author will
try showing the democratic concept of liberty is positive liberty, while
the classical liberal understanding of liberty is negative. In other words,
the relationship between positive and negative liberty reflects on the re-
lationship between democracy and liberalism; this relationship implies
possible compatibility, but also potential opposition. In the second part
of the paper, the author deals with the implications of the difference be-
tween the two concepts of liberty concerning distinctive models of de-
mocracy. Referring to Riker’s thesis, the author’s goal is to show how a
positive understanding of liberty leads to a populist model of democra-
cy. On the other hand, a negative understanding leads to a liberal model.

INTRODUCTION

The starting point of this paper is Berlin’s distinction between the
concepts of positive and negative liberty.! These concepts are different
both on historical and conceptual level. Berlin defines positive liberty
as autonomy and self-realization. Negative liberty is defined as an area
in which an individual freely chooses and pursues his goals. That is an
area that is beyond the control and interference of the government. In
this sense, the meaning of positive liberty is contained in the answer to
the question about which the source of control is. The meaning of neg-
ative liberty is contained in the answer to the question: “In which area
an individual is free to be or do what he is capable of without the inter-
ference of other people?” (Berlin 1992, 204).

The question of liberty is certainly not just an academic question;
it is part of wider moral, political and axiological debates. This question
is relevant because it relates to the fundamental relationship between
the individual and the state. The difference between negative and pos-
itive liberty is the difference between the mere absence of interference
and the possession of certain positive capacities. In other words, it is
the difference between formal and real liberty. In this sense, this way of
thinking about liberty has a significant role in contemporary theoretical
and political debates (see Stanci¢ 2020).

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THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN DEMOCRACY AND
LIBERALISM IN LIGHT OF THE DIFFERENCE
BETWEEN POSITIVE AND NEGATIVE LIBERTY

In the first part of the paper, we will analyze the implications of
positive and negative understanding of liberty concerning the type of
political system. For that purpose we will try answering the following
question: What is the ideal of a society based on negative vs. positive
liberty? In other words, the intention is to show conceptual distinction
between the notions of positive and negative liberty has relevant politi-
cal implications. That is regarding political theory, political culture and
socio-political system.

If we define negative liberty as the desire for a free area of action
and positive liberty as the desire to manage our own life, it turns out that
these two types of liberty are answers to different questions. In other
words, the answer to the question, “How much does the government in-
terfere in my life?” is logically different from the answer to the question

“Who rules me?” In this sense, Berlin points out: “The desire to man-
age my own life, or at least to participate in the process that controls it,
can be as deep as the desire for a free sphere of action, and is probably
historically older. However, those two wishes are certainly different”
(Berlin 1992, 214). Hence, the difference between these wishes reflects
the difference between liberal and democratic socio-political system.

Liberalism is the theory of the limits of state power, while democ-
racy is related to the question of who should rule and by which proce-
dures. In other words, liberalism deals with the content of the law, while
democracy refers to the very method of making decisions. Consequently,
the democratic concept of liberty is positive liberty, while the classical
liberal understanding of liberty is negative. As a result, the relationship
between positive and negative liberty is reflected in the relationship be-
tween democracy and liberalism.

Although today we are witnessing factual compatibility between
democracy and pluralism, they can potentially be in conflict. At the
core of the potential conflict between liberals and democrats lie differ-
ent conceptions of liberty; while liberals strive to limit the state power
as much as possible, democrats want all citizens to participate in deci-
sion-making. In this sense, we could agree with the following Berlin’s
statement: “We do not have two different interpretations of the same
concept, but two deeply different and irreconcilable attitudes about the
goals of life” (Berlin 1992, 253).
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That being the case, negative and positive liberty can potentially
be in conflict. As a consequence, negative liberty is not necessarily and
logically connected with a democratic regime. Although the prospects
of individual liberty are better in democracy than in other types of po-
litical system. To support this argument, we will mention Berlin’s thesis.
According to it we can imagine the existence of a wide area of individ-
ual liberty under the rule of a benevolent dictator; we can also imagine
a situation in which negative liberty is threatened due to the political
and social tyranny of the majority in the system of intolerant democracy
(Berlin 1992, 213).2 Hayek shares this view and points out that individu-
al liberty is not guaranteed within democratic regime (Hajek 1998, 99).

Italian author Sartori also claims negative liberty is not guaran-
teed within the democratic order; in other words, it is beyond the internal
logic of the concept of democracy (Sartori 2001, 226). Individual liberty
can, to a certain extent, be incompatible with full participation in com-
mon life, which implies solidarity and the pressure of common norms
and customs. On the basis of these observations, we can conclude that
negative liberty can (but not necessarily does) conflict with democrat-
ic self-governance, while positive liberty can (but not necessarily does)
conflict with negative liberty.

Democracy is characterized by the absolute sovereignty of the
majority, while liberalism fights against any absolute power, because
such power is a threat to individual liberty.> As a result, the emergence
of liberal states is related to the abandonment of the classical concept of
absolute state sovereignty. It was replaced by the idea of a limited and
controlled government. Therefore, potential conflict between democracy
and liberalism is based on the opposition between the ideas of limited
and unlimited power (see Stanci¢ 2020).

The initial assumption of liberal theory is individual “in its perfect
individuality” (Humboldt 1969, 20). As a result, classical liberal under-
standing of liberty can be characterized as individualistic viewpoint par
excellence. Liberal institutions are the only ones that guarantee diversi-
ty of values and freedom of choice. It is about political liberalism, and

This view also shares the Italian author Bobbio; according to him, there is a con-
stant tension between democracy and liberalism.

Liberal order recognizes the fundamental rights and freedoms of every individual,
whether he or she belongs to the minority or the majority.

not liberalism as comprehensive doctrine.” In other words, it is about
minimal imposition of specific morality by the state; such a minimum
certainly includes the right of an individual to leave a certain group or
community if he or she no longer wants to be a member of it (Crowder
2004, 11).° Liberalism also supposes a minimum set of basic human
rights such as: freedom of thought and expression; the right to emigrate;
freedom from arbitrary arrest and prohibition on retrospective laws (Ri-
ley 2002, 89). These rights reflect the fundamental relationship between
the individual and the state and limits of legitimate state interference
(see Stanci¢ 2020).

Starting from the definition of negative liberty as an area of indi-
vidual liberty that is beyond the government control, the emergence of
a liberal state can be seen as a gradual expansion of the sphere in which
the individual is free from state interference. The two main spheres of
emancipation were the sphere of religion and morality and the econom-
ic sphere. Hence, liberal state can be characterized as neutral towards
the world view; its genesis relates to the collapse of confessional states.

As we have shown, positive and negative liberty — understood as
the desire for a free area of action and the desire to manage our own life

— can come into conflict. Nevertheless, in praxis we need to carefully

and constantly balance between these two values; the pursuit of indi-
vidual liberty does not imply giving up democratic participation. In this
sense, we can agree with Berlin’s thesis that both democratic self-gov-
ernance and individual liberty are essential human needs and therefore
intrinsic values (Berlin 1992, 66).

TWO CONCEPTS OF LIBERTY AND THE
QUESTION OF DEMOCRACY

Building on the previous analysis, we will also deal with the po-
litical implications of the distinction between the two concepts of lib-
erty in the second part of the paper. As we have shown, if we define
negative liberty as the desire for a free area of action and positive lib-
erty as the desire to govern our own life, it follows that the democratic
concept of liberty is positive, while the classical liberal understanding
of liberty is negative. When it comes to the very models of democracy,

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we will try showing different understandings of liberty imply different
conceptions of democracy.

First, we will refer to Riker’s thesis, which he presented in the
book entitled “Liberalism vs. Populism”, about two fundamentally dif-
ferent conceptions of democracy — liberal and populist (Riker 1982).
These conceptions differ in the way they interpret voting, i.e., the very
procedure of democratic decision-making. Within the liberal conception
voting is seen as a means of replacing undesirable political officials, in
other words — those who performed their work poorly. Consequently, lib-
erals hope that the fear of the next election will prevent political officials
from abusing their power; in this sense, Riker points out the possibili-
ty of impeachment as a type of negative choice (10). Therefore, voting
is perceived merely as a means of protecting the individual liberties of
the voters. Within the populist conception, voting, on the other hand, is
seen as the expression of the general will - as a specific type of collec-
tive entity. Unlike the liberal conception, the focus is not on negative
liberty — the liberty of individuals from the state, but on positive liberty

— which is achieved by the very act of participation in decision-making.

Having applied the results of social choice theory, Riker rejects
the populist conception of democracy and gives preference to the liberal
conception. Riker relies on the famous Arrow theorem about the impos-
sibility of the social welfare function. If we start from the assumption of
individual rationality, a limited set of individuals and options, the prin-
ciple of rationality and intuitively acceptable ethical conditions related
to the voting procedure itself. The paradox of voting, as Riker states,
consists in the coexistence of coherent profiles of individual preferenc-
es and incoherent social choice created by majority rule (Riker 1982, 1).

Consequently, if we cannot speak of a coherent social choice —
then there is no such thing as the will of the people. In this sense, Riker
points out: “Social choice theory forces us to admit that people cannot
rule as a corporate body in the way populists assume. Actually, the of-
ficials are the ones who rule and they do not represent the will of the
people because it cannot be defined” (244). Since it cannot be deter-
mined, the general will be an empty and meaningless concept. Accord-
ingly, Riker rejects the populist tradition of democracy that sees voting
as a mechanism to help manifest the peoples will.

The type of democracy that remains is liberal democracy. It is

“simply a veto with the help of which it is sometimes possible to prevent
the tyranny of officials” (Riker 1982, 244). Therefore, the liberal con-
ception does not assume that voting reveals the peoples will:
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“All that elections do or should do is to allow people to get rid of
those in power. The people who do it don’t need having a coherent will”
(244). Hence, the voting results do not have to be consistent or even
fair: “The outcome of the voting is only a decision and has no special
moral character” (14). In other words, within liberal theory social de-
cisions are unrequired to make sense. That being the case, democracy
has only a negative role: as an institutional framework and a means of
controlling the power holders and not a positive role of embodying the
general will. This is the so-called thesis of minimal liberalism, which
denies the existence of objective social values based on the peoples will
(Stupar 2015, 139).

What distinguishes the populist from the liberal interpretation of
voting is that the populist interpretation implies the opinion of the ma-
jority must be fair and must be respected. That is what Riker points out
(Riker 1982, 14). Democratic government, therefore, embodies the peo-
ples will and — for that reason — cannot be oppressive. Consequently,
as Riker states, populists are sometimes inclined to characterize liber-
als’ fear of oppressive government as an anachronism (9). In contrast
to the populist understanding, the liberal theory of democracy does not
assume specific quality of the people’s decision: it does not tell us any-
thing about whether such a decision is inherently good or bad. Based on
these observations, we can conclude that liberals, unlike populists, do
not start from the assumption of the political competence of the people.

Riker alternatively calls the liberal conception of democracy
Madisonian and the populist one Rousseauian. In other words, he crit-
icizes Rousseau’s understanding of democracy as a populist model of
decision-making. According to Rousseau, liberty consists of political
participation and obeying the laws we have prescribed for ourselves.
Within the populist tradition, participation is therefore “necessary for
freedom”, as Riker claims (Riker 1982, 12).

Like other populists, Rousseau attributed a special character to
the voice of the people: if each citizen is guided only by the general in-
terest when voting and not by private or individual interests — the gen-
eral will is revealed. As Riker further cites — the social contract creates
a “moral and collective body” that has a general will; the general will
is always right and embodies the common good (11).

When it comes to Riker’s interpretation of Rousseau’s thought, it
is important to emphasize that Rousseau does not fully advocates the
conception of democracy attributed by Riker. On the other hand, if we
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take into account certain places in the “Social Contract”, we can un-
derstand Riker’s reasons for classifying Rousseau as a populist. Those
controversial formulations are the following: “When therefore an opin-
ion contrary to mine wins, it only proves that I was mistaken and that
what I considered as a general will is not the general will. If my personal
opinion had prevailed, I would have achieved something else than what
I wanted; and then I would not be free. True, this presupposes the ma-
jority possesses all the properties of the general will” (Ruso 1993, 104).

Although in this place Rousseau says the majority possesses all the
properties of the general will, in another place he points out that although
“the general will be always right”, it does not follow that decisions of the
people are always right; “one always wants one’s good, but it is not al-
ways visible” (Ruso 1993, 45). On the basis of these considerations, we
can conclude Rousseau makes a distinction between the will of all, and
the general will. So it turns out that Riker’s interpretation — according
to which Rousseau’s conception of democracy implies the opinion of the
majority must be right and must be respected — is not entirely correct.

Nevertheless, in a certain sense we can attribute to Rousseau an
epistemic understanding of democracy; according to him, majority de-
cision-making, if certain conditions are achieved, does lead to right de-
cisions — that are in accordance with the principle of the general will.
That being the case, we can conclude that Rousseau, beside justifying
democracy as a fair decision-making procedure — which respects the
equality and liberty (understood in a positive sense — as autonomy) of
all citizens, also supports epistemic justification of democracy.

When it comes to different models of democracy concerning the
question of direct or indirect (by electing their representatives) citizens’
participation in making political decisions, positive understanding of
liberty implies direct form of democracy. In contrast, negative under-
standing of liberty implies a representative form of democracy. For that
reason, Riker is right when he points out that within the populist con-
ception political participation is “necessary for freedom” (Riker 1982,
12). This conception is called populist because it implies the broadest
possible participation of citizens. Direct participation in the communi-
ty governance is the realization of positive liberty — comprehended as
a desire to rule our own life.

Relevant examples of the connection between the positive con-
cept of liberty and direct democracy are ancient practice of democracy
and Rousseau’s understanding of democracy. According to Rousseau:
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“Sovereignty cannot have representatives and for the same reason it cannot
be alienated.” Direct democracy — being the only form of government
in which there is an identity between those who rule and those who are
being ruled — is, therefore, the only true expression of the people’s sov-
ereignty. In this sense, Rousseau points out: “The English people think
they are free, but they are sorely mistaken; they are free only during
the election of parliament members: as soon as they are elected, they
are slaves. They are nothing.” Rousseau further states that the increase
in state territory and the number of inhabitants, “the weakening of love
for the homeland and the revival of private interests” contributed to the
emergence of a representative system of government; the idea of repre-
sentatives is, therefore, a modern idea (Ruso 1993, 95).

That being the case, Rousseau is inspired by the ancient practice
of democracy: “With the Greeks, the people did everything they had to
do by themselves: they were constantly gathered for the assembly. (...)
Their great concern was their liberty” (Ruso 1993, 95). In other words,
the ancient people, unlike modern ones, had no representatives; they had
contempt for a purely private life — participation in community manage-
ment was an indispensable part of a good life. Moreover, the ancient peo-
ple did not even have the concept of individual rights, so we cannot even
talk about the distinction between the private and public spheres. Being
the element of a broader organicist viewpoint, the ancient understanding
can be characterized as a positive conception of liberty par excellence.

CONCLUSION

In summary, conceptual distinction between the notions of pos-
itive and negative liberty has political implications, related to different
types of socio-political system and political culture. In other words, the
relationship between negative and positive liberty is reflected in the re-
lationship between liberalism and democracy. On the basis of this anal-
ysis, furthermore, we were dealing with Riker’s distinction between
liberal and populist conceptions of democracy primarily from the per-
spective of distinguishing between positive and negative concepts of
liberty. Based on the previous observations, we have pointed out polit-
ical implications of the distinction between the two concepts of liber-
ty. Riker himself states that Berlin’s distinction between positive and
negative liberty can help us better understand the difference between
liberal and populist models of democracy (Riker 1982, 12). That being
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the case, we can conclude that different understandings of liberty imply
different conceptions of democracy, i.e., different views of democracy
as a form of government.

Negative understanding of liberty implies the liberal model of
democracy: democracy has only a negative role — as an institutional
framework and a means of replacing political officials who abuse power.
Consequently, democracy cannot have a positive role of embodying the
general will — as a specific type of collective entity. Advocates of neg-
ative liberty perceive democracy only as a method: not as a socio-po-
litical arrangement that leads to the realizing of a particular normative
ideal, like the common good. In other words, democracy is merely a
procedure — which has an instrumental value, as a means of protecting
negative liberty. On the other hand, positive understanding of liberty
implies perception of democracy as an ideal; an order in which people
rule themselves as free and equal. Hence, there is something valuable
in the democratic procedure itself; as a fair decision-making procedure
— democracy has an intrinsic value.

Resume

The topic of this work is the regulation of parliamentary debate by
parliamentary rules of procedure in order to ensure its smooth flow and
quality, and to prevent abuse of freedom of speech. Parliamentary debate
is the “blood stream” of parliamentary work and decision-making. In the
parliamentary debate, with freedom of speech ensured, parliamentarians
oppose political positions, ideas and arguments in their speeches. For the
sake of efficient parliamentary work and decision-making, the debate
should be regulated legally, which is done by the parliamentary rules of
procedure, the “parliamentary constitution” adopted by the parliament
and which prescribes the internal organization and procedures of the
parliament. The goal of regulating the debate with the rules of procedure
is to ensure uninterrupted parliamentary work and decision-making,
but also to protect freedom of speech and the rights of the minority in
parliament. In order to realize this, parliamentary rules of procedure
must be clear, precise and fair. It must not be a mere declarative act, but
an expression of the political understanding of opposing political options
and their common aspiration for a constructive approach to solving issues
of general interest. The parliamentary rules of procedure can only be fair
if the political culture of parliamentary officials, a healthy parliamentary
tradition and bona fide parliamentary customs are woven into it.

This paper will present a comparative analysis of two major ma-
terialist conceptions of the origin of the state, namely, those of Lewis
Morgan and Friedrich Engels. The first part of the paper will offer a brief
overview of the 17" century origins of this theory: the philosophical at-
tempts to establish how the state came to be. Thereafter, we will look
at how Morgan’s innovative approach enabled tremendous progress on
this issue, offering, if not the answer to the question of the state’s origin,
then at least the means of reaching it. The central part of the paper will
present Engels’ attempt to create a theory of his own, featuring aspects
of both Marx’s and Morgan’s thought: in this regard, we will focus on
the fundamental elements that are shared between Morgan’s and Engels’
theories. Finally, the subject of the last part of the paper will be the di-
vergence between the two authors: here, we will examine the theoretical
limitations of Engels’ attempt to surpass Morgan’s work and point to a
number of errors that proceeded therefrom.
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INTRODUCTION

In more ways than one, the theory of the origin of the state is a
unique issue in the social sciences. For one, no single discipline can
lay sole claim on it, as it was sparked by philosophy and taken over by
anthropology, though not without a significant contribution from his-
tory. Additionally, the knowledge that would enable us to put the issue
to rest has theoretically been at hand since the classical era, and yet
its furnishing from ‘raw material’ to a scientific theory was complet-
ed only as late as the 19" century. Furthermore, despite having both
the relevant knowledge and the method for its interpretation, a broad-
er consensus on the issue has yet to be reached. Therefore, in order to
understand the different conceptions of the origin of the state, we must
start from the beginning.

Lawrence Krader places this beginning in the 18" century, naming
Rousseau, Ferguson and Condorcet as the precursors of anthropologi-
cal thought, at least insofar as inquiry into the origin of the state is con-
cerned (Krader 1968, 1). However, I would propose that we go a whole
century further back, to Hobbes and Locke, as they were the original
theorists that noted the fundamental incompatibility of the then-reigning
doctrine of the divine right of kings with the evidence brought about by
the discovery of the New World. Namely, if indeed the state had exist-
ed, in one form or another, since the inception of mankind itself (Locke
2003, 9), how could we explain the non-state character of Native Amer-
ican societies, which was evident even at that time?

The singular importance of the European discovery of America
also holds the answer as to why neither a social contract theory (such
as the ones Hobbes and Locke proposed), nor any other kind of theory
on the origin of the state came before the colonial era. Even the greatest
political minds of classical antiquity, such as Plato, Aristotle and Cicero
never produced this kind of theory and when we take the circumstances
of their societies into account, we can understand what prevented them
from doing so. Having been only several centuries in advance of the
peoples that surrounded them (both in terms of technology and social
institutions), the ancient Greeks and Romans assumed their neighbors’
societies to be substantially similar to their own.

This mistake, however, could not have been repeated in the 17
century: when compared with the early modern European states, native
American tribes and tribal confederacies could scarcely be described as
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identical." The distinction was apparent to the social contract theorists,
who used it as a foundation for the argument that, assuming a similar
path of development of various peoples the world over, the state didn’t
exist since the inception of mankind, but had to have been created at
some point — this revelation brought about innumerable theoretical and
practical advances. However, the social contract theorists’ ignorance
regarding the institutions of Native American peoples simultaneously
led to a number of grave errors. In context of the issue at hand, these
errors mostly stemmed from the scarcely avoidable human need to fill
our gaps in knowledge with imagination, for which we inevitably draw
upon from our own worldview.

In attempting to discern how humans lived before the creation
of states, Hobbes and Locke posited a state of nature, which they both
understood as a lack of commonly recognized authority, though the se-
verity of this issue varied considerably between the two.? As the discov-
eries of 19" century pioneer anthropologist Lewis Morgan would later
show, the social contract theorists” assumption that the non-existence
of the state meant the non-existence of any social authority whatsoev-
er, was plainly false. However, it’s important to note that Hobbes’ and
Locke’s assumptions about the state of nature were justified when they
were first proposed, since no form of governing authority other than the
state was known at the time.

During the 18" century, no fundamental advancements in under-
standing the origin of the state were made. Philosophers such as Rousseau

Notable exceptions to this include the so-called ‘empires’ of the Aztecs, Mayas,
and Incas. However, Lewis Morgan’s detailed research into the Aztecs reveals
that the description of their society as a kingdom or empire is untenable, since it
stems from the Spanish conquerors’ fundamental ignorance of the actual Aztec
social relations (Morgan 1876; Morgan 1877, 191-220). Applying his methodology
to the analysis of the Spanish accounts of the Mayan and Incan ‘empires’ could
reasonably be presumed to yield similar results (Morgan 1877, 66). That being
said, it should be noted that certain elements of Morgan’s analysis of the Aztecs
have been called into question (Gibson 1947); however, his general observations
on the gentile character of their society have not been refuted.

> Hobbes (in)famously viewed the war of “every man, against every man” (Hobbes
1996, 84) as a necessary consequence of this condition; he recognized “mere gath-
erings” (Hobbes 1998, 24) as the pinnacle of human association in the state of na-
ture. Locke, on the other hand, gave a far milder view of human nature and pro-
pensity toward conflict, but still saw the “want of a common judge” in the state of
nature as the chief cause of war, due to the impossibility of appealing to a higher
authority (Locke 2003, 108—109).
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and Kant took the social contract theory in a more abstract, speculative
direction, though some of their points still hearkened back to the inven-
tions and discoveries of Hobbes and Locke. The main points, however,
remained the same: prior to the creation of the state, humans lived in
a state of nature from which they had to emerge due to the non-exist-
ence of common authority therein (Rousseau 1994, 54; Kant 2006, 72).
The shortcomings of these theories demonstrate in no unclear terms
that, before discovering how humans actually lived in the state of na-
ture, a tenable theory of the origin of the state could not have been made.

MORGAN’S REVELATION

Originally a lawyer whose professional success enabled him to
finance his own scientific endeavors, Lewis Morgan became one of the
pioneers of American ethnology and anthropology through his ‘hands-
on’ research of Native American tribes. Having spent a number of years
among the Seneca-Iroquois, who even went so far as to accept him as
an honorary member of their tribe, Morgan came upon a revelation the
significance of which can hardly be overstated: the Indians he studied
neither had a state, nor, indeed, were they in a lawless state of nature.
Instead, they had a distinctive form of government: a social organiza-
tion, based entirely upon persons and their relations, as opposed to a
political one, founded upon territory and property (Morgan 1877, 61).
Morgan based this societas/civitas dichotomy on the works of George
Grote (Grote 2001) and Henry Sumner Maine (Maine 1963).

His first treatise on the Iroquois, League of the Ho-de-no-sau-
nee, or Iroquois, published in 1851, remained regarded as the single
best source on their society for over a century (Trautman 1987, 36). The
discovery of a hitherto unknown form of government drove Morgan to
look into the ancient history of the Greeks and Romans, which he was
already familiar with, owing to his study of law. His attempt to discern
whether a similar pre-state organization could be identified among the
classical cultures is one of the central innovations of Morgan’s magnum
opus, Ancient Society, published in 1877, in which he established that,
indeed, the ancient Greeks and Romans possessed social units essen-
tially identical to those of the Iroquois. Per his nomenclature, these were
the gens, phratry and tribe (Morgan 1877, 62).
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According to Morgan’s definition, the gens is “a body of consan-
guinei descended from the same common ancestor, distinguished by a
gentile name, and bound together by affinities of blood” (Morgan 1877,
62). Its natural outgrowth, the phratry is formed through the segmenta-
tion of an original gens into several new ones, whereby the scions main-
tain a connection to their progenitor and reintegrate on the basis of com-
mon descent (Morgan 1877, 88). Finally, the tribe is the penultimate unit
of gentile society, being formed by a number of associated gentes, and
having its own dialect, territory and government (Morgan 1877, 103).

The fundamental difference between gentile and political society
meant that the former could never be governed in the manner of the lat-
ter: since personal relations were the criteria of association, as opposed
to territory and property, there was no need for written laws, clear bor-
ders, or magistrates. Instead, gentes, phratries and tribes were governed
in accordance with customary rights, duties and obligations, many of
which fundamentally differed from state laws. For example, among the
Iroquois, the office of the civil chief (sachem) was hereditary inside the
gens; however, descent in the female line made it impossible for sons
to inherit the position from their fathers — instead, upon the death of its
previous holder, the office was filled by democratic election, but usually
passed from brother to brother, uncle to nephew, or, in some cases, from
(maternal) grandfather to grandson (Morgan 1877, 71).

Additionally, property, which was quite scarce when compared
to later stages of development, was typically inherited by the gens as a
whole, though its small size meant that it was often appropriated by the
nearest kin of the deceased gentile (Morgan 1877, 75). Perhaps the most
interesting difference, at least insofar as it relates to the social contract
theorists’ state of nature, was in the way justice was dispensed prior to
the creation of states: the absence of written laws and courts necessarily
made for a level of arbitrariness, but not nearly to the point that, in Hob-
bes’ words, every man had a right to everything (Hobbes 1996, 85), or in
Locke’s, that every man was judge and executioner (Locker 2003, 137).

Instead, should a member of a gens be harmed or killed by someone
from another gens, the gens of the perpetrator would attempt to appease
the gens of the victim with gifts and apologies. If this failed, however,
the gens of the victim would nominate avengers, whose task would be to
seek out and kill the murderer of their kinsman. If they were successful,
the gens of the perpetrator would have no grounds for seeking revenge
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of their own: “Life having answered for life the demands of justice were
appeased” (Morgan 1877, 77).

Thought it wasn’t directly involved in government, unlike the gens,
the phratry still had important religious and social functions (Morgan
1877, 90). The tribe, on the other hand, was in many cases the pinna-
cle of gentile association, which came with its own customary rights
and obligations, many of which were similar to those that governed the
gens: beside their territories, dialects and religious ceremonies, tribes
had their own ruling councils and were authorized with investing sa-
chems and chiefs nominated by the gentes that constituted them (Mor-
gan 1877, 113—-114).

The final member in the sequence of gentile institutions is where
a significant difference between American tribes and those of the an-
cient Greeks and Romans emerges: whereas the former united into
confederacies, creating a common military government, but maintain-
ing independent civil governments, the latter created nations through
coalescence, forming unified military and civil governments (Morgan
1877, 137). Beside this, the immense interval of development that oc-
curred before the ‘light of history’ shined upon the Greeks and Romans
also resulted in a number of other differences: gentile descent was now
traced in the male line, the right to elect and depose chiefs no longer
existed and the prohibition of intermarriage, a fundamental law of the
gens, was lifted in cases of wealthy heiresses, so as to insure that prop-
erty remained inside the gens, rather than passing into another through
inheritance (Morgan 1877, 232).

Most of these changes were brought about by the development of
property, the maintenance and expansion of which gradually became a
primary concern. Due to its negligible size at the birth of gentile socie-
ty, property gained relevance proportionally with its growth, eventually
becoming a major antagonistic element to gentilism and greatly contrib-
uting to its overthrow. This is partly demonstrated by the three rules of
inheritance, the first and earliest of which meant that the property of a
deceased owner would be inherited by his entire gens; the second rule
restricted property inheritance to agnates, the closest kin within the gens,
while the third limited it to only the owners’ children, as illustrated by
the law codes of Solon and Moses (Morgan 1877, 558).

In spite of the great changes that were wrought upon gentile socie-
ty by the development of property, as evidenced by the non-existence of
the right to elect and depose chiefs of the gentes among ancient Greeks
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and Romans, Morgan still had the inclination to regard these organiza-
tions as fundamentally egalitarian and democratic (Morgan 1877, 222).
More recent research, however, has exposed a number of problems with
this conception: as noted by C. J. Smith, “The egalitarian ‘gens’ of the
anthropologist has nothing to do with the historical gens at Rome, yet
the slide between one and the other is now clear and persistent” (Smith
2006, 101).

Although many anthropologists focus on Morgan’s pioneer research
in the field of kinship, it could be argued that his theory of the origin of
the state is his greatest contribution to the social sciences, as it offers
us the means of answering a question that has puzzled various think-
ers since the 17" century. In fact, Morgan’s analysis of the Grecian and
Roman gentile society and their gradual transition to a political society
forms the largest and most complex section of the main part of Ancient
Society — ‘Growth of the Idea of Government’. In it, Morgan combines
his empirical study of gentile society, as seen among the Indian tribes,
with a detailed knowledge of classical history, in order to reveal the fac-
tors that necessitated the replacement of gentile society, and the process
by which it was fundamentally transformed.

Morgan notes that, since gentile society originated among small
and tightly interconnected social groups, its failure to address the wants
of an increasingly larger and more complex organization was inevitable
(Morgan 1877, 263). Beside the size of the population, which was now
numbering in the hundreds of thousands, and all manner of disposable
property that grew exponentially, the chief tether of gentile society was
its relative inability to integrate new members. Among the classical
civilizations, as among the Indian tribes, the only means of becoming
an equal member of society was through adoption into a gens, which
was rarely practiced. The consequence of this was that, in the Roman
case, for example, all free people were divided into the populus and the
plebeains, the former belonging to the gentes and tribes that originally
created Rome, and thus ruling it, and the latter being without govern-
ment, since they couldn’t trace their descent to the original founders
(Morgan 1877, 332).

This problem was further exacerbated by the turbulent times
in which great city-states like Athens and Rome were founded, which
were marked by the displacement of huge numbers of people through
wars and trade, who were unable to integrate into the gentile societies
of their newfound homes (Morgan 1877, 274). The increasing difficulty
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of governing an ever-richer and increasingly stratified society, as well as
one in which there was scarcely a way of becoming a member of, save
through birth, incentivized the Athenians and Romans to reinvent their
societies along new lines (Morgan 1877, 339). This involved replacing
a system of government based on persons and their relations with one
founded upon territory and property: “Although apparently a simple idea,
it required centuries of time and a complete revolution of pre-existing
conceptions of government to accomplish this result” (Morgan 1877, 223).

In the Athenian case, the first attempt at subverting gentilism was
that of Theseus in the legendary period: according to Thucydides, he
persuaded his people to unite as one nation in Athens and divided the
population into three classes according to calling, and irrespective of
gentes (Morgan 1877, 265-267). His plan, however, didn’t go far enough,
since it failed to transfer governmental power from the old gentile groups
to the new political ones. Solon’s scheme met a similar fate: he renewed
Theseus’ project, dividing the people into classes, though he did it ac-
cording to the amount of property they possessed. These classes had
different rights, privileges and obligations, but the criteria of their as-
sociation made it possible to include all freemen into the ranks of the
citizenry (Morgan 1877, 271-272).

Though it went farther than Theseus’ reforms, Solon’s project
was still imperfect, as it failed to transfer governmental power from the
gentes, phratries and tribes to the newfound classes. This revolution-
ary change was finally accomplished by Cleisthenes: he divided Attica
into a hundred demes, grouped into ten districts, and every citizen had
to enroll his property in the deme of his residence. Membership in the
governing council, previously dependent upon gentes and tribes, was
now connected to the new territorial units of government (Morgan 1877,
277-278). With these changes, the old Athenian gentile order lost its po-
litical significance and took on a purely social and ceremonial role that
it would maintain for a number of following centuries.

Much like its Athenian counterpart, Roman society also took three
notable attempts at reform in order to abolish its gentile government and
replace it with a political one: the first one was that of Romulus, the leg-
endary founder and first 7ex of Rome, who unified the Latin and Sabine
tribes into one nation and instituted the senate (Morgan 1877, 321), cre-
ating a common civil and military power and making the most of the
reigning gentile system. The second rex, Numa Pompilius, attempted
to divide the people into eight classes by arts and trades, however, as in
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the case of Theseus and Solon, his scheme failed to change the plan of
government, as it did not transfer power from the ruling gentile organ-
izations to the new classes (Morgan 1877, 339).

The third plan, commenced by the sixth rex, Servius Tullius, in-
volved the substitution of gentes by classes based upon territory and
property, the creation of a new popular assembly based upon the cen-
turies that the new society was organized around, and the institution of
four city wards (Morgan 1877, 340). Although vastly favoring the nobil-
ity and wealthy property-owners, Tullius’ scheme radically transformed
Roman society: classes and the centuries that composed them were now
the units of organization and territory and property were the criteria of
association. Organized in the manner of an army, the Romans numbered
80.000 citizen-soldiers at Tullius’ first muster (Morgan 1877, 343). With
that, much like their Athenian counterparts, the Roman gentes were rel-
egated to symbols of pedigree and privilege but lost the governmental
role they once had. The creation of the state was complete.

COMMON GROUND

In his Origin of the Family, Private Property and the State, Frie-
drich Engels notes that Morgan rediscovered in America the material-
ist conception of history that was discovered by Marx forty years ago
and, further, that he arrived at the same conclusions in the main points
(Engels 2004, 25). The kind of materialism mentioned by Engels here
has nothing to with pursuit of material possessions, but rather compre-
hends the philosophical idea that the material world is the ultimate re-
ality (Sowell 1985, 28). In the political-economic context, Engels spec-
ifies that, “According to the materialistic conception, the determining
factor in history is, in the last resort, the production and reproduction
of immediate life” (Engels 2004, 25).

In the preface to the German edition of 1891, Engels offers a com-
prehensive summary of the research into kinship within anthropology:
of particular note is his critique of Johann Jakob Bachofen’s Mother
Right, whose thesis on the progressive evolution of society reposes upon
the development of religious ideas: “Thus, according to Bachofen, it is
not the development of the actual conditions under which men live, but
the religious reflections of these conditions of life in the minds of men
that brought about the historical changes in the mutual social position
of man and woman” (Engels 2004, 29). A philosophical idealist, in the
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sense of believing that ideas are the ultimate reality as opposed to the
material world, Bachofen reappears several times throughout the book
as the ‘primary antagonist’ to Engels’ own position.

On the other hand, Engels’ appraisal of Morgan is nothing short
of admiring — summarizing the main points of the latter’s research and
contributions, he goes on to say that: “The rediscovery of the original
mother-right gens as the stage preliminary to the father-right gens of the
civilised peoples has the same significance for the history of primitive so-
ciety as Darwin’s theory of evolution has for biology, and Marx’s theory
of surplus value for political economy” (Engels 2004, 34-35). This acco-
lade is only tinged by Engels’ estimation that the fourteen years which
had passed between the publication of Ancient Society and the fourth
edition of Origin have shaken some of Morgan’s hypotheses and made
others untenable (Engels 2004, 36). Since it never gets brought up again,
this point is only noteworthy insomuch as it will illustrate Engels’ puz-
zling lack of familiarity with certain aspects of Morgan’s work later on.

Much like Morgan, Engels begins his book by presenting an over-
view of the prehistoric stages of culture. Unlike the archeological three
age system that only uses the material for tools as a measure of devel-
opment, ethnical periods (as Morgan calls them) rely on a variety of fac-
tors, such as the use of fire, the invention of the bow and arrow, pottery,
etc. In the main, these eras follow the schematic of savagery — barba-
rism — civilization, with the first two being further divided into lower,
middle and upper stages.’ This explanatory model is meant to be appli-
cable to cultures the world over, the only relevant geographical differ-
ence being that the middle status of barbarism emerges in the Western
hemisphere with the cultivation of plants through irrigation, whereas it
commences in the Eastern hemisphere with the domestication of ani-
mals (Engels 2004, 41).

This was a consequence of the unequal endowment of the hem-
ispheres, the Eastern possessing all animals adapted to domestication,
save one, and the Western having only one cereal fit for cultivation, but
that the best: maize (Morgan 1877, 22). As philosophical materialists,

Morgan’s and Engels’ nomenclatures diverge on a number of terms which are none-
theless synonymous: for example, what the former calls ‘ethnical periods’, the lat-
ter refers to as the ‘great periods of development’; beyond this, Morgan calls the
different developmental eras ‘statuses’, whereas Engels refers to them as ‘stages’.
Finally, Engels replaces Morgan’s complicated term ‘syndyasmian family’ with
the simpler ‘pairing family’.
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Morgan and Engels are concerned with these eras of development of
material culture because they view social institutions as fundamentally
inseparable from inventions and discoveries. Neither of them, however,
can take credit for the formulation of the aforementioned scheme, as it
was developed by Morgan’s predecessors in the field of anthropology,
John Lubbock and Edward Burnett Tylor, in their books The Origins of
Civilisation (Lubbock 1882) and Primitive Culture (Tylor 1871).

Whereas Morgan dedicates the largest portion of his book to the
growth of the idea of government, Engels primarily focuses on the fam-
ily. Nonetheless, both authors arrive at a fundamentally identical con-
clusion in this regard: though it is often presented as monogamian since
its inception, with some instances of the patriarchal®, the history of the
family is significantly more complicated, but both past and present ev-
idence points to group marriage as the original form of the institution
(Morgan 1877, 393). Although Bachofen’s theory confirms this view,
his interpretation of the processes behind this development is, as one
might expect, the inversion of Morgan’s and Engels’ (Engels 2004, 28).

The analysis of the various forms of the family is relevant in the
broader context because it is tied to the gentile organization and the
growth of property. As such, a widespread form of group marriage that
Morgan calls punaluan® emerges from the division of society into gentes:
this is because gentilism prevents kinsmen from intermarriage, while
descent in the female line that marked the early gens is fully compati-
ble with group marriage, under which only the child’s mother could be
known with certainty. On the other hand, both authors distinguish be-
tween syndyasmian or pairing and monogamian marriage because, while
they are both based on the coupling of single pairs, the former lacks the
strict bonds of monogamy that would emerge with the transition of de-
scent to the male line (Morgan 1877, 462).

Morgan and Engels use this term to describe the marriage of one man to (at least)
several women, but in some cases also extend it to comprehend the early monog-
amian marriage of the Greeks and Romans which was marked by almost complete
domination of the husband over the wife (the monogamian family of the patriar-
chal type).

This form of group marriage is named after a Hawaiian custom, whereby several
brothers would be married to each other’s wives, or several sisters to each other’s
husbands. The spouses themselves most commonly weren’t siblings: instead, they
were regarded as special companions and their relationship was called punalua
(Morgan 1877, 437).
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These forms of marriage are important to both Morgan and Engels
since they vividly illustrate one aspect of the fundamentally different
conditions of society under gentilism: Morgan criticizes the one-sided
obligations of the early form of monogamy, as practiced by the ancient
Greeks and Romans for entirely subjecting the wife to her husband (Mor-
gan 1877, 482—-485), while Engels goes even further, saying that “The
overthrow of the mother right was the world-historic defeat of the fe-
male sex.” (Engels 2004, 67 — emphasis in original) This instance also
begins to illustrate the divergence that would emerge between the two
authors: on the one hand the former praises modern monogamy in con-
trast to its ancient counterpart for rendering the obligations of marriage
reciprocal (Morgan 1877, 488), while the latter throws a jab at “modern
jurists and lawyers” who assert that the advancement of laws has made
women equal to men, claiming that they disregard women as much as
the bourgeoisie do the proletarians (Engels 2004, 78—79).

In this context, Engels recognizes the introduction of monogamy
as a great historical development, but points out that, like all advanc-
es under class society, it is also a comparative regression (Engels 2004,
73). He concludes that just as the democratic republic does not abol-
ish class antagonism, but merely provides a field in which it is fought
out, the complete legal equality between men and women will lay bare
the need for the abolition of the individual family as a basic economic
unit of society in order to achieve the emancipation of women (Engels
2004, 80). Morgan, on the other, hand, is more cautious in this regard:
he notes that improvement is possible under monogamy until the full
equality between the sexes is reached, but maintains that, should it fail
to satisfy the needs of society, its successor will be impossible to pre-
dict (Morgan 1877, 499).

Finally, Morgan and Engels share fundamental beliefs regarding
the relation of the modern state to property as well certain implications
of ancient gentilism for the future of humanity. Engels particularly ac-
centuates these similarities, claiming that Morgan criticized present-day
society after a fashion reminiscent of Fourier and spoke of its future
transformation in the words Marx himself might have used (Engels 2004,
36). While this claim might be somewhat exaggerated, it is not wholly
unfounded; for example, Morgan speaks critically of the influence of
property on the development of mankind, saying that: “The element of
property, which has controlled society to a great extent during the com-
paratively short period of civilization, has given mankind despotism,
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imperialism, monarchy, privileged classes, and finally representative
democracy. It has also made the career of the civilized nations essen-
tially a property-making career” (Morgan 1877, 351).

When compared to Engels’, Morgan’s critique of the role of prop-
erty is more nuanced and layered, lacking the former’s revolutionary fer-
vor: for example, Engels explicitly cites insoluble class antagonisms that
arise from production relations as the sole reason for the state’s existence
(Engels 2004, 157). Upon this foundation, he argues that continuing de-
velopment will inevitably result in the overthrow of classes when they
become a hindrance to it: “They will fall as inevitably as they arose at
an earlier stage. Along with them the state will inevitably fall. Society,
which will reorganise production on the basis of a free and equal asso-
ciation of producers, will put the whole machinery of the state where it
will belong: into the museum of antiquities, by the side of the spinning
wheel and the bronze axe” (Engels 2004, 160).

Morgan is, again, more cautious in his optimism: “But when
the intelligence of mankind rises to the height of the great question of
the abstract rights of property, —including the relations of property to
the state, as well as the rights of persons to property—a modification of
the present order of things may be expected. The nature of the coming
changes may be impossible to conceive; but it seems probable that de-
mocracy, once universal in a rudimentary form and repressed in many
civilized states, is destined to become again universal and supreme”
(Morgan 1877, 351). Toward the end of Ancient Society, he expresses his
hope that: “Democracy in government, brotherhood in society, equality
in rights and privileges, and universal education, foreshadow the next
higher plane of society to which experience, intelligence and knowledge
are steadily tending. It will be a revival, in a higher form, of the liberty,
equality and fraternity of the ancient gentes” (Morgan 1877, 561-562).
Engels was so enamored with this quote that he proudly concluded his
own book with it (Engels 2004, 162).

DIVERGENT PATHS

One has to wonder how theorists that had so much in common
could still crucially diverge on certain essential issues. And yet the devil,
as they say, is in the detail. For while Morgan and Engels fundamentally
agreed on the historical materialist® perspective of social development,

¢ Inmodern anthropology, the term ‘evolutionism’ is used to lump together the the-

ories of Morgan, Tylor and Spencer under a supposed single framework (White
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marriage, family, and, to an extent, property and classes, the central
theme of Morgan’s Ancient Society — the origin of the state — is their
greatest point of disagreement. To this we should also add the broader
theory of the state — specifically the ancient state, since Morgan’s under-
developed view of the modern state actually illustrates a broad agree-
ment with Engels (and, by extension, Marx), as seen previously. The
forthcoming analysis will clearly accentuate Arthur Kuper’s view that
“the Morgan who took his place in the Marxist tradition was already at
several removes from the historical Morgan” (Kuper 1988, 74).

Engels’ Misreading of Morgan

Here we will present a detailed analysis of the divergence between
the two authors’ views on the origin of the state: the resulting compar-
ison will illustrate that the rift between them can mostly be ascribed
to Engels’ troublingly casual approach to Morgan’s work, rather than
to a thorough development within Marxist theory that ‘shakes’ some of
the latter’s hypotheses and makes others “untenable’ (Engels 2004, 36).
Nowhere is this more apparent than in Engels’ attempt to revise Mor-
gan’s scheme of marriage institutions, claiming that new, previously un-
known forms of marriage have been discovered since the publication
of Ancient Society.

To substantiate this assertion, Engels refers to the research of one
Lorimer Fison, an Australian reverend who discovered an intricate mar-
riage system among the Kamilaroi tribes, in which the entire population
was divided into four classes of males and females, with each of the two
pairs of groups being regarded as either brothers and sisters, or husbands
and wives to each other (Engels 2004, 56—57). Engels presents this as
an entirely new and hitherto unmentioned discovery. However, there’s
a problem: Morgan knew all about Fison’s research, since the reverend
was his main source for Aboriginal society (Morgan 1877, 49). In fact,
he devotes an entire chapter, titled ‘Organization of Society Upon the
Basis of Sex’, to the detailed analysis of the Kamilaroi marriage sys-
tem (Morgan 1877, 47—-60), and later clarifies that it is, in fact, a form of
punaluan marriage involving groups of unusually large size (Morgan

1945, 223). Arguably an oversimplification, Morgan himself never used the term
to describe his theory, one of the main points of which is the causal interconnec-
tion of inventions, discoveries and institutions which leads to their gradual par-
allel development.
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1877, 434). To make matters worse, this is the very first chapter of the
central portion of Ancient Society — the aforementioned ‘Growth of the
Idea of Government’.

One has to wonder, then: how could Engels not have known this?
A possible answer to this question is offered by Lawrence Krader: En-
gels isn’t entirely to blame here, as Origin is based on his “reading of
Marx’s excerpts on Morgan’s work™ (Krader 1975, 278). This, unfortu-
nately, also explains a number of other problems with Engels’ book. A
good illustration of this is the brevity with which he deals with the West-
ern hemisphere. As such, the study of Native American societies that
takes up over a hundred and fifty pages across six chapters of Ancient
Society (Morgan 1877, 61-220) becomes a meagre dozen-page chapter
(Engels 2004, 88-99). Furthermore, ‘The Aztec Confederacy’, one of the
largest and most ground-breaking chapters of Morgan’s work (Morgan
1877, 191-220) is reduced to a literal footnote in Engels (Engels 2004,
106). This is disheartening because, according to Morgan’s conception
that Engels claims to build upon, Native American societies give us the
clearest possible glimpse into earlier ethnical periods, which is essen-
tial for understanding the original conditions of key social institutions.

As a result of his inattentive treatment of the Iroquois and other
peoples of the New World, Engels presents a naive and idealized view
of their society: for example, in discussing the aforementioned practice
of adopting foreigners into gentes, he mentions that it was done with
regard to prisoners of war who weren’t slain (Engels 2004, 91). What
he conveniently fails to mention, however, is that prisoners of war who
were put to death weren’t abstractly ‘slain’: rather, they were burned at
the stake (Morgan 1877, 198), a method of execution that is more reminis-
cent of the Catholic Inquisition than of a ‘primitive communist’ society.

That being said, Morgan himself specifies that a number of cul-
tures on both hemispheres lived ‘communistically’ under gentile society
(Morgan 1877). It’s important to note, however, that he treats the term
quite differently from Engels: in Morgan’s case, communism primarily
arises, not out of the impossibility of class distinctions in earlier ethnical
periods, but out of the blood ties that bind people together. Regarding the
Iroquois, Morgan specifies that, beyond the benefits of mutual protec-
tion, the confederacy of their tribes reposed upon shared gentes, whose
members descended from common ancestors and viewed each other as
brothers and sisters with the fullest cordiality (Morgan 1877, 135-136).
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While he recognizes that this form of organization was eventu-
ally doomed to extinction due to continual development, Engels deeply
admires the kind of people it produced, lauding their honesty and brav-
ery and assuming them to be fundamentally different from those that
later came under the corrupting influence of civilization (Engels 2004,
98). Morgan, on the other hand, names a number of cases that imply
the contrary: for example, he notes how the designation of an Iroquois
chief of the second grade, literally called ‘an elevated name’, reveals the
ordinary motives for personal ambition, as well as the sameness of the
nature of man, “whether high up, or low down upon the rounds of the
ladder of progress” (Morgan 1877, 148).

None of these detractions, however, find their way onto the pag-
es of Engels’ Origin. In place of the many factors that reveal nuances
behind the actual workings of ‘primitive communism’, we find spell-
bound praise: “And this gentile constitution is wonderful in all its child-
like simplicity! Everything runs smoothly without soldiers, gendarmes
or police; without nobles, kings, governors, prefects or judges; without
prisons; without trials ... There can be no poor and needy — the com-
munistic household and the gens know their obligations toward the aged,
the sick and those disabled in war. All are free and equal — including the
women. There is as yet no room for slaves, nor, as a rule, for the subju-
gation of alien tribes” (Engels 2004, 97-98).

While most of the above isn’t incorrect in the literal sense, it
points to a worryingly uncritical approach, the theoretical shortcomings
of which will soon become apparent. In foreshadowing what’s to come,
let’s dissect this particular example: firstly, the implication of Engels’
praise of the gentile constitution’s simplicity, particularly as it pertains
to the non-existence of modern state institutions, is that it necessari-
ly arises from the economic conditions of the earlier periods of devel-
opment. Unfortunately, this interpretation ignores the strength of the
bonds of gentilism well into the growth of inequality and development
of classes. Morgan notes that, according to Grote, the Grecian gens had
most of the rights and privileges of the earlier female-line gens, includ-
ing the mutual obligation of help, defense and redress of injuries (Mor-
gan 1877, 227-228). In case of the Roman gens, Morgan quotes Barthold
Georg Niebuhr (Niebuhr 1850) to offer a number of examples from the
historical period, well after the establishment of slavery and state in-
stitutions, in which members of the same gens, even when opposed to
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one another, still went out of their way to support each other in times of
need (Morgan 1877, 301).

The strength of the bonds of gentilism also explains the non-ex-
istence of poverty and neediness lauded by Engels: as seen from a num-
ber of previous examples, gentiles supported each other well after the
introduction of slavery — this would suggest, then, that the communistic
character of the gens proceeds from its blood ties, rather than the mere
inability of establishing class distinctions at the time when gentes came
into being. This is also why the Iroquois simultaneously treated their
kin with care and their enemies with cruelty, as mentioned above. The
final point that Engels makes regarding slavery and subjugation ties in-
to this: while it’s true that their economic conditions made it impossible
for the Troquois to enslave their enemies,” conquest and subjugation are
a different matter entirely. An example of this are the Delaware people
who became Iroquois tributaries through warfare (Morgan 1877, 152),
a relation that was mirrored by that of the Tlaxcalans® to the Aztecs
(Morgan 1877, 199).

Although it isn’t particularly relevant in the context of this topic,
it should also be noted that a detailed comparison between Morgan and
Engels reveals innumerable factual errors on part of the latter, ranging
from the early forms of kinship to the political institutions of ancient
Athens and Rome. Beyond this, unlike Morgan who carefully sources
each of his factual claims, purposefully separating them from specula-
tive ones, Engels hardly names a single source for his own highly gen-
eral and ambitious assertions, which makes any attempt at verifying
them a frustrating affair. Lastly, Engels freely and frequently ‘borrows’
from Morgan without actually quoting him, which is hardly excusable
in spite of his nomination of Ancient Society as “the book upon which
the present work is based” (Engels 2004, 34). A possible explanation of
this, as we’ve seen, is that Engels used Marx’s notes without knowing
some of them were actually Morgan’s direct quotes.

This is supposedly because slaves would not be able to create a surplus of goods
beyond what is necessary for their own subsistence, due to a lack of development
of productive forces.

Morgan calls them ‘Tlascalans’ in Ancient Society.
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Class and State: Causation or Correlation?

All of this finally leads us to the central divide between Morgan
and Engels: the question of the origin of the state and its causes. Since
we’ve already seen the outlines of Morgan’s account of this process, we
will have to present Engels’ understanding of it, while comparing it with
the former. To this end, we shall examine a number of different chapters
from Origin, though the main focus will be on ‘The Rise of the Athe-
nian State’ and ‘Barbarism and Civilisation’. In these chapters, Engels
pays lip service to Morgan’s theory of the origin of the state (Engels
2004, 108), acknowledging that the growth of non-integrated population
and management over increasingly greater amounts of property made
the downfall of gentile society inevitable. He also defers to Morgan on
issues that he hadn’t personally studied such as, for example, the con-
stitution of the Aztec confederacy (Engels 2004, 106).

At the same time, however, Engels presents a different, parallel
theory of the origin of the state that fundamentally diverges from Mor-
gan’s; while he notes that it is based on Marx’s Capital as much as on
Morgan’s Ancient Society (Engels 2004, 148), he may not have even been
aware of the divergence due to the many positions that he and Morgan
otherwise shared. Its relevance, however, can hardly be overstated. In
‘The Rise of the Athenian State’, Engels largely follows Morgan on the
issue of gradual changes and attempts to subvert gentile society that fi-
nally culminated in Cleisthenes’ revolutionary legislative scheme. His
interpretation of the causes and developments that led to this result, how-
ever, are vastly different.

He tells us, for example, that “The gentile constitution is absolute-
ly incompatible with the money system” (Engels 2004, 109). While this
may seem intuitive, given that Morgan himself accentuated the element
of property as a great catalyst that largely contributed to the overthrow
of gentilism, it isn’t exactly true. A good counterexample is presented
by the Aztec society, the gentile character of which was thoroughly ar-
gued for by Morgan (Morgan 1877, 191-220). However, according to the
memoire of conquistador Bernal Diaz Del Castillo, who participated in
the conquest of New Spain under Hernan Cortes, the Aztecs not only
had large and highly sophisticated markets, but also money, using gild-
ed feathers as a universal commodity (Castillo 2012, 210).°

®  Morgan was also wrong on this point, believing that the Aztecs had no money

(Morgan 1877, 191). A detailed look at his references reveals that he unfortunately
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This is only one of a number of examples that illustrate that the
capacities of gentile society far exceed Engels’ assumptions, particularly
in the ‘negative’ contexts of property, inequality and classes. Following
up on his observation regarding money, Engels claims that “The gentile
constitution originally knew no slavery and was, therefore ignorant of
any means of holding this mass of bondsmen in check.” (Engels 2004,
112) Here the qualifier ‘originally’ is what saves this statement from the
brink of falsehood: indeed, as we’ve seen, the Iroquois who allegedly
lacked the level of development of the means of production that would
make slavery profitable (in the sense of being able to generate surplus
value), had no slaves. However, the Aztecs, who were more advanced
than the Iroquois by only a single period of development, according to
Morgan’s and Engel’s conception, already possessed slavery, with slaves
being treated as a commodity and sold in markets like any other form
of merchandise (Castillo 2012, 208).

Engels, however, has a good explanation of this as a general phe-
nomenon: referring to early civilization, he states that “Slavery, which
had been a nascent and sporadic factor in the previous stage, now be-
came an essential part of the social system.” (Engels 2004, 152) This is
certainly relevant since a glance at the size of the population of the var-
ious Greek city-states reveals that the ratio of slaves to free citizens was
typically several to one (Engels 2004, 116; 155). Nevertheless, Engels’
interpretation of exactly how these slaves were kept in check is where
the problems with his theory reemerge: “We have seen that an essential
feature of the state is a public power distinct from the mass of the peo-
ple” (Engels 2004, 115). Seeing as the armed forces are the organ of the
state that would keep bondsmen in check, we have to tackle those first.

Notwithstanding the clear separation from Morgan’s conception,
Engels’ assertion is patently false. One would have to look very hard
indeed in order to find even a single example of a culture whose mili-
tary element was not distinct from the vague ‘mass of the people’. Mor-
gan’s own thorough research of the Iroquois shows the exact opposite:
military power among them was not only distinct from civil functions
— they had no ties whatsoever. While anyone had the right to organize a
war party, these were under no jurisdiction of the council of the gens or
tribe (Morgan 1877, 119); Simultaneously, while the leaders of these par-
ties that became famous and popular could receive the title of war chief,

had no access to Castillo’s True History of the Conquest of New Spain, referring
to the conquistador only as ‘the anonymous conqueror’ (Morgan 1877, 201).
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this title was distinct from that of a sachem (civil chief) in two crucial
ways: it held no civil authority and wasn’t eligible for inheritance (Mor-
gan 1877, 148). Finally, the Iroquois confederacy created a dual office
of great war soldier for the coordination of confederate warbands and
made both hereditary in the Wolf and Turtle gentes of the Seneca tribe'
(Morgan 1877, 149-150); however, as in the case of the previously men-
tioned war chiefs, these functions bore no civil authority whatsoever.

However, Engels is so convinced of his conception of a public
force distinct from the mass of the people as a distinguishing character
of the state that he boldly hypothesizes that Athenians used Scythian
slaves for the purpose of policing because: “The free Athenian regarded
this police duty as being so degrading that he preferred being arrested
by an armed slave rather than perform such ignominious duties himself.
This was still an expression of the old gentile mentality” (Engels 2004,
115). This has to be the most elaborate and ambitious claim ever based
upon vase paintings; the problem is that the idea that those vase paint-
ings actually represent Scythians has been considerably problematized
if not entirely refuted (Ivantchik 2006).

Going back to the Iroquois who, according to both Morgan and
Engels, represent a gentile society in full bloom, let’s take a moment
to look at their civil government in relation to the mass of the people.
While the point may seem trivial, a charitable interpretation of Engels’
theory requires mentioning that there was no repression among them in
the modern sense. However, everything beyond this point is considera-
bly more nuanced; in Morgan’s words: “Although oligarchical in form,
the government was a representative democracy; the representative be-
ing elected for life, but subject to deposition” (Morgan 1877, 118; 147).
The oligarchical form of the government, however, remains a key fea-
ture because, while any member of a gens and tribe could address the
ruling council, even women (though only indirectly, through orators),
the council itself made the decisions that the mass of the people were
governed by (Morgan 1877, 119).

Building upon the idea that the state apparatus is necessary for
controlling slaves, at least insofar as they outnumber the free popula-
tion, Engels treats the existence of the Spartan ‘state’ as a matter of fact
(Engels 2004, 71). Although apparently intuitive, this issue is far more

10" The reason for this was because the Senecas, being the westernmost tribe of the
confederacy in what is today’s state of New York, were most likely to come under
attack from hostile tribes (Morgan 1877, 150).

complex in Morgan, for while he recognized that Sparta attained to the

status of civilization (Morgan 1877, 283), little actual evidence can be

presented for its subversion of the gentile and transition to a political so-
ciety in his understating of it. To make matters worse, Engels addresses

the Germans from Caesar’s time soon after, and treats their institutions

as fundamentally similar to Spartan ones (Engels 2004, 75); simultane-
ously, however, he regards the German state as having been created only
after their conquest of Rome (Engels 2004, 143). What prevented him

from putting two and two together in this regard was his preconception

of class as the fundamental cause of the origin of the state.

We see this once again in the final chapter of Origin, ‘Barbarism
and Civilisation’. Here, Engels reminds us that: “Lastly, the gentile con-
stitution had grown out of a society that knew no internal antagonisms,
and was adapted only for such a society. It had no coercive power except
public opinion” (Engels 2004, 156). Although this isn’t patently false, it
still bears a frustrating degree of inaccuracy: while it’s true that the gen-
tile constitution evolved out of a society with no internal antagonisms,
this lack of antagonisms can be pinned on the bonds of consanguinity
and affinity between gentes and tribes far more so than on economic
factors. This is confirmed time and again by the survival of the bonds
of gentilism well after the political and economic stratification of soci-
ety. However, it also bears repeating that while early gentile societies
had no internal antagonisms, they were already adapting to the various
forms of subjugation of others, as seen in the examples of Iroquois trib-
utaries and Aztec slaves. In these cases, coercive power clearly went far
beyond ‘public opinion’.

The key point to keep in mind here is that subjugation and slavery
didn’t ambush an unsuspecting gentile society out of nowhere. To be sure,
gentilism originated in a condition of mankind that far preceded mon-
ey, slavery and repression, but as these phenomena gradually evolved,
so too did gentile society evolve with them. This is particularly accen-
tuated by Morgan, who presents a scheme of the growth of government
from that of one power in the lower status of barbarism, across that of
two powers in the middle status, to that of three in the upper (Morgan
1877, 250)." This pattern is never even mentioned by Engels, whose
surface-level treatment of gentes and tribes of the Western hemisphere

" In order of their gradual development from first to last, these three powers of gov-
ernment are the council, the military commander, and the assembly. While all
three exist simultaneously in the upper status of barbarism, the assembly doesn’t
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effectively results in a ‘time jump’ that takes gentile society from its
blooming period in the lower status of barbarism straight to the brink
of civilization that heralds its downfall.

This, finally, brings us to the crux of the issue. Analyzing the
fundamental changes that ancient Athens and Rome underwent, par-
ticularly the stratification of society upon the basis of class, Engels tells
us that: “Such a society could only exist either in a state of continuous,
open struggle of these classes against one another or under the rule of
a third power which, while ostensibly standing above the classes strug-
gling with each other, suppressed their open conflict and permitted a
class struggle at most in the economic field, in a so-called legal form’
(Engels 2004, 156—157). The error of this assertion should be obvious:
Engels interposes the Marxist understanding of the modern state, which
tempers and mitigates class struggle through legal equality, onto the an-
cient state where no such equality existed.

To better understand this phenomenon, let’s consider a hypothet-
ical example: Morgan and Engels would agree that the establishment
of the Athenian state culminated with Cleisthenes’ reforms. Therefore,
by the fifth century B.C.E. Athens had transitioned from a gentile to a
political society. But say, for example, that this didn’t happen: that it in-
stead continued as a gentile society for a few more centuries. The pos-
sibility, let alone likelihood of such a development is almost nonexistent
considering all the factors involved, but it will help us illustrate the rift
between Morgan’s view, in which class isn’t a significant contributing
factor to the origin of the state, and Engels’ view, in which it is funda-
mental. Engels informs us that, at its height, Athens had 90.000 free cit-
izens and 365.000 slaves (Engels 2004, 116). Let’s take his numbers at
face value. Now, suppose that the Athenian state did not exist; suppose,
instead, that Athens was still organized around a gentile constitution:
would the position of slaves have been any different?

The answer is obviously no, since they had no rights under gen-
tile society and gained none after its replacement by the political: both
treated them as nothing more than mere property: captives in war and
strangers in blood (Morgan 1877, 351). The Roman encyclopedist Varro’s
designation of slaves as tools that speak is quite illustrative of this point
(Ostrovityanov 1957, 37). Furthermore, the existence of a great many
cultures in the middle or upper status of barbarism that had slaves, yet

bl

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had no states renders Engels’ explanation of the origin of the state un-
tenable. One needn’t look further than the Greeks of the Heroic Age, or
Latins from a time before Romulus, but can also turn to Germans from
the time of Caesar, Vikings, Aztecs, or any other people that lived under
a highly stratified gentile society to prove this point beyond any doubt.

Now, there is an argument in favor of Engels’ theory to be made
here, but it is tangential at best: namely, the creation of the state in both
the Athenian and the Roman case involved a political stratification based
upon occupation and property. The problem with this argument is that
this change didn’t affect the position of slaves in any way since they had
no rights and continued to have none, the division applying to free citi-
zens only. In this regard, Ostrovityanov et al note that besides the con-
tradiction between slaves and slave owners, there was also a contradic-
tion between large landowners and small producers, but the former was
the defining one (Ostrovityanov 1957, 29), and the overthrow of gentile
society was inconsequential for it.

However, the best possible insight into this issue is given to us
by French Marxist anthropologist Pierre Bonte: in researching differ-
ent nomadic pastoralist tribes of East Africa, he noted that they were all
stratified by economic classes, but that only some had states, whereas
others, like the Tuareg that he personally studied, did not (Bonte 1981).
This led Bonte to question the general applicability of the Marxist-Len-
inist theory of the origin of the state (Bonte 1981, 22), concluding that
the relation between class and state at the very least isn’t direct. Had he
been intimately familiar with Morgan’s theory, he might have gone on
to say that class and state were parallel phenomena at best: that while
the growth of property was a key contributing factor to the overthrow
of gentilism, its consequence, the gradual stratification of society, was
merely corelative.

CONCLUSION

If one sets as ambitious and extravagant a goal as eventually put-
ting ‘the whole machinery of the state into the museum of antiquities, by
the side of the spinning wheel and the bronze axe’ (Engels 2004, 160),
one is obliged to thoroughly research how the state originally came to
be, and even more importantly, why. The purpose of this paper was not
to criticize historical materialism. Far from it, I believe that historical
materialism is by far the best method for interpreting the gradual de-
velopment of human society.
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Instead, my goal here was to criticize a misapplication of said
method, by which extremely ambitious assertions were based upon a
weak foundation. Without even having read Morgan’s book from cov-
er to cover, let alone countless other works of anthropology and history
that would have provided ample material for tackling the issue at hand,
Engels recklessly proceeded to claim that the discoveries he presents
shake some of Morgan’s hypotheses and make others untenable (En-
gels 2004, 36).

The resulting work can at best be considered a serviceable ‘digest’
of Ancient Society, though one that still misrepresents a number of key
issues to a concerning degree. This isn’t to say that it’s impossible for
a Marxist theory of history to surpass Morgan’s. Such an effort would
involve developing a model of historical materialism that would, in ad-
dition to the theoretical framework, also have to include many works
of anthropology and history. Although the endeavor would be difficult
indeed, a work of Marxist theory that builds upon and even surpasses
Ancient Society could hypothetically be produced. However, Engels’ Or-
igin of the Family, Private Property and the State isn’t it.

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JUSTIFICATION OF MILITARY NEUTRALITY OF THE
REPUBLIC OF SERBIA AT A TIME OF EROSION OF
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Resume

This paper aims to examine the justifiableness of the Republic of
Serbia’s politics of military neutrality after the beginning of the Rus-
so-Ukrainian conflict, i.e., in an era of extreme tensions between West-
ern countries and Russia. The significance of this topic has been addi-
tionally elevated after two neutral countries, Sweden and Finland, re-
nounced neutrality while debates about the appropriateness of neutrality
emerged in other neutral countries, such are Ireland, Malta, and Austria.
The purpose of the paper is to examine, from a perspective of sociology
of politics, whether the position of military neutrality still represents a
good foreign-policy strategy aiming to preserve sovereignty and territo-
rial integrity. The hypothesis of this paper is that Serbia’s military neu-
trality is justified by the social reality in Serbia.

The first chapter briefly describes the historical decline of neu-
trality during the first half of the 20" century. In that context, observa-
tion made in mid last century, according to which neutrality was be-
coming an obsolete concept, is true. Increase of NATO members, as
well as abandoning neutrality under the influence of globalization and
negative experiences of neutral countries in the 20" century, strength-
ens this assertion. However, we can conclude that neutrality has existed
in continuity in Europe throughout the entire modern period of history,
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and that there were always some states that chose neutrality, with larg-
er or lesser prospects of success in realization of their security interests.
The great revolution, one might say the collapse of neutrality or even a
frenzy to align, was the result of the Russo-Ukrainian conflict and new
increasing tensions between the West and Russia.

The second chapter is dedicated to the causes of Serbia’s decision
to be military neutral. These causes include: internal division of key
political acters in regards to strategic alignment, the issues of the sta-
tus of Kosovo and Metohija in which the Russian Federation provides
key support to Republic of Serbia in the United Nations, and the role of
NATO in wars during the disintegration of Yugoslavia and currently in
Kosovo and Metohija.

The third chapter lists the advantages in regards to social values
implied by the position of military neutrality. Authors conclude that mil-
itary neutrality represents a favorable strategic option for the Republic
of Serbia, not just due to painful collective memory of Serbian citizens
of the NATO aggression on Yugoslavia and the support of the Russian
Federation to Serbia in regards to Kosovo and Metohija, but also due
to the intrinsic values of neutrality which could become an identity at
tribute and a foundation of the renewal of solidarity in Serbian society.

Resume

The inevitable security paradigm shift is the special focus of so-
called small states and regions with multitude if fundamental cultural
and general identity features that are represented as insurmountable.
Thirty-year period of existence of new states on the post-Yugoslav area
has been marked with misunderstandings and conflicts, which caused
the need for deterring each other from another one, or rather everyone
from everyone. The Western Balkans is a blatant example of security
sensitive region where military approach to problem-solving often was
a preference over all the other elements from the so-called civil action.
That is why, by inertia, the domain of enhancing military power in
the region is considered as the key (some would say the only) factor of
deterrence from the other one, different, and threatening. Who is being
deterred, from whom, and with what, in the complex security paradigm
of the Western Balkans region? Is it time for the countries of the region
to break the chain of vicious circle of indefinitely frozen conflicts, and
what are the ways for the change of the deterrence perception in this
region, are some of the research questions this paper is trying to answer.
Likewise, the paper is analyzing the reach of the economic integrations
of the Western Balkan countries, as ‘tools’ for the reduction of tensions
and deactivation of omnipresent security dilemmas. The importance of
“Open Balkan” initiative is specifically analyzed because of its potential
for additional connection of present member states, but also as a capacity
for attraction of other regional countries. Thus, the elimination of
security dilemmas (and eventually the elimination of threats) between
the Western Balkan countries would present the result of the attraction
as the most constructive category in strategic deterrence. The chance

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Resume

The current armed conflict between Russia and Ukraine is a conse-
quence of their decade’s long complex and complicated relations, which
was influenced by the United States and the countries of Western Eu-
rope. The organization of the referendum and signing of the decree on
the annexation of Crimea and Sevastopol to the Russian Federation, and
the conflicts in the Donbass that lasted until 2018 significantly damaged
the political relations of these two countries, which were part of the So-
viet Union until 1991, when they acquired their independence. The es-
calation of continuously bad relations led to an armed conflict, but also
to the most significant political, economic and military crisis, and the
consequences which were felt by the entire world.

The topic of this research is the Ukrainian crisis with reference
to the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine after the referen-
dums and the joining of four regions (Donetsk, Lugansk, Zaporozhye
and Kherson) to the Russian Federation. The article aims to indicate and
emphasize that the key international actors who (in)directly participate
in the conflict between Russia and Ukraine have different approaches
when it comes to the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine,
that is, when it comes to the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the
Republic of Serbia, forgetting on respecting the principle of sovereign
equality of states. In other words, since the outbreak of the armed con-
flict in Ukraine in February 2022, we have witnessed that member states
of the international community, guided by their own national interests,
can take different positions regarding the sovereignty and territorial in-
tegrity of a particular state, as a result of differently formulated policies.

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LEGITIMACY AS A LIMITING FACTOR OF POLITICAL
UTILITY OF MILITARY POWER

Resume

In the post-Cold War era, determined by the strong influences of
globalization and the information revolution, it can be seen that military
power fails to produce the expected political effects or at least those ef-
fects that could be produced in the past. One of the reasons why is that
so, the authors find in the deficit of its legitimacy. The legitimacy deficit
is discussed in the paper from three aspects.

First, the legitimacy of the use of force is seen in the paper through
the attitude of public opinion towards the use of force. In this sense, the
sensitivity of public opinion to human casualties and destruction is ex-
pected. However, the authors note that today the quality of life has be-
come the new vital value of the nation, which is reflected in the reduced
willingness of citizens to give up their acquired rights and comfort of
life. The willingness of the population to make the sacrifice that the use
of force entails is a measure of the legitimacy of military power.

Second, the authors point to the legality of the use of force as a
source of its legitimacy. The legality of the use of force is viewed through
internal and international law. Likely, the use of force that is contrary
to internal and/or international law will be in a legitimacy deficit. By
pointing out the illegal use of force, the military action itself is being
de-legitimized and mobilizes public opinion resistance to such an act.
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And thirdly, the paper analyzes how the type and character of war
determines its legitimacy. It is closely related to the question of the justi-
fication of starting a war and the existence of a “just aim” of war, but also
to the question of how and by what means the war is waged. The authors
also point to the misuse of the term “humanitarian intervention”, which
is used to provide legitimacy to military action, most often aggression.

Considering the influence of legitimacy issues on the effectiveness
of the use of force, the authors conclude that the success of states in impos-
ing their own will on the opponent is no longer primarily based on their
military power, at least not to the extent that it was before. Much more
important today is the determination and ability of the state to combine
military power with other types of national power. Only in this way will
it be possible to turn a military victory in the war into a political victo-
ry, which should ensure an acceptable and long-term sustainable peace.

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AUTHOR GUIDELINES

The journal Serbian Political Thought publishes papers that repre-
sent the results of the latest theoretical and empirical scientific research
in the field of political science. When writing papers, authors should
refer mainly to the results of scientific research published in scientific
journals, primarily in political science journals.

Papers are published in Serbian and Cyrillic script or in English.

The journal is published four times a year. The deadlines for sub-
mitting the manuscripts are: January 15", April 15%, July 15", and Sep-
tember 15%.

Two consecutive issues cannot contain articles written by the same
author, whether single-authored or co-authored.

Papers are submitted to the Editorial Board by uploading
them to the CEON platform using the following link: https:/asees-
tant.ceon.rs/index.php/spm/login.

Authors are obliged to submit a signed and scanned declaration of
authorship when submitting their works. The declaration form can be
downloaded from the journal’s website: http:/www.ips.ac.rs/rs/magazines/
srpska-politicka-misao/authors_directions/.

All submitted works are checked for plagiarism or auto-plagiarism.

Research article can have up to 40,000 characters with spaces,
including footnotes. When counting the characters leave out the refer-
ence list. Exceptionally, a monographic study can be larger in scope in
accordance with the provisions of the Rulebook on procedure, method
of evaluation and quantitative presentation of scientific research results.

Review can have up to 15,000 characters with spaces.

Book review can have up to 10,000 characters with spaces.
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CITING AND REFERENCING

The journal Serbian political thought uses a partially modified
Chicago style of citation (17th edition of the Chicago Manual of Style),
which implies specifying bibliographic parentheses (brackets) accord-
ing to the author-date system in the text, as well as a list of references
with full bibliographic data after the text of the paper.

Data in bibliographic parentheses and the list of references should
be written in Latin script.

Below are the rules and examples of citing the bibliographic in-
formation in the reference list and in the text. For each type of source,
a citation rule is given first, followed by an example of citation in the
reference list and bibliographic parenthesis.

The bibliographic parenthesis, as a rule, is set off at the end of
the sentence, before the punctuation mark. It contains the author’s sur-
name, the year of publication and page numbers pointing to a specif-
ically contextual page or range of pages, as in the following example:
(Mearsheimer 2001, 15-17).
