Resume

Ethno-demographic and ethno-statistical studies of the population
of Serbia according to nationality are based on the census as the most
important official source of data, which is held every ten years and pro-
vides information on demographic trends, the number and characteristics
of all ethnic communities in Serbia, but also provides a database for the
adoption of necessary measures population, social, economic, minority
and other state policies important for the stable, even and prosperous
development of the country. The paper highlights the impact of various
factors on national declaration, as well as the buoyancy of this feature,
whose subjectivity has influenced large fluctuations in the number of in-
dividual ethnic communities, as well as the accuracy and possibility of
comparing census results. Changed census methodology, new method-
ological solutions, criteria, classifications, definitions, often as a result
of national ideology, political decisions and social circumstances, had
a great immediate impact on the changes in the population dynamics of
all, and especially some nationalities. The paper analyzes the national
composition of the population of Serbia (without Kosovo and Metohija)
according to the data of the last census from 2011, as well as the signifi-
cant demographic changes that occurred in the period between the two
censuses (2011-2022), while looking at the similarities and differenc-
es between the regions. of Serbia (Belgrade region, Vojvodina region,
Sumadija and Western Serbia region and Southern and Eastern Serbia
region). The focus of the research is on the most important factors that
influenced the change in the ethnic structure, such as differences in the
rates of natural increase and migration balance according to nationality,
but also ethnic alternation under the influence of numerous non-demo-
graphic, namely political, social, economic, religious, psychological and

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other factors. The different population dynamics of ethnic communities,
i.e. the increase in the number and share of some, while at the same time
the decrease in the number of others, determined the direction and in-
tensity of changes and affected the national composition of the popula-
tion, as well as the process of ethnic homogenization or dispersiveness
of individual nationalities, which created and changed everything the
ethnic image of Serbia.

Resume

Research of the ideological foundations of Scythianism and Eur-
asianism underlines the conceptual affinity between these two move-
ments, as well as their cause-and-effect relationship. These phenomena
are embedded within the particular historical and social context. They
are part of Russian socio-political thought during the pivotal years of the
Great War and the October Revolution, and represent a medium through
which we can reconstruct the prevailing “spirit of the time.” Neverthe-
less, the focal point of this study is oriented towards the future, not the
past. This is due to the fact that the ideas emanating from these move-
ments hold a greater contemporary relevance than they did a century ago.

We conclude that both Scythianism and Eurasianism are not just
part of history, but rather far-reaching visions being realized before our
eyes. From a contemporary perspective, the Scythians are pioneers of a
“creative era” whose intuition and elan vital set Russia on a new civili-
zational trajectory. Their significance becomes particularly pronounced
on the threshold of tectonic international changes and apocalyptic fore-
casts that can no longer be remedied through “political reforms”, but
solely through systemic changes. Similar to the period before the First
World War, an avantgarde strategic culture emerges as a suitable solu-
tion, especially taking into account the dispersion of global power in
the collective West.

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Resume

The author analyzes all the roles that women can play in modern
terrorism. Until now, science has mostly focused on the role of women
as perpetrators and victims in terrorist activities. However, the author
also pays special attention to the third role of a woman, which has not
been sufficiently investigated so far — as a mothers. Viewing the role of
women as mothers in terrorism has a dual character: while on the one
hand, mothers can play a significant role in the prevention of terrorism
(especially with sons), on the other hand they can also encourage their
children in terms of terrorist activities, especially if they are and rad-
icalized ones. The author gives a series of examples that specifically
concern Islamist terrorism and the role of the mother in preventing or
encouraging this phenomenon. The role of a woman as a mother has
not been explored to a large extent in other forms of terrorism, which
would represent a significant contribution for future scientific research.
Also, this role of the mother is mainly related to certain so-called con-
servative regions, such as the Balkans or the Middle East, where the
role of the mother is specific, especially in the upbringing of male chil-
dren. Numerous prejudices are a complicating factor in elaborating the
role of women in terrorism. One of them is that women are exclusively
members of the “gentler” and “weaker” sex, and that as such they can-
not be linked to terrorism. Another prejudice that is rooted in human
society concerns the gender relationship to politics. Namely, since an-
cient Greece, politics was explicitly seen as a public job and a “male
activity”, while women were reserved for the oikos, as a private sphere.
Hence, terrorism as a political phenomenon is mostly seen as a “male
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phenomenon.” The subject of the research is directed towards different
ideologies of terrorism, which condition accordingly, and different ap-
proaches towards women. The author points out that just as terrorism
does not know race, religion and nation, it does not know gender either,
and that attention should also be paid to the gender dimension when re-
searching this phenomenon.

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Resume

The main research objective of the article was to assess the na-
ture and the way of the transformation of Russia’s political system over
the past 23 years. The process of transformation taking place there,
was analyzed in the context of Samuel Huntington’s Third Wave par-
adigm, which, in the opinion of the author, was considered the most
corresponding to the changes occurring in Russian Federation after
2000. In connection with the above, an attempt was made to answer
the following research questions: Firstly, what was the specificity of the
democratization of the political system during last 23 years in Russia?
Secondly, whether a de facto retreat from democratization began in the
first decades of the 21st century? Thirdly, whether the political system
of the Russian Federation can now be considered fully authoritarian?
Democratic transformation in Russia in the near future is assessed as
problematic, and the possible scenario of such events seems non-rep-
resentational at this moment. As can be seen from the in-depth analy-
sis, democratization is not a state achieved once and for all, it is an ex-
tremely complex form and requires constant, systematic improvement
and subjective participation of citizens, which the political system of
Russia is still not characterized by. The most useful research methods
that author used in writing this article were the case study, the deci-
sion-making and systemic methods.

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INTRODUCTION

Democracy and democratization are not new phenomena. How-
ever, scientific attempts to define them on a wider scale were made only
in the 20th century. Since then, a number of concepts and theoretical ap-
proaches have emerged subjecting such changes occurring in the political
systems of many countries around the world to analysis. The phenome-
non of democratization would have to be defined as a long, endless and
not necessarily effective process of transition from a non-democratic
regime to a democracy, which can stall, regress or even fail complete-
ly.? The first characteristic feature of democratization is its multi-stage
nature - it involves 3 major phases: liberalization, transition and con-
solidation of democracy (Antoszewski, 1999, 194.). The second feature
is its multidimensional nature (Grzywna, Lustig at al. 2017, 490—499.)
The process of change involves various aspects of life: political, eco-
nomic, social. Among the factors and prerequisites that affect the suc-
cess / failure in the process of expanding democracy are both internal
(the duration and type of non-democratic regime overthrown, the type
and manner of transition to democracy, the historical experience of the
state, the national-ethnic structure, the existence or absence of civil so-
ciety) and external (the current situation in the world and the region, the
distribution of forces and interests in the international environment, the
foreign policy of neighboring) (Bujwid-Kurek and Mikucka-Wojtowicz
2015, 39). Democratization does not always lead to the establishment of
a democratic system. Sometimes “turbulent” political changes lead to
the formation of hybrid (flawed) systems, that is, systems that are char-
acterized by both elements of democracy and authoritarianism or the
establishment of a new authoritarian regime (Agh 1998, 11-13). The de-
velopment of research in the field of transitology has also allowed the
creation of adequate tools and mechanisms for measuring democracy.
The scale and methodology used to measure the state of achievement of
democratization by different researchers varies depending on the cho-
sen definition of a democratic regime.

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“THIRD WAVE” OF SAMUEL HUNTINGTON-
FRAMEWORK OF THE CONCEPT

Among the most frequently cited theories explaining the democ-
ratization process, a special place is occupied by Samuel Huntington’s
paradigm. In 1991, he published the book “The Third Wave: Democ-
ratization at the End of the 20th Century”, where he presented his new
perception of democratization. It had proved to be a groundbreaking
work, and it dynamized the development of research in this field of sci-
ence. The author stated that democracy and the processes of its spread
are unstable, fragmentary, changeable, and compared them to ocean
waves. By that is, the spread of democracy around the world occurred
in waves that affected different countries around the world at different
periods of history. Surveying a series of transitions and transits from
non-democratic regimes to democracies, he points out that a ,,wave” of
democratization is ,,a series of transits from non-democratic to demo-
cratic regimes occurring during a certain historical period and when the
number of such transits far exceeds the number of transits in the opposite
direction during the same period” (Huntington 1991, 26) .Having ana-
lyzed the historical events of the past two hundred years, the research-
er concludes that the establishment of democracy does not necessarily
lead to its consolidation. According to Huntington, after every wave of
democratization begins a wave of retreat from democracy. Therefore,
this approach should be considered as more reasonable and rational
compared to other theories of democratization. It is an objective and
realistic view of the flow of political and systemic transformations in
world history. Accordingly, in the presented article based precisely on
Samuel Huntington’s paradigm, it analyzed the transformation process
of the Russian Federation from beginning of XXI century to the present.

The research problem was formulated in the form of a question
about the character of the phenomenon of democratization in the Rus-
sian Federation in 21st century in the context of Samuel Huntington’s
“Third Wave”. The purpose of reflection is to determine the course of
the phenomenon of democratization of the political system in the Rus-
sian Federation - a country that is at the “crossroads” between Central
Europe and Asia. Analyzing the political transformations and achieve-
ments in the democratization of Russia in 21st centuries, the authors
attempt to answer the main research question: Has a de facto retreat
from democratization begun in the first decades of the 21st century? It
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is also worth considering what kind of political system we are currently
dealing with? If it is a dictatorship, as some claim, how did democra-
cy fail after a quarter-century of transition in the indicated country? In
order to obtain answers to the research questions, it was chosen classic
methods for the social sciences, such as the decision-making, systemic,
comparative and case study methods.

RETREAT FROM DEMOCRACY IN
XXI CENTURY IN RUSSIA

The liberalization initiated by M. Gorbachev’s in 1985 ended in
failure for undemocratic Soviet Union and “started” the Third Wave
of democratization of the largest country in the world, Russia. During
next 10 years (after the dissolution of USSR) much was done to estab-
lish a viable democratic regime, despite serious economic crises and the
military threat of disintegration of the country. The greatest achieve-
ment of this period was the adoption of a new democratic Constitution
as well as the relative stabilization of the political situation at the end
of the 20th century. In 2000 in Russia, it was elected a new president
-Vladimir Putin. His determination, consistency and clear agenda had
received the approval of the majority of Russian society, which was
tired of the political and economic uncertainties of the 1990s. The first
step taken by Russian President V. Putin in the direction of creating a
strong state was administrative reform, initiated with the formation of
seven federal districts in May 2000 and the introduction of the institu-
tion of representatives of the President of the Russian Federation (Pres-
ident of the Russian Federation 2000). The reform established a feder-
al executive division, linking the center with local power centers and
“restored” control of the state, while concentrating and strengthening
the powers of presidential authority. The next step in consolidating the
federal state became the adaptation to the Constitution of the Russian
Federation of the legislation and regulations of the federation’s subjects,
primarily the republics that had declared their sovereignty. During this
period, V. Putin began dismantling the oligarchic system. Vladimir
Gusinsky was the first oligarch who was stripped of his media empire
because he tried to actively influence the course of public policy. Then
the businessman Boris Berezovsky was stripped of his influence and
forced to leave for the UK. Gradually, they were pushed out of decisive
influence on politics and also other oligarchs who helped B. Yeltsin to
win the presidential election.
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In 2001, adopted the law “On Political Parties” and in 2002, its
amended version (Federal Law “On Political Parties” N95-FZ). The law
established a “membership barrier” for the parties (their numbers can-
not be less than 10,000), mandatory representation in the regions and
provided them with state financial assistance. The provisions contained
in the law, regarding certain electoral solutions, practically excluded re-
gional and local parties, as well as any gubernatorial associations, from
running for parliamentary elections (Jendrysko 2016, 143) In 2002, cen-
trist fractions proposed an amendment to the Law on Political Parties,
allowing heads of ministries and departments to remain party members.
These changes, of course, promoted stability and fusion in the political
and party system, but worked against democracy.

In December 2001, on the basis of the bloc of “Fatherland — All
Russia” and “Our Home - Russia” was formed a new power party —

“United Russia” (in Russian — “Enqunas Poccus”). The popularity of this
party of power in the first years after its formation created V. Putin’s
support for a fundamental change in the electoral law to a proportion-
al one with party lists and for raising the electoral threshold from 5%
to 7%, which basically eliminated from the political game a significant
part of the real opposition (Czachor 2015, 341). The process of strength-
ening federal power (including the president personally) has culminated
in the introduction of a bureaucratic regime, officially called “managed”
(“sovereign”) democracy, which is non-modernist in nature and focus-
es on ensuring that the bureaucratic apparatus maintains power (Stow-
ikowski 2010, 33—-60).

On December 7, 2003, parliamentary elections to the Duma were
held. The necessary electoral barrier was overcome by 3 parties (“Unit-
ed Russia”, KPRF, LDPR) and one electoral bloc — “Rodina”. The ruling
party in the new composition of the State Duma became United Russia,
having won 246 seats in total. By the end of January 2004, the number of
members of the United Russia faction had reached 306, as it was joined
by some non-partisans and representatives of other parties. For the first
time in Russian political history, an absolute parliamentary majority was
formed on the basis of a party-leader. Moreover, in the Duma elected
in 2003, the liberal opposition was already absent (Kommersant 2022).
Predictably for all, in the next presidential election, which was held on
March 14, 2004, V. Putin was elected president of Russia for the second
time, winning 71.31% of the vote in the first round.
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In December 2004, it passed a law stipulating that the heads of the
regions are chosen by the legislature from a list of nominations submit-
ted by the president. If parliament refuses to approve three consecutive
presidential candidates, the head of state has the right to dissolve that
parliament. The president’s candidates are then approved or disapproved
by the newly elected parliament (President of the Russian Federation
2006). This step was motivated by the need to increase the efficiency of
the country’s federal and regional authorities and strengthen the fight
against terrorism. Although, no doubt, it strengthened the position of
the president. In March 2005, began the practice of dismissing regional
heads with the phrase “loss of confidence” (RG.RU 2004). In the spring
of 2005, passed a law on elections to the State Duma. According to the
provisions included, deputies are elected solely from party lists, while
territorial representation in the State Duma (single-mandate electoral
districts) was abolished. Amendments to the federal law were also adopt-
ed, allowing the party that won the regional parliamentary elections to
propose its candidate for governor to the Russian president. In the vast
majority of regions, this right belonged to United Russia, so the process
of governors joining the party took on a mass character. At the begin-
ning of 2007, 70 of the 86 leaders of Russian regions were members of
United Russia. Also joining the party of power were top managers of
large industrial enterprises, heads of state universities and their struc-
tural units, top officials of federal and regional governments. So back
in 2005, the annual Freedom House report for the first time described
Russia as a country “not free” (Freedom House 2005).

W. Putin has succeeded in subordinating the mass media during
his two terms in office. This has made it possible, in particular, to rad-
ically change the approach of television channels to reflecting all pow-
er activities and their perception in Russian society (Reporters Without
Borders 2006). In the media, economic progress was cleverly used to
build the image of V. Putin and his supporters. Empowering state prop-
aganda began to create a true cult of the president’s individual, portray-
ing him in the right way. Journalists and human rights activists trying to
understand what was happening in the field of human rights often risked
their lives and health. Violence (just to recall the murders of journalists
Anna Politkovskaya and Pavel Khlebnikov) is a serious threat to free-
dom of expression in Russia (Reporters Without Borders 2006). Oligar-
chic control over the media was then replaced by state control (RG.RU
2006). In the 2008 press freedom ranking of the organization Reporters
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Without Borders, Russia was ranked 144th out of 173 countries that were
included in the ranking (Reporters Without Borders 2008). In 2006, was
passed a law abolishing the minimum voter participation rate threshold
(Federal Law of 5 December 2006 N 225-FZ On Amending the Federal
Law “On Basic Guarantees of Electoral Rights and the Right to Partici-
pate in Referendums of Citizens of the Russian Federation” and the Civil
Procedure Code of the Russian Federation). In this period, the column
“against all” on the ballots was abolished (thus depriving citizens of the
opportunity to express their protest in the elections) (Federal Law of
30.06.2006 On Amending Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Fed-
eration in Part of Cancelling the Form of Voting Against All Candidates).

During the periods of Putin’s presidency, the personnel policy of
the presidential administration and other organs of state power was char-
acterized by the appointment of his numerous former colleagues, friends,
and business partners with whom he became close during his work in
Leningrad (now St. Petersburg) to key positions. A significant source of
cadres for his administration were friends from the cooperative “Lake”
(in Russian - koonepatus «O3epo») (BBC Russian 2014). These cadres
formed the backbone of the Putin regime, whichch is called the “Putin
clan” or “Putin Family” (Aptemos 2012).

“LIBERALIZATION” OF DMITRY MEDVEDEV

In December 2007, in the subsequent Duma elections, the pro-pres-
idential party “United Russia” won a constitutional majority (315 out of
450 mandates) (Duma 2007), and this allowed it to make almost every
decision in the Duma. This ensured the adoption of full control of the
political scene by a single party, on which, however, allowed the func-
tioning of a concessionary opposition. In accordance with the Consti-
tution, V. Putin could not be a candidate for president for the third time.
Moreover, he assured that “we will never change the Constitution “under
ourselves” (Tenekanan JJoxas 2020). So in the 2008 presidential elec-
tion, he supported a member of his team, the young technocrat Dmitry
Medvedev, who won the election with 70.28% of the vote. Considered
more liberal than Vladimir Putin, President Dmitry Medvedev set as his
main task an extensive program of state modernization, aimed at renew-
ing the Russian economy and society, reducing the country’s depend-
ence on oil and gas. Moreover, he emphasized that “modernization will
not be possible without democratization and the development of civil
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society institutions”. He stressed that a balanced democracy would pro-
vide the political and economic flexibility that Russia needs, and assured
that Russia’s political system would be open, flexible and complex. He
also initiated a major reform of the judiciary, and launched a campaign
against corruption in Russia. During his presidency, D. Medvedev in-
itiated liberal changes - the restoration of direct elections of governors
(Federal Law “On Amendments to the Federal Law “On General Princi-
ples of Organisation of Legislative (Representative) and Executive Bod-
ies of State Power of the Constituent Entities of the Russian Federation™;
Federal Law “On Basic Guarantees of Electoral Rights and the Right
to Participate in Referendums of Citizens of the Russian Federation” of
02.05.2012 N 40-FZ) the liberalization of the rules for registering politi-
cal parties (Federal Law of 02.04 2012 N 28-FZ “On Amending the Fed-
eral Law “On Political Parties”), the lowering of the suffrage threshold
in parliamentary elections (Federal Law No. 41-FZ of 02.05.2012 “On
Amending Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation in Con-
nection with Reducing the Minimum Percentage of Voters’ Votes Re-
quired for Admission to the Distribution of Deputies’ Mandates in the
State Duma of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation™). These
changes were important for the democratization process, but no major
and deep structural transformations took place during his term. Dmi-
try Medvedev, however, was not a stand-alone politician. Being one of
Vladimir Putin’s closest allies, he worked with him in a president-pre-
mier tandem and proved his personal loyalty by withdrawing his can-
didacy from the next elections in 2012. At one time considered a very
flexible politician, in the eyes of many, especially in the West, he thus
damaged the reputation as a liberal he had enjoyed during his presiden-
cy (Forsal.P12018).

On December 4, 2011, elections to the State Duma of the sixth
term were held, which resulted in the pro-Putin “United Russia” win-
ning for the third consecutive time, with 238 mandates. The parliament
saw the emergence of groupings of the well-known concessionary oppo-
sition (Communist Party of the Russian Federation, Fair Russia, Liberal
Democratic Party of Russia) (Central Election Commission of the Rus-
sian Federation 2011). The official results of the vote provoked signifi-
cant protests in the country, as various falsifications were reported on
a massive scale on the day of the vote. Numerous protests were held in
most major Russian cities on December 10, 2011, and one of the largest
rallies was held in Moscow’s Bolotnaya Square (in Russian - bonotnas
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niomane), where were gathered between 75,000 and 150,000 partici-
pants (I'paan.Py 2011). Another wave of protests, which was huge in
scope, was caused by the results of the March 4, 2012 presidential elec-
tion, when V. Putin won for the third time with 63.60% of the vote. The
elections used the same methods of falsifying the results as in the par-
liamentary elections as well. The largest action turned out to be the one
called “March of the People” or “March of the Millions”, which took
place in Moscow on May 6 to protest the inauguration of V. Putin. About
100,000 people came out to Bolotny Square. But the protest was suc-
cessfully suppressed by the police forces (Camenosa 2012). From that
time mass protests or strikes were and are immediately suppressed by
the police or army. Participants in the actions were detained and arrest-
ed (Bartnicki 2011, 134).

CHARACTERISTICS OF MODERN
POLITICAL REGIME IN RUSSIA

Unlike authoritarian regimes in Africa or South America, the
opposition still existed and continues to exist in Russia, although its
positions and authority in society are severely undermined (Bartnicki
2011, 137). The fading strength of the opposition often flows from its
internal and absurd disintegration and the conformism of its individual
leaders. There was also the case of the murder of opposition politician
Boris Nemtsov, which should be attributed to the actions of the regime,
but there is no direct evidence of this.

Having monopolized the political scene, the ruling party “United
Russia” easily won a constitutional majority and in the next parliamen-
tary elections to the State Duma: as in 2016, gaining 343 mandates out
of a possible 450, as in the last elections in September 2021. - 324. Tra-
ditionally, the parliament has included: Communist Party of the Russian
Federation (having won 42 mandates in 2016 and 57 in 2021), Fair Rus-
sia (having won 23 mandates in 2016 and 27 at the last election held in
autumn 2021) and LDPR (having 39 mandates in 2016 and 21 in 2021),
continuing to declare their “oppositionism” (CEC of the Russian Fed-
eration No. 56/541-7 of 23 September 2016; CEC of the Russian Feder-
ation No. 61/467-8 of 24 September 2021). In this way, they are further
creating the illusion of democratic choice for Russian citizens and the
Western world.
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V. Putin’s enormous popularity was not shaken by either the war
with Georgia, the financial crisis or the handover of the presidency to Dmi-
try Medvedev. Moreover, the criminal annexation of Ukraine’s Crimea
strengthened it even more. So on March 18, 2018, he won the election
without much trouble and was elected president of Russia for a fourth
term, receiving 76.69% of the vote. D. Medvedev remained prime min-
ister of the government. In July 2020, enacted a series of amendments
to the Constitution, (1993) among which was a particularly important
clause to abolish restrictions on the number of presidential terms and
allow the re-election of a person who serves as president at the time the
amendments take effect as well. Thus, Vladimir Putin was given the
right to delete (“zeroing”, in Russian — “o0nynenue”) his presidential
terms after 2024, thereby gaining the de facto right to be re-elected until
2036 (Federation Council (State Duma Committee on State Construction
and Legislation). According to the Democracy Index ranking, the cur-
rent regime in Russia is considered as authoritarian (Economist Intelli-
gence Democracy Index 2022). And according to the reports ,,Freedom
House” Russia is a country without freedom (Freedom House Report
2022) with consolidated authoritarian regime (Freedom House Report
2022). Various terms are now being used to characterize the modern
political system of the Russian Federation, which took form in the first
decades of the 21st century. Many political analysts term this regime as
authoritarianism, the core of which is super-presidential power, based
on one-person-President V. Putin and the cult of his person (Shevtsova
2010, 267; Czachor 2018, 190). Some define the current regime as “rival
authoritarianism” (Stowikowski, 2011, 35-36), “authoritarianism” (Bart-
nicki 2010, 219-220) or even as a “soft totalitarian regime” (Radio Free
Europe 2006). It is also possible to encounter terms such as “controlled
democracy” (Isajew and Baranow 2008, 193), “imitative democracy”
(Lachowicz 2014, 121-122), “authoritarian-democratic hybrid” (Prokop
2015). Some even refer to the political system of the modern Russian
Federation as an “Asian democracy” (Potulski 2012, 167).

CONCLUSION

In 2000 Russia had a chance to enter the next stage - the stage of
consolidating democracy and overcoming the typical for post-social-
ist state problems. However, the gradual socio-political transformation
initiated by the new President V. Putin (who was elected head of state
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through democratic elections in 2000) showed the opposite movement;
a gradual shift away from democracy began. Even when D. Medvedev
was president, V. Putin remained a key and central figure in the state,
serving as prime minister. In the first decade of the 21st century, the third
wave of the retreat from democracy began in Russia. The current polit-
ical system of the Russian Federation is classified as authoritarianism,
the unifying element of which is super-presidential power, based on the
individual V. Putin, despite the fact of having a democratic constitution.
The chances of initiating a democratic transformation in the near future
are today assessed as negligible, and the scenario of such events is incon-
ceivable. The case of Russia and the history of its last thirty years show
that S. Huntington was right, democracy as well as the processes of its
spread are unstable, changeable and temporary. Democracy is not given
once and for all. If “is not fought for” it is quite possible to establish a
new authoritarian system. Thus, analyzing the changes in the political
system of the Russian Federation we can conclude that the third wave
of democratization, which began in the late 1980s, has already changed
in the first decade of the 21st century in Russia to the third wave of re-
treat from democracy. The example of Russia only confirms the rational
statement of S. Huntington that democratization, like ocean waves, may
prove to be a short-lived and volatile phenomenon.

Resume

The twentieth century in the United States of America brought
numerous innovations in all aspects of social life, including politics and
engagement in it. Local and state policies, which, until then, were strict-
ly entrusted to elected officials, became the subject of interest of newly
formed organizations in charge of collecting relevant data on policies,
analyzing them, and, through conclusions, making recommendations
on further actions needed to improve existing or create new policies in
a certain sphere of politics.

By looking at the century-long history of analytical centers in the
United States of America, better known as “think tanks”, it is possible
to see how the changing political and socio-economic climate of the
country affected the need to adapt such institutions, which gave rise to
numerous new forms of activity and new spheres of interest for those
centers in the USA. In addition, the development of new technologies
forced the adaptation of analytical centers to them through the use of
new systems for the presentation of achievements and advocating chang-
es that their analyses deem necessary. By analyzing the methods of op-
eration, the influence of different political ideologies, various ways of
research result presentation, and also how these organizations are being
financed, we get a better insight into the importance of such organiza-
tions and their activities in the modern political currents of one of the
most powerful countries in the world.

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NATIONAL INTEREST OF THE REPUBLIC
OF SERBIA FOR PARTICIPATION
OF SERBIAN ARMED FORCES IN
PEACEKEEPING OPERATIONS

Resume

Peacekeeping operations are one of the instruments for resolving
crises in the world and preventing armed conflicts that threaten global
peace and security. This article argues that the participation of the Ser-
bian Armed Forces in UN missions contributed to peacekeeping in the
world and produced positive benefits for the country. Namely, the Ser-
bian Armed Forces inherits the tradition of many years of participation
in UN and EU peacekeeping operations. This article first provides an
overview of the most important contributions of the Republic of Serbia
to peacekeeping operations, focusing on the important role that this ac-
tivity plays in the achievement of foreign policy goals, national devel-
opment and international relations. This is followed by the presentation
of national legislation that regulates the Serbian Armed Forces partici-
pation in peacekeeping operations. Therefore, peacekeeping operations
are recognized as a type of multilateral mechanism for achieving co-
operation between the Republic of Serbia and the UN/EU and a contri-
bution to building trust and the position of a reliable partner in interna-
tional relations. The theory of international relations that explains such
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actions of states is the realism theory. In accordance with realists school
of thought, state national interests for participation in peacekeeping op-
erations are military security issues, national and strategic interests as
well as economic interests, and increased credibility and power of states
in international relations. Starting from the fact that global security is
comprehensive and indivisible, states are even more interested in par-
ticipating in peacekeeping operations and perceive it as their national
interests and an element of foreign and security policy. This is the initial
thesis from which the authors base their analysis presented in the paper.

INTRODUCTION

In the post-Cold War era, there have been a series of crises and
armed conflicts that threaten international security and world peace.
The international community and international organizations need to
intervene in most of them conducting peacekeeping operations. Con-
sequently, in the modern world peacekeeping operations are becoming
an instrument necessary for resolving crises in the world and prevent-
ing armed conflicts of regional and global character that are a threat to
global peace and security, where, in addition to states, many non-state
actors are present in international relations. Throughout recent histo-
ry, peacekeeping operations have evolved and their changes have been
largely tied to historical periods of current international relations.

As Professor Dragan R. Simi¢ observes, there is a “surprisingly
high agreement of authors from different schools of international rela-
tions” (2002, 45), that the keeping of peace is in third place in terms of
the importance of goals whose achievement is more difficult, regardless
of the international system, order or international society. Also, nations
must understand that maintaining world peace takes precedence over
their own ideological or political views.

Participation in peacekeeping operations is actually at the center
of the concept that global security is comprehensive and indivisible
(Cronin 2010). The paper starts with the interpretation of realism the-
orists about the participation of states in peacekeeping operations.
Peacekeeping operations based on appropriate legal bases are possible
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modalities for the realization and protection of the national and securi-
ty interests of participating country. Neack argues that the “realist ex-
planation of state participation in UN peacekeeping operations is that
states do whatever they can, given their power resources, to protect and
preserve their national interests” (Neack 1995). As Findlay (1996, 8) put
it: states participate in peacekeeping operations because it is “decided-
ly in their national security interests.” According to this realist expla-
nation, “participation in peacekeeping is thus understood primarily as
an instrument to foster states’ national interests” (Hutabarat 2014, 190).
According to Pugh (2004, 50-51), “peacekeeping enables governments
of contributing states to increase their international clout or to subsi-
dize the maintenance of their armed forces”. In the realist perspective,
state national interests for participation in peacekeeping operations are
not only defined in terms of military security issues, but also in terms
of economic interests, as well as increased credibility and power in in-
ternational relations.

In research conducted by Ishizuka (2003) it is claimed that “states
have been positively and willingly participating in peacekeeping”, be-
cause “they have been attracted by the benefits from peacekeeping which
enhance their national interests”. Consequently, Ishizuka concludes,
that “states maintain their peacekeeping policy consistently as far as
their national interests are valid and significant”. Meiske and Ruggeri
(2017) are quite clear when they claim that countries see mission par-
ticipation as ‘a tool of foreign policy’ to pursue national interests in the
international arena.

As emphasized global security is comprehensive and indivisible,
states are even more interested in participating in peacekeeping opera-
tions and perceive it as their national interests and an element of foreign
and security policy. This is the initial thesis from which the authors base
their analysis presented in the paper.

Peacekeeping is a technique designed to maintain peace, no matter
how fragile, where the fighting has ended, as well as to assist in the im-
plementation of agreements reached with the participation of peacekeep-
ers. Over the years, peacekeeping has evolved from a primarily military
model of monitoring ceasefires and segregation of forces after interstate
wars, to incorporating a complex model composed of many elements
— military, police and civilians — working together to help torn-apart
countries create conditions for sustainable and lasting peace (UN 2008).
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UNITED NATIONS PEACEKEEPING OPERATIONS

UN peacekeeping began in 1948 when the Security Council ap-
proved the deployment of UN military observers in the Middle East to
monitor the ceasefire agreement between Israel and its Arab neighbors

— an operation known as the United Nations Truce Supervision Organ-
ization (UNTSO). Since then, the UN has conducted 71 peacekeeping
operations (missions) in various environments and conditions. Over the
past 75 years, more than 2 million personnel, from 125 countries, have
participated in UN peacekeeping operations. The UN is currently con-
ducting a total of 11 peacekeeping operations on three continents (Unit-
ed Nations Peacekeeping 2023).

According to the UN, today’s multidimensional peacekeeping op-
erations serve ‘“not only to maintain peace and security, but also to fa-
cilitate the political process, protect civilians, assist in the disarmament,
demobilization and reintegration of former combatants; support the or-
ganization of elections, protect and promote human rights and assist in
restoring the rule of law” (UN Peacekeeping n. d.).

Previous experiences have also shown that in order for UN peace-
keeping operations to succeed, they must be accepted as legitimate and
credible, especially in the eyes of the local population. The mission
achieves international legitimacy by having the approval of the UN
Security Council, but also by the way it is implemented on the ground,
given that the strength, discipline and honesty of peacekeepers, as well
as the prudence with which they use force, respect for local customs, in-
stitutions and laws as well as the decency with which they treat the local
population, can have a direct impact on the perception of its legitimacy.

Serbian Armed Forces in Peacekeeping Operations

The contribution of the Serbian Armed Forces in peacekeeping
operations is based on the security and defense needs and interests ex-
pressed in the National Security Strategy, the Defense Strategy and oth-
er doctrinal and legal acts.

The missions of the Serbian Armed Forces (SAF) are:

“Defense of the Republic of Serbia from external armed threats;

Participation in building and preserving peace in the region and
the world and

Support to civilian authorities in combating security threats”
(SAF n. d. a).
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As defined in the Defense Strategy, the second mission is partic-
ipation in building and preserving peace in the region and the world is
realized through participation in international military cooperation and
participation in peacekeeping operations (Defense Strategy of the Repub-
lic of Serbia 2019; Ignjatijevi¢ 2018). Furthermore, the Defense Strate-
gy states: “by participating in multinational operations under the man-
date of the United Nations and the European Union crisis management
operations, the Republic of Serbia contributes to fulfilling the function
of the defence of the country, strengthening its position in international
relations and protecting the universal values of the international order,
such as human rights, democracy and the rule of law.” (Defense Strat-
egy of the Republic of Serbia 2019, 17).

Units of the Serbian Armed Forces conduct peacekeeping opera-
tions and missions within the peacekeeping force, under the auspices of
the United Nations, the European Union and the Organization for Secu-
rity and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE). Serbian Armed Forces conduct
peacekeeping operations in accordance with the Law on Engagement of
the Serbian Armed Forces and other Defence Forces in Multinational
Operations outside the borders of Republic of Serbia (2009). During the
operation, the national contingent comes under the operational control
of the peacekeeping command.

Depending on the mission’s mandate, parts of the Serbian Armed
Forces may participate in the following peacekeeping operations:

- Peacekeeping, maintenance and peacekeeping operations;

- Conflict prevention and peace-building operations;

- Joint defense operations, in accordance with the decisions of the
competent state bodies;

- Assistance operations to address the consequences of interna-
tional terrorism and large-scale terrorist attacks, and

- Humanitarian operations.

Depending on the UN mandate, peacekeeping operations can
be combat or non-combat, defined as “activities undertaken within the
system of collective security and collective defense, in accordance with
international law and ratified international agreements”, and participa-
tion in them is the second mission of the Serbian Armed Forces, which
is based on the established security and defense needs and interests of
the Republic of Serbia.

The Serbian Armed Forces has a Peacekeeping Operations Cen-
tre which conducts “training, selection, equipping, preparation and
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deployment of individuals and units”, from the Ministry of Defence and
the Serbian Armed Forces to multinational operations outside the borders
of the Republic of Serbia (Peacekeeping Operations Centre, SAF, 2022).

Normative and legal basis for participation
of SAF in peacekeeping operations

The manner of realization and protection of national interests is
defined by strategic documents, in which most countries of the world
similarly define challenges, risks and threats, with certain specifics char-
acteristic of individual cases. States are establishing legal frameworks
to send members of the military to peacekeeping operations abroad, as
part of security, foreign and defense policy. The normative and legal
basis for the engagement of the SAF in peacekeeping operations is de-
fined in the Constitution of the Republic of Serbia, the National Security
Strategy, the Defense Strategy, the Law on Defense, the Law on the Ser-
bian Armed Forces and the Law on Engagement of the Serbian Armed
Forces and other Defence Forces in Multinational Operations outside
the borders of Republic of Serbia.

Use of the Armed Forces outside the borders, Article 140, of the
Constitution stipulates that the Serbian Armed Forces “may be used
outside the borders of the Republic of Serbia only upon the decision of
the National Assembly of the Republic of Serbia” (Constitution of The
Republic of Serbia 2006).

Article 2 of the Law on the Serbian Armed Forces prescribes that
the “use of the Serbian Armed Forces outside the borders of the Repub-
lic of Serbia shall be stipulated by law” (Law on the Serbian Armed
Forces 2007, 2009).

The Law on Defense (Art. 5, para. 4) states that the country’s
defense is achieved through participation in peacekeeping operations
(in multinational operations). Article 11, paragraph 9 stipulates that the
President of the Republic decides on sending the Serbian Armed Forc-
es to peacekeeping operations (in multinational operations) outside the
country’s borders based on the decision of the National Assembly (The
Law on Defense 2009).

Also, Law on Defense in Article 9 defines that The National As-
sembly enacts “laws and other general acts in the field of defense, ex-
ercises democratic and civilian control of the Serbian Armed Forces”,
and among others, “decides on the use of the Serbian Armed Forces out-
side the territory of the Republic of Serbia” (The Law on Defense 2009).
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The President of the Republic according to Law on Defense, Ar-
ticle 11, decides, in accordance with the law, on sending members of the
Serbian Armed Forces to multinational operations, based on the deci-
sion of the National Assembly (The Law on Defense 2009). The Gov-
ernment proposes to the National Assembly the adoption of a law on
the ratification of international agreements in the field of defense and
military cooperation.

According to the Law on the Use of the Serbian Armed Forces
and Other Defense Forces in Peacekeeping Operations outside the Re-
public of Serbia, the use of the Serbian Armed Forces and other Defense
Forces in peacekeeping operations is decided on the basis of the Annual
Plan, which determines their missions and tasks. The National Assembly
considers and adopts the Annual plan for the use of the Serbian Armed
Forces for the execution of planned peacekeeping operations in the cur-
rent year. Based on the Annual Plan, the National Assembly decides on
the participation of members of the SAF in peacekeeping operations, as
well as on the extension of the time of their engagement and withdrawal
from the peacekeeping operation.

The President of the Republic, on the basis of the decision of the
National Assembly on participation, in accordance with the law, decides
on sending members of the Serbian Armed Forces to multinational op-
erations, at the proposal of the Minister of Defense.

According to the Law on Engagement of the Serbian Armed Forces
and Other Defence forces in Multinational Operations outside the borders
of the Republic of Serbia, Article 12, “the SAF and other defence forc-
es’ personnel only, having completed training in the country or abroad;
trained for specific tasks and in possession of relevant training certifi-
cates for participation in multinational operations, may be deployed in
multinational operations” (Law on Engagement of the Serbian Armed
Forces and other Defence Forces in Multinational Operations outside
the borders of Republic of Serbia, 2009).

For each participation of members of the Serbian Armed Forces
in peacekeeping operations, the Minister of Defense shall issue Rules of
Engagement. It also concludes technical agreements which regulate the
conditions for the engagement of members of the armed forces within
peacekeeping operations, in order to execute the concluded internation-
al agreement on the basis of which a specific peacekeeping operation is
conducted. Members of the Serbian Armed Forces may not be continu-
ously in a peacekeeping operation for more than a year, except in case
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of health impediment to return to the country, for technical reasons or
at the request of the commander of the forces in a peacekeeping oper-
ation. The costs of preparation, participation and return of members of
the Serbian Armed Forces and other defense forces from peacekeeping
operations are financed from the budget of the Republic of Serbia.

As Tibor Szilvagyi, very precisely states: “The Serbian Armed
Forces are allowed to stay abroad only in the framework of multination-
al missions, according to a UN Security Resolution, international obli-
gations and the related decision of the Serbian Parliament, in harmony
with the Serbian interests” (2020, 100-128).

In this section a brief overview of the normative and legal base is
outlined, actually Serbia’s commitment to participating in multinational
operations through strategic documents, constitutional and legislative
framework, and international agreements. The Table 1. shows a compar-
ative analysis of the legal and strategic framework for participation in
peacekeeping operations of countries in Southeast Europe (Parliamen-
tary Assembly of BiH, 2011). It can be seen that Serbia is leading in the
normative organization of this area.

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INTEREST OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA FOR
PARTICIPATING IN PEACEKEEPING OPERATIONS

Republic of Serbia as well as “countries around the world contin-
ue to see UN peacekeeping operations as central to maintaining the col-
lective security system established by the UN Charter” (Fang, Li and
Sun 2018). Actually, participation of the Serbian Armed Forces in peace-
keeping operations ,,in the function of meeting foreign policy objectives
is a very important activity, having in mind the fact that the Republic of
Serbia affirms cooperative security concept. In such context, guided pri-
marily by its national interests and capacities, our country invests great
efforts in order to contribute to keeping peace and stability in the world”
(Zotovic 2018, 73).

On the other hand, the Republic of Serbia, like other countries
that actively contribute to world peace, is aware of the facts and has built
capacities that enable specialized training and education for its peace-
keeping personnel.

Also, Serbia supports the institutional reforms in UN peacekeep-
ing and assists in increasing the effectiveness of peacekeeping forces.
Consequently, Serbia is committed to maintaining and strengthening
the quality and sustainability of peacekeeping missions.

Through many years of participation in UN and EU missions,
peacekeeping operations have been recognized as a form of multilateral
mechanism for achieving cooperation between the Republic of Serbia and
UN/EU and a contribution to building trust and the position of a reliable
partner in international relations. It is necessary to add to that the contri-
bution to preserving peace and stability in the region and the world, and
the need to actively increase the possibility of the Republic of Serbia’s in-
fluence on the actions of international relations entities for nonviolent res-
olution of important international issues important for national interests.

In accordance with the National Security Strategy through the
participation of military and civilian capacities in multinational opera-
tions and missions led by the United Nations, European Union and the
Organisation for Security and Co-operation in Europe, the Republic of
Serbia will contribute “to maintenance of peace and stability in the re-
gion and world” (National Security Strategy of the Republic of Serbia
2021, 32) and will improve its position as a reliable partner in interna-
tional relations.

The participation of members of the Serbian Armed Forces in UN
and EU peacekeeping operations is an important element of the foreign
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policy of the Republic of Serbia, which significantly contributes to the
favorable position of the Republic of Serbia in international relations. By
engaging members of the Serbian Armed Forces in peacekeeping oper-
ations under the mandate of the European Union, within CSDP, the Re-
public of Serbia integrates into this important pillar of the EU. In this way,
the Republic of Serbia is strengthening its security capacities towards
EU membership. The participation of members of the Serbian Armed
Forces in peacekeeping operations under the mandate of the EU has a
very favorable influence on the overall process of European integration.

In this regard, the Serbian Armed Forces contribute to the defense
and protection of national interests by building the necessary capabili-
ties and capacities to participate in peacekeeping operations, which im-
proves relations with collective security institutions in order to achieve
world peace and develop a favorable security environment.

Namely, “since it considers the heritage of SFRY as its own, Ser-
bia has had a long tradition of participation in the UN peacekeeping
missions” (MiloSevi¢ 2014, 165-183). It can be said that the Republic of
Serbia has a long tradition of participation in achieving peace and secu-
rity in the world, if we take into account that it is the legal successor of
SFRY, which participated with its army (Yugoslav People’s Army —JNA)
from the very beginning of UN engagement in peacekeeping missions.

After a decade of cessation of engagement caused by the conflicts
on the territory of the former SFRY, participation in UN peacekeeping
operations was renewed in 2002, when members of the Armed Forces
were engaged in 16 peacekeeping operations in the world, in ten UN
missions and six EU missions.

Number of participants of SAF in peacekeeping operations (Peace-
keeping Operations Centre 2022) is shown in Figure 1.

Figure 1. Number of participants of SAF in peacekeeping operations
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The Peacekeeping Operations Centre is a unit directly subordi-
nated to the Operations Directorate (J-3) of the Serbian Armed Forces
General Staff. The Peacekeeping Operations Centre intended for selec-
tion, training, equipping, preparation and deployment of individuals and
units from the Ministry of Defence and the Serbian Armed Forces to
multinational operations outside the borders of the Republic of Serbia.

Also, tasks of the Peacekeeping Operations Centre include coor-
dination and control of forces deployed in multinational operations and
planning and organization of modern courses, seminars and lectures
in multinational operations for SAF and foreign armies (Peacekeeping
Operations Centre 2022).!

Currently, the Serbian Armed Forces are engaging 295 of its mem-
bers in § peacekeeping operations under the auspices of the United Nations
(4 missions), 3 under the European Union (EU) and one mission in Mul-
tinational Force and Observers (Peacekeeping Operations Centre 2023).

From the above, it can be concluded that 2009 was crucial because
then the foundations were laid for new legal frameworks in defining the
participation of the Republic of Serbia in peacekeeping operations, which
affected the progressive increase in the engagement of members of the
Serbian Armed Forces in peacekeeping operations.

The Serbian Armed Forces is sending its largest contingent of
forces to the UNIFIL mission in Lebanon (Juki¢, Slavkovi¢ and Dumic
2017, 28-42). The Serbian Armed Forces has been participating in the
UNIFIL peacekeeping operation since December 21, 2010, with staff
officers. Since November 2012, UNIFIL has engaged an infantry pla-
toon with a logistical support element, composed of 41 members of the
Serbian Armed Forces, which was replaced in November 2013 by an in-
fantry company composed of 130 members of the Serbian Armed Forc-
es. Since December 2014, the contingent of the Serbian Armed Forces
has been increased by hiring another platoon of 33 members. Last year
177 members of the Serbian Armed Forces were engaged in UNIFIL.
Serbian Armed Forces contribution to UNIFIL includes a force protec-
tion platoon, an infantry company serving as an independent unit with-
in the Spanish Battalion, staff officers at the Mission headquarters and
a group of specialists tasked with providing support to our contingent
(Ministry of Defence 2015).

Members of the Serbian Armed Forces have repeatedly received
official recognition from the mission management for their demonstrated

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professionalism and high level of training in the execution of tasks, which
often resulted in their inclusion in higher levels of mission management
(Zotovic¢ 2018, 74-75). In July 2021 Under-Secretary-General for Peace
Operations Jean-Pierre Lacroix thanked Serbia for its strong support to
United Nations Peacekeeping. He particularly highlighted the engage-
ment and establishment of the hospital by the Serbian Armed Forces,
which according to him, “this has strengthened UN peacekeeping’s ca-
pacity to ensure that its personnel are able to receive the best possible
medical care.” To date, “the Serbian medical unit has provided medical
support to thousands of patients, including treating cases of COVID-19.
In addition to aiding UN personnel, the unit has also conducted medical
outreach to the local community” (United Nations, Serbia in PKO 2022).

Participation in peacekeeping operations, in addition to Serbia’s
evident contribution to peace and security in the world, has a direct
impact on training SAF in part of the missions and tasks assigned to it
in Defense strategy. Further participating in peacekeeping operations,
neutral states gain the necessary experience on the nature of modern
security threats and ways to counter them, and gain experience for the
implementation of deterrence strategies (Blagojevi¢ 2022).

The certain authors especially emphasize the humanitarian aspect
of the participation of the Republic of Serbia in peacekeeping opera-
tions, in accordance with the humanity inherited by the Serbian Armed
Forces (Zizié-Borjanovi¢, Vugkovié-Dekié 2009, 253-254). This aspect
of participation in peacekeeping operations has been developed by the
Serbian Armed Forces as a capability in the past two decades and has
been very successfully applied in operations where it has been engaged.

The Republic of Serbia has also played a crucial role in UN peace-
keeping reform efforts. In particular, Serbia has been a vocal advocate
for the modernization of peacekeeping operations to improve their ef-
fectiveness and efficiency. Serbia has also been actively involved in
promoting the implementation of the UN Security Council Resolution
1325 on Women, Peace, and Security, which recognizes the critical role
of women in all aspects of peacekeeping and peacebuilding activities
(NAP for the Implementation of UN Security Council Resolution 1325,
2017-2020). In fact, as an example, the Chief of the Peacekeeping Op-
erations Centre is a woman Colonel PhD Mirjana Milenkovié. “A total
of 5,500 members of the Serbian Armed Forces are engaged in ten UN
missions and six EU missions, of which 12 percent are female, which
is an indication that the Serbian Armed Forces respect gender aspects
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according to valid UN resolutions”,> Milenkovi¢ said at the 20™ anni-
versary of the Serbian Armed Forces participation in peacekeeping op-
erations (Ministry of Defence 2022).

In future Serbian Armed Forces have the potential to reach UN
requirements with the River Flotilla as a pivot for the participation in
UN riverine missions. Serbian Military Academy has opportunities for
education and training military riverine units for participation in the
United Nations peacekeeping operations (Radojevi¢, Soski¢ and Radic,
2017, 371-376).

CONCLUSION

An overview of the engagement of members of the Serbian Armed
Forces in peacekeeping operations under the mandate of the UN and
the EU clearly shows the role of the Serbian defense system in the real-
ization of foreign policy goals. The Republic of Serbia is committed to
building and preserving peace in the region and the world, EU integra-
tions, but also the construction and strengthening of military neutrality.
In this regard, the Serbian Armed Forces contribute to the defense and
protection of national interests by building the necessary capabilities and
capacities to participate in peacekeeping operations, which improves
relations with collective security institutions in order to achieve world
peace and develop a favorable security environment.

Participation the Republic of Serbia “in missions under the EU
umbrella could contribute to the increased Serbian credibility within
the European community and, therefore, contribute to the success of
the Serbian National Security Strategy” (Chun and Lee 2016, 213-232).
Therefore, as a non-member state with full membership aspirations Ser-
bia can participate in EU missions even before accession and in that way
contribute to an increase in its credibility during the negotiation process.

The issue of security has always been highlighted as a priority
for each society. A unique instrument presented through peacekeeping
operations was adopted as a possible solution to security issues. In the
newly created and present conditions, their importance increases, while
national interests are being realized through a single functional organi-
zation of states, thus creating preconditions for effective confrontation
with modern challenges, risks and threats that do not recognize state
borders. Peacekeeping operations are linked to the system of collective

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security as an instrument necessary for resolving crises in the world
and preventing armed conflicts of regional and global character that are
a threat to global peace and security, where many non-state actors are
present in international relations.

Relations in the world, emphasizing the issues of global and col-
lective security, have imposed as a priority participation in peacekeep-
ing operations in order to contribute to collective security, participation
in the creation and maintenance of peace. In that way, the Republic of
Serbia also recognized the possibility of engaging the capacity of the
Armed Forces in building trust and the position of a reliable partner in
international relations. Understanding that global security is one and in-
divisible is the starting point for the Republic of Serbia’s contribution to
the preservation of peace and stability in the region and the world and
an active influence on the actors of international relations to resolve im-
portant international issues non-violently.

At the same time, it is one of the ways to contribute to the keep-
ing of peace and stability in the region and the world, through active
participation and increasing the possibility of the Republic of Serbia’s
influence on the activities of international relations and important in-
ternational issues essential for national interests. It can be argued that
by sending troops to peacekeeping operations abroad, the Republic of
Serbia is showing readiness and, above all, the ability to contribute to
maintaining international stability; projecting a positive image of the
country as a responsible nation ready to act in the interests of world
peace; increases the country’s influence not only in the UN system, but
also in the host country and the region in which it is engaged — includ-
ing the promotion of economic interests. In that way, peace operations
become a reflection of the credibility of the state and an element of the
foreign policy of the state in international relations.

Serbia’s participation in peacekeeping operations has strategic
significance in several ways. Firstly, it demonstrates the country’s com-
mitment to regional stability and security, which can help to prevent the
spread of conflict and crisis beyond its borders.

Secondly, Serbia’s participation sends a signal that it is commit-
ted to adhering to international norms and standards, and can help to
build trust and confidence with neighboring countries and the interna-
tional community at large.

Thirdly, Serbia’s participation in peacekeeping operations can
provide valuable experience and training for its military personnel,
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enhancing their skills and professionalism, which can contribute to the
country’s overall defense capabilities. This is particularly important giv-
en Serbia’s aspiration to join the EU, which emphasizes the importance
of strong defense and security capabilities.

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INTRODUCTION

Nowadays world is facing race in development of technology.
Such a competitive atmosphere brings numerous challenges to adjust
to new technologies as inevitable part of everyday life. ,,Development
of digital technology has produced many benefits to society, but it has
also produced a wide range of cyber threats. Those threats can serious-
ly harm and target individuals, industry, critical infrastructures and
even governments” (Luknar 2020, 621). Increasingly adopting of ICT
and artificial intelligence all around the world, will push question of
ICT and Al reliability in the foreground. Since individuals, companies
and states increasingly relying on ICT and modern technology innova-
tions, security of ICT and Al becomes more urgent. Given the urgency
of addressing these issues, the need for understanding of cyber threats
has increased. Analysing different types of cyber threats shows the de-
mands for well-prepared cyber defence both in government and private
sector. Cyber threats are developing rapidly along with a technological
evolution. It is of great importance to be prepare for further cyber risks.
This study proposes actively carry out of expert’s research and cooper-
ation, experience exchange and training.

This study presented a wide array of literature related to cyber
threats and perceptions of it. The study is structured into eight sections,
including the above introduction. Section 2 presents methodology and
theories, thereby constructing hypothetical exploratory framework. Sec-
tion 3 emphasizes the topical importance of the cyber-attack and discuss-
es theory implications about cybercrime and cyber terrorism. Section 4
discusses the Al possibilities in cyber security. Section 5 discusses re-
sults of the analysis. Finally, Section 6 concludes this study.

METHODOLOGY AND THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

Dealing with cyber-attack is important and not easy task. In the
current research our main objective is to draw attention to cyber threats
and prevent this issue. Consideration of cyber threats can be developed
by using theoretical framework presented here. As Zhuge mentioned
new methodology to be insightful and predictable should evolved con-
tinuously with technology development and “break the boundaries of
existing disciplines” (Zhuge 2011, 1014).
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Cyber security experiences and trust to the security systems of
cyber services is important part of cyber security. Cyber security con-
tinuously developing. Exchange of best practices have a crucial role in
the cyber defence. By doing this, we aim to provide a clearer descrip-
tion of the possible cyber threats. In this paper we closely examine the
existing approaches to address wide range of cyber threats. ,,Louvain
method” may be useful in detection of cyber terrorist groups. The iden-
tification of terrorist communities is of crucial importance as they may
help to uncover and track their cyber activities. Researchers found that
this method was successful to detect “the community structure of large
networks” (Blondel et al. 2008, 1) such as cyber space (Croitoru et al.
2015). That is a heuristic method, based on modularity optimization. So-
cial network services and mobile phone networks characterize large size.
So, decomposing the networks into sub-units or communities appears
as promising approach (Fortunato et al. 2007). Blondel and colleagues
(2008) mentioned detection algorithms to distinguish several types of
community: ,,divisive algorithms detect inter-community links and re-
move them from the network, agglomerative algorithms merge similar
nodes/communities recursively and optimization methods are based
on the maximization of an objective function” (Blondel et al. 2008, 2).

There were numerous attempts to present a cyber-security frame-
work. Here find enclosed vital theories for the consideration of all kinds
of cyber threats. According to that, author suggest ,,a formal model of
the similarity ratio” that ,,enables aggregation of experiences from many
services about the security system of a specific service” (Bahtiyar and
Cag’layan 2013, 290).

According to The Routine Activity Theory mitigation of cyber
threats should become routine. Theory suggests “Reducing the oppor-
tunities for cybercrime to occur, making cybercrime more difficult to
commit and by increasing the risks of detection and punishment asso-
ciated with committing cybercrime” (Choo 2011, 719). Scholars men-
tioned “cyber threat modelling” as “an analytical process that is used
for identifying the potential threats against a system and supporting the
selection of security requirements in the early stages of the system de-
velopment life cycle” (Mamdouh Khalil et al. 2023).

To understand how science and technology might contribute to
countering all types of cyber threats we must evaluate the nature of the
threat. There are many approaches to that:
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1) human approach — dealing with the cyber-attack from the aspect
of the cyber-attacker or cyber user. Weather is cyber-attack indi-
vidual/personal act or act of a member of a specific organization:
terroristic or criminal, the human element is important part of
cybersecurity. Researcher of cyber-attacks have noticed the ris-
ing number of incidents caused by social engineering (Abraham
and Chengalur-Smith 2010; Jansson and Solms 2010). Social en-
gineering malware appear as a major threat nowadays (Mitnick,
Simon and Woyniak 2002). Jansson and Solms (2010) present-
ed ,,a holistic solution in the form of a flowchart” (Jansson and
Solms 2010, 24) as guidance that may to help employees ‘do the
right thing” when they faced with a potential social engineering
attack. Researches (Siponen 2000; Luknar 2022) found that each
of us play important role in shaping the reliability of ICT. The lack
of awareness about cybersecurity policies and best practices has
been identified as trigger for malware attack (Siponen 2000);

2) technological approach — dealing with the availability of technical
solutions to the vulnerabilities that are most likely to be exploited
by cyber-attackers;

3) policy approach — dealing with the vulnerabilities of targets in civ-
il society, examine active cyber policies and strategies;

4) legal approach — dealing with the vulnerabilities of cyber law reg-
ulation;

5) consequential approach — dealing with the nature of cyber-attack
impacts; the proportions of the cyber-attack damage.

Cyber threat is complex. This concept contains two dimensions:
social and technological. Considering the nature of researched issue,
combining methods both from technical and social sciences appears as
useful solution. Below, we present a summary of scholar works experi-
enced in our own academic work, combined with insights from the re-
search findings of others.

CYBER-ATTACK

Since ICTs have become fundamental tools for contemporary com-
munication, protecting cyber security and preventing cyber-attacks ap-
pears as crucial tasks in nowadays world. ICT use haven’t changed the
goals of communication; however, the methods and techniques continue
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to evolve as new ICT means. Trust in ICT depends on the ability to se-
curely communicate. Cyber security main goal is to protect information
and cyber service from a wide range of threats. Identifying and classi-
fying threats to information systems is key step to building defensive
mechanisms (Luknar 2022). Concurrently, as ICT and cyber defence
procedures evolve, cyber threat also evolves. There are so many differ-
ent kinds of cyber-attacks on cyber-physical systems (CPSs): denial of
service (DoS) attacks, bias injection attack, zero dynamics attack, re-
play attack, stealthy attack, eavesdropping attack, covert attack, dynamic
false data injection attacks etc. Cyber-attacks can be classified according
to the one or multiple security criteria they are threatening on: “disclo-
sure (confidentiality) attacks, deception (integrity) attacks and disruption
(availability) attack” (Canaan et al. 2020, 5). Figure 1 shows connec-
tion between physical and cyber layer and three types of cyber-attacks.

Cyber-attackers increased the sophistication of their attacks. To
deceive a target contemporary cyber-attackers invest time and resourc-
es to gather personality traits and other information about their target.
Scholars found in their study a percentage of different cyber-attacks in
energy sector and trustworthy space, Figure 2 (Priyadarshini et al. 2021).

Cyber-attackers use vulnerable entry points to break through the smart
grid communication systems. For these interventions they often use
the help of numerous mediums, such as the (USB) thumb drive, virus-
es, and even software patches and updates. People certainly made pro-
gress in forensic investigation, although each case and circumstances
are different. Different authors have been proposed several cyber-attack
detection schemes in recent time. Rago and Hosmer (2013) provided a
basic model (Table 1) for uncovering data hiding and steganography ac-
tivities in three steps:
1) Steganography Use Discovery, refers to actions that requires
access to the suspect data storage containers in order to create
a forensically sound image of the suspect’s data storage devices.
That means to examine any actions performed by the suspect that
would point to a discovery and examine of all local or remote stor-
age devices, memory sticks, SD Cards, web history, downloaded
applications, network searches etc.

2) Steganography Carrier Discovery means three types of analysis
of each of the collected object made in previous step: a) “signa-
ture-based anomaly detection algorithms™; b) “sophisticated blind
steganography detection algorithms”, ¢) human analyst examines
manually the results from two previous steps;

3) Hidden Content Extraction — essential ingredient for cracking is
discovering the steganography program that was used by the sus-
pect (Rago and Hosmer 2013, 214-215).

Authors worldwide propose various methods to detect cyber-attack.
Mo et al. propose a computationally-efficient scheme to detect decep-
tion attacks on sensors (Mo, Chabukswar and Sinopoli 2014). Fooladi-
vanda and colleagues (2019) propose “dynamic state estimation schemes”
(Fooladivanda et al. 2019) that enable us to detect cyber-attacks effi-
ciently, but these solutions do not mitigate all possible adverse effects.
These authors demonstrate the effectiveness of secure state estimation
method through simulations of the two types of attacks: synchronous
generator attacks and inverter-interfaced power supply attacks in three
simulated scenarios:
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1) Scenario 1: There is no cyber-attack on the microgrid.

2) Scenario 2: The microgrid is under cyber-attack, and it is not
protected by any secure state estimation.

3) Scenario 3: The microgrid is under cyber- attack, and it is pro-
tected by the proposed secure state estimation (Fooladivanda et al. 2019).
Other scholars mentioned “noise filtration” (Basseville and Nikiforov
1993) or “disturbance attenuation techniques” (Jiao et al. 2016) to de-
tect and remove malicious attacks. Diversity of cyber-attacks led to cre-
ation of different detection and defense methods and mechanisms. That
is why cyber-attackers are developing increasingly complex stealth tac-
tics to avoid progressive forensic procedures and data concealing detec-
tion. “Cyber defenses need to be implemented or adapted to keep pace.
A key distinction is in the nature of cyber-attackers — they are malicious,
persistent, and evolve their attacks over time” (Byrne et al. 2014, 524).
Cyber-attack could severely impact states in many different ways. Yue
suggested three techniques that each country should be run to achieve
the cybersecurity: “optimal design, persistent network vigilance and
next-generation security” (Yue 2003, 565-569).

CYBERCRIME

The rapid adoption of ICT created opportunities for crime and
deviance online. ICT use dramatically has changed crime. Cybercrime
means “crimes that exist simply as a result of the use of the Internet as a
means to transmit, access, or share data” (Holt 2016, 31) There are var-
ious forms of cybercrime. Many of them are simply electronic parallels
of traditional crimes. Cybercrime may involve a wide range of attacks
that can be classified in three categories:

1)“crimes specific to the internet”;
2)“traditional” crimes such as fraud and forgery committed online;

3)“illegal online content”, including pornographic and child sexu-
al abuse material, glorification of violence, terrorism, racism and
xenophobia etc. (Luknar 2022, 149).

Henson noticed that “cybercrime victimization is often consid-
ered less serious than traditional street crime because of the lack of di-
rect physical contact between the offender and victim” (Henson, Reyns,
and Fisher 2016, 567). Studies found that individuals felt emotional upset
produced by cybercrime victimization (Symantec 2010). Some types of
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cyber victimization were very extreme and may influence mental health
(Hinduja and Patchin 2010; Mitchell, Finkelhor, and Becker-Blease 2007).
Although a lot has been done regarding this issue, there are still sever-
al major limitations that affect our cybercrime defense and knowledge:

e the lack of official data sources that can be use to estimate prev-
alence or incidence of cybercrime, and may help better to under-
stand the nature of this criminal events.

e the lack of information — People are aware of cybercrime threat.
In 2019 the Cyber Barometer from Europe Assistance and LEXIS
published results of survey that was conducted in 9 countries (the
United States, Italy, France, Spain, Switzerland, Austria, Hungary,
Czech Republic, and Romania). 800 consumers from each coun-
try, ages 25-75 took part in this survey. Study has found that “46%
of consumers are worried about cybercrime. This number rises to
49 percent for respondents with elderly parents and 54 percent for
those with children” (Europ Assistance 2019). Other study found
that “the general public must become more cognizant of the threat
and severity of cybercrimes. There is some evidence that citizens ei-
ther do not know whom to contact in the event that they experience
cybercrimes or think that this experience may not be treated in the
same fashion as being the victim of street crime” (Holt 2016, 41).

e cybercrime law — People (criminologists, lawyers, policy makers
etc.) have begun to examine ways in which individual utilize tech-
nology to engage in crime. The Cybercrime Convention is mul-
tinational agreement (Sunde 2018) in which parties must crimi-
nalize certain cybercrimes in their national substantive criminal
law. Local law enforcement, should be “capable of ensuring that
cybercrimes can be properly investigated at all levels of law en-
forcement” (Holt 2016, 41). “One major issue is that ‘traditional’
lawyers may not be fully aware of technological developments,
whereas technical security experts may not be fully aware of le-
gal issues. This has given rise to a new category of legal advice
involving hybrid specialists with legal and technical knowledge,
rather than a coordinated team of legal experts working with cyber
security experts” (Boobier 2020, 239).

There is a need for the development and assessment of contemporary
policy and contra measures against cybercrime. Here are some “recom-
mendations that can be taken to ensure multilevel defense of cybercrime:
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1) Consciousness use of the internet;

2) Consciousness implementation of new digital technology

3) International monitoring, juridical cooperation

4) Multilevel transnational cooperation

5) Reducing dark number

6) Law enforcement responses

7) Improve cybercrime policing

8) Dedicated well trained police personnel” (Luknar 2022, 149)

CYBER TERRORISM

Cyber terrorism and cybercrime are two different concepts. Im-
agine the following scenario: terrorist hacks into a personal bank account
to steal funds. This is a case of cybercrime committed by a terrorist,
even if the gained money will be used to support terrorism. Although
cybercrime and cyber terrorism may seem difficult to divide, cyber ter-
rorist’s actions characterize ideological motivation, not pure profit. Cy-
bercriminals intent to satisfy their personal needs and desires. Crimi-
nal violence is often opportunistic. Cyber terrorist’s aim is to achieve
a political, social, or religious change. Cyber terrorist’s activities imply
fatal level of distraction so they can send certain political message or
produce fear on a larger scale. Terrorist are motivated by the future out-
comes of their acts. They see present and past as opposite of their aims.
“Terrorists now have the unprecedented ability to disrupt our lives, hold
information hostage, and/or cause widescale damage by attacking just
a few non-human targets that comprise single points of failure within
our technology infrastructures” (Rogers 2003, 90). To discuss cyber
terrorism, it is necessary to understand the attraction of cyberspace for
the terrorist, and the nature of traditional terrorism. The motivation for
cyber terrorism attack is the same as for the traditional terrorism. Stud-
ies have found different motivation for becoming terrorist. It seems to
vary as much as the personalities of the terrorists themselves (Rogers
2003; Reich 1990).

Rogers (2003) defines cyber terrorist as “individual who uses com-
puter/network technology to control, dominate or coerce through the use
of terror in furtherance of political or social objectives” (Rogers 2003,
78). “The targets selected by terrorists will depend on their goals, but the
choice of attacks will depend on five important criteria: opportunity to
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(a) Inflict loss of human life in large numbers,
(b) Destroy important physical facilities,

(¢) Exact severe economic damage for a persisting period of time,
(d) Disrupt the institutions of government, and

(e) Attack symbols of civil culture most detested by the terrorists”
(Branscomb 2004, 274). Bennet (2017) mentioned some of the
objectives of terrorism:

e “Demonstrate the group’s power over the population and govern-
ment;

e Show the existing government’s lack of power to interfere or stop
terrorist operations.

e Exact revenge for perceived persecution and satisfy the group’s
vengeance.

Gain worldwide, national, or local publicity for the group’s cause
by attracting media coverage” (Bennet 2017, 9). Cyber-attack may couse
various kinds of effects like misinformation, degradation of GPS, con-
fusion, displaying private data etc. (Yannakogeorgos 2012) .

Confronting cyber terrorism requires readiness and vigilance at
all time, despite the apparent absence of visible terrorist activity. “To
understand how science and technology might contribute to countering
terrorism, one must evaluate the nature of the threat, the vulnerabili-
ties of targets in civil society, and the availability of technical solutions
to the vulnerabilities that are most likely to be exploited by terrorists”
(Branscomb 2004, 272).

ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE

Artificial intelligence has engendered a great deal of excitement and
controversy. Our fascination with Al runs deeper than fear. The allure of
Al is unquestionable. Worldwide Al debate is based on two issues. First
issue is connected with its widespread use in a nowadays world without
adequate law frame. It concerns the consequences. Second issue is about
Al limitations. With risk and consequence, arises question of substantive
Al ethic. Its ethical principles are matter of reflections and speculation.
That is why some authors see Al as threat. “Al is also leading to a whole
new generation of autonomous weapons and countless variants of ex-
tremely dangerous cyber-attack tactics, including “deep fakes”. This of
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course does not mean that Al is evil per se, but that humans could rely
on Al to realize both virtuous and malicious goals, including building
more deadly weapons and breaking security walls” (Renda 2019, 5).

Al algorithms showed incredible possibilities. Al has already ap-
plied in various sectors such as: digital platforms, defense, cyber security,
e-banking, healthcare, energy, insurance, e-commerce etc. We have the
chance to make Al policy choices and application of Al algorithms in a
best possible way to improve cyber security from various cyber threats.
Recommendation is to integrally connected Al algorithms to the con-
cept of cyber threat. While different simulations can be used for cyber
defense trainings and education about diverse cyber threats. As Renda
noticed “new risks will also emerge” (Renda 2019, 22). So, governments
should consider “the restructuring of cyber security and cyber-resilience
plans, with the creation of pervasive, diffuse networks of data collection
points, coupled with the centralization of processing power into high
performance computers” (Renda 2019, 22).

DISCUSSION

With all the innovations in information and communication tech-
nology it is clearly accurate that contemporary states in general have be-
come more dependent on network infrastructure. It is necessary for gov-
ernments to take preventative actions towards all kinds of cyber threats.
Governments should consider all infrastructures that rely on technol-
ogy to run effective cyber defense. Each technological components of
the infrastructures must be analyzed to reach high level of prepared-
ness against cyber vulnerabilities. Economically undeveloped countries
can’t financially afford the high-tech devices, but should consider every
possibility to protect critical infrastructures. Cyber-attacker knows no
boundaries. As studies have shown in the last few years, a lot has been
done on the cyber security issue. Despite, there is a problem with the
longevity of high — tech protection. Humans can very well miss out to
provide effective cyber security if they don’t continuously follow the
trends of technological innovations. Stay in touch with newest forms of
technology possibilities is prerequisite for dealing with this issue. Moni-
toring and evaluation of developed cyber security framework worldwide,
provides opportunities to improve on time cyber defense. It is neces-
sary to consider all possibilities of artificial intelligence in dealing with
cyber threats. The quality of our cyber security depends on the quality

of our approach to cyber threats. A multidisciplinary approach appears
as desirable, as cyber threats arise from actions made in complex cy-
ber-physical space. Study highlighted importance of combining meth-
ods both from technical and social sciences. Future research directions
should also propose different methods in dealing with cyber threats.

CONCLUSION

We have witnessed a significant growth in the use of ICT and ar-
tificial intelligence. Covid-19 pushed information and communication
technologies to become dominant means of interacting and collaborat-
ing. The intersection of the physical and cyber spaces creates new com-
plex virtual spaces for collaboration and interaction. Gaining a better
understanding of different kinds of cyber threats is a substantial scien-
tific challenge that may improve our ability to better response to cyber
threats. Cyber-attack could produce considerably different consequenc-
es, threatening people activities and life. Despite many efforts that have
been made to find solutions to cyber security problems, contemporary
defense and cyber policies deals with what was done in past. Achieve
efficient cybersecurity is not easy. Only, continuous cooperation and
tracking trends in technology development may lead to good preven-
tion of various cyber threats.

DIALOGUE AND TOLERANCE IN SERBIA

Resume

Education for dialogue and tolerance in institutional schools in the
Republic of Serbia began intensively at the time of the beginning of the
education reforms in 2001, first by introducing the subjects Religious Ed-
ucation and Civic Education into the educational process, and then by re-
defining the teaching content in general education subjects in basic and
secondary schools. There are many different public debates about the
effects of the Religious Education and Civic Education subjects, as well
as some partial researches, which indicate different results. The subject
of this paper is the consideration of the basic characteristics of education
for dialogue and tolerance, as well as educational models of their imple-
mentation, with special attention being paid to primary and secondary
education in Serbia. In this research, the method of content analysis was
applied, which was approached from a holistic point of view, which en-
tailed a detailed study of certain contents in the scientific literature, anal-
ysis of relevant documents and published results of previous research. At
the same time, special attention was always focused on understanding the
meaning of those contents and their structure in the context of the topic
of this paper. The results of this research show that institutional educa-
tion for dialogue and tolerance in Serbia is consistent with: cultural and
social values; ideological and political goals of the development of socie-
ty; and that such education is correlated with relevant international doc-
uments and experiences of European democratic societies, all of which
should contribute to the development of the neoliberal model of political
culture. The potential of education for dialogue and tolerance in Serbia
is great, but the reliable effects of such education are still questionable.

Use the footnotes solely to provide remarks or broader expla-
nations.
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REFERENCES

References should be listed after the text of the paper, prior to
the Resume in the following manner:

- the first line of each reference should be left intended, and the
remaining lines should be placed as hanging by 1.27 cm using
the option Paragraph/Special/Hanging;

- all the references should be listed together, without separating
legal acts of archives;

- the references should not be numbered;

- list only the references used in the text.
