Thank you for your suggestions.  Here are explanations for suggested methodological problems.
1. Biochemical parameters in relation to clinical outcome in patients treated with FOLFOX4 protocol with or without bevacizumab

Liver function tests parameters in relation to clinical outcome in this way treated patients are the subject of another paper which is in process for publication by another journal. Therefore, in this paper hepatotoxicity of used therapies was observed by biochemistry and not by clinical outcomes.
2. "Space occuping" and "energy consuption"  effects of metastases
 It is acceptable that „space occuping“ and „energy consumption“ effects of metastases are more pronounced in remaining healthy liver tissue in patients with progressive disease than in those with regressive or stable disease. Those effects were mentioned in the paper in order to highlight that metastases may thus exert hepatotoxic effect. This may explain why there were increased pre-treatment values of liver function tests parameters.
Accordingly, corresponding changes have been made throughout the text and included in the revised manuscript.
